Longstreet’s Widow, 99, 
Succumbs in Georgia

Missionaries and others have 
denounced the Peyote ceremony 
as a  pagan ritual, ,

But practitl<mers of Peyote deny 
this and they have some support 
from white men.

Dr. Sol Tax, a  Unlvertlty of 
Chicago antliropologist and one of 
th e  few white men ever to  aUend 
a  Peyote ritual, celled it, one of 
the most wonderful religious ex­
periences he ever had. And a  Uni­
versity  of Okihhoma anthrqpolO- 
gist, Dr. William K. Bittle, called 
Peyote’ a  panacea to h  large num­
ber of Indian 01s:

It Is estim ated that Peyote lias 
139,0(X) followers In this Country 
and that 20.000 of Oklahoma’s 
190,000 Indians attend Peyote cer­
emonies.

One of the major attem pts t<J 
4Hltlaw Peyote- came in the 1940s, 
when the OklShoma legislature 
was petitioned by a  group ' of 
church leaders, to pu t a  stop to 
the Indian religion.'

Dk M. Madrano, of Tulka, a  law­
yer and Caddo Indian, hekded a  
committee which investigated' Pe- 
yote.

"Foe what we are moving to­
ward la an open partnership 
among all free nations, a gradual 
le'veling of trade barriers that will 
draw the Whole non-Communlst 
wprid together with the strings of 
economic self-interect. And that 
partnership will be specifically 
and iqitlally expressed in terms of 
a genuine Atlantic Partnership— 
between Uie common market of 
Europe and the common market 
b f 60 united states,”  he said.

"That partnership will be based 
on what already comes close to a 
trillion dollar economy. It will pro 
duce nearly 90 per cent of the free 
world’s industrial power; the 
lion’s share of its technical skills; 
two of its greatest markets for 
raw materials, and a very large 
portion of the capital available for 
Investment and development.

” It will extend these benefits of 
these naw opportuhitles to the con' 
tlnents of Asia, Africa and Latin 
America, who will be able to buy 
more from the Industrialized na' 
tions by selling more goods in our. 
markets. And, finally, It will pone 
to the leaders of the CTommunlst 
world a direct, deep and abiding 
challenge.”

’The United States, Kennedy 
said, must -be willing to buy as 
well as sell. It must be willing to 
allow European producers easier 
access to our market In return for 
opening the doors In their common 
tariff wall.

This- Is what Kennedy seeks 
from Ccmgress —the power to re­
duce and In some cases wipe out 
tariffs on a reciprocal basis.

A  lew people and industries may 
be hurt, be conceded. But safe­
guards have been built into the 
projected trade law for them.

'’No one,”  he aald, ” is going to 
be sacrificed to the national inter­
est with a  medal and an empty 
grocery bag.”

From'-tte're, It was on to 
Palm Beach, FTa.u for a  restful 
weekend before Kennedy’s retuni 
to Washington Monday morning.

Vice' President L y n d w ^ . John­
son, flying directly from Washing­
ton, was to Join Kennedy at Eglin 
for the A ir Force demonstration.

The President • already has 
watched the Arm y and Navy flex 
their muscles-^the Arm y at Ft. 
Bragg, N. C., In October, the Navy 
and Marines along the Virginia 
and Carolina coast last month.

The A ir Force thus was com­
pleting a cycle. What It planned 
as a starter was a motek alert 
sending eight B52 bombers and 4lx 
F lO l Voodoo fighters aloft In a 
roaring scramble.

The B62 Is the giant Wght-en- 
gine, eso-mlie-an-hour plane which 
is the nation’s chief nuclear bomb 
threat. A  B52 flying on alert re­
portedly Is equipped with a pair 
of 20-megaton hydrogen bombs.

While the A ir  Force has faster 
fighters than ths  ̂FlOl, this ship 
can do more than 1,000 miles an 
hour.

To display a wide range of Its 
planes, the A ir Force parked a 
group of them at a spot where 
Kennedy could drive along and 
inspect them.

The big thunder and punch was 
saved for a firing range some 14 
miles away, where the A ir  Force 
could unleash Its air-to-ground 
and ground-to-air mlsstles for Ha 
commander in chief.

One type of air-ground miaalle, 
the "Hounddog” . with a range of 
about 500 miles already is oper­
ating equipment for the- BS2. Still 
being perfected is the 1,000 mile 
range "Skyhelt”  missile.

Eglln also Is headquarters for 
an air commando group—a spe­
cial antiguerrllla force, some of 
Whose members are training ‘ the 
South Vietnamese in special tech­
niques.

GE Program

What is h formula for progress T 
Those students of Manchester 
High School who attended the 
General EHectrlo Science Show 
held to Bailey Auditorium after 
school April 16 learned thie and 
much mre about the wonders of 
science. The program was spon­
sored by the Lutz Junior Museum.

A representative from Lutz wel­
comed the audience and urged 
them to visit the museum. Then 
the program was turned over to 
a representative of General Elec­
tric Co. who proceeded to, reveal 

'various marvels of modem sci­
ence. He began with the formula 
for progress which he demon­
strated with chemicals. The first 
components were curiosity and 
knowledge;' nothing happened. 
However, when purpose was add­
ed there was a definite reaction; 
the chemicals formed a glowing 
mass.'

The students were also shown 
several examples of progreto 
through modem science. Most In- 
eeresttng were a screen that 
stored light, an explosive demon­
stration of how ordinary mate­
rials in certain combinations can 
cause a violent reaction, and ap­
paratus that, can turn sound into 
light, and vice versa. Hie prin­
ciple was demonstrated to the 
time of- “Midnight In Moscow,", 
transmitted across the stage oh a 
beam of light and then repro­
duced.
