tending that the criticism itself is 
the work of extremists of the right 
or the left

Hls defense, as It gees, doee well 
enough. He points out neatly and 
effaetively, that tb» extremists of 
the right charge that the United 
Nations Is a Communist plot and 
that the Oommunists, for their 
Iiaxt, diarge that the United Na­
tions la the tool of capitalism.

And it is a nleo, handy business, 
too, to be able, or to pretend to be 
able, to charge to> extremists 
groups like the Birch Society any 
crlUclems of the United Nations 
for its operating and policy imper­
fections. Attributing all criticism 
to such aoureee'lB one way of an­
swering it, by diecrediUng it  

I f  we are to discuss the situation 
of the United Nations realistically, 
however, it is not from extremists

Asian Twist: Second Ronnd
We found It intricate, but fasci­

nating, the other day, to calcuUte 
the possibilities which might be 
following after Ooramimiet China's 
announcement that it was ready to 
deal with Pakistan over .Chinese 
borders Â ith Kashmir, the prov­
ince Pakistan claims While India 
holds most of it/

Now another event—or at least 
rumor of an event—Illuminates 
the same string of possibilities 
from a somewhat different angle.

This time the report js that In­
dia is arranging to acquire two 
squadrons of fighter planes from 
Russia, along with technicians and 
trainer piloU, along with a factory 
in which India would be able to 
liroduce Its own Russian-type Jets 
in the future-

One aspect of this is that India 
may be doing this because its own 
neighbor, Pakistan, with whom its 
relations have been something less 
than Idyllic of late, gets Its fighter 
planes from the United States.

Another aspect of it is that, al­
though we can normally be very 
angry when anybody buye mili­
tary supplies from the Communist 
bloc of nations, we might not have 
any quarrel at all with this re- 
ported policy on the part of India.

One r e ^ n  we might not be 
angry could be that we would 
rather have Russia siqtplylng mod­
em fighting planet to Bidia, our 
neutraUst friend, than to Commn- 
nlst China, Russia’s own some­
what belligerent associate.

Communist China, of course, has 
been pilling on India lately, so 
much so that even Nehni haa had 
to begin talking tough, not against 
a little enclave like Goa, this time, 
but against the biggest county in 
the world. The more Communist 
China picks on India, the more 
Russia Is kind to India. It rather 
looks as If Russia doesn't want 
China getting too big, or India 
getting too weak. It rather looks 
as if India, whenever China 
threatens India, might have both 
Ruimia and the United States In Its

He came to Bolton in 1921 and 
ran a poultry farm for many years.

Mr. Toomey had been a deputy 
fire warden for more than 30 years 
and had been the town’s health 
officer. He w u  one o f the organi­
zers of the Bolton Volunteer F ife  
Department in the early 1940s, 
was a trustee and had been presi­
dent of the Bolton Hall and L i­
brary Association, and unUl very 
recently, was president of the Bol­
ton Cemetery Association.

It followed the air burst of a 
more powerful nuclear device 
dropped from an airplane, be­
lieved to be a B52 bomber, in the 
vicinity of Christmas Island.

The two shots—the first one-day 
doubleheader of the Dominic se­
ries—were tiie eighth and ninth 
of the tests which begem April 5.

The underwater burst was de-‘ 
scribed as a low yield shot, mean­
ing it had̂ ' the explosive eqiilv- 
alent of less than M.OOO tons of 
TNT.

^tkiiHaeget area, then hits the wa- 
ter and homes in on enemy.-sub- 
marines by following their sounds.

The SUBROC, another powerful 
weapon, still is in development.

It is a guided missile designed 
to be fired from a submerged sub­
marine's torpedo tubes or from 
the surface.

In his champagne toast, Kenne- 
New Haven, assistant, secretary; .fly paid tribute to “ creath^iB-Ihlnk- 
and ReV. Albert A. Garvin of Shi- ers" and declared;

‘̂ 'Pleasanter or easier than ' lying 
around all day and painting a pic 
ture or writing a book-”

“ In my opinion,”  said the Pres­
ident, "The ultimate In a{lf-dls- 
clpllne Is a creative work.
