Some honest' 
farmer, somewhere In Texaa, 
might ■ liaVs noticed, eventually, 
that hie backyard held ho fer- 
tlUxer tanks to justify either the 
mortgage dT'Ihe teue. And the 
truth is, of course, that these hon­
est farmers did notice that the 
tana never did appear. But they 
had received their orijrinai cssb 
bonus for the lease. And they con­
tinued to receive payments for ths 
lease ef the non-existent tank 
wMch took care of tha mortgage 
based on the non-existent tank. 
And hundreds, perhaps thousands, 
of honest Texas fanners played 
this game with Billie Sol Eatee, 
never ehooMng to expoee It.

When It came down to pure 
ethics, they, were as crooked, 
these honest fanners, as be was. 
Their only distinction, really, on 
the side of virtue, would' be that 
they wars less imaginative, leea 
mfterpristng than he.

As for the great credit oon- 
cems which honored this mort­
gage paper from Eetee, at least 
one of them has beep forced to 
doubt that the ineeutlve Involved 
was merely an innocent dupe.

One commodity, a brand ef 
liquid fertilizer, BUlle Sol Eetee 
did actually sell and deliver. In 
what seemed to be a suoceaeful ef­
fort to drive all competition out of 
business, he sold this fertilizer, to 
the farmers for lees than he paid 
for it. In this way, he was able to 
drive rival dealers ou( of business. 

Into selling their btulneas to 
him. But,. If this operation ra- 
quired him to sell fertilizer to the 
farmers for teas than he himself 
paid for It, It Was an ope'iation In 
which he was certain to run, tem­
porarily at least, into a financial 
hole. He couldn't even pay for the 
fertilizer. The bompany Involved 
summoned him to a reckuiilng, to 
get him to pay up the few hundred 
thousand he owed! After It had 
heard him, It loaned him more 
money than he owed. Did It, or did 
it not, know something of the 
questionable ethics, the question­
able legality, of hts operation? 
Did It care just how he was cresLĵ  
Ing monopoly territory ’ for Itŝ  
product?

By ithe time Kllle Sol Estes got 
around to buying and seducing 
politicians he had apparently prac­
ticed his techniques until they 
were perfect, on honest farmers, 
on businessmen, after which, by 
the popular belief and judgment, 
seducing crooked politicians would 
be a picnic, a breeze.

As The West Returns
In the reaction of" Japanese

Model Lynn Karrol originated the para-twist this after­
noon about 100 feet off the ground. The new dance requires 
that both feet be off the ground with your head in the clouds

Trainee-paratroopers will be able 
to get the feel of a parachute wUhr 
out making jumps from training 
towers or airplanes.

Amateur parachutists will prob­
ably take to it  at readily as they-

•ere for the child -with an infec­
tious disease, here ale seme sug­
gestions that may help youf doc­
tor to carry the youngster through 
the llineM with a  minimum of in- 
eonvenlente. dlsconifort- and harm:
. If iKM'sible, isolate the child in 
the Midroom th a t’s nearest to the 
to ilet Try to . keep the tempera­
ture of the room between 65 and 
70 degroes F. Moot persons breathe 
more freely, eat and sleep-better 
and feel generally more comfort­
able when the room to which 
they’re confined is cool and well- 
ventilated.

The overheated stuffy room adds 
to discomforts and contributes to 
beliefs. Over-heating does not pre­
vent infection or complications.' 
Nor does cool comfort invite 
"colte” and other reepiratbry ill­
nesses. p

Pay strict attention to peramial 
hygiene. See that hands are 
•clubbed after visite to the toilet 
and egain before meals. Rinse 
mouth and g e t rid of impactimis 
between teeth after snacks az well 
as after regular feedings. Ha-ve the 
child chew gum to 'keep the 
■aliva flowing, eepeoially If the 
diet ia limited and the mouth is 
dried due to water loss from fever.

To encourage a mofotoig evacua­
tion, give two glasses pr cups of 
hot fluid on awakening (week tea, 
decaffeinated coffee cn- half coffee 
and half hot milk). If there Iz no 
response, add a teaapoonful of bi­
carbonate of soda to each glasa or 
cup and repeat after an hour or
BO .

Don’t  force the child to use a 
potty. If necessary, carry It to 
toilet.

Don't weSLT the child out' with 
bed baths, sponges, etc. With your 
doctor’s permission, carry the child 
to the tub and bathe and sponge 
while the youngster has a chance 
to aall the acrubblng brush or a 
toy. After the tub or aponge, tey 
thoroughly, wrap In a blanket ind 
return to "bed. Don’t  worry about 
drafts or “chilling.” If possible, 
freshen the bed and air the room 
before the child returns.

With your doctor’s permission, 
let the child ait up for meals and 
for a sunning it the dq-y is bright. 
Or move to a chair at the window 
for a Iqoksee a t ■what’s going on 
in tha neighborhood. There’s no 
rule th a t says a child must be 
confined strictly to bed because 
the temperature bas hit a certain 
iovel.

After esUmaUng the ajmroxlmate 
differences between mouth and 
rectal temperatures, see if your 
doctor will let you rely on the for­
mer after you have made the ap­
propriate correction.

unless your doctor gives con­
trary orders, offer the youngster 
"party foods,” such as sugarM 
cereals, griddle cakes or waffles 
with honey or maple syrup, choco­
late flavored milk, cocoa with 
whipped cream, bread or crackers 
with Jam or- peanut butter, sliced 
banana, ice cream , with syriip, 
pudding w i t h  caramel sauce, 
cookies, lolUpopa. hard candles and 
the favorite carbonated beverage.

Use radio and TV with discrim- 
Inaticm. From schedules in your 
daily paper, select certain pro­
grams for listening or viewing.

Tlody Should be IncHned* 

Stance, or thv way you stand 
when you get ready to hit the ball. 
Is another of the basics that must 
become almost Instinctive before 
you can be a good golfer.

I can't tell you exactly how to 
addrese the ball because every sc- 
compUahed golfer’s stance varies. 
There are a few Invarlables In the 
stance, but no set pattern. *

A wide stance, perfect for a tall, 
siqnder golfer could prove a ter­
rible handicap to a short, fa't play­
er who would' feel more at home 
with his feet closer together. You 
can’t tell a man how far to stand 
from the ball, tor instance. That 
depends on his physlcsil charsetsr- 
istics. It would be silly to arbi­
trarily order Mr. Five-By-Ftve to 
stMd the rame distance as our 
till, alendbr friend. ■

The best I can do is give s gen­
eral idea of the three basic stances. 
You must adapt to'your own needs.

The square stance is one in 
which the ball Is faced squarely,

fw ith both feet in a direct Hne to 
the target. ®

Tile open stanoe finds the left 
foot 'drX'wn back from ths line of 
fiight, causing the body to turn to 
the left. The open stance makes it 
easier tor some to hlV through ths 
ball.

In ths elossd stance, the right 
foot is drawn hack from ths iTns. 
Most good golfers prefer It for long 
Shots.

There era only a few musts 
about the stance. Your feat must 
be placed comfortably, but firmly, 
on the ground since they are the 
foundation on which your awing 
will be erected. Be sure to flex your 
knees slightly. Your body should 
be inclined slightly, from ths waist 
Upward, toward ths ball.
