Under the propossd automatic
withholding of 20 per cent of all
dividends and Interest payments,
it would be up to the ordinary in-
dividual taxpayer, Including the
taxpayer whose total income
might be so amall he would pay no
income tax, to see that he got
back from the government any
suma withheld but not owed.

Aa for water department prop-
erty which i{s wanted by the club,
Martin has suggested that the
sals to the cll:’b dwm;!m}g‘ con-
tingent on restrictions - pre-
vent tho re-sale of the land so
that protection of the water val-
ues are assured.

Martin notes that thess re-
strictions on the land normally
would have the effect of reducing
the amount whici a potential
. buyer may want to pay for the
land.

At tho club's request, Martin
was authorized by the board of
directors to employ the appralsal
firm of Carroll and Driggs for an
appraisal of the Jand wanted for
the privale golf course, with the
gwrovulona that the club pay for

appraisal.

Carroll and Drigg’s appralsal
for the total land was $100,302,

The tolal figure was divided
am three tracts in this fash-
lon: $48615 for 219 acres (the
land on which the clubhouse is
situated); §$13.500 for 45 acres (a
part of the Iand referred to aa the
Taylor Reservolr tract); and
$137.187 for 76.25 acres (part of
which containg land assigned to
the park department, with the
other part assigned to the water
department.)

In their breskdown and assign
ment of the $1.250,000 to various
portions of the total acreage,
Thrall and Martin  nssigned a
value of $75000 for the 219
acres; 350,000 for the entire 200
acres of the Taylor Reservolr
tract; and $237,500 for the re-
malning 76.25 acres

Thus it can be scen that the
main difference "between the
town's allocation of costs in 1056
and the present appransal by Car-
roll and Driggs lles in the 76.25
acres which shows differential of

Martin said  he reviewed the
76.25-ncre part of the proposal and
that he feels confident the town's
flgure “is low, If anything."

Martin also aayg ‘‘the proceeds
of any sale of the park portion of
the Globe Hollow purchase should
be put into a sinking fund to amor-
tizp a portion of the annual bond
