Geyser disagrees and made his 
objections public by contributing 
to an anti-segregation book. For 
this he was severely criticised' -at 
the last N. H. Kerk General As­
sembly and his resignation de­
m and^ .

Before he could, reply, three of 
his students a t Pretoria Universi­
ty  brought .the heresy charges plus 
the Insubordination charge against 
him. The Insubordination charge 
concerned a rule made a t  the last 
General Assembly, aimed a t  reb­
els like Geyser, that the churph's 
ruling on matters such as aegre- 
gktlon could not be criticised In 
public.

In Its verdict, the i^m an  Syn­
odal Commission dismissed the 
charge of insubordination as hot 
adequately proved.

Geyser was actually' condemned 
(or Interpreting a  certain verse In 
the second book of PhllUplana as 
meaning that Christ was lower In 
status than God before and after 
(lis Incaniatlon and prior to His 
resurrection. This was objected to 
as detracting from Chriri's true 
and everlasting' Godhead.

Oesrser unsuccessfully pleaded 
that as a learned Interpreter of 
the Bible he had the prfvilage et 
freedom. Ih e  commission's rajec- 
tlon of this point was mentioned 
last week by another prominent 
N. R. Kerk theologian. Prof. A. 
Van Seims ^  Pretoria, when he 
resigned his position In protest 
against the heresy verdict, This 
resignation of a ' map esteemed 
here and tai the. Ndtherlands was 
the first serious repercussion of 
the Geyser verdict.

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MacArthor On This Soldier
We have, over the years, made It

a  potet of prlvUece and pleasure, 
In these columns, to give space to 
the oratory of one Douglas Mac- 
Arthur. We were fascinated by 
him as he stood on the deck of the 
Mlsaouri, taking the aurrender of 
the Japanese Iknpire, and pro 
claiming that the one thing clvUi- 
satlon had to learn, without any 
more experimentation in the field, 
was that there wihild 'be no vic­
tory or survival for anybody in any 
n«(t war. Wa wara fascinated by 
him when, after history had put 
his allegiance to hla own eloquence 
to the test, he aoon abaniloned the 
theory that no victory was pos­
sible and adopted, instead, the 
theory that there could be no sub­
stitute for victory. We were fasci­
nated by him when, speaking from 
hia sense of history, he was one of 
the first to notice the Inevitable 
aense of conflict between Russian 
and Chinese empires, even though 
both might cal! themaelves Com­
munist.

Whether General Douglaa Mac- 
Arthur is right or wrong on a 
given point, he usually has a mem­
orable way of making hla point.

The other day, up at Weat Point, 
at the age of 82, Douglaa MacAr- 
thur djllvered another of hla mem- 
orabl- speeches, this one frankly 
an-* ’’naahamedly add sentimental­
ly, devoted to description and giorl- 
ficatlon of tha career of pre­
fer-'onal M ^er. Since we doubt 
that the theme has ever bean moi« 
eloquently handled, we present eX' 
ceiptr from thlg MacArthur 
speech, as space allows.

General MacArthur had himself 
Just received the Sylvanus 'Diayer 
Award for service to his nation, 
and then responded as follows:

"This award la not Intended pri­
marily for a personality, but to 
sym' llze - great moral code—the 
code conduct and chivalry of those 
who guard this beloved land of cul­
ture and ancient de.vcent.

"Duty, honor, country: Thoee 
three hallowed words reverently 
dictate what you want to be, What 
you can be. what you will be. They 
are your rallying point to 
courage when courage seems to 
fall, to regain faith when there 
seems to be little cause for faith, 
to create hope when hope becomes 
forlorn. . . .

"They teach you to be proud 
and unbending In honest failure, 
but humble and gentle In success; 
not to substitute words for action; 
not to seek the path of comfort, 
but. to face the stress and spur of 
difficulty and challenge; to learn 
to stand up In the storm, but to 
have compassion on those who 
fall; to master yourself before you 
seek to master others; to have a 
heart that is clean, a goal that la 
high; to learn to laugh, yet never 
forget how to weep; to reach Into 
the future, yet never neglect the 

 ̂ past; to be serious, yet never take 
yourself too seriously; to be mo<i- 
est so that you will remember the 
simplicity of true greatness; the 
open in^d of true wisdom, the 
meekness -of true strength.

