ld-fashioned patriotism and love
of one's country and, yes even
flag waving, is regarded by many
as belng overly sentimental, child-
Ish or naive, or, those worst of all
modern expreasions “ocorny” and
“square.” It (s time that we re-
turned (o more of the sentimental
patriotism and flag waving which
prevailed when the “Boys in Blue"
were the heroes of Memorial Day.
Entirely too many of our fellow
countrymen accept the bl
of our American way of life wi
out giving a moment's thought to
what they can do to perpetuats
that way of life. This basic truth
was forcefully called to the at-
tention of our nation in President
Kennedy's inaugural address when
he sald: “It is time to stop ask-
ing what is my country doing for
me and start ukmg what can I
do for my country.” The material-
latic skeplic amongst us may
ask: Why should I seek to do for
my couniry?. Why, In other words,
should 1 strive for the preserva-
tion of Americaniam, which in-
cludea within Its definition the
American brand of Democracy.

Let us t.herefon- reflect upon

uiring.

“What is Americanlsm?" Can it
be defined In one simple, clear,
concise definitlon? The answer is
“no!"” Americanism is not suscept-
ibie to simple definition because
Americanism is a way of life. It
stands for freedom of apeech and
freedom of religion. It means free
elections in a democratic socléty.
It Is government by the people; for
the people. It symbolizes, the free-
dom, supremacy and dignity of
man rather than the supremacy of
the state, with man as a mere (n-
consequentisl cog serving the will
of the state. It means freedom of
travel and movement. Ita judicial
process guarantees trial by a jury
of ones peers and prevents the
selzing of ones property without
due process of Iaw, It proteots
againat the seizure of ones peraon
and assures full, falr and open
tria} with a full opportunity to be
openly confronted by and the right
to cross-examine ones accuser. In
short, it guarantees life, llberty
and the pursuit of happineas.

Americanism Is  synonymous
with freedom and liberty, precious
qualities, indeed, which must be
zealously guarded. Who s not
u.mllmr with the ringing words,

“The prlce of freedom iz eternal
vigilance.” But the danger (s that
in the minds of many, these re-
main words only, {0 be regarded
as a stirring phrase. Freedom
must be fought far and defended
by each succeeding generation,
and certainly no less by our gen-
eration, and, in fact, more partic-
ularly by our generalion, which is
being subjected to the discordant
turmoil of aggressive Communism
which, to the utter amazement of
us all, has invaded the Woestern
bemlxpherc via Cuba, a country
within 80 miles of our shores and
&R country for which American
blood was spilled to gain its inde-
pendence from a tyrannical Span-
fah government,

.The firat thing that we must do
is o recognize the problems in-
volved, Whether we like It or not,
it 1s a fact that in our day the
preservation of our American way
of life has both foreign and domes-
tic ramifications. The problem aa
it relates to the foreign fleld Is
primarily that of supporting
measures designed to prevent the
spread of Communism to the free
world and the non-committed
areas of the world, The world-wide
Communist conapiracy (s an evil
which s fraught with dangerous
consequences for our way of life.
Nikita EKhrushchev. has openly
boasted that Communism will bury
us and destroy us. Communism s
the sxact antithesis of democracy.
For Communiam to flourish, De-
mocmacy as we know it, must be

The Communist leaders
preach that Communism must be
extended throughout the world
and* our brand of Democracy,
wherever it is found to exist, must
be uprooted. In their eyes the ob-
joctives of destroying Democracy
Justifies the tion of any
means, no matter how steeped in
deception. The depth of their de-
coption was clearly demonstrated
for those who desire to see It by
their deceitful conduct at Geneva.
While ostenaibly engaged In ne-
gotiating a treaty to ban nuclear
testing, they were at the same
time planning the world'’s most
powerful nuclear blasts. These nu-
clear blasts |n the atmosphere
were dellyered without prior warn-
ing or notice and were designed to
intimidate not only the less power-
ful nation of the world but our
nation as well. In the pre.nuclear

such flagrant provocation
would most probably have resulted
in war.

However, engagi in war to-
day, with man’s erm means of
self-destruction, would mean mass
sulcide for both the munist
nations and the free world. War,
with Its horrifying consequences
for all clvillzation, must, of
course, be avoided. The only an-
swer left to our country was lo
regpond in kind; that Is, by this
country resuming nuclear tests in
the atmosphere. Apart from the
technological considerationn re-
quiring .uch tesls, our country’s
fallure to respond In kind would
have been In my opinlon clear
hotice to the Omnn.;gxu{ nations
that we were, In fact, Intimidat-
ed. This would have been a form
of appeassment and, If the les-
sions of World War II have been
lsarned, could only have resulted:
in further aggressive provocation
on the part of the Communist
world, Surprisingly, as clear as
this fact nppeu-a to be, thers are
altogether too many ml.g:nded
persons, not only amongst for-
d(n nations of the world, but
within our own midst, who have
ban critioal of the action taken by
our country in this regard

It must be obvious to all that,
as much as we Americans abhor
war, and as much as we are oppos-

Contalning and preventing the
spread of Communism involves
more than maintaining our own
strength., but means that we must
also be concerned with the ability
of the remainder of the free
world to resist Communism. Most
Americans do not realize that,
while we are a young nation com-
pared with the nations of Europe
and Asia, our government. is ths
second oldest In the world. The
oldest government In the world is
that of Great Britain which, al-
though a limited monarchy, is a
democratic form of government.
In countries much older than we,
for example, Russis, ~China,
Greece, Egypt, Italy, France, Ger-
many and many others, govem-
ment changes have been frequent
and the existing present govern-
ments of most of thess countries
dute back only n few ysars, There
must be something to the dem-
ocratic form of government to
make it endure while other forms
of government change eo fre-
quently.

Certainly, under otur brand of
democracy, America has pros-
pered. However, we must be mind.
ful that democracy as we know it
has not had an opportunity to
take hold in the Latln American
countries wherd' dictatorahips have
abounded or in the newly emerg-
ing nations In Africa and Asia.
Accordingly, these nations have
remained weak and need our as-
pistance to ward off the infiltra-
tion of Communism until such
time as their governments can
adopt truly democratic forms of
government.
