Merchants Tell TDC
>Of Downtown Needs

_____________  !
A more fair and equitable tax assessment, better parking 

conditions, implementation of a portion of the Master Plan 
study, and better leadership and cooperation are the needs of 
Manchester’s downtown business district, merchants agreed
last night.

These points were discussed at a 
meeting of the Town Development 
Commlasion with local retailers 
and town government officials. 
Forty-five attended the meeting at 
the Manchester High School for 
three hours.

The objectives of the meeting 
were to determine ways in which 
the development commission can 
be of direct assistance to local re- 
tallera and to discuss metliods of 
improving the retail trade poten­
tial of Manchester, particularly In 
the downtown area.

Joseph Garman, chairman of 
the Chamber of Commerce’s newly 
organized Downtown Development 
Committee and a downtown mer­
chant, pointed out that in the $30.- 
000 11161 Master Plan study of 
Manchester, prepared by Planning 
4k Rerewal Associates of (Cam­
bridge, Maas., the central business 
district contains-20 per cent of the 
town's total aaseaaed valuation.

"This 20 per cent means that of 
tha $8,lOO,0OO budget o f the town, 
the-central busineaa district pro- 
vtdaa $1,620,000," ha aaldJ

It waa pointed out by Garman 
that his group Munk up the basic 
problem o f the Main St. axes in 
ttat the gross volume of business 
has not incrsased enough In the 
past ysaro In order to offset the in­
creased costs of doing business. If 
a remedial action la not taken, It is 
evident that the Main St. area will 
conUnue to subside and It is quite 
apparent that vacant atorea do not 
pay taxes. Success breeds success 
and, to the contrary, decay breeds 
decay. Garman said.

”Wa ask for an atUtude of co- 
operaUon from the town.” he added.

Gmeral Manager Richard Mar- 
^  Informed the. group that the 
board of directors would be willing 
to sit down with the merchants 
and discuss their problems.

Garman, in pointing out spe- 
ciflca of cooperation, said that the 
merchants on Main St. strongly 
rroommend and suggest that the 
plan, as propoaed by the Parking 
Authority to ^>end $225,000 to ac­
quire additional parking spaces 
within the central business dis­
trict, be pushed forward In all 
haste.

”A more fair equitable tax as­
sessment should be considered for 
the downtoiwn area," he said.

Creation of a more favorable 
image of the dofwntown area once 
again was brought out. Rear en­
trances of stores that abut park­
ing areas need raodemization, bet­
ter service ahd nierchandise selec­
tions and m ore' aggressive and 
modem merchandising is needed, it 
was reported. .

No political party ever deparU 

vary convincingly from the eetab- 
Ilahed pattern of tlt^et-making. It 
takes a pinch of this and a dash 
of that, a certain degree of gM' 
graphical balance, and a rather 
strict formula of racial represen­
tation.

Tha Republican State Conven­
tion which concluded Its labors at 
Hartford yesterday functioned un­
der the domination of these tradi­
tional codes. It took a daah of 
geography, a dash of ethnic repre­
sentation, a dash of political pay­
off, a daah of sheer convention 
freedom, and mixed them all Into a 
reault which probably amaaed and 
surprised itself.

On the ethnic front. It wound 
up pioneering as the first major 
Connecticut party to nominate a 
Negro for high state office. For- 
timately, the gentleman In ques­
tion Is not without qualifications 
which have nothing to do with his 
racial origin.

The ticket-making process sag- 
•ged, in the middle, where gtogra.- 
phy, political pay-off and racial 
consideratlona combined their In 
fluenee, picked up with the truly 
merit nomination of Mrs. Helen 
Loy for lecretary of atate, and 
then, for real variety, went for 
philoaophical extremes when it 
took John liupton, the crusader 
udio sometimes makes Senator 
GoTdwater look like a mlddIe-of> 
the-roader, as its nominee for con­
gressman-at-large.

The convention went wOd and 
free, following a weird collection 
of petty personality and political 
grudges rather than any appraisal 
of record or qualification when It 
came to nominate for the United 
States Senate. Such a defeat for 
former Governor L<odge was al-' 
most an accident—with hundreds 
of little reasons behind it—but 
still not the conclusion one might 
have desired for a worthy and dla- 
tlnguiahed Connecticut- political 
career.

A s  one thus makes one's w ay 
through the state ticket o f 
the Republican party, one feels; 
peihapa, juat as uncertain and ir ­
resolute as was the convention it ­
s e lf in many o f its  moods and m o­
ments.

But this is the w ay state tickets 
have been made^froin UrAe Imme- 
m orl^ , and some o f them heuce re­
vealed surprising strength and 
launched famous careers. M ore 
often  than not, such state tickets 
stand or fa ll on the merits and 
performance o f  their top man, and 
It is inevitably and obvioualy, up 
to  John Alsop, the party ’s nomi­
nee fo r Governor,, to provide J.he 
spark, the drive, the ideas, and the 
leadership which may transform 
the routine into the victorious.

'TeS lefday, f o F ^ e  first" time’ Tn 
m any months, A lsop stood free as 
the v ictor in the b itter ^nd ably 
fought contest which had con­
sumed and tested his own lenergy, 
and that o f  the party's, to the lim ­
it. In  his acceptance o f  the nomi­
nation, he gave a performance 
w h ld i began dealing immediately 
w ith  the worst accusation his re­
cent rivals had been able to make 
against hlrtji— the accusation that 
he lacked dynamics, that he did 
not "pro ject.”

It la com­
monly assumed, |s well, that the 
union, taking care that no mem­
ber over-exerts himji l̂f, even In 
fun, limits the num^r of bricks a 
bricklayer may handle In any one 
hour or day.

Jouhaud w u  captured laat 
March. A week after he was con­
demned to death, Salan was 
caught. A special court found 
‘̂ extenuating circumstancea” in 
Salan’s case and the commander 
of tho Secret Amiy got off with 
a  life sentence.

Jouhaud from his death cell 
sent a message to Salan on Tues­
day appealing to him to order the 
Secret Army to give up Its resist­
ance to Algeria’s Independence. 
Hierc has been no public re­
sponse from Salan. but it ap­
peared Jouhaud’s .appeal might 
win him clemency from Do 
Gaulle.

The French cabinet discussed 
Jouhaud’s statement at a meeting 
Wednesday, A spokeainan said De 
Gaulle told the caMnrt men and 
eventa should be Judged from the 
viewpoint of the nation’s higher 
interests. H its was generally con­
strued as an indication that the 
president was leaning toward 
sparing Jouhaud.

MOSCOW (AP)—The Soviet Un 
loii warned tha Western powers 
today It will not permit West Ber­
lin to continue as a base for what 
It called "revengfst and militaris­tic circles."

A note to Britain, France and 
the United Statea threatened that 
"the Soviet Union wHI not hold 
the'position of a disinterested ob­
server and. In case of necessity, 
may be compelled to takg the 
needed measures to fulfill Its 
commitments to the (East). Ger­
man Democratic Republic," 
which Is an ally of the Soviet 
Union.

The notea added: "The Soviet 
Union cannot allow Weat Berlin to 
be uaed continuously by revenglst 
and milttartet quarters for pur- 
poeea hostile to the cause of peace 
and to remain one of the danger­
ous sources of tension In the heart 
of Europe.”
