A note to Britain, France and 
the United Statea threatened that

The notea added: "The Soviet

For Qood Newspapers

It thrM es Inlegrity,' aceuiacy,

^JSP-•niebe code, tentatively called a  
"Criteria of a  Qood Newspaper,”  
results from . 18 months of exten­
sive research and study by a 
committee of The Associated 
Preqa Managing Editors Associa­
tion.

It represents the first broad- 
scale professional attempt ever 
made to establish such a  code.

The Idea was conceived two 
years ago 'by  J. Edward Murray, 
managing editor of the Arizona 
RepuUtc and then president' of 
the association.

A committee of e<Btora was im- 
lected to handle the project with 
John H. Oolbum, nuutaidng edi­
tor. of, the Richmond . Times. 
Dispatch, as chairman.

Other membera were PYank Ey- 
erly, managing editor of the Des 
Moines Register and Tribune; 
Vincent S. Jones, executive editor 
of Gannett* newspapers; James s. 
Pope, until recently executive edi­
tor of the Louisville Oourler- 
Journal and Times; J. Montgom­
ery Curtis, director of the Amer­
ican Press Institute, and Murray.

Guideline for JPubllo 
Their assignment was to estab- 

...lish criteria that would enable a 
good newspaper to judge Its own 
performance and give the public 
a  guideline to Judge Its commu­
nity paper.

Oolbum says the code, still sub­
ject to refinement before Its final 
adoption, now embodies the sug­
gestions of nearly 60 editors and 
publishers and the heads of 15 
journalism, schools.

‘ Tt Is only now ready for ex­
amination, criticism and revision 
by newspapermen at large,”  he 
added. “ We hope to get sugges- 
tloRS for Its improvement from 
the profession as a whole.”

Here are some of the things the 
code says a good paper should do 
In regard to the basic points of 
criteria:

Integrity
VMalntaln vigorous standards of 

honesty and fair play In the selec­
tion and editing of jts contents as 
well as In all relations with news 
oources smd the public.

“ Deal dispassionately with con­
troversial subjects and treat dis­
puted issues ^ t h  impartiality.

“ Label Its own editorial view of 
or expressions of opinion.”  

Accuracy
“ Exert maximum effort to print 

the truth In all new situations. 
Strive for completeness and ob­
jectivity.
. “ Guard against carelessness, 

Mas, or distortion by either em: 
jdusis or omission. Correct 

mptly errors of fact for which 
paper Is responsible.”

"Edit news affecting public 
morals with candor and good 
taste and avoid an Imbalance of 
a  sensational, preponderaqtly 'neg- 
aUve or merely trivial news.

The hallmark of freedom,' ^  a 
concern for hmnan decency and 
human betterment, and by a re­
spect for ■ the accepted standards 
of Its own community.”

The code also said that a good 
newspaper reports fully and. ex* 
plains the meaning of local, na­
tional and International news. Its 
editorial comment provides In­
formed opinion on matters of vital 
concern to its readers.

Colburn said it was hoped that 
publication of the code will dem­
onstrate that the vast majority of 
the nation’s 1,768 dally newspa­
pers are serving their commu­
nities In a responsible- and 
and Informative manner, and will 
show;

“ That many newspapers of all 
sizes (1,3SS have less than 60,000 
circulatlmi) not only match, but 
often excel, the standards so often 
accepted In listings of the cotm- 
try’s  ‘best’ newspapers.”

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Intetligence In The Dark
Intelligent antl-Communiam is 

the moet difficult kind of policy to 
sell; It. has to try  to keep Itself 
quiet and shun the spotlight; It 
lives only by tolerance and seldom 
dares proclaim itself for what It 
Is; it can usually be put to flight. 
In any open contest of policies; by 
the sheerly moronic brand of anti- 
Communism which consists mere­
ly of doing everything the Com­
munists do, only doing it more.

All this is illustrated In the 
comparative eaae with which the 
distinguished United States Sen­
ate, the other day, adopted, by a 
lop-sided vote of 87 to 24, a  stipu­
lation th a t no -foreign aid should 
go from this country to any other 
country “having a Communist or 
M andst form of government."

