O’Neill Claims
Pay TV Station
To Benefit All

HARTFORD (AP)—The opera-
lor of a subseription television ex-
periment to be launched in Hart-
ford June 29 says that Pay-TV will
uitimately Bénefit commercial tele-
vision, the theater industry and
the American economy.

Expuansion.of the rew entertain-
ment arm will be complementary
rather than competitive, waid
Thomas F. O'Nell, preskient of
RKO General, Inc., which will con-
duct the three-year test over
WHCT-Channel! 18 with the Zenith
Radio Corp.

“The commercial televixion in-
dustry will lose nothing from
subacription television and will, in
fact, benefit eventually through
ownership of additional stations
which will be establinhed to serve
this vast, untapped market," O'Neil
told a luncheon meeling of local
business leadera.

He sald the contribution to the
Broadway Theater “could and
would be the anlvation of a de-
clining Industry.”

O’'Neil predicted a large increase
in the number of persans employed
in television stations, with a pos-
aibility that, within 10 years, sub-
scription TV will add § to 10 bil-
lion dollars to the gross national
product.

“This would be & contribution
to the entire American economy as
well as the communications indus-
try," O'Neil sald. :

The experiment will mean an
initinl loss of -“a great deal of
money,” O'Neil said but if #t suec-
ceeds “this branch of TV will
aomeday be very profitable.” He
estimated thi&t there are about 75
million potential viewers not now
watehing evening television.

The stition plans to Lelevise
first-run or recently relaased mo-
tion . pictures, Broadway shows,
sporting events and other enter-
tainment or educational farc, at a
cost lo subscribers ranging from
25 cents to $3.50. Subscribers, by
opening night, are expecled to
totyl 300, O'Neil said. ;

A subscriber would have a de-
coding device altached to his tele-
vision set al'a $10 installation fee,
and would pay the station monthly
the amount computed by a billing
device within the decoding ma-
chine. A rental and maintenance
charge of 75 cents a week will go
effect Oct. 1. The decoder
wolld unscramble a pioture that
would be garbled to an ordinary
television receiver.

Authorization * to develgp the
main propellers and tall propeller
for the tri-service XC-142 trans-
port was given to United Alr.
craft’s Hamilton Standard Division
by Hiller Alrcraft Corp., which is
teamed -with Ling-Temco-Vought,
Inec. and Ryan Aeronautical Co, to
develop the aircraft.
