"Why don't yon feature com­
plicated squeeses and end plays 
more often ?" writes a fan. "Sure­
ly the average bridge player knows 
all about auch basic plays as bow 
many trumps to draw.”

My correspondent is a dreamer. 
Let’s look at the record.

This hand was played in the 
European Championships a few 
years lyfo between the national 
champions of Austria and the na­
tional champions of Great Brit­
ain. You might not expect to find 
simpla mistakes in such a match, 
but there were plenty.

At both tables, when this hand 
was played, the opening 16ad was 
the jack of hearts, won by South's 
king. Tha Austrian declarer drew 
three rounds of trumps, ending in 
dummy, and got rid of ths losing 
dUmohd on the face o f  hearts.

South then went after the clubs 
and the hand fell apart. With only 

ione trump In each hand he 
couldn't' set tgp his elube and then 
get back to cash them.

English Triumph "
Ths-English declarer triumphed 

hy drawing Just two rounds of 
trumps before discarding Ms dia­
mond on dummy’s heart, *nien he 
took the ace of clubs and ruffed 
a low club m dummy.

East could not gain by over-, 
ruffing. South would ruff a hltort 
or diamond return, ruff another 
chib in dummy, and then ruff once 
more to cash all o f the clubs,

East discarded a diamond, in­
stead, planning to discard again 
if South triad to ruff- another club 
In dummy. South would then be 
all tangled up.

South avoided thia trap by lead­
ing dummy’s last triimp to hla 
queen and, giving up one club 
trick. Very fine play , on both, 
sides, just as you should expect 
from nstlonal champions.

But how do you account for the 
elementary mistake made at the 
first table? As the record shows, 
a  national champion drew too 
many trumps.

What bridge readers need is 
mors steak and less caviar.

Having sensed the formula, it 
was nothing for her to take It and 
give it her own personal ra;nle- 
dazzle, aiid this she proceeded to 
do, with such pertinent and time­
ly and friendly skill that she killed 
the theme for the rs it of the con­
vention, and even persuaded one 
ot the candidates to reverse the 
theme in hU own personal situa­
tion.

Until she climaxed It, the great 
theme of the convention was thkt 
of defeat and withdrawal. One rea­
son for this was that only then was 
oratory free and safe, None of the 
nominating speeches did anything 
for either the candidate involved 
or the person making the nomina­
tion. for the very simple reason 
that no nominator dared let him­
self go for fear of being giabbed 
himself for some nomination. But, 
when a candidate had had his lit­
tle run, and was ready to call it 
quits, and sought the privilege of 
the microphone to face the conven­
tion which had rejected him, ora­
tory became possible and safe. It 
became evident, early in the con­
vention proceedings, that the only 
decent speeches delivered were 
likely to be those of candidates 
taking themselves out of one race 
or another.

In that circumstance, they could 
let themselves'go.

It was this trend which Vivien 
Keliems brought to its climax with 
her special appearance as guest 
o*̂  tlje convention to make a de- 
nohiinating speech, taking herself 
out Of the Senate race into which 
She could apparently get no one to 
put her, and to omblne with her 
de-nomlnating speech, when her 
scheduled time ran out. a de-sec- 
onding speech. By such witty de­
vice, she carried the withdrawal 
vein of oratory of th* convention 
to Its climax. She was valiant, 
amusing, - playful and serious, 
sharp and gentle in turning down 
the nomination she couldn't get, 
and when she was through, the 
withdrawal theme had been brilli­
antly exhausted.

The 'subsequent withdrawal 
speeches of the convention had 
almost nothing except a sad tinge 
of bitterness, as if they were at 
the end of some personal road, and, 
before the convention ended, the 
best withdrawal speech which had 
preceded hers withdrew Its with­
drawal and accepted a nomination. 
When th* convention roared it* 
acclamation nomination of John 
Lupton for congressman-atrlargc 
it was, in some part, going for the 
quality of his previous speech of 
Withdrawal from the gubernatorial 
race, and proving what had been 
suspected, that making any kind 
of a good speech in this convention 
was s  risky business. Fortunately 
for the oraerliness of th* conven­
tion, the one other good speech of 
the proceedings w;as the Alsop ac­
ceptance, Ih*'speech of a man al­
ready in a nomination he wanted?

He 
reached base his first two 
times at bat and scored the 
Yankees’ first two runs in 
their 7-5 toss t<A the Detroit 
Tigers. K  w a f  the Yanks’ 
ninth defeat in 11 gam es and 
they fell four gam es behind 
first-place Develand.

But a loss -this time didn't ' 
m atter too much. Manager 
Ralph Houk was excited about 
having his star back.

“ That’s .  a relief o f f  my 
m ind," said Houk. "M ickcv 
passed hU first test with, fly­
ing colors. He makes a blg- 
diffdrence in our club when 
h*’s playing. E veryth ing' is 
better when he’ s In there.’ ’

Mantle wanted to wait be­
fore deciding if he’s back in 
Uie lineup for good.
