According to Spalding,
son Kingsbury was one of
most noted and successful paper
box manufacturers in New Eng-
land with faotories in South Cov-

He started the business in
SouLh Co\enlry in 1868 at Lhe age
of 33.

He invented n machine for cut-
ting blanks for the boxes and was
part owner -of Kingsbury .and

Mr. Kingsbury was also
the inventor of a gluing machine.
His factories. employed over 130
hands, 8 says, and did a
business of $100,000 annuaily.

Manchester Man Descendant

A descendant of one of the three
Delaware signers of the Declara-
tion of Independence is living in an
apartment on W. Middle Tpke,
where he spends his retirement
braiding rugs and writing letters
and poems.

At 72 years of age, George W.
Read is surrounded by mementoes
of his own life, souvenirs of the
ups and downs in his own history.
rather than the vicissitudes of his
forebears.

His ancestor, George Read, was
pne of three delegates from Dela-
waie tg the congress that sdopted
the Declaration of Independence.

History tells that Read voted
sgainst the adoption of the dec-
laration when it was first present-
od to the colonial delegates

In “Lives of the Signers of the
Declaration of Independence” by
the Rev, Charles A. Goodrich, (t
says Rend voted against the dec-
laration “from a sensé of duty: Not
that he was unfriendly to the lib-
erties of hls country, or was ac-
tuated by motives of sélfishness or
cowardice. But he deemed the agi-
tation of the question, at the time,
premature and lnexpediant

“In theke sentiments,” the au-
thor said, “Mr. Read was not alone.
Many gentlemen in the colanies,
characterized for great wisdom
and a decided patriotism, deemed
the measure impolitic, and would
have voted, had they been in con-
gress, as he did. The idle bodings
of these, fortunately, were never
realized.

“They proved to be (false
prophets, but they proved Lo be as
genuine as others, Nor were they,
Hke some In similar circumstances;
dinsatisfied with results, differing
from those which they had predict-
ed. On the cortrary, they rejoiced
to find their anticipations were

less.

“When at lengih the measure
had received the sanction of the
great national, -council, and the
time arrived for signing the instru-
ment, Mr. Read affixed his signa-
ture to it, with all the cordiaifty
of those who had voted Tm favour
of the declaration Iself.”

To offset Read's vote ‘against
the declaration; another delegate
Jdrom Delaware Caesar Rodney,
bad to make a fast trip from the
hinteriands of his state to Phila-
deiphia.
