On Program

Since this I& the year of Igor
Stravinsky's 80th birthday, it was
almost Inevitable that the Hart-
ford Festival of Music should in-
cltide an all-Stravinsky program
In its series of summner concertis.
directed by Robert Brawley.
The aciial numbers chosen
made about &s mlereallnf A pro-
gram as one. could ask fo

known ballets were ignored in fa-
vor of the "Octet for' Winds"
the "Pulcinella Suite" and the
“Symphony of* Psalms,” none of
which is heard with any too great
frequency, either in Hartford or
elsewhere.

To tell the truth, the program
last -night was not as impressive
as the one a week ago, but then
Stravinsky (admittedly a great
musical figure of the 20th cen-
tury) is not in the class with
Bach. . Beethoven and Brahms,
whose compositjons graced the
greceedmg concert, Technically,

travinsky is more difficult, but

artistically he is less valuable,

Nor were Mr. Brawley's readings
as thoroughly considered and as
carefully wrought as in the previ-
ous concert, Everything went well,
but the compositions generally
failed to have the zest and vitality
which had been so pronounced last
week. .

Tha “Octet” was written shortly
after Stravinaky had discovered
“Duke'” Bllington in Paris, and
shows the Influence of American
jazs on the Russian composer of
balleta. But it falled to have the
“beat” which normally should
characterize the work, Of course
Btravigaky never could write jazz
as well as the “Duke,” sp Mr,
Brawley had his work cut out for
him in the first place.

The “Pulcinella” miite went con-
siderably better, and the audience
found It considerably more enjoy-
able. The principal siring quintet
did excellenUy with their “toncer-
tino” parts, and the melodies of
Pergolesi seemed fresh and new (n
their' somewhat modernized har-
monles. Yet there wan a feeling of
superficiality to the performance.
It had the high gloss of a fine
lacquer job, rather than the pains-
taking deep patina that comes
from careful hand work.

The work {tself \s somewhat on
the brittle side, however, so per-
haps the fault was not entirely Mr.
Brawley's. Then too, it was written
as accompaniment to a dance; it is
quite another thing to examine it
for its musical merits alone.

Finally came the “Symphony of
Psalms,” in which the Featival
Chorus joined the orchestra, I feit
it was the best performad wwrk on
the program. I heard the very first
performance of this work in Bos-
ton more than 30 years ago. and at
that time I did not feéel it would
age as gracefully hs it has done.
The music iz really quite signpifi-
ocant, and It was accorded a sig-|-
nificant preaentation

Yet even this is a someyhat dis-
appointing work. The opening
measures evoke a wonderful pic-
ture of a people in the bronze age
(which was the case at the time of
David, the Psalmist and King of
Israel) but it semf to degenerate
into the Psalmody of the Roman
Church. before it is half way to ita
conclusion,

This criticiam s lodged square-
ly on the doorstep of the com-
poser, rather than on the work of
Mr. Brawley and his musicians.
They did a fine, noblé and Im-
preasivé performance of the work.

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Who Mediates Now?
One has become s0 used to

thinking of India as the neutralist
mediator, which could understand
and bridge the differences between
other countries. and often help set-
tle such differences peacefully,
that it is difficult to think of India
ftzelf an in need of peacemaking,
mediation, and some neutralist
point of view.

But India seems to need that
kind of third party help at the mo-
ment. Communist China, apparent-
iy always probing for soft spots
along India's frontier and in In-
dia's resolution, now meems to
Nave found the kind of spot it has
been looking for -a spot which s
significant not becausa it is soft,
but because {t exposes a bare
nerve.

Chinese Communist forays into
pome no-man’s land between India
and China could be taken with
some philosophy. But when Chi-
nese Communist troops appear in-
side Kashmir, the province over
which India is In dispute with Pak-
istan, then not even Nehru seems

~gble to maintain his philosophy,
and the official nota of protest his
government sends to Peiping is so
tough there is mot much diplomacy
left between it and action in the
fleld.

Just why Communist Ching
seems intent om probing umtil it
finds the kind of provoeation India
can no longer take we wouldn't
presume to guess. Perhapa it s
the inevitable trademark of a dic-
tatorship which has too much
trouble at home. Perhapas it is some
play not so much against India as
against Soviet Russia. .

