All chairmanships in the 
past have gone to the Senate.

The Senate’s demand to origi­
nate half of the money bills ap­
parently has gone down the drain 
for this session. Agreement has 
been reached to hold conferences 
in the old-Supreme Court cham­
ber near the center .of the Ospitol, 
instead of on the ter side of the 
Senate wing.

Joint meetings are necessary to 
adjust differences between the 
two branches on money meas­
ures.

Here’s the background of the 
threatened outbreak between the 
Agriculture committees:

The House committee last week 
shelved a Senate-paased farm bill 
with tight mandatory production 
controls for surplus crops. It ap­
proved a measure of its own which 
would extend existing emergency 
feed grain and adieat programs.

The measure is the major item 
on a sch^ule which promises a 
busy -week in both Senate and 
House.

’Ihe Senate, which has debated 
the bitterly disputed health care 
issue for two weeks, is to vote 
Tuesday afternoon on vriiether. to 
table and thus kill the president’s 
plan.

.A revised version has been 
worked out to win support of five 
Republicans, but both sides expect 
the result to be extremely close.

Sponsored by gen. Clinton P. 
Anderson, D-N.M., it is being 
offered - as an amendment to a 
HOuse-paissed ' bill revising the 
public welfare. laws. If the plan 
passes the Senate, it goes on to 
the House where its prospects are 
doubtful.

After disposing of the matter 
the Senate is expected to take up 
a money , bill to provide funds for 
the Welters, and Labor. depart­
ments.

Healing of Wounds 
Facing Democrats

HARTFORD, July 16 (AP) — 
Connecticut Democrats were con­
fronted today with the job of 
healing a serious breach in party 
Unity after nominating Abraham 
Ribicoff for the U.S. Senate.

Ribicoff. who resigned as wel­
fare secretary in the Kennedy cab­
inet to return to Connecticut pol- 
lUc4, was nominated at the row­
diest state convention In recent 
m m oty.

While party leaders, including 
State and National Chairman John 
M. Bailey pondered how to heal 
the wounds, Ribicoff headed for 
Washington at the request of Sen­
ate Majority Leader Mike Mans­
field, D-Mont., to help push for 
Senate approval of the administra­
tion’s health care for the aged bill.

Ckmgressman-at-Large Frank 
Kowalski, the loser in the Senate 
nomination battle, was left to pon- 
fier his political future, or lack 
o f it, after jtwo terms in office.

’The convention, which ended 
yesterday morning, chose Ribi­
coff, a former governor over the 
retired Army colonel, as expected. 
Kowalski was left with less than 
20 per cent of the votes, and no

chance to call for a statewide pri­
mary.

Gov. John N. Dempsey, who suc­
ceeded Ribicoff as Governor 18 
months ago, was unanimously 
nominated as gubernatorial can­
didate.

And, emulating the Republicans, 
the delegates picked a Negro for 
the post of state treasurer. It was 
the first time in Connecticut his­
tory tha't a Negro was named for 
state office by either party.

RlbicofTs ^publican opponent 
is Rep. Horace Seely-Browm Jr., 
a veteran 6f six terms in Con­
gress.

He too returned to Washington 
after a weekend of typically quiet.

(VASHINGTON (AP) — Two el-«it a government by the c)iairmen
derly Democrats are captains in 
one of the stuffiest disputes-it’s 
called a battle for prestige—that 
ever slowed down the machinery 
of Oingress.

For more than three months, 
the quarrel between these two 
inen and the committeies of which 
they are cluirmen has prevented 
the. House and Soiate from vot 
ing on money to run the govern­
ment.

Joint Plan 
With British 
Due Shortly

GENEVA (AP) — Soviet 
Deputy Foreign Minister Val­
erian Zorin rejected in ad­
vance today an American 
compromise designed to reach 
a nuclear test ban treaty soon.

Zorin was asked in a news emt- 
ference if the Soviet Union would 
be willing to accept international 
inspections on its territory, if tha 
United States and Britain drop 
their proposal for internationally 
staffed seismic detection stations 
inside Russia.

He said the Western plan was ‘ 'no 
compromise at all in our view."

U.S. Ambassador Arthur H. 
Dean said on his arrival Saturday 
the Western powers are ready to 
make this compromise to help get 
a treaty, but would insist the ac­
cord provide for International in­
spection of the site of a suspicious 
event detected on Soviet soil.

’The new Western idea h u  not 
yet been raised in the disarma­
ment talks, which resumed today 
after a month-long recess.

Zorin said the ^viet Union has 
already made its own compromise 
by accepting aa a negotia^g ba­
sis a neutralist proposal provid­
ing for on-site inspections only by 
Invitation of tbe country - where 
the suspicious event took place.

