case, does not seem to prove very
successful.

Perhaps there is a closer rela-
tionship between these various
views into South Vietnam than we
have yet indicated. Perhaps, un-
derneath, it is the spectacie of in-
dividual business tycoons being big
enough and wealthy enough to
maintaln private armies to protect
their own wvast Interests which
does its part toward persuading
the ordinary South Vietnamese
that they don't have too much
democracy to fight for. Perhaps it
in the fact that the money and
weapons avallable are devoted to
the special protection of such spe-
cial interests which leads other
elements In South Vietnamese life
to conclude that they are nol
really involved in any battle with
the Communista. Terhaps what
South Vietnam needas, before it can
really begin to fight Communism,
is the disappearance of such pri-
vate armies and the beginning of a
national army which has a nation-
&l purpose. One know nothing for
sure. One knows only that trying
for & clean, successful policy
against Communism iIn a country
like South Vietnam Is an appar-
ently endiess and complicated—
and necessary—headache.

should have a sugar tolerance test
made. You doctor will tel] you just
how this test Is conducted and 1
would urge you to have it done be-
fore your marriage.

Q—My husband was operated on
for a stomach ulcer and while his
symptoms are different than they
were before operation, he con-
tinues to be miserable.

He has a poor appetite, conatant
distress and nothing seemsa to
agree with him although I try to
cook everything just as he used to
like it and serve only thoss foods
that he used to enjoy.

Can nothing he done to help
him? He has had vitamin shots
and a medicine cabinet full of di-
gestants that we've tried without
relief. He has lost over 20 pounds
since leaving the hospital and has
not yet heen able to go back to
work.

A—What you deacribe may be
what's called the “dumping syn-
drome’’ that may follow removal
of the greater part of the stomach
(subtotal gastrectomy.)

If so, I'm afraid he will not re-
spond to medication and certainly
not to vitamin shots, except for B
12 to prevent anemia.

However, you might try him on
frequent small and dry feedingn as
recommended by dietitians of the
Veteran's Administration in Hous-
ton, Tex. -

The recommended diet is high in
proteina and fats and low In car-
bohydrates. More  specifically,
start him on feedings of only an
ounce, every waking hour or mo
and whenever he wakens during
the night. At first, offer only lean
meat, crisp bacon, hard bolled
eggs and margarine or butter. If
these are tolerated, Increase the
