Gen. Norstad Resigns
As Leader of NATO

Lemnitzer
Possibility

WASHINGTON  (AP) —
Gen. Lauris Norstad has ask-
ed to be relieved as U.S. com-
mander-in-chief in Europe
and supreme commander of
NATO forces about Nov. 1
and will retire from the mili-
tary service.

Yorstad’'s request and President
Kennedy's acceplance were an-
nounced today by the White
House.

Norstad, 55, noted in a letler
to the President that he had been
‘“in one field of activity and in
one position somewhat longer
than is the normal practice in
military services.”

As to the timing of his depar-
ture, he sald that for the moment
“there Is no unusual pressure om
my office.”

Norstad has served with the
North Atlantic Alliance for 12

years—the last six as supreme
allled commander in Europe.

There was no announcement
from the White House of a sue--
cessor, although there were indi-
cations there might be something
later in the day. There were re-
ports that Gen. Lyman L. Lem-
nitzer, now chairman of the U8,
Joint Chiefs of Staff, might draw
the assignment. Gen. Maxwell D,
Taylor, presidential military ad-
viser, also wan mentioned.

Norstad saw Kennedy -
ly earlier in the week, sm
his resignation Wednesday, and
Kennedy mccepled it in a letter
dated Thursday. The letters were
made public by the White House,

Norstad Is an Air Force gen-
eral, and he saild he is asking the
Defenne ent to be placed
on the next November,
after 36 years of service.

I request therefore
that T be relieved of my assign-
ment on or about Nov. 1862."

The President replied In a
“Dear Larry’ letter, voicing deep
regret at Norstad's decision to
step out of uniform after 36 years
and also lavishing high praise on
s man he sald has had a military
assignment of unparalieled im-
pu.tance to the defense of the free
world.

Kennedy sald he knew of no one
who has been better able to bear
the burdens and that Norstad had
become “a living syvmbol of the
U.S. commitment to the Alliance
and of the strength of the Alllance
itself."

Kennedy sald he *‘felt particu-
larly fortunate that you were in
command last summer when the
situation in Berlin reached crisis
proportions.’’

“Your judgment, your percep-
tiveness and your vigorous ap-
{;lroech to our common peoblems

ve been of tremendous value to
me," Kennedy said.

““This gratitude of the nation gs
well as my own warm wishes will
go with you Into whatever field of
endeavor you turn your energies.'”

Norstad was at the White House
last Monday to confer with the
President and talked over with
Kennedy then his desire to retire.

In his letter to Kennedy con-
firming this desire, Norstad said
that one of the foremost reasons
for his decision "'is the simple fact
that after 12 vears with NATO,
six of which I have served as su-
preme Allled commander, Europe,
I have stayed in one field of ac-
tivity and in one position some-
what longer than s the normal
practce in the military services.'

Norstad tgld Kennedy that he
had learned to respect the Presi-
dent's courage, judgment and ca-
pacity for leadership. He saild he
appreciated Kennedy's support
“during these times of stress."

The Notfstad request for retire-
ment was a formal bid to be re-
Heyved as commander in chief of
the U.S. European command on
or sbout Nov.
will go his release from the posi-
tion of supreme Allied commander
in Europe as a matter of course.

Norstad sald he had informed
the secretary-general of the NATO
Council of his decision to retire,
and he assumed steps would be
taken by the council and the U.8.

It seems Dr. Jacobson wants lo
force every one to take it via
the public water supply, but

lease read what your Federal

vernment has to say in its pub-
lication of the U.S. Department
of Agriculture, Bullelin number
1652, page 85. “Sodium fluoride
may be used as & dip or as a
powder for the eradication of
poultry lice on infested birds. To
rid the birds of these parasites and
their eggs, it is necessary to treat
only once provided a thorough job
is done . . Sodium fluoride in
a white powder and is poisonous
to human beings and animals
when taken internally. Therefore
it should be used with caution
and the container properly labeled
before storing, so that it will not
be mistaken for something else.
Solutions of the drug should be
disposed of in such a manner that
they will not be accessible (o
animals or human beings."

I can imagine what Dr. Jacob-
son is to say, I am a doc-
tor, Spiess is an uninformed lay-
man who knows nothing of medi-
cine. To that statéement I would
answer. Dear Doctor, you must
know of The Merck Index, long
recognized by the medical, chem-
jical and pharmaceutical profes-
siong as a standard scientific ref-
erence book dealing with the prop-
erties of chemicals and drugs.

This is what it says. “Poison-
ous-Internal use practically obso-
lete, Industrinl use as insecticide
particularly for roachesa, lice or
pouitry, fleas on dogs, ants.”

To inject some humor in a very
serious subject I think Dr. Ja-
cobson has given the people of
Rockville and Vernon quite a
choice. It's up to you. Would you
rather be considered a roach, lice,
a flea or an ant?

