Berlin Crisis: 1962 Edition

We presume that, if United
States diplomacy were asked for a
prompt and simple solution of the
problem of Berlin and that of Ger-
many, It would respond with the
followin~ formula: Let Russia get
out of all Germany, after which
everything that happened would be
all'right. The two halves of Ger-
many would be reunited; we, after
staying long enough to assure our-
selves the Russians weren't com-
ing back, might be willing, some

day, to get out of Germany our-]

selves,

Russian diplomacy also has a
formula for a quick and easy sel-
tlement of the Berlin and the Ger
man questions. Let all the Western
armies get out of all Germany.
There would then be formal and
equal legality and prestige for
both halves of Germany. That
half of Germany which was lo-
calad the more convenlently would
probably eome into possession of
Berlin, In time, ¥ the Russiang
could ssatisfy themselves we

tveren’t planning to return or loose
West Germany on some path of
conquest, the Russians themselves
might find it appropriate to get
out of Germany.

Neither of these fancied proposi-
tlons, obviously enough, is ever go-
ing to be acceptable to the other
side.

to find some formula, involving,

steps and ocompromises, under
which the withdrawal of the rival
allies of World War IT can be mu-
tual and simultaneous, and the re-
construction of a united Germany
something to be accomplished
gradually and peacefully, either by
plan of the great powers, or hy
the devices of the Germans them-
selves, once they are left to them-
selves,

Nobody works at this particular
brand of diplomacy. Bo far, our
American Germany policy consists
merely of staking everything on
the proposition that nothing must
be changed, that the present status
of thinga must be maintained as If
forever. Actually, the present
status of things is impossible, and
that it should exist forever is also

. an impossibility.

As for the Russians, thay see
one thing we do not see, which Is
that the present status is impossi-
ble; But, for solutions, they them-
selves are merely the proposers of
new Impoesibilities. They get some
credit because they at least have
brains enough to kpcw ‘and to
argue that, sooner ac:lafer, things
have to changeés This, compared
jwith our forshal view, and the Ade-
naver view, that everything can
stay as it is forever, makes them
seem  positively Intelligent. But
cvcnjhough they try, while we do
not, they do not do any better than
wu.doln the business of coming
up with steps which might break
the way open to some genuine
solution, .

What, then, are United States

- and Russian diplomacy discussing

Onee you could get the idea from
the headlines, and even from the

Now, however, the unimagina-
tive people who use adding ma-
chines have moved in. They find
that Willy Schileker has arrived,
by somewhnt different routes and
methods, at a state of distinction
roughly parallel to that of Billie
Sol Estes. He. too. owes $15.000,-
000 more than he Las.

As often happens in such cases,
the mere fact that Willy's career
has to stand still long enough for
this piece of arithmelic to he con-
sldered and analyzed may be
enough to halt the career entirely,
just as what seemed at first mere-
ly a minor interruption provided
the big ki-bosh to Billie's career in
this country. All the fine industrial
empire Willy was building, in his
ro' as a leader In West Germany's
economic comeback, may now
crumble and disappear, just lke
the empire Billie built. One would
think that when, in any state or
country, we have a fine muccess
story going, like that of Billie, or
like that .of Willy, the auditors
would have sénse onaugh to leave
it alone, and spond their time do-
ing something leas “harmful, lke,
perhaps, investigating honest fail-

ures. <

Law Marches On

It la very nice, we think, that
the great United Nations and the
somewhat localized Fire Depart-
ment of the city of New York have
been able to come to a diplomatic
understanding by which, after
Aug, 6, the United Nations will
undertake not to have its diplo-
mats park alongside New York
City hydrants, If they park there
in the meantime, city suthorities
may push them away anyway. But
after Aug. 0, apparently, the Unit-
ed Nations will do nothing to claim
or support any claims to diplo-
matic Immunity for its personnel,
at least not in the matter of park-
ing alongside hydrants.

That this is an issue is not the
fault of the United Nations Itself,
which admittedly has to possess
some degree of immunity from lo-
cal law for the people who come
to it from all over the world, but
the fault of some individuals who
are thoughtless enough and cal-
lous enough to abuse their diplo-
matic privilege in a most unneces-
sary fashion. Why should anybody
consider it a fit use of diplomatic
{fmmunity to park so close to a hy-
drant that a fire in the neighbor-
hood might cost unnecessary lives
and property values? Why should
anyone associated with the Unit-
ed Nations, that great symbol of
potential world law, get a cheap
kick or thrill out of showing con-
tempt. for some law of purely local
origin? We confess we do not
#now the answers to such ques-
tions, except to say that there is
one thing which Is truly universal,
and that is human nature, and that
one of the things universal in hu-
man nature is the inabllity to re-
sist using a lttle extra pull, a lit-
tle extra status, when it happens
to be avallable.

In any case, whatever the hu-
man nabure involved, civilization
and law go marching on, and the
United Nations, which holds the
hope of law for the whole wide
world, is now gracefully going to
sccept the valldity of a local park-
ing ordinance, and this too Is bope
and progress.
