A new law requires manufactur-
ers o pﬂnt the words "
“Polson™ or "Caution” on the labels
of products that the government
regards as hagardous.

The Federal Hazardous Sub-
stances Labeling Act can be of
great help to parents who wish td
take every precaution against ac-
cidental poisonings of their chil-
dren,

It covers such items as paints,
paint removers, solvents, kerosene,
turpentine, drain cleaners, liguid
shoe polishea, furniture polishes,
bleaches, carbon tetrachloride, au-
tomative products, electric dish-
washer compounds, drugs, corro-
sives; flammable liquids, radioac-
tive materials, napthalene moth-
balls, baby oils that contain napth-
alepe, liquid floor wax, candy med-
ledtion, pensitizers and flulds that
geneme pressure through heat or

ecomposition,

In addition, at governmental
suggeation, many manufacturers
also print on the label the waming
to “Keep out of the reach of chil-

However, none of these precau-
tions will serve to reduce the dally
average of 250 accidental childhood
polsonings if you, the parents, fail
10 read and obey the warnings on
the labels.

On the subject of polsoning,
whether accidental or otherwise,
several pediatrists have called at-
tention to the nadded damage
that may be imposed when errors
are made when the substance ipe-
cac is given Lo induce vomiting. In
at least one instance, a 4-year-old
died of Ipecac polsoning “after
swallowing 368 quite harmless
antacid tablets. . ]

The responsibility for this dBath
was due to an overdase of the fluid
extract of Ypecac which Is 14 times
stronger than the syrup of Ipecac.

To avold such an accident, you
should throw out any flujd extract
in your medicine cabinet and re-
place it with the syrup. If you are
faced with the rieed to give the
syrup, do not give more than four
doses, each of a (eupoonfué., at

rhaps 5-minute intervals. Since
Remny take 15 to 30 minutes for
the vomiting action to begin, do
not give additionall doses until
professional help can be abtained
either at home, the doctor's office,
the emergency ward of & neigh-
boring hospital or & nearby poison
control center.

And when the child is trans-
ferred to the care of the attending
physician or nurse-in.charge, be
sure that you describe exactly
what you have done so that the
dose of the antidote is not repeated.

Not Ready For Freedom?

Every time some backward na-
tion comea forward Into the poa-
session of political freedom, and
then proceeds to waste and de-
spoll and disgrace that freedom by
fratricida]l war among those wha
were omce united in the fight for
freedom—every time something
like this happens in contemporary
history we entertain thoughta that
perhaps it might have been better
¥ there had been no such violent,
hasty rush toward freedom in the
first place.

What value freedom if It has to
be drenched immediately in the
blood of the very people who ought
to be enjoying It? And, if freedom
eannot be controlled, . cannot be
kept from turning into & blood
bath, would it not be better, after
all, to let It wait a while, and let
the existing order of n sovereignty,
which could at least keep order,
persist a little longer?

Such questions are perhaps in

many minds as we see some of the
newly won independences of our
time fumble and falter, and even
go berserk. We are asking such
questions right now, as we see, in
Algeria, the ugly possibility that
the Algerians, after eight years of
fighting the ¥remch for fresdom,
may now engage iIn new bilood-
letting while they fight among
themaselves over the gquestion of
what leader and which faction
shall yule the country’s new free-
dom,
. But as we find curselves indulg-
ing in such questioning, such logic,
with regard to backward countries
like Algeris, we had better, for
logic's sake, be careful what ver-
dict we render.

We were pleased and
touched to see this rather obstrep-
erous convention settle down into
a momentarily respectful behavior,
while one of its fellow Americans,
of a race-nol always admitted to
platform prominence, exercised the
right of free political speech and
choice. We were pleased, and hope-
ful—hopeful that, in time, there
might also develop tolerance for
the free and open expression of po-
litical views, for the platform
prominence, of all kinds of dele-
gates and people, Including even
those who had no special claim,
either from physical characteris-
ties, or from past Injustices every
body wants to balance out, to a
convention's courtesy.
