Consaquent-
ly, he knows whether or not this
performance is in keeping with the
composer’'s general Intent and
judgen accordingly,

I doubt that anyone is complete-
ly familiar with the entire works
of Shakespeare”™ Milton, Scott,
Dickens and Thackery, for example
and these are only English authors.
The music critic has to have some
sort of knowledge about componsers
of all nations, over & period of
about three centuriey, Their com-
bined output is unbelievably large
and could not be performed In a
lifetime, =mo naturally the eritic
doesn’t know every number,

But he has a general knowledgp
of all this music and some specific
experience with most of the com-
posers, so he isn't constantly grop-
ing In the dark. He knows where
to expect the¢ dark cormers and he
Is usually mean enough to con-
centrate on them and seé¢ that no
dirt has been swept under the rug
where it is least likely to be no-
ticed.

Finally, he publishes his opinfon;
but it is an opinion only, not:m
verdict. The critic may be the
judge, but the publia Is the jurv
and in the long run It s the ver-
dict that counts, not the opinion.
Critical opinions have heen upsel
|before and they will be again.

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Timing A Referendum

The status of a commonwealth,
which only Puerto Rico has within
the framework of United States
sovereignty, Is somewhere in be-
tween that of & territory and that
of a state. The commonwealth hax
stronger rights of self government
than a territory, but enjoys all the
federal grants that might\ go to
either territory or state. It is also,
on the fortunate side of things, ex-
empt from federal taxation.

These - circumstances, durlné‘
good times, during the enlightened
and progressive Jeadership of Gov-
ernor Lads Munox Marin, who s
frequently rated the outstanding
Latin American statesman of the
day, and during benevolent friend-
ship from all administrations at
Washington, have produced 10
years of continually improved lve
ing for the peopla of Puerto Rico.

Ban-The-Hyphen

The Inadvertent omission of &
hyphen cost this country §18,500,-
000 the other day when our Venus-
probe rockel-—notice, please, how
the guilty hyphen immediately in-
filtrates Its way into this post-
fiasco discussion-—had to be blown
up soon after it was launched from
Cape Canaveral.

The hyphen should have been
fed Into the computer which was in
control of the rocket's flight, and
it wasn't, and when It wasn't there
the rocket didn't understand ils
own Instructions and went hay-
wire, and had to be destroyed.

This ian't the first trouble the
hyphen has caused. Even while we
are writing about this particular
instance of human failure to give &
hyphen to the computer, we our-
gelves have been in continual diffi-
culty, wondering whether to put a
hyphen in here, leave it out there,
apd try to write this editorial en-
tirely hyphen-free.

The truth is that, whether you
are writing an editorial or feeding
a computer, nobody ever feela com-
pletely sure whether a hyphen
should be used, or where it should
be used. In addition to causing
such confusion, and costing the
government eighteen million dol-
liars in one whack, the hyphen has
also been the author of other trou-
ble.

I¥ it weren't for the hyphen, we
would never be bothered with di-
vided loyalties or with unseemly
racial and nationality appeals in
politics, and we would never have
80 many inconclusive half-mar-
riages batween words which prob-
ably should never be allowed in the
same sentence together. This
makes only for sloppy and con-
fused thinking, or computing,
which sometimes becomes so
shapeloss that, as In the German,
even the hyphens eventually are
omitted and one goes on  just
adding one word right on 'to an-
other at will, until one word can
seem peyeral sentences long.

The ideal way to write is to go
it In monosyllables, and never to
join one short word to another,
and the ldeal way to compute is to
feed in one short fact at a time,
too, and “the thing to do with hy-
phens is to round them all up in
one big ban-the-hyphen -crusade
and have done with them, once and
for all, willy nilly, no more punctu-
ational ciap trap.
