He explained that the new area 

would be usable for four to five 
years before tt wae covered. ’The 
town would then open up^a new 
land fill north and west of the 
radio tower opposite Love Lane.

“ In carrying put an operation 
like this, the community bene­
fit," Langtry said, showing the ad­
vantages of the new area when 
properly run. ’ ”n ie people should 
be in a better poeltion than they 
have been for years.”

Little open^ the question pe­
riod. "W hy was the dirnip moved 
over in back o f these houses when 
there was so much other land that 
could be used?”  he asked.

Langtry explained that “Higd>- 
way and aanitatiem has been k ^ t 
independent of the sewer system 
because, as years go by, more sew­
er area will become needed.”

Kurker 
showed a 18-mlnute film to demon­
strate “how good a land- fill oper­
ation can be.”

U.S. Seeking to Break

II you listen to older people. 
you'lV gel a lot of bad advice.

If you’re still living In 
the horse and' buggy age, you can 
afford to follow both of these

Here’s a typical situation in 
which It Is fatal to play third hand 
high. I t ’s a very common position, 
but most players mi.shandle it.

West opens the deuce of spades, 
dummy plays the nine, and East 
usually nubs the hand by following

horae-and-buggy rule. If East 
play* high In third position, by put­
ting up the jack. South makes the 
contract.

See what happens. East plays 
the Jack, and South win* witp the 
queen. Now South can get three 
spade tricks, since he can win a 
finesse with dummy's ten and 
eventually can cash dummy’s ace.

South can easily develop two 
heart tricks and one diamond to 
add to the three spades and the 
three sure clubs. Thus he- runs 
home with nine tricks, making 
the game and rubber.

Modern Play
The result is quite different if 

East makes a modern, intelligent 
play. Bast plays the encoursging 
seven of spades at the first trick 
instead of giving up his jack. 
This allows dummy to win the 
first trick with.the nine.

Declarer leads a heart from 
dummy„ losing to the ace. West, 
understanding wrhat ie going on 
in spades, returns the king of 
spades. This forces out dummy's 
ace and South's queen, but Bast 
still has the jack of spades to 
control the suit.

Now South gets only two spade 
tricks. He falls one trick short 
instead of winning the game and 
rubber.

Don’t be In a hurry to play the 
jack In third position w'hen dum­
my has A-lO-x or A-10-9. You 
p lia b ly  oannot stop declarer 
from getting two tricks in the 
suit, but you can prevent him 
from winning all three.

And. in the news of the same 

day. there was reported the puh- 
lieation of Berding's book, ia 
which he took the premise that 
■senhower's big and costly mis­
take in office had been to assume 
personally responsibility for the 
U--2 flights over Russia.

One thing ia certain. If Eisen- 
hew'er had done the right thing on 
the U-2 incident, the election of 
Nixon would have been relatively 
easy.

But we n%U8t disagree with Her­
ding as to the location and precise 
definition of the Eiaenhower mis­
take. .0

I t  was, as the Herding book re 
portcdly states, a braach of pro­
tocol for President Eisenhower, as 
head of state, to admit responsibil­
ity for what was essentially a spy 
operation. Conceivably, everything 
would have come out much better 
if . Eisenhower had dekd-panned 
the whole thing, and pretended he 
knew nothing about any such busi- 
Mes. On that baaia, let us con- 
Oade it may have been something 
of a^mistake for him to admit re- 
apeiisibillty in the first place.

Hut the real mistake came not 
In the admissimi of responsibility, 
but in the sequel. When Eisen­
hower first admitted responsibility 
for and knowledge of the U-2 
flights, that was, for a moment, 
refreshing piece of candor and 
honesty in international affairs 
Having made this admiaaion, all 
Ehimhower then had to do was to 
any that this was, regrMtably, the 
Mnd of thing the cold war forced 
nations to do, that he regretted 
having had to do it to Rusaia and 
ngretted any alarm it might have 
caused the Russian people, that, in 
any case, th«-e would be no more 
Bueh flights because, U for no 
other reason, their usefulness 
would now be at an end anyway, 
and that what he hoped to discuss 
and reach with Khrushchev at 
their forthcoming meeting in Paris 
was a new era of relationship be- 
twaen the two nations which 
would make It poasible for both to 
reepoet each'other's natural rights 
and soveKignties, all the time.