"They give you a temperate 
will, a quality of imagination, a 
vigor of the elhotlons, a freshness 
of the deep springs of ilfe, a tem­
peramental predominance of cour­
age over' timidity,' an Appetite for 
adventure over love of ease.

"They create in your heart the 
sense Of wonder, the unfailing hope 
of what next, -"rid the Joy and In­
spiration of U/e. TJiey teach- you in 
this way to be an officer and a 
gentleman. . . .

"You now face a new world, a 
' world of change. The thrust into 

outer space of the sateUite spheres 
and misidids marks a beginning of 
another epoch in the long history 
6f mankind. In the five or more 
bllUons of years the scientlstB tell 
us it has ’̂ ken  to form the earth, 
in the three or more billion years 
of development of thd’ human race, 
th.srs has never’ been a more 
•bntpt or staggering evolution.

"Wo 4oal aofw. not with things of

thU woHd «toi(e, but with th* .U- 
llmltablo disuxoM and yet un­
fathomed myiletjos of the uni- 
verse. Wd a rt r e a o h ^  out for a  
new and boundlus frontier. We 
speak in etrange tomui of harness- 
ing the cosmlo energy . ;  . of the 
p r lm ^  target in war, no longtor 
limited to the armed forces of an 
enemy, but initead to include his 
civil population; of ultimate con­
flicts between a united human race 
and the sinlater forcea of some 
other planetary gfOaxy; such 
dreamt and fantaslee as to make 
life the most exciting of all times.

"And through all this waiter of 
change and development your mis­
sion rem Uns fixed, determined, in­
violable, It is to win our wars. 
Bh:erythlng else in your profession­
al career la but coroUiuy to this 
vital dedication. AH other public 
purpose, all other public projects, 
all other public needs, g^eat or 
small, will And others for their 
accomplishments; but you are the 
ones who are trained to flght.

"Yours is the profession of 
arms, the Will to win, the sure 
knowledge that in war there is no 
substit'ite for victory, that if you 
loee, f  nation will be destroyed, 
that the very obsession 6t your 
public service must be duty, honor, 
country.

“Othera will debate the contro­
versial issues, national and inter­
national, which divide men's 
minds. But serene, calm, aloof, you 
etand as the nation's war guard­
ians, as Its lifeguards from the 
raging tides of international con­
flict, as Its gladiators in the arena 
of battle. . . .

"Let civilian voices argue the 
merits or demerits of our process­
es of government: Whether our 
strength is being sapped by defi­
cit financing indulged in too long, 
by federal paternalism grown too 
mighty, by power groups grown 
too arrogant, by polities grown 
too corrupt, by crime grown too 
rampant, by morala grown too 
low, by taxes grown too high, by 
extrimists grown too violent; 
whether our personal Ubertlee are 
as firm and complete as they 
should be.

'These great national problems 
are not for your professional par­
ticipation or military solution. 
Your guidepost stands out like a 
tenfold beacon in the night; Duty, 
hmor, country.

"You are the lever which binds 
together the entire fabric of our 
national system of defense. From 
your, ranks come the great cap­
tains who hold the nation's des­
tiny In their hands the moment 
the war tocsin .pounds.

"The long gray line has never 
failed us. Were you to do so, a 
million ghosts In olive drab, in 
brown khaki, in blue and gray, 
would rise from their white croee- 
ee, thundering those magic words: 
Duty, honor, country.

"Ihta dose not mean that you 
are warmongers. On the contrary, 
the soldier above all other people 
prays for peace, for ha must suf­
fer and bear the d e te s t  wounds 
and scars of war. Ekit always in 
our ears r ln g ^ s  ominous words of 
Rlato, that wisest of all i^loso- 
phers: “Only ths dead have seen 
the end of war.'