This is the sheerly moronic ap­
proach which asks simply and di­
rectly whether we want to help 
Communists and Communism and 
then answers no. Answering that 
question, the good senators split 
87 to 24, ant* the marvel is that 
there were even 24 who dared run 
the risk of being accueed of want­
ing to help Communists or Com­
munism.

So there was an easy vote 
which, if it stands, will prevent 

, United SUtM foreign policy from 
carrying out what fome people 
happen to consider an intelligent 
way of fighting Communism.

In this view, which was pioneer-^ 
ed, actually, by President Eisen­
hower, and which the Kennedy ad­
ministration has had intelligence 
enough to retain and to follow, the 
business of our foreign policy 
should’be to lower and reduce and 
breach the So-called Iron curtain 
Communism has erected around 
Itself, If we can get some Commu­
nist satellite to do some economic 
dealing with us, depend, on us 
somewhat for some of its ovrit 
well-being, then, to some small ex­
tent, we free it from exclusive de­
pendence upon Russia. If we can 
reduce the barriers enough, the 
satellite country Involved may be-

eral Thant has added his voice to

a t all is a  "manifestation of a vary 
dangm us psychosis."

Thst is, Wf tljlnk, the truth, and 
more basic, even with 'this partic­
ular issue of the Van All«i Radia­
tion Belts which are locatied up ip 
space which still presumably be­
longs to all nations and to aU 
mankind, than any of the more 
specific and technical political or 
scientific argupients being made.

This Is indeed once again the 
madness of the bomb, the psycho­
sis of the bomb, ehd, when you get 
right down to it, nothing more.

We act, we behave, we plan, we 
explode, exactly as If, having been 
the first to launch the bomb 
agalnit humanity, we insist upon 
playing with It until wsabring it 
and perhaps the very heavens too 
down upon ourselves.'

In any individual American, this 
feeling is not there in so many 
words. I t Is there Subtly, perhaps 
only in the paralysis which keeps 
us from' doing anything which 
might take us out of the madness 
which somehow seems to Well into 
our nations! conduct. But it Is still 
there. We are still bound; we still 
bind ourselves; we feel, perhaps, 
s  certain horrible justice, a certain 
grand, appropriate fatefulnesa in 
it.

Until we do something about 
this peyichoeis, about this innes 
madness, i t . does not m atter too 
speciflcally whether we explode 
our hydrogen bombs against ths 
Van Alien Radiation Belts Just 
now or not. TTie point la that 
Yrill keep on cpcplodlng them some­
where, against something, until, a t 
last, we bring them home to our­
selves. This unspoken, this un­
acknowledged, taut this still very 
potent aense of justice is all the 
more remarkable Ir  that It knows 
very well that none of us, except 
by Ignorance and non-objection to 
war Itself, had the elighteet thing 
to do with the original building or 
dropping of an atomic boml}. But 
in this psychosis of ours, we some­
how equate our lack of responsi­
bility in the birth of the bomb 
with the lack of control we now 
have over its eventual coming 
back to us, which makes every' 
thing come otit even, and dead.

We need to cnw l out of the 
guilt and the fear with which we 
clutch the bomb back to ourselves.

This 1s why President Elsen­
hower -began a policy ot some 
economic dealing with Poland, the 
Russian satellite, and the fact 
that, did begin such dealing is 

, also partial explanation of the 
fact that life in Poland Isn't ex­
actly like life in any other Rus­
sian satellite, hut considerably 
freer in its economic, cultural, and 
political rules. .

This is the way. then, that the 
choice is posed, between the Intelv 
ligent option of trying to break 
down Communist barriers and let 
the taste and fljivor and experi­
ence of free things begin to flow 
over them, aind the moronic option 
of building a second barrier of 
our own everywhere we see the 
Communists trying to main one.

In broad, open daylight, with 
the glare of publicity on them, 
only 24 members of our great Sen- 
gte dared take the intelligent op­
tion.

If, in this situation, the husband 
and wife prove to be Impatient, 
decision-hungry Individuals who 

1 want to get the problem solved im­
mediately by one drastic means or 
another, their marriage Is not 
likely to wear too well.