But we would say this one thing
about it; which would be some-
thing with which Nehru himself
would surely agree, if he weren't
involved himself. World War III
will not be a much better thing if
it comes by the action of that man
of peace, Nehru, giving his troops
in the field the order to fire than
it would be if it were launched by
Bome recognized warmonger or
dictatorial villain,

There will be no more guaran-
teed survival for anybody In such
a war—there will not even really
be any guaranteed degree of moral
rightness in su¢h & war—than in
any other kind of war. The point
is that there ought to be a world
system of law and order which
would come into play in such a sit-
uation, precisely as India {tself has
helped the United Nations play a
role in some other instances of ag-
gression and near-aggression. The
final authority over that devilish
three-way confrontation the Chi-
nese Communists bave now ar-
ranged in Kashmir should not rest
with the Chinese, the Indian, or
the Pakistanl governments, but
with an entire humanity sovereign
enough to guard its own life even
from the carelessness or foolish-
ness or blindnesa of three third
parties. ;

Telstar—an expected miracle—
has arrivéd on achedule, a com-
bination of private and govern-
ment enterprise. It Is a satellite
which cohtains some 15,000 parts,
and which, when up In orbit, fune-
tions as a relay station for tele-
casting. The range of telecasting,
up to this time, has been relatively
short, compared to the range of
regular radio; now, what Telstar
is ploneering in 2 capacity to tele-
cast all around the globe.

This has been an expensive piece
of pioneering. The American Tele-
phone & Telegraph Company spent
about $45,000,000 in its prepara-
tory experiments, research and
/- manufacture; the specific satellite

! which has been placed up there in
orbit costs $1,000,000; and the Na-
tional Aeronautics and Space Ad-
ministration ' spent  $3.000,000
launching the satellife and track-
ing It to see it was in orbit, which
AT. & T. is going to repay.

ber of ftalecasting stations the
worid nesdd to get its entertain-
ment, the final eutcome may be
mongey saved.

It will doubtliess oceur to many
television viewers that before we
staft any regular business of
bouncing our programa s other
countries, we might do something
about Impreving their quality.
Could not some portion of this
$50,000,000 be spent for quality as
well as for distance?

For our part, we doubt that
what television needs s more
moniey spent on programming.
Quite often, in fact, that program
which is quite ostensibly expensive
seems to produce the least smters
tainment. Television's entertain-
ment needs, after all, are relative-
ly simple, and could be relatively
inexpensive. They may be listed, in
that order, ns a new plot of some
kind, some entertainment talent
who did not pass his or her peak
20 years ago, and one or twe new
jokes. Bo far as we can discover,
the avallability of money for pro-
gramming blocks rather than as-
sists any such search ‘for novelty
and freshnean. The moment big
money becomes available or tied
up in a program is usually the mo-
ment In which the program is
doomed, for then no one dares
gamble with anything less than
the established star, the tried and
tested plot, and the sure-fire joke.
No, if we really want programs
with bounce and life .enough to
make it worth while bouncing
them off Telatar, we will leave
the money to technical experimen-
tation, where It can work miracles,
and trim down the allowances for
programming, where poverty
might prove an inspiration.

School's administration this summer has been compiling a
master schedule to accommodate the nearly 2,500 students
expected to attend classes in the fall.

And the problem is a mammoth:

Prlnrlpnl A. Raymond Rogers
Jr. says 187 subjects will be of-
fered during the 1862-83 achool
year. The subjects will be taught
by 104 teachers in 508 divisions,
including levels ranging from
slow, or “special” to college. All
classes must be arranged within
the physical limitationa of the
school plant — 86 classrooms.

- Since before classes ended last
month for the summer, the ad-
ministration has been combining
the steady hum of electronic com-
putors with overtime man-hours
to organize Lhe results of elective
cards, prepared by the students
In March.

In order to provide the students
with the courses they have select-
ed, the most efficient employment
of teachers and classrooms must
be made. Dropouts, changes in
electives and additions of new stu-
dents all affect the scheduung

, the magter schedule
was lerlounl smagged as school re-
summed by about 1,200 changes
in electives. This summer, it is
not so much the students’ changes
but a board of education decision
which has complicated scheduling.

Both the 1862 Manchester Sum-
mer School and the high school
curricula were affected by reduc-
tions in funds as an ecconomy
measure o meet a more than
$327,000 cut In the new school
budget.

Last month, Rogers announced
five in proposed curricula,
due to & decision not to hire
additional teachers in the English,
mocial studies, mathematics and
art departments,

The chsnges include slimination
ol Crafts I and II for seniors and
Cnfu!for.opbanons, Art 1 for
junlors and seniors and Art II for
senfors, notehand for sophomores
and juniors, personsl typing for
sophomores on Level III and a new

Of course, neither the adminis-
tration nor the students knew of
the decislon In March, The result
has been several hundred changes
already in elective cards which had
Included those subjects,

Rogers says any late changes in
electives will be allowed only-if the
cvhange 18 necessary. For example,
he said, a subject change will be
granied a student who has decided
to direct his high school study
toward admission requirements of
a particular college or university.
Arbitrary changes will be denled,
he said.

All teachers are asalgned to
teach five classes and are al-
located special duty’ and a_free
period, Most have home rooms
and lunch duly.

The authorization is $§210 million