"We are prepared to concltide 
a test ban treaty on the basis of 
the neutralist proposal,, and on no 
other basis,”  Zorin added.

The Soviet stand came as the 
delegates set in an atmosphere 
notable for a lack of expression 
of optimism. Only Dean was op­
timistic enough to say that there 
was a better chance now for a 
test ban jtreaty. But that was bfk 
fore ^ rin  talked with reporters.

Dean told the opening seradon 
the United States and Britain will 
present within the next few weeks 
a Joint scientific report on im­
proved methods for detecting dis­
tant nuclear explosions.

Now that all the tumult and the? worth of the musicians or artists

shouting has died down concerning 
Fiitz Mahler, and his tenure aa 
conductor and music director of the 
Hartford Symphony,’ it might be 
w'ell to give a little thought to the 
general problem, as. wbll aa the 
specific situation, so far as it af­
fects Hartford In general.

Aa i  have pointed out In previ­
ous columns, the orchestra, a.s we 
know it today, is a i-ather modern 
organization; most of the world- 
famous groups are less than a cen­
tury old. Previous to this time the 
nobility and royalty had small or­
chestras in their homes, and natur­
ally the man who footed the l^lls 
was the man who chose the con­
ductor.

Haydn, for example, was perfect­
ly happy in the employ of Prince 
Esterhazy; Mozart was once em-: 
ployed in the palatie of an arch­
bishop. and wanted to get an ap­
pointment as court composer and 
conductor to the Emperor of Aus­
tria. Gluck was employed by Marie 
Antoinette, and. so it went.

they employed with extreme aC' 
curacy. Cbnsequently choosing a 
raw conductor was relatively easy 
for them, should the occaUon arise. 
Tliey . knew whai. they wanted,, 
what they needed, and. usually 
where to get the man to 'fill the

virtually tmpoaaibla to amass for- 
tunst 'liKe thosa of Hlgglnson aipid 
PiUltser, and orchoatras are con- 
ae^ently no longer maintained by 
individuals.

The board of directors, in such a 
situation, usually acts on some 
sort of "tip,” at this point. The 
Up may come from an. agent (who 
certainly la not concerned with 
the audience or the orchestra, but 

I only with getting his client a job), 
or it may come from’ the wife of 
One of the directors.

She probably had three years of

Naturally this 
guest chooses the numbers he does 
best, and the orchestra sounds dif­
ferent. in any event,, so the board 
is impressed.

Not one of Its members is usu­
ally qualified to know where to 
look for trouble under this guest 
conductor’s baton. The board usu­
ally doesn't know beans about 
such matters as tone, ensemble, 
phrasing, interpretation, balance 
and so on. But if the guest has a 
pleasing smile and a "good back’’ 
moat of the ladles in the audience 
will be making ga-ga comments 
during intermission. Hearing all 
this enthusiasm in the lobby, the 
board then makes Its decision for 
the man with the most stage pre­
sence.

Of course after a dozen concerts 
the new conductor's weaknesses 
become all too readily apparent, 
even to the audience. They were 
apparent in the first place to the 
profe.sSional musicians both in the 
orchestra and in the audience. Un­
fortunately professional advice is 
not desired or sought, in most 
eases.

Personally, I think that a com­
mittee from the orchestra should 
be a part of the board. However 
biased they may be for some rea­
son or other, they know more mu­
sic In a minute than the board will 
know in a lifetime. I think also 
that the board would do well to 
hire a top-notch conductor for the 
evening, not to conduct, but to as­
sess ths guest's abilities, merely 
sitting in the audience and looking 
for troubles in the spots only a 
conductor of experlence/will look.

I know', of course, that you’re all 
wpndering how I got the job aa 
conductor of the Manchester Civic, 
after all this. If you must know, 
I w'on it by default; nobody else 
seems to want the job, that’s all 
there U too It. At least nobody 
with any degree of; qualifications 
ha-s come forward' asking for the 
strictly non-pald position.

Republicans may find. the con­

troversies and disorders of the 
Democratic State Convention en­
joyable reading, but they would be 
ill-advised to draw any optimistic 
conclusions from them. The split in 
the Democratic ranks was essen­
tially narrow, and the dissidents 
associated with Congressman-at- 
large Frank Kowalski had more 
noise than numbers.

TTiere may be reservations, 
among some Democrats them­
selves, said among the people of 
the state, over Abe Riblcoff a se­
ries o f decisions concerning his 
own political esu^er. But that he 
remains the most formidable can­
didate the Democratic party has 
to offer the people of Connecticut 
Is beyond question. And he comes 
home to bolster his party's ticket 
at a moment vdien, thanks to the 
new type of candidate leadership 
John Alaop provides, the Republi­
can pqrty has Its brightest and 
most deserved chances of a decade.