The Wayne University Com-
mittee reported to the Detroit
Common Council as follows, “So-
dium, Fluoride Is an extremely
poisonous subslance, even more 50
than arsenic, its addition to the
water supply cannot be underta-
ken without certain possible haz-
ards to the public health."

I know doctors are busy and it
seems o me Dr, Jacobson has add-
ed 80 much time to his work load
by trying to force fluoridation
that he evidently has not had time
to read the report of the Medical
—Dental Committee on fluorida-
tion headed by the National Chalr-
man of Columbus, Ohio, and sign-
ed by approximately five hundred
other doctors. This Is the report.
“We, the undersigned are opposed
to the fluoridation of public water
supplies. As members of the me-
dical, dental, and related public
health professions, we are ms con-
cerned &3 anyone over lhe prev-
alence of tooth decay, and anxious
that it be prevented: but each of
us for some or all of Lhe reasons
set forth here and discussed more

fully in the appended memoran- |

dum, belleves that fluoridation of
public water supplies Is not a
proper means of attempting such
prevention.

“1. Positive proofs of the safety
of fluoridation are required. None
has been offered.

“2. The so-called therapeutic
concentration of ‘fluoride, arbitra-
rily established at 1 ppm, in
drinking -water, Is In the toxic

range.

“3. Dental fluorosis, the first ob-
vious symptoms of chronic fluo-
ride toxicity in children, ls an
inevitable result of fluoridation.
The evidence reveals that large
numbers of the population may be
afflicted, and with varying de-
grees of damage.

“4. The determination of wheth-
er damage resulting from dental
fluorosis is “objectionable” is a
matter for the person whose teeth
are affected, and not for the ar-
bitrary assertion. of, public offi-
cials.

“5. - The conceivable role of
fluoride as an insidious factor In
chronic disease hns been evaded
by the proponents. A substantial

“7. Fluoridation is compulsory
mass medication without prece-
dent. Mass therapy cannot ignore
the possibility of “masa” side re-
actions.

"8, The fupction of & public
walter supply is to provide plre,
safe water for everybody, not to
serve as a vehicle for drugs.

"8. The role and efficlency of
fAuoride in dental-caries reduction
is a malter of active controversy;
whatever the outcome, there are
lesa hazardous and more efficient
ways of obtalning such benefits as
fluoride may offer than by putting
It into the public water supply.”
Dr. Jacobson seems to like to
quote statistics, I can supply more
than he will ever need to prove
that the public water supply
should not have sodium fluoride
added to It for human consump-
tion. The Swedish government
ruled against {t, the Swiss gov-
ernment ruled against it and more
than 2,000 American cities and
towns ruled against {t. Yes doc-

He said
repeated attempls to negotiate
racial differences with city offi-
cials have falled.

WASHINGTON (AP) — "Hate is
always tragic,’”” says the Rev,
Martin Luther King, Jr.

And, he contends, the beauty of
the nonviolent movement against
segregation In America ls that It
can be founded on love —not hate.

The Atlanta minister and civil
rights leader expounded on non-
violent civil disobedience Thurs-
day to a hushed audlence at the
National Press Club. Afterward
the newsmen gave a standing
ovation to the first American Ne-
gro to appear before the club.

King said nonviolenl resistance
“has a way of disarming the op-
ponent, it exposes his moral de-
fenses, it weakens his morale and
at the same time it works on his
consclence.” -

He conceded that
followers have broken

the South. But moral persons have

a duty to viclate unjust laws, and |

then pay the penalty, he sald

“What was more in line with
civil disobedience than the Boston
Tea Party?" he asked.

As examples of nonviolent civil
disobedience, he listed sit-ins al
lunch counters, attempts to enler
segregated libravies, and efforts

to integrate segregated transpor-|

tation terminals and facilities.
These tactics are defeating seg-
regation, King claimed.
‘““The old South has gone, never
to return again,'” he sald.

A sharp drop in the number of
welfare cases, persons receiving
aid and expenditures for welfare
assistance, was reported by the
Town Waelfare Department [for
June compared Lo the same period
last year.

A welfare department spokes-
man gttributed the decline in most
months during the past year to the
temporary ald to dependent chil-
dren assistance, state program fi-
nanced with federal. ald, for the
familles of uncmpln{ed fathers,
Federal funds for this program
were not renewed this year, how-
ever. It remains to be seen in sub-
sequent months whether curtail-
ment of this program will add to
the town welfare rolls.

For June, the welfare depart-
ment authorized a total of $3,617
for 39 cases and 80 persona, com-
pared to $7,328 for 64 cases and
140 persons & year ago.

Welfare assistance during June
included 70 persons on family re-
lief, four _ non-committed children,
no burials, three hospital patients
and three convalescent home pa-
tienta,