governed by a set of rules called 
the Canons of Pi^fessional Eth(cs. 
These Canons constitute a code of 
conduct for lawyers in their tela- 
tlonships with the courts, thetr cli­
ents, their colleagues at the Bar. 
and with the general public. Let us 
briefly examine some of the Canons 
of Professidnal Bthica to illustrate 
how they affect the lawyer In/fils 
profeaaionai life.

Canon N u m b e r  1, whioh en­
compasses the lawyer’s duty to the 
courts," states that he m u ^  always 
maintain a respectful/ attitude 
toward the court, in ordtsr to main­
tain its supreme imp^tance.

Canon 3 states thgt the lawyer 
must not attempt 16 exert hie'per 
sonal Influence oxy the eport. nor 
should he try lo obtain from a 
Judge special fwraonal favor or 
consideration, /n-''other words, in 
his relationsWs with members of 
the Judicial^, the lawyer should 
avoid any Wtion or conduct calcu­
lated to bring to bear improper in­
fluence Of which might be so con- 
'strued.

Canon 5, which ais one of the' 
most important sections of the 
code, states that "It is the right of 
the lawyer to undertake the de­
fense of a person accused of crime, 
regardless of his personal opinion 
as to the guilt of the accused . . . 
Having undertaken such defense 
that the law of the land permits, to 
the end that no person may be de­
prived of his life or liberty, but by 
due process of law." Were this not

so, the Mdivldual cltlaen mlght^ha 
deprivM of the right tq a daftnae 
simplt/bscause of the unpopularity 
of his cause o r his person.

ould be based upon the time 
d work required, the difficulty

With respect to his client. 
Canon 37 r^u ires that, the law­
yer preserve his client’s confi­
dences. This duty continues after 
the employment is terminated'.'

By Cannon 27 the lawyer is 
fortiidden to solleit employment 
by advertising or through per­
sonal representatives. "AdvertlS' 
Ing" includes Indirect advertise­
ments, such as furnishing or in­
spiring comments to the press or 
allowing his photograph to be 
published in connection with cases 
In which he is engaged.

The' lawyer’s duty, in its last 
analysis ia summed up in Canon 
32. which states that no client is 
entitled to receive any service or 
advice which involves disloyalty 
to the law, disrespect to the court, 
corruption of people in public of­
fice, or deception of the public. 
The lawyer is bound not only to 
mainUln the highest personal 
principles, but is also required to

Dubinsky isn't doing this exact 
ly as a matter of personal whim, 
gither. The last convention of hla 
union, the Garment Workers, au­
thorized him to fight thie forma­
tion of a union among the union's 
employes.

However. Superior Court Judge 
John C. Fitzgerald found the 1951 
adoption of the 1947 code had been 
nullified.

open cabin door. Minutes later, 
this plane fell into a vacant lot 
between two homes in Jackson 
Heights. N.Y.
.Fading that the plane was in 

good condition, the pilot compe­
tent and the weather virtually per­
fect. the CAB said the reasons 
why Dubuke lost control of the 
plane remain obscure.

‘ ‘Poesibly there was interference 
with the controls or with the pilot 
by one or more of the passengers. 
This in%rference could have been 
induced by fright caused by the 
noise of the open door. Possibly 
the pilot, without this interference, 
had his attention diverted in some 
other manner. He may have been 
trying to close the door, and while 
ao engaged allowed his speed to 
become dangerously slow." the 
CAB said.

Whatever the rea.son, the CAB 
found that the tragedy was unnec­
essary and stemmed from the tact 
that the pilot’s attention was di­
verted.

Q -U  It good practice to drink 

sassafras tea in the spring for gen­
eral health or for any other bene­
fits 7 If so, what is the best way 
to prepare it?