"The ehadowa are lengthening 
for me. The twilight la here. My 
days of old have vanWied—tone 
and tints. They have gone glim­
mering through the dreama of 
things that were. Their memory Is 
one of wondrous beauty, watered 
by tears and.coaxed and caressed

spent most of its tlm a during' the 
trial heading diimctly into empha- 
sia of the fact that (jleneral Salan 
had helped bring de Gpulls into 
pow^ in IMS, that de Gaulle had 
willingly come into power seaming 
to repudiate the mild Algerian 
policies of the government he re­
placed, and seeming to pledge, him­
self, to a  strong hsuidling of the 
French role in Algeria. After get­
ting Into power’ through the plot­
ting of rightist French generals, de 
Gaulle gradually proceeded to re­
veal that hla Idea, of a  strong pol­
icy in Algeria was on» which per­
mitted Algeria to  chooae its bwn 
political future, and a non-FrenCh 
one If it came to that.

This was indeed a betrayal of 
the expectations of those who had 
helped him to power, and it is cer­
tainly at least a partial and natu­
ral explanation of the bitter fanat­
icism which afterwards entered 
the llvAs and thp conduct of some 
of the Frwich military.

The manner in which he came 
to power, the pretenses he em­
ployed, have remained the grreat 
dark blot on this often inspired 
and glorious phase of President de 
Gaulle’s service tb his country. 
There have been high hopes, of 
late, that his use of the wrong 
means toward a right end would 
be forgiven, by the fates, and 
peace come -to Algeria. That may 
still be going to happen. But the 
fates have stepped in with one lit­
tle restraint. They are not allow­
ing President de Gaulle to take the 
life of General Salan Just because 
Salan kept on believing what de 
Gaulle encouraged him to believe 
back in 1958. They do exact at 
leMt this much price for, or im­
pose this much condition upon,-the 
use of the wrong- means. Let us 
hope the fates consider this 
enough, and, instead of convert­
ing this leniency for Salan into 
new encouragement for blood bath 
in Algeria, turn the result toward 
sanity and peace.

"Many ofFloe workers ars so 
bored working at. half speed that 
they welcome work standards" 
says a Ume-and-mollon expert.

That 1s probably one reason 
why BO many housewives are bored 
with their Job, too—because they 

, ĵWork long hours at half speed.
Of course, no expert is going to 

come Inn and make a time and 
motion study for a housewife aind 
then set up work standards for her, 
telling her exactly how long It 
should take to mahe a bed, wash 
dishes, scrub a floor. Iron a shirt, 
and so olr.

But any housewife who is bored 
with her Job could set up her own 
Work standard.  ̂ and make her Job 
a  lot less boring.

It Is bound to be more boring 
for a house^\’ife to dawdle along 
taking eight hours to do work that 
could bo done in five or six, than 
to set a faster pace for herself, 
get thO' work done, and then be 
rewarded with some free time to 
do as. she pleases.

THio great majority of house­
wives probably don’t work as effi­
ciently aa they could. For the 
housowlfe there Is always the 
temptation to switch from one Job 
to another haphaxardly. Instead of 
following a time and step-saving 
work plan, to putter Instead of 
setting a brisk work pace, to fol­
low outmoded methods o f  doing a 
particular task, instead of trying 
new shortcuts and easier methods, 
to flgtire ‘T have all day to get 
this work done’’ instead of "This 
work could be done In five hours 
and that Is all the time I am go­
ing to allot to doing it."

Working at half speed doesn't 
make the hou-sewife’s Job easier 
on her.

Althoiwh we keep assuring one 
another that "good things come In 
small packages," we often seem 
to place great value on tallness 
except In the case of our daugh­
ters.. Mothers take delight In not­
ing the Increasing height of thslr 
sons. Girls want (he boy friend to 
be tall as well aa dark and hand­
some. Most movie stars are six- 
footers. And with a few notable 
exceptions candidates for high po­
litical office sre "htg men."

Now aolehce gives promise at 
one day making short men tall!

We’ve known for years that 
growth Is controlled by our old 
friend the pituitary master gland. 
And scientists have even gone so 
far as to identify an anterior pit­
uitary principle called human 
growth hormone or HOH. But the 
pituitary gland is a tiny otfgan, 
not much bigger than a medium- 
sized grape. And the Job of ex­
tracting HGh  has been very dif­
ficult.

For reasons not completely un­
derstood, the only growth hor­
mones that could be used for the 
long periods of time required to 
note affects are those obtained 
from higher apes and from man 
himself. Hormones Obtained from 
the usual animal sources—cattle, 
horse.s and sheep -have proved 
unsatisfactory for prolonged 
treatment. .