.But If they display patience 
and philosophy and a recognition 
that an unpleasant and Inde­
cisive situation may have to be 
lived with for a time, without any 
clear, satisfactory solution, while,' 
in the meg/itime, both keep an 
eye open for sound alternatives— 
then they have a good chance of 
making success of the business of 
marriage.

So, in the end, colors have al­
most nothing to do with tb* teat, 
being merely the gimmick by 
which the psychiatrist leads his 
couple into a rather hopeless sit­
uation in which he can observe 
ho\y. much patience and tolerance 
anti reaourcefulneea they have for 
dealing with each other and with 
mutual circumstance.

WlUi great pasdon; Poles argUe 
that the United States has com­
pletely forgotten the war and la 
gambling blindly with Its support 
of West Germany.

There has been no official re­
action here to the Senate vote 
Wednesday to ban add to Oommu- 
nlst-domlnated countries or to the 
Senate's modifying action Thurs 
day.

It la hard to measure the 
amount of leverage on Poland’s 
Communist government the Unit- 
ed States has achieved In ex 
change for tha halt billion dol­
lars worth of food and other aid 
it has given Poland since IMT.

Engineer -Talks 
To Students 

inverters
Students of the high school’s 

various science courses gained a 
Valuable insight into the problems 
iahd developments in the field of 
energry conversltm. through a talk 
by Mr. Richard Efigdahl delivered 
at a special science assembly, Tues­
day.

Mr. Engdahl’s talk centered on 
nuclear energy which, although not 
widely employed today because, o f • 
Its expense, will become .very^im­
portant Ifi the future with the ex­
haustion of fo.ssil fuels. As Mr. 
Engdahl stated, the reason, for nu­
clear Energy’s great expense is the 
low /efficiency of Its converters 
vhlch btUlze the heat of flMioning 
natartals to produce steam of high 
^perature and pressure to drlVe 
luge turbines which, In turn, bper- 

Ate the electrical generators.
He explained that if any of these 

Stepp copld be bypassed the op-'* 
crating efficiency would be in­
crease and generating ebaU great­
ly deereafed. He went on to explain 
that two devices are now being de­
veloped which win uUUze high 
temperature gases to generate 
electricity directly: thus elim­
inating the turbine and con'ventlon- 
.ol generator.

These devices, the mkgnetoby-^ 
drodynamle. generator and the 
thermonlac converter, • have 'the 
drawback of high operating tem­
peratures. The latter which func- 
ttons at a lofwer temperature ahows 
,a good deal of promise, but its ef- 
fldency must be increased, x

Agree en Ploa<

school.

However, Msgr. - Geoghegan 
asks, "To how many children are 
Catholic schools available? With 
more than 26 per cent of the chil­
dren bom annually in the United 
States baptised Catholics, fewer 
than half of them can hope to at­
tend Oatholtc elementary - echools. 
Catholic seoMidary echools 'can 
accommodate still fewer. By 1>T0 
only one put of every three Catho­
lic chlldr^ will be able to attend 
a Catholic school.

He sees shared time as a means 
of freeing Ciathollc teachers and 
classrooms during part of the day 
for the Instruction of pupils who 
would otherwise receive no churbh 
sponsored education.

Msgr. Geoghegan also believes 
the Catholic pupil's education 
could improve qualitatively with 
shored time.

Opposes Shared Time
Migr. Driscoll, who opposes 

shared time, says, " I do not favor 
the shared time plan simply be­
cause I do not think it is sharing 
anything.

"About the only thing It ehafes, 
or establishes. Is the fact that the 
child has a right to participate In 
part time Instruction of the pub­
lic school; that the school can 
legally collect money for doing a 
half-time job, perhaps in the ^y- 
sical sciences and hi the practical 
or manual arts."

Secondly, Msgr. Driscoll objscts 
because, he says, the shared time 
plan rests on "a false concept of 
.the state's rights in education." 
“ in" my way of thinking, the 
shared time plan,” he says, "is 
based on (he erroneous idea that 
the child must be enrolled In a 
state school to, become a partici­
pant In the distribution of the edu­
cational goods of the state."

And thirdly, Msgr. RrlScoll says 
" I  also find It difficult to fit this 
program Into the Catholic view­
point on education.