As Alsop provides the' bright 
spot and the big hope for the Re­
publican campaign, so Riblcoff 
seems to represent the Demo­
cratic chances of success. Yet 
these two dominant figures are not 
running against one another, and 
no one can say how well, there­
fore. either can assist the other 
portions of his own ticket. Per­
haps political speculation along 
such lines will Twelve an ironic 
come-uppance, on election day, 
with Cong^reaaman Horace Seely- 
Brown and Governor Dempsey 
leading their respective tickets 
while Riblcoff and Alsop trail.

Secretary of State Dean Rusk, 
at his latest press conference, ex 
pressed some reservations about 
the benefit to the world of speedi­
er and easier means of communi­
cation.

Even as he 
was expressing his own mild res­
ervations about what speedier and 
easier transmission of communi­
cation signals bright do for world 
peace, the first experimental use 
of Telstar, the marvelous new 
satellite for bouncing televlsicn 
from continent to continent, was 
provoking a fuU-fledg^ quarrel 
between the French and the Brit­
ish, over the British charge that 
the French had violated under­
standings by leaping into the first 
use of Telstar. Thia was, one 
might say, a rdatively rmlmpor- 
tant quarrel, on the fringes of 
the Franco-Britiah relationship. 
But add it to the bitterness al­
ready existing over President de 
Gaulle's unwillingness to let Brit­
ain into his idea of a new Europe, 
and who can say that it can be 
dismissed as petty and unimpor­
tant?

The truth of the matter is that 
communication alone, certainly at 
least not in any technical sense, is 
not the key to either understand­
ing or peace. There ia no language 
barrier involved in some of the 
world’s bitterest and moat hope­
less quarrels. Some of the world’s 
deepest hates come out of the 
world’s closest associations. A  
mere communications together­
ness is not enough to make a 
world fit to live in; there has to 
be, as well, some disposition to 
live and. let. live.

Our modern progress in variety, 
ease, and speed of communication 
has not yet leveled itself out into 
clear gain and pragress. Before we 
can claim that, we will have to be 
aMe to  diacem an increase in un- 
derstendlng and in tolerance 
which matches tlu  increase in 
speed end faculty. So far, our 
technology ia far ahead of our 
bealta and our inteUigence.

The second phase ^  negotia­
tions for a  disarmament treaty is 
expected to center on details and 
technical discua^ona of the rival 
U.S. and Soviet plans.

l l ie  first three-month phase of 
the conference made little head­
way. It  was devoted mostly to 
lengthy speeches and explanations 
of policy. The only step forward 
wa« the adoption of a treaty pre­
amble in general terma.

U.S. Ambassador Arthur H. 
Dean Bounded the only positive 
note as the delegates arrived over 
the weekend. He said there might 
be a better chance now than ~ in 

: the past for an agreement on a 
treaty to ban nuclear weapons 
testa, the four-year-old issue dealt 
with in a U.S.-British-Soviet sub­
committee of the conference.

British Minister of State Joseph 
B. Godber and Soviet Deputy For­
eign Minister Valerian Zorin side- 
atepped comment on the nuclear 
issue.

The New York Times said the 
United States and its allies are 
willing to agree to a cut-off date 
for nuclear weapon tests that 
would allow the Soviet Union to 
conduct the last series of tests, 
jan. 1, 1663 is the date being dis­
cussed, the Times said.

The idea of a fixed cut-off was 
proposed by Mexico before the 
conference adjourned a month 
ago but no action was taken then.

There was a general feeling that 
a three-power agreement to end 
nuclear weapon testg was the only 
Issue in these disarmament talks 
that had any chance of being set­
tled .in the foreseeable future.

The Geneva negotiations for 
world disarmament — a project 
discussed for 16 years in various 
forums Mdthout any . progress at 
all—are expected to last for sev­
eral more years. .

The current talks appear 
doomed to failure ag long as the 
Western nations and Soviet bloc 
cannot find a way to break their 
deadlock on basic issues on which 
both sides have said repeatedly 
they cannot compromise.

TTie Western plan, already re­
jected by the Soviets, provides 
for gradual disarmament with 
control proviaiong to  guarantee 
that no disarming country secret­
ly retains armies and weapons, 
and for a strong international 
force under the United Nations to 
keep the peace in a disarming 
world.

The Soviet plan, unacceptable to 
the West, provideg for total dis­
armament in four years with abo­
lition of all nuclear arms in the 
first 15-montb stage, no control 
over the forces and weapons that 
a country would be entitled to re­
tain under a trea'ty, and a weak 
peace-keeping force whose units 
would be under national com­
mand.

Mixed garbage and refuse de­
composes better than garbage 
alone, according to sanitation of­
ficials. In digging trenches at the 
present disposal area, workers 
often unearth previous trenches in 
which garbage has not yet decom­
posed.