A—So far as is known, there is 
no evidence that sassafras tea is 
useful as anything other than a 
flavoring agent. I beUeve the 
flavor is employed in oommercial 
root beer, so why bother to brew 
It yourself?

Q—We have been hearing of a 
new treatment for alccrtwlism that 
requires only the prescription of an 
enzyme. Can you tell us more 
about It and where we can get It ?

A—You probably refer to a co­
enzyme best identified by its ini- 
Uals, DPN. Actually DPN does not 
attack the problem of alcoholism at 
its roots. I t  merely contains niacin, 
a member of the vitamin B com­
plex. In the alcoholic who suffers 
a niacin deficiency, the co-enzyme 
simply participates in the reaction 
that ends with the oxidation of al­
cohol. Hence it does nothing of 
significance for the hlcoholic who 
has no Vitamin deficiency. And, 
even in  the niacin-deficient alco­
holic^ it accomplishes little of im­
portance.

Q—Because my wife has exten­
sive tuberculosis, we were advised 
to have her Fallopian tubes tied af­
ter birth of our second child a year 
ago. Siqce then she has been de­
pressed and cranky, even with the 
children. (>ould this be the result of 
the opdratJon?

A—To answer the second ques­
tion first, the operatimt can be un­
done. But it would seem very un­
wise. in view of your wife’s infec­
tion. to subject her to a procedure 
that involves another exploration 
of the abdominal cavity. Especially 
is this unwise since it is unlikely 
that the tubal operation has any­
thing to do with her depressed 
state.

A recent Study of 462 women 
who had had tubal ligations in the 
Boston Lying-In Hospital disclosed 
the fact that only about 20 per 
cent expressed regret a t what had 
been done and none suffered any 
significant disturbance as a result 
of the operation. Since your wife 
has a serious infection and must be 
taking various anti-tuberculoals 
drugs, it's more likely that these 
circumstances, rather Hum the op­
erative procedure, account for her 
reacUons.

Notwithstanding the foregoing provisions, if any officer or 
employee appointed by the general manager shall be con- 
vlctod, by a final Judgment, of a (elony, as defined by the 
Connectient general stotutes, the office held by such officer 
aad the position held by such employee shall become vacant 
forthwUh npon auch conviction.

Item No. 7
CHAPTER n . Section 4 Restrictions Respecting Conflicts in 

Interest
(1) If another meaning is not clearly apparent from the lan­

guage or context, or if such construction is not inconsistent with 
the manifest intention of this section, the terms used in this sec­
tion shall be construed as follows:

(a) “Transaction”  includes: (1) the purchase, sale, leasing, 
or other transfer of any property, real or personal, tangible or 
intangfible; (2) any contract with respect to the purchase, tele, 
leasing or other transfer of any property, real or personal, tangible 
or tntrag;ible.

(b) "Regular town official” Includes: the general manager; 
any person elected to office under the provisions of chapter II, 
section 1; any person appointed to office under the provisions of 
chapter H, section 2; the members of the board of education; and 
the members of the town development commission. “Regular town 
official” shall also Include the members of any other board or 
commission . unless the board of directors, by resolutions adopted 
at a regular meeting of the board of directors, declares such board 
or commission not to be subject to the provisions of Chapter II, 
section 4, as hereby amended.

(c) "Town employee” includes: any person who performs 
personal services for the town for compensation, including, with­
out limiting the generality of the foregoing, any person performing 
such personal services for the board of education or for any other 
town board, bureau, commission or department.

(2) Ehccept as hereinafter provided, no regular town official 
and no town employee shall have a financial interest, direct or 
indirect, principal, surety, partner, or otherwise. In any trans­
action to which the town is one of the parties. If a transaction 
involves both the town and a corporation, a regular town official' 
or town employee shall b8‘ deemed to have a financial interest In 
the transaction if such official or employee is a director or officer 
of the corporation or If such official or employee, or the spouse 
or children of such official or employee, owns, individually or 
Jointly, more than ten per cent (10%) of the stock of such cor­
poration.