Over the course of the past few 
years, encouraging reports have 
been forthcoming from tha ’Tufts 
University School of Medicine 
wheA) carefully controlled studies 
have been carried out by Dr. M. 
,S. Rabcn under a grant from the 
National - Institute "for Arthritis 
and Metabolic Diseases.

Briefly stdted, Dr'. Raben has 
been able to speed the growth of 
certain dwarfs and of a small 
•series of five very short children 
who were "Judged to be norinal 
apart from their stature."

Encouraged by the favorable re­
sults to date, more extensive 
trials are promised. But,, .trnUI it 
is possible to obtain HGH from 
sources other than human pitui­
tary glands, progress will be slow 
and very few of the thousands 
who desire treatment can bo ac­
commodated.

And, from pMt 
exiperiences, onoe a principle has 
hem Identlified, It shoidd not -be 
long- before chemists identic and 
then reconstruct the formula at’ 
the active agent.

At times, he assumed manual 
control of the capsule, moving It 
on iU yaw and pitch axis and at 
times Just letting ft drift In space 
without any control. The Idea was 
to determine how far it would 
wander off path and to see how 
this would affect radio signals 
sent from the capsule.

He also made periodic observa­
tions of a colored liquid in a trans­
parent plastic tank. The unit was 
Installed to the right and behind 
the astronaut’s head and he 
looked at it through a hand-held 
mirror. A camera mounted In. the 
craft photographed If continually.

HARTFXIRD IA P )—Conductor 
FTitz Mahler today demanded of 
the Symphony Society of Greater 
Hartford a “prompt and imcondl- 

.tionar withdrawal and retraction 
of all written and oral charges” 
against him by five members of 
the society's executive committee, 
and a "full hearing of these 
charges before the entire board 
of directors,”

The demand was made In a let­
ter of FYancls Goodwin II, presi­
dent of the society. Mahler re­
quested that the "complete con- 
tent.s" of his letter be read the 
board at a meeting today.

TTie charges referred to were 
made by a group of five execu­
tive committee members, includ­
ing all three symphony vice presi­
dents. who sought lo cancel the 
remaining two years of Mahler’s 
three-year contract.

A  five-point plan to Improve the 
town’s highway construction and 
repair program was endorsed last 
n ight' by the Democratic Town 
Committee and forwarded to the 
board of directors.

The program, devised, by a aub- 
oommittee headed by Jafmes Hallo- 
ran, recommended these measures; 
'  1. A  bond Issue or annual appro­
priation for the highway depart­
ment to reconstruct the town’s pri­
mary roads.

2. The use of Armor Coat to 
supplement No. 138 bituminofis 
concrete and to replace entirely the 
use of sand and oil for resurfac­
ing.

3. Increase state aid for town 
highway improvements.

4. The hiring of private con­
tractors to lay No. 138 bituminous 
concrete, rather than having this 
work done by Town Highway De­
partment workers.

5. The appointment!'of a sub­
committee by the board of direc­
tors to dsvtse a solution to ths 
town’s road problems.

In its report the subcommittee 
said. “Due to the very poor base 
of Manchester roads, the life e ^  
pectancy o f No. 138 is approxi­
mately five to seven yeeus. <5ur 
highway department would like 
to pave most of the 140r6dd miles 
of road in-town in this manner. 
Under the best conditions, at the 
rate of 10 miles o f  ro'ad paved an­
nually and with the life expectsm- 
cy of No. 138, we will always have 
half of our roads in poor shape. 
However, this Is the best the high­
way department can do with jthe 
limited funds allotted to them in 
the budget.”

Permanently paved roads are 
best, the experts consulted by the 
committee said, The permanent 
paving calls for tearing up a 
itreet and rebuilding it ' with a 
nine-inch layer of compacted 
gravel and a three-inch course of 
bltuminobs macadam. The boss 
can lost for 60 years. Over this is 
laid a one-inch' surface of bitumi­
nous concrete which will last 20 
years. The cost is steep, however, 
and to do this on all roads would 
require a bond issue.

The committee therefore recom­
mended permanent paving for 
main roads, and seml-permanent 
on secondary roads.