(Chester F. Langtry, deputy di­
rector of public works, said it ia 
too early to determim any ap­
preciable decline in the public’s 
traffic to the dump since the once 
a month rubbish collection waa 
started only this month. It is ex­
pected, however, that with twice 
a week collection of mixed gar­
bage and refuse and once a month 
collection of rubbish on a regular 
basis, fewer householders will need 
to make tripe to the dump. ^

Instead. ■ the 26 - year - old 
Australian will have to keep 
working because he was too 
good in the Motor City Open. 
Crampton will tee off Thurs­
day in the .big PGA tourna­
ment outside Philadelphia.

The PGA will be the 29th 
straight week on the tourna­
ment trail for Crampton a 
grueling schedule none of the 
other touring pros has had the 
stamina to meet.

"I was looking forward to 
a week off," said Crampton, 
who needed his 17-under-par 
victory In the Motor City to be 
eligible for the PGA. "B\it 
nothing doing. I really wanted 
to play in the PGA."

Crampton broke a three- 
way tie with a five-imder-par 
33-33- 66 yesterday for the 
$5.30 fii-st prize in the $35,000 
Motor City. He put together 
rounds of 66-65-70-66 for his 
267 total at par 36-36— 71. at 
Knollwood Country Club and 
had only one bogey in 72 holes.

Only One Bogey
"That's the first time I've 

ever been able to get through 
a tournament with only one 
bogey," aaid Crampton, who.se 
only other vlctoiy in six years 
as a PGA tourist was in the 
1961 Milwaukee Open.

He fired five birdies in hia 
final round, featured by two 
sensational recoveries after 
w'ild tee shots.

Crampton had been tied with 
Don Maiwengale and D a v e  
Ragan entering the final round 
—and both his rivals also bet­
tered par. Massengale shot a 
69 and finished in a tie with 
Dave Hill for ninnerilp at 270. 
Ragan got bogies on the last 
two holes and placed fourth 
with 271.

Hill bioke the courae record 
with a 64 for his 270 windup.

"1 was glad those good play­
ers were out of the country for 
this one.” said Crampton, re­
ferring to Arnold Palmer and 
the other Americans who play­
ed in the British open.

"This was one of those days 
when it waa my day. My tee 
shots were bad - but I did 
everything else right and oould 
do nothing Wrong." - 

Peak Shot
Crampton's peak shot came 

after he put his tee shot into 
a trap on the par-three eighth 
hole. He blasted out and the 
ball rolled snd curled into the 

cup for his third birdie.
"It was about 25 yards and 

I hit it exactly as 1 planned.” 
Crkmpton said. "It's got to be 
the climax of the whole tour­
nament for me."

Crampton got another birdie 
and cinched his victory on the 
lU h hole, a par four. His drive 
was under a tree—but with 

- leaves flapping in his face he 
landed his second shot nine 
inches from the pin.

Uni(» has a global rocket that 
can “hit a fly in outer apace’’ 
and cannot be deetroyra by 
“any antirocket means.’’’ 

Kimishchev made the claim 
near, the end of a 2H-hoiu‘ inter­
view .with 18 American editors 
during'-, which he also etresaed 
that West Berlin ia the crux of 
the E!aat-West dispute and must 
be settled by getting Western 
troops eut of the city. He set no 
new deadline for their exit*>- 

"I am not boasting,” Khrush­
chev told the editors in his Krem­
lin conference ibpm, “but we ac­
tually have a global rocket which 
cannot be destroyed by any anti­
rocket means, and t  .know, if any­
one does, what antirocket means, 
'because we do have them.”

The high - altitude ' explosion 
carried out by the United States 
will in no way interfere with the 
action of our global rocket,” he 
declared.

Khrushchev spent 37 minutes 
emphasizing the Importance of the 
Berlin Issue, accusing the West­
ern powers of cU n g ^  to West 
Berlin as a  military bridgehead.

”As long as the .occupation 
forces of the U.S., Britain and 
France remain in West Berlin, 
they wiU play the role of an ir- 
lit It which will raise the tem­
perature ill the relations between 
states,” he declared.

If the .Western troops depart, 
Khrushchev said, the Soviet Un­
ion is willing to Join the AUies 
-ta a  pledge of noninterference 
m th  West Berlin life, a  guarantee 
toYie "sealed with the seal of the 
United NaUons.”

He ^rw tened  anew to sign a

peace treaty with Blast 
Germany, k move the Russians 
claim would end Western rights 
in West Berlin.

"When riiall we do it?” he 
I ked. ”We shall not hurry, but 
neither sball we tarry. I will not 
set any time Umit.”

Khrushchev repeated his de­
mand that the Western powers 
agree to a peace treaty with all