(3) Except aa hereinafter provided, no regular town official 
and no town employee shall have a financial interest, direct or 
indirect, as principal, surety, partner or otherwise. In any express 
or Implied contract for furnishing personal services to the tot^, 
other than in his own express or implied contract for furnishing 
personal services in the performance of the duties of his office or 
employment The provisions of this section shall not prohibit any 
person not then a member of the board of directora ^ m  holding 
more than one town -office or from furnishing services to or being 
employed by more than one board, bureau or commission o f the 
town.

(4) llie  provisions of this section shall not apply:
(a) To transactions with a lowest responsible bidder, after 

public advertisement.
(b) To transactions that the board of directors shall, by 

resolution adopted at any regular meeting of the board of direc­
tors, exempt from the provisions of Chapter n , sectlqn 4, as hereby 
amended, provided that no such resolution may be adopted unless 
the general manager shall first certify In writing to the board 
of directors that the best interests of the town require that such 
transactions be so exempted and provided, further, that no such 
resolution may be adopted with, respect to any transaction In which 
a member of the boai^ of directors has a financial interest.

(c) To contracts for furnishing personal services to the town 
that the board of directors shall, by resolution adopted at any reg­
ular meeting of the hoard of directors, exempt from the provisions 
of chapter u . section 4, as hereby amended, provided that no such 
resolutlMi may be adopted unless the general manajger shall first 
certify in writing to the board of directora that the best interests 
of the town require that such contracts for tomiahing personal 
services to the town be so exempted, and provided, further, that 
no such resolution may be adopts with respect to any such con­
tracts in which a member o f the board of directors has a finan­
cial Interest.

(5) Any transaction entered into in violation of the provi­
sions of this section shall be voidable at the option of the Town 
of Manchester and any moneys of the town paid in connection with 
such transaction may be recovered from the payee.

Item-No. 8
Amendment of Chapter XU Section 12

"Assessment to be a Lien on Land and Buildings. The amoimt so 
assessed shall be a lien upon the lands and buildings on account 
of which It was assessed, which lien shall commence and attach 
to said lands and buildings from the time of the passage by said ' 
board of the vote to extend such water or sewer main, provided 
a certificate of such lien describing the property on which the 
same exists and the amount thereof if then determined shall be 
filed with the town clerk.

Engineers are "designiiig a new 
arsei^ of weapons srith which to 
fight the more than 12,000 fires 
that break out in United States 
forests each year.

Even the shovel Is being modi­
fied in an effort to give greater 
protection to forest resources and 
slice millions off the natiob's an­
nual forest fire lose of $87,000,000 
or more.

Rockets which cany loads of 
fire retardant and may be fired 
miles away from a fire are under 
test by the Arcadia, Calif., Devel­
opment Center of the U.S. Forest 
Seri’ice. EUgene Silva, an engineer 
with the center, says:

"We shot one rocket bolding 
two and a half, gallons of retard­
ant at the side of a hill to see 
whaf would happen. The rocket 
vtiorked fine. The trouble was that 
we missed the hill. The rocket 
landed on the other side where 
there were some roads. I'm afraid 
we created quite a bit of fuss.

“Right now rocketry is too ex­
pensive. But wouldn't .Ht be nice 
if someone, some day we could 
Stand acrosa a canyon and sHbpt 
a rocket.right into the head of a 
fire, either to slow It dowm or 
burn out an ialand in'front of it ? ”

Silva was one of the ^Makers 
at .the second Forest Service’s Fire 
Generalmanship School, held- out­
side Tucson. Most of the 90 men 
from throughout the nation who 
attended were veterans of many 
hard-fought forest fir^. Thftr had 
learned to subdue firee'.with cour­
age and hard work—using shovels 
and wet gun'ny sacks.

The new arsenal _for fire fight­
ers includM gas motor-driven dig­
gers for clearing fire lines, tools 
that cut through brush and trees 
better than anything before avail­
able, new fakes, axes, adzes and 
brush hooks.

Plastic, aluminum and light­
weight alloys are being turned Into 
feather-light canteens and other 
equipment, permitting men to 
move faster and farther. New hoses 
and nozzles permit the fighters a 
far wider variety ot sprays tor 
close-in fighting.

Silva said private industry, as 
well as the Forest Service, is work­
ing on fire-fighting Ideas and 
equipment.

“I ll give you an UluatratiMi,” 
he said. "W e had this light alum­
inum, tank and pumper that could 
be carried bn a Inim’a back- It 
was a nice piece of equipment. But 
no sooner had the. Company per- 
tooted it, than torotbss aCnipaiiff

that was even better.
"We were just getting ready to 

arooept the rubber tank, when still 
another company came along with 
a spun glass tank that w m  the 
be.sl vet."

Silva Indicated a portable pump 
that could be carried in one hand 
and would pump water from a 
swimming pool or a drum bn the 
back of a piickup truck.

But the new shovel Is pne of 
Silva's favorites. 'This,’’ he says, 
"is really something. It’s narrower 
flatter and has a sharp point for 
getting between rocks. You don’t 
have to bend over very much to 
use it.

"One of our smart young engi­
neers found that a firefighter 
doesn’t use a shovel to dig with— 
he usee it to scin-pe the ground. So 
he redesigned a tool that has been 
almost unchanged since it was first 
invented.”

Ha.ve.0. father-son graduates of 
Notre Dame, and the seml-abetract 
memorial sculpture on the South 
Bend campus was the subject of an 
illustrated article in a recent issue 
of "Notre Dame Alumnus " maga­
zine.

The late David V. Hayea Sr., 
clasa of '21. starred as an end on 
the Notre Dame championship var­
sity under the immortal Ror-kne, 
and with the Green Bay Packers in 
the National Pro Football League, 
earned a World War I Purple 
Heart, and achieved succes.a with 
varied enterprises in the business 
world.

Dave Hayes, class of '53. has 
forged a place In the forefront of an 
avant garde school of "tronipong- 
ers" who create sculpture in metal, 
won nftional prizes and Fulbiight 
and Guggenheim grants for study 
abroad.

Mounted on Wall
The father and ton. who achieve 

ed fame in auch diverse fields, 
shared in common a taste for hard 
work, perserverance and. a talent 
for timing in creating opportiuii- 
tiea. A deep .spiritual sense la re­
flected In the work and Uvea of 
both.

Young Hayes’ copper sculpture, 
‘Tongues of Fire." representing 
the descent of the Holy S pirit up­
on the Apostles, is mounted on the 
exterior brick wall of the Moreau 
Seminary at Notre Dame Univer­
sity.

The subject deals with the 
Pentacostal theme in which the 
Apostles, imbued with the Holy 
Spirit, go forth to teach ail nations, 
and recalls the Scripture accord­
ing to St. Luke (Acts; 2:3); "And 
there appeared in them parted 
tongues as of fire.”

From a distance the "tongue*’’ 
combine to form the shape of a 
dove, another symbol fdr God the 
Holy Spirit.

Studies in Franee
'Tongues of Fire" was one of 

the last works completed b.v .voting 
Hayes before he left last fall for 
a year's study on a Fulbright grant 
at the School of the Louvre- in 
Paris. Hayes and his wife, the for­
mer Julia Moriarty of Bfanchester, 
with sons, David, 3, Brian. I'-j. 
and infant daughter, Mary, live in 
Antony, a suburb of Paris. They 
expect to return home in Novem­
ber.

The artist, who works with ham­
mer, anvil and acetylene torch to 
weld his sculptures in metal, has 
exhibited at New York’s Mtiseum 
of Modem Art, Guggenheim Mu­
seum, Chicago Art Institute and 
Boston Fine Arts Festival. His 
works are among the private col­
lections of Gov. Nelson Rockefeller 
and Harry Guggenheim.

The sculptors' gift to Notre 
Dame followed the precedent of his 
father, who contributed $250, his 
total wealth at graduation 41 years 
ago. to an alumni fund for build­
ing a football stadium.

The elder Hayes, a native of 
Manchester, rode the rails to the 
college of his choice, a^d won the 
admiration of the university vice 
president. Father Matthew Walsh, 
who offered him free tuition, 
Hayes washed dishes in exchahge 
for meals, ahd worked as a siveep- 
er for a bed in a bos^ent. He 
earned $20 a month as sporU men­
tor and companion to the “prob­
lem ” son of a wealthy family.

In the 1917 football season. 
Hayes, at left end. threw a key 
block which enabled a halfback to 
score the game's only touchdown 
against a preriously undefeated 
Army team and, snapped the ca­
dets’ 16-game winning streak..

Hayes enlisted in 1918. was seri­
ously wounded in France, and re­
turned to Notre Dame on crutch­
es. "I’m in poor shape now. but 
when the whistle blows. n i  be in 
there.” he tokl Rockne. He went 
on to play wWl ths Fighting Insh 
aationM sbam pioas^  toanM s8
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1919 and 1920 during his junior 
and senior years.

Donated Savings
A day after his graduation in 

1921. Hayes pulled from his pock-- 
el and handed to Father Walsh 
his sa-vings of $250. "I came here 
empty handed. I ll go back the 
same wa.v I'll find something, 
don't worry!"

He left as he had arrived—on 
the rails and pennilees. But he 
found employment with a Chicago 
advertising agency and on week­
ends played with the Green Bay 
Packers for $150 a game. Back 
in this ares, he started a football 
program for inmates at Wethers­
field Slate Pri.son and coached 
teams there.

Hayes was a sporting , goods 
sale.sman and later operated a 
coal company in Bast Hartford. 
During World War n, he operat­
ed the Ace Presetsion Tool Co. in 
PlaJnville. He later founded ra­
dio station WACTE in Chicopee, 
Mass., of which he was part own­
er and president at the time of his 
death in 1956. •

Hayes and his wife, the late Mrs. 
Adelaide Brown Hayes, lived at 
1.54 N. Elm St. for many years 
They were the parents of one 
daughter. .Mrs, Thomas Toomey, 
63 L>Tidale St ; and three sons, 
Rlriiard P. Hayes of Bolton Rd., 
Vernon, a real estate bu.sine.a-wnan 
in Manehe.ster; Martin R. Hayes 
of Rockville. Md.. a budget ana­
lyst with the Atomic Energy Com­
mission: and Darid V. Hayes of 
Coventry, and Antony,  ̂ France, 
artist and .sculptor.

Young Hayes attended Man­
chester High School, graduated 
from Monson Academy. Monson 
Mass., and graduate magna cum 
laude with a B. A. degree frotu 
Notre Dame. He earned a mas­
ter of fine arts degree in 1955 
from Indiana University, where 
he studied with David Smith, a 
pioneer sculptor in metals, who 
fired his interest in the medium.

Other Works
The sculptor’s work in the re­

ligious field includes a "Screen of 
Parables" in the lobby of The 
Catholic Transcript building in 
Hartford and the exterior of the 
seminary for priests on the Notre 
Dame campuS. HLs three-dimen­
sional forms and lineal pieces in 
metals are achieved after long 
hours of toil and sweat at a forge 
shaping hot steel with hammer 
and anvil and blow torch.

S>’mbolism holds’ a special at­
traction for the sculptor. For 
Notre Dame men. . thefe must be 
a meaningful s>-mbolism. too. in 
the memorial—wrought by a cele­
brated artiat Who never played 
football—to a celebrated football' 
player who encouraged his son’s 
art w(>rk though he might not 
have always i^erstood it.

The workmen who have been 

scanning the .subsurface of Main 
St. with magnetic and electronic 
detection devices have not been 
prospecting for uranium or look­
ing for mines.

The work has been completed by 
the Charter Oak Construction Co.

volved. According to a HEIXIO 
spokesman, the work will be com­
pleted by the end ..of the week, ex­
cept for repaving the excavations.

Workers of the Southern New

For that purpose the utility com- 
‘ pani'es used pipe detectors. A pipe I detector is a two-part device which 
i induces current from the surface 
I into an underground line and then 
picks up the signal at another 
point on the surface, thu.s estab­
lishing the underground path of 
the line.

United States would offer a  plan 
tor reducing inspecUmt requith- 
menta'befoN the Soviets accepted 
the principle of such inspection, 
Kennedy said flatly: ’’We first 
have to have an acceptance of’ 
the principle.”

The White House meeting Was 
the latest of a  series which began 
last week, climaxing the study of 
new scientific Intormatlon on the 
detection and identification of un­
derground nuclear'explosions.

Kennedy told his news confer­
ence this information shows that 
it should be possible to reduce the 
amount of Inspection — and thus 
the operations of foreign investi­
gators inside the Soviet Union— 
and a t the same time have an ac' 
ceptable degree of aecurity 
against violations of the treaty 
ban. The Soviet Union maintains 
that inspections on its soil would 
amount to spying.

The heart of the problem is that 
a total prohibition on nuclear 
weapons tests could be poliqpd 
c iy with provision for checking 
on earth shocks which might be 
caused by secret underground 8x- 
plosions. The idea of ttie checks 
is to prevent any nuclear ^ w e r 
from cheating.

Explosions in the atmosphere or 
a t the earth’s surface are detect­
able over long distances.

Palladino won 4,873-4,285. About 
12 per cent of the 76,000 registered 
Republicans in the 27-town county 
went to the polls.

Bruce demanded the primary af­
ter Republicen State Headquarters 
rejected his complaints about Pal- 
ladino’s 58-57 victory a t the June 
nomination convention. Any can­
didate who receives 20 per cent of 
a convention’s vote' may seek a 
primal^ 'under state law.

Palladino won only 12 of the 27 
towns, but decisive marglne in 
Waterbury and New Haven car­
ried him to victory. He won by 
1,501-309 in Waterbury and by 
1,200-423 in New Havto.

Bruce’s best ahowing waa in 
North Haven, his hometown, which 
he won, 052<fi5.

Palladino said he was most 
pleased with the victory-and asked 
(or Bruce’s support in the coming 
campaign against the Incumbent 
Democrat, Sheriff J. Edward 
Slavin.

Bruce promptly gave Palladino 
the requested pledge, saying "1 
am an organization man and I 
plan to remain that way.”

Albany, Ga. 
Race Issue 
Deadlocked

ALBANY, Go. (AP)—Ra­
cial issues remained deadlock­
ed today despite President 
John F. Kennedy’s comment 
that the situation in this 
southwest Georgia '^city is 
“wholly unsatisfactiHy.’’

As the White House stepped 
openly into the .matter, a  federal 
court hearing continuee on wheth­
er mass demonstrations by Ne­
groes should be banned.

And Negroes kept up their cam- 
p a i^  of going to jail in protest 
of segregation.

Mayor Asa D. Kelley Jr. reject­
ed the President’s position that 
city officials should sit down and 
talk with Negro leaders. And 
Kelley got support from Gov. Er­
nest Vandiver.

“We will never talk to outside 
agitators about local problems,” 
the mayor said.

Sole spokesman for the seven'- 
member Oty Commission, Kelley 
blamed agitators (or creating tur­
moil in Albany, whelre Negroes 
comprise about 40, per cent of the 
88,0()0 population.

Asked if that referred to Dr. 
Martin Luther King Jr. of Atlanta, 
currently in jail as a result of In- 
tegratlonlst activities, the mayor 
replied:

“I mean exactly that.”
Georgia's governor commented 

in a statement in Atlanta that he 
agreed with the refusal of Albany 
officials “to sit down and discuss 
1 alters of Importance with out­
side agitators and racial show- 
offs."

Kennedy promised in Washing­
ton at his news conference to "do 
everything In our power to protect 
the constitutional rights of all tfes 
people.” .fc

“I think It is inexplicable Afeot 
the City Commission can't ftt 
down and negotiate,” he gfeM. 
"We had to sit down and negoti­
ate at Geneva. I don't see why 
the City Commission can’t.”

The mayor didn’t rule out the 
possibility of talking with Albany 
Negroes but he stated as a condi­
tion to negotiations the departure 
of King and his corps of integra­
tion strategists.

King agreed with the President 
on negotiations. The integration 
leader, after a week behind bars,,
