In UN Forces 
On Congo Duty

WASHINGTON (A P) — Sen. 
niom as J. Dodd, D-Conn., has 
called for drastic cuts in U.N. 
forces in the Congo and tor the 
reduction of nationalist Congo­
lese and Katangan armed forces.

Dodd, in a 30-page Senate 
speech yesterday, sharply criti­
cized the United Nations’ policies 
in the Ctongo and the United 
States’ support o f U.N. actions.

Instead of ignoring secessionist 
President Moise Tshombe, the U.S. 
should “offer him our hand in 
friendship,” Dodd said.

The Connecticut. Democrat vis­
ited the Ctongo not long ago and 
professed himself greatly Impress­
ed by Tshombe. ■“

The use of military force to 
crush Katanga might destroy the 
entire Cemgo, Dodd said, and 
would require the U.N. to main­
tain occupation forces there tor 
many yesirs.

Sen. Hubert H. Humphrey, D- 
Minn., replying to Dodd’s charges, 
said he was "amazed at the reck­
lessness” of the attacks on U.S. 
foreign policy.

Humphrey said he regarded 
such attacks as attempts to dis­
credit the State Department and 
the U JI.

Leaving the Congo to solve its 
cfwn problems without UN. su- 
pendslon would be "just like ask­
ing the police force to leave a city 
'Of -violence and crime and let the 
mobs take over.”  . Nothing leas 
than “wholesale slaughter” would 
ensue If U N . forces were with­
drawn from the Congo, Htunphrey 
■aid.

Dodd himself described the

U,S. Issues Warning

Birth Control Pills 
Fatal to Six Women

WASHINGTON (AP)
The U 5. government, still 
trseking down remaining  ̂
stores of thalidomide, has re­
vealed that six women died 
after using another drug—a 
birth control pill known as 
Enovid.

As yet, the Food and D n^ Ad- 
ministraUon said Friday. Uiere is 
ho evidence the tablets caused the 
deaths. But both the manufacur- 
er, G. D. Searle A Oo. of Chicago, 
and the FDA have the-'drug tmder 
an “ intensive investigation,”  the 
agency said.

The immediate cause of all the 
deaths apparenUy was thrombo- 
phlebiUs, blood clots accompanied 
by irritation of the veins.

In addition to the six deaths 
there have been 20 non-fatal cases 
of thrombophlebitis among wom­
en who have taken Enovid, ttie 
FDA reported.

The U.S. statement was Issued 
after British medical authorities 
issued a warning against the use 
of the contraceptive pill.

The British Medical Journal re­
ported four women in Britain de­
veloped thrombosis after taking 
the pill—called Conovid there— 
and one of them died. It said there 
were similar instances to the 
United States. ^

As did the American officials, 
the British. Journal stressed that 
evidence linking the pill to the ill­
nesses and deaths is at present 
circumstantial.

The Enovid development came

-on the heels of su outcry over the 
sedative, thalidomide, blamed for 
the malformation et thousands of 
infants in Europe .whose nqpthers 
took the drug miring early preg- 
nancy.

U.S. officials sai(i Friday that 
aU supplleb of thalidomide it has 
been able to locate in U.S. doc­
tors’ hand.*) have been destroyed 
Or impounded.

LONDON (iO*)—Health officials 

maintained a cloae check todity 
on 43 persona possibly Infected by 
a British germ warfare sclm tist 
who died Wadnaaday-of tha -pneu­
monic plague—a form of the 
Black D eatli:'

One official said there is no 
danger of epidemic.

Twelve persons, including the 
scientist’s widow and his &ugh- 
ters, age 15 and 11, were quaran­
tined in their homes. The remain­
ing 30 are ambtdance attoidants 
and staff members at the hospital 
that treated 44-year-oId George 
Bacon, who w m  stricken Sunday 
and died Wednesday. They have 
been vaccinated and are working 
under observation.

All wiU be given daily doses ot 
antibiotics until the danî er period 
ends in the next 10 days, officials 
said.

Dr. Frederick Llshman, medical 
officer of health for Salisbury, 
said, "W e are satisfied that all 
contacts have been found. I am 
satisfied that there is no reason 
to expect 4n3dhing like an epi­
demic. But one cannot rule out 
the possibility of one or possibly 
two secondary, cases.”

Health officials conducted a 
widespread search for all persons 
who were in contact with Bac«m 
to prevent a possible epidemic. 
Two school girls who had visited

^the Bacon household Monday were 
trucc^ to Libya.

Radon was a research oMeer at 
Britain’s principal germ warfare 
reeearch center at Pottou Downe 
to Wiltshini and w w  reported 
Rprklng on_ppeumaAl6..and Dubon- 
la pifegiM projeote.

A few ounces of wome germs 
handled at the 17-year.old center 
are virulent enough to wipe out 
whole populations.

TOe War Office announced the 
cause of death Friday as parteur- 
ella pestis, or the pneumonic 
pUgue. It said the circumstances 
had not been determined and or­
dered an investigation.

Pneumonic and bubcmic plagues 
were popularly lumped together 
as the Black Death; which swept 
Europe in the Middle Ages.

Sources Not Quoted 
Without quoting sources, the 

Journal article said:
"In  America there have been 

apparently a number of examples 
of women on Enovld—another 
form — developing thromboemob- 
oUe complications, some of them 
fatal.

"W e have been Informed that 
these coses were reviewed recent­
ly at a private conlemce in the 
U.S.A. where it was concluded 
that oral contraception involved no 
more risk of thromboembolism 
than normal pregnancy.

"W e have been Informed that 
these cases were reviewed re­
cently at a private conference in 
the U.S.A. where it was concluded 
tlu.‘  oral contraception Involved no 
more risk of toromboembolism 
than normal pregnancy."

However, the Journal article 
said there Is a greater risk of 
blood clots in pregnancy than at 
other times. Thus if the drug 
poses an equal risk “ H must be 
asked whether even this risk 
should be run just for contracep­
tion," said the journal.

Dr. Edwin J. de Costa, a C3ii 
cago gynecologist , wrote In the 
Journal of the American Medical 
Association last month that "sev‘ 
eral cases of thrombophlebitis, 
some with fatal emlmUsm, have 
occurred in patients while they 
were taking oral contraceptives.”

“ But he added, "There Is no In- 
dicaton that Enovid predisposes 
one to thrombophlebitis."

The FDA also pointed out that 
"thrombophlebitis and deaths due 
to blood clot formation occur for 
a variety of reasons unrelated to 
the consumption of any drug."

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The Railroad. Gets A Life
H ie epMific statistics in the re­

port of the trustees of the New 
Haven Railroad for the first half 
o f the current year show, in one 
kind of calculation, that the rail­
road cut its total deficit for operr 
ations In these six months down to 
a little more thkn 16.000,000, 
which represents a reduction of 
well over $4,000,000.

In another kind of calculation, 
that which concerns the operation 
o f the railroad In relation not to 
any final all-inclusive accounting, 
but simply in relation to the cash 
H takes In and the cash It pays 
out In its day to day living, the 
trustees report that the railroad 
reduced Its cash loss during the 
past six months to only $210,000, 
as compared to a cash loss o f $5,- 
873,000 In the last five months of 
1961.

By these two sets of statistics, 
one concludes that the New HS' 
ven la still a long way from being 
able to face up to all its long-range 
obligattona and debts, but that it 
la a very short d istan t from being 
able toJpep Itself going indefinite­
ly, w ^ o u t additional outside 
emergency aid, ao long as ita even­
tual obligationa can be fended off 
or deferred.

One can have both statistics in 
mind and say that ths railroad has 
now been brought close to a ait 
uation o f financial atalemate. No 
victdry is yet In sight;' but things 
are not getting worse. The deterio­
ration of finances has almost been 
arrested, - as, we would say, the 
one-time deterioration o f servlee 
has also been halted.

This result has been achieved by 
a combination o f operating econ­
omy, and, even more encouraging­
ly , by more than a token Increase 
in revenue.

What this all means is, it seems 
to us, hopefully clear. It means 
the stage Is being set for some 
possible .Imaginative attempt to 
give the New Haven Railroad a 
positive future life, eomething 
much b r ie fe r  than any stalemate 
with itself, something that mAy 
leap ahead. Into what the railroad 
of tomorrow could be, in an area 
like this. The more one sees this 
great sprawling Eiastem seaboard 
continuous d ty o f ours choking it­
self motionless with its increasing 
ooncoitratlon o f automobiles into 
ever more complicated traffic aya- 
tems, the more one realizes tbat 
tomorrow, instead of being the 
death for the railroads, may well 
be the brightest era of all for any 

' transport system wdilch can move 
large numbers of people straight 
to destinations in. a reasonable 
amount of time.

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The Improved Commercial
Allen Swift, a young man who 

earns about $300,000 a year Just 
for using his very versatile voice 
in all kinds of radio and television 
commercials, was interviewed . by 
a New Tork Times business page 
reporter the other day. In the 
course o f describing his own work, 
the “ man o f the thousand voices,” 
whom all o f ua, no doubt, have 
heard at least hundreds of times in 
<me voice or another, said some­
thing about commercials in gen­
eral. ,

**rhe principal development In 
commercials over the' last eight 
years,”  he said, "has been the 
realization that they muet b* en­
tertaining. If commerclala want to 
hold an audience, they must at 
least match, if not outdo, the pro­
gram ciHitent of the shows they're 
used on.”

We were pleeaed to have tome- 
body in the trade say that, be- 
cauae H ties in with conclusiona 
we ouraelvee have been forming. 
It has seemed to da, lately, that 
no'. only have the commercials 
been at leait matching the sup- 
poeed entertataunent part o f tele­
vision, but that they have them 
selves been providing* Just about 
the only entertainment involved.

There waa a time when, like 
everybody else, we went along 
with the theory that you watched 
the program and showed great dis­
dain for the ugly commercial.

Now watching television is a 
business o f tolerating the pro­
gram in the hope of enjoying the 
commercial. We have even found 
ourselves choosing m e program 
o-ver another not on the basis of 
what the program itself is about, 
but on the baais o f what commer- 
rial it win present. There are cer­
tain commerclala which create an 
air of positive delight as they non­
chalantly soft-seU their product. 
It's too bad, reaUy, there aren't' 
enough programs m e can stand to 
go along with aU the good co.m- 
merrials that seem available. Or 
perhaps the real crime la that 
aome of the obvious good talent 
employed in designing and rireat- 
ing and enacting commercials 
isn't also employed, occasionally, 
on the supposed entertainment 
portion of television time.

One used to resent having to 
wait aa much aa 60 seconds tor a 
program to begin, 6r havb iui In- 
termiasim. Now m a reaents hav 
ing to wait IS mlnutas for the 
commercial. Weil, one almoat does. 
Let’s say, fo r one final, and per­
haps aaodsrato statemmt, that the 
commerclala have Improved them­
selves tramandoualy, while the 
program eontant has haaa gre 
ing sUiditly worss.

Now that both political conven- 
tlons have had their chahee to set­
tle in the minds of stats observers, 
there seems little doubt which con­
vention It was packed the greater 
druna, and stands the greater 
riiance o f going down in hietory as 
m e of the great classic battles of 
all time.

It was not, obviously enough, 0|e 
convention which presented the 
loudest battle. The DemocraU made 
the most noise; they conducted 
themselves as if they thoufdit they 
were in the midst of great strtfe. 
3u t, for real drama, they had rela­
tively poor luck. There was never 
sny doubt, for Icstance, over the 
main outcome of their main con­
vention battle. Rlblcoff was going 
to win. That left the question of 
whether Kowalski was going to ob- 
tsin the 20 per cent vote necessary 
to give him the right to seek a 
state-wide primary. This could have 
been drams enough, but., unfor­
tunately. the convention took s  re­
hearsal, test vote on the issue of 
changing the conventim rules. 
When the Kowalski forces lost on 
this, and failed to get even their 
20 per cent on this which any timid 
delegates leaning toward- them 
could have regarded as a questlm 
of principle rather than one o f can­
didacies. it seemed most unlikely 
that there would be any 20 per cent 
vote for the man later on.

Periiaps b e c a u s e  the central 
tightness of real drama waa lack­
ing; anyway, the Democrats were 
relatiiiely relaxed and loose in their 
cmventlon mood. They did^not e*- 
pect the world to end for anybody, 
and if and when It did, that was 
the result not of anybody’s intent, 
but merely the cmeequence o f con­
fusion irreaolutlm.

So it was, with the Democrats, 
not quite a famous battle.

But the Republlciuis, with no 
cmscioue stage management or di­
rection, no rehearsals, with noth­
ing except direct response and fi­
delity bo the grim facts of their 
situation, put on a classic—an all- 
time classic.

Two forces which had been di­
viding the party,̂  rather evenly for 
many months came up to this con­
vention with the party still rather 
evenly divided between themselves, 
with a kitty of delegates commit­
ted to other candidates to be play­
ed for. ’

Through right long ballots these 
two campaign organizations were 
at grips with one another, fighting 
for a division o f each new Uoc of 
delegates released by the progrea-; 
sive retirem'ent of other candidates 
from the race. Not once, in any of 
the early division of such other 
delegate strengths did either one of 
the math contenders succeed in 
taking a decisive -lead over the 
other.

Not once, through the long, 
wearing battle, did either organiza­
tion succeed in making a raid on 
the strength of the other. Not once 
did either side lose anything to 
faint heart, or trickery, or to 
superior maneuver. They stood 
each other off until the very end, 
and in the very end that camp 
which had begun the long contest 
with a narrow lead still held that 
narrow lead and the final victory.

BOGOTA, ColombU (AP) — An 
16-year-old former New York gii-1 
has recruited a group of her 
friends in the United States to 
work here this summer ' in w)iat 
she calls a “ Catholic Ubbuts.

A kibbuts is a communal farm 
in Israel, and Cathy Drekler’s de­
scription of Father Rafael Garcia 
Herreros’ “ God’s Minute”  commu­
nity of 230 fanlUiea isn’t far wide 
of the mark.-

The 10 boys and girls from the 
United Stqtes, together with Catby 
and four other daughters of U.B. 
officials here, are liv iw  in tbe 
community to help the Colombian 
Catholic priest raise the standard 
of living of families who Have 
known only squalid poverty.

They hope to teach hdoic first- 
aid, hygiene, sanitatloo, dental 
care, organized groiip recreation, 
home decoration, nutrition.

Father Garcia H rirero’s com­
munity, founded four years ago> 
is a radical innovation designed to 
give poor families a chance In 
life through good housing, higher- 
than-averaget wages at the com­
munity workshops, self d ise ii^ e  
and sober industry.

"I  want to prove that the social 
problems of our time can be 
solved torpugh Christianity,”  said 
the priest.

The community, about five 
miles from downtown Bogota, is 
nonsectarian. The bouses are bet­
ter than average for Bogota. The 

iWagea ^ d  in the cmnmunity 
workshops producing furniture and 
baked goo^  are almost /doOble 
those paid in comparativ* Bogota 
industries.

Schooling Is compulsory for 
children up to the ninth, grade.

Father Garcia Herrero’s project 
Stemmed from a five-minute daUy 
show he bad on the national tele­
vision network. It ‘ was called 
"G od’s Minute”  and during the 
time the priest solicited money foT 
the poor.

The houses. in the community 
cost 12,(X)0, 15,(X)0 and 18,(XK) pesos. 
(A peso is worth'12 U.S. cents.)

Apirticailts are accepted on the 
basia of need and determination 
to advance their statUA 
'T he community. Including itrork- 

shope, schools, a Catholic church 
(where attendance is optional), a 
movie, coipmunlty liall and coop- 
aratlve stores, covers about 90 
acres. There ore 280 homes on the 
land and the priest expects to 
build onotbo- 460. He has his own 
architect and builder.

Aiiplications for entry into the 
oommunity run about 80 doily.

Money for the project comes 
from private sources and Colom- 
Uan government loons. Father 
Garcia Herreros is hegoUotlng 0 
loon from the U.S. Agency for In- 
ternotionol Development.

*T was Impressed hy the Idea 
behind the project,”  raid Miss 
Drexler, who is Jewish. “ It 
seemed to me it waa the only real 
sincere effort -I found to help the 
poor of Colombia.”

_______enable the craft to land
safely on the earth. However, this 
procedure introduces aevere heat­
ing problems. As o f this moment, 
experiments are Underway to dlsi 
cloee the behavior of materials, 
Uke those used on oblation nose 
cones, when toey enter the St- 
m onhere at o p e ^  in excess of 
86,000 feet per seewid. The eom- 
bination of the theoretical stud­
ies made to date and the experi­
ments to be undertaken in the 
immediate future may provide a 
definitive answer to toe re-entry 
heating problem.

Be-Entry Angle Important
B any A. Galman, an engineer 

with the Missile and Space Divi­
sion Of the General Electric (Tom- 
pony. beUeves another severe 
problun is that of properly guid- 
uig toe incotning vehicle. Unless 
the guidance ia precise when a 
space vehicle returns from ' the 
moon or a planet at sptoAa in ex­
cess Of 36,0<)6'feet per second, the 
astronaut may be injured. The 
entry angle, . that is, the- angle 
which, the vehicle forms with the 
local horiaontsl as it enters the 
atmosphere of the earth, is most 
critical

Perhaps on analogy will demon­
strate tbe necessity for proper en­
try angle. When a diver Jumps 
from a high board, the water can 
be deiiostatingly hard unless his 
approach and entry into the water 
are properly executed. Similarly, 
S re-ent^  vehicle approaching the 
earth at a tremendous velocity 
finds the tenuous, upper atmos­
phere OS hard ss a brick wall. This 
wlU be true If the entry is per­
formed too steeply and he sweeps 
into the dense layers of the at­
mosphere in S hurry. I f the angle 
of entry is too shallow, the re-entry 
vehicle will not be decelerated suf­
ficiently by drag forces to be cap­
tured by the atniosphere and will 
proceed around the earth in a de­
flected orbit. This may not appear 
to be a serious aituotiem and, in­
deed, the early pioneers of space

flight proposed the continual 
braking action o f the atmosphere 
to dwelerate a deep space vehicle. 
But today, with our extensive 
knowledge o f the von Alien belts, 
Jt ie realised that tbs astronauto 
limply, cannot affM d to ’keep mov­
ing through these hSlU. T o do ee 
would be to risk death .from radia­
tion effeetA It hi tor this reason 
that there exista a narrow band o f 
acceptable re-entry angles between 
the undershoot and overshoot 
Umlts called the “reentry corridor.”

Mr. GiUman indicates that the 
re-eitiry corridor tor the return . 
to earth is mily two degrees wide, 
necessitating precise guidance. 
Somewhere between four and six 
degrees below the horizon is the 
path which will bring the astro­
nauts in safely.

If the space vehicle comes in at 
an angle greater than six degrees 
at a 50-mlle altitude, the vehicle 
will enter too steeply ehd, as.a re­
sult, the astronauts will be subject 
to acceleraUons o f more than 8 
times the force of gravity. If the 
angle is less than tour degiees, the 
angle will be too shallow and the 
apace vehicle will sweep through 
the upper reaches o f the atinos- 
phere, slowing down a bit, and will 
enter an orbit with an apogee far 
removed from the earth. If thie 
hjypens, -ither trips around the 
earth' will be necessary, and, as 
these take place, the astronauts 
may pass through the radiation 
belts many times..

It is estimated that an astro­
naut traversing the radiation belt 
at a time when the sun is quiet 
will be subject to a  radiation dose 
of approximately 10 roentgens. 
While this is a tolerable dose, it 
cannot be repeated too often, since 
the radiation effects will build 
up to intolerable limits.

The lunar vehicles Will be com­
ing in with parabolic speed, that 
ia, 36,000 feet per second, while 
those apace vehicles returning 
from planets will be coming in 
with hyperbolic velocities, that ia, 
speeds aa high aa 80,000 feet per 
second. The re-entry corridor for 
-this latter group narrows down to 
about one degree, thereby impos­
ing still further difficulties on the 
guidance system.

Because of this fact, serious con­
sideration has been given to fur­
nishing “ aerodynamic lift”  to the 
leturnifig vehicles. This lift is em­
ployed to obtain, the maximum 
width of the re-entry corridor. On 
the Apollo vehicle, Uft can be ob­
tained by offsetting the center of 
gravity from the longitudinal axis 
of the body. This, in the words 
the aeronautical en ^ eer, induces 
an "angle of attaeV’ with respect 
to the airatream. Roll control is 
developed by reaction Jets. Thus, 
in the case of the Apollo vehicle, 
lift can be obtained without aero­
dynamic surtaces, thus easing the 
heating problems.

Not all Of the re-entry problems 
have been s<dved, bUt we can he 
assured that serious scientists 
over the country are concerned 
with them, and by the time man 
goes to the moon the problem of 
ratuhiing him to the earth will 
have been solved.

cement for the walls, 
we will put together a prefabri­
cated roof.

We are working with 12 Sene- 
gelese high school students. It Is 
very difficult to get any of the 
university students to do any man­
ual labor. Girls do not work with 
us because the social mores here 
prohibit girls from wearing slacks 
or working with boys. Although 
the Africans who do work with us 
are younger than we are, the rap­
port is excellent. The morale is 
very high even though the work 
is difficult and the weather very 
hot. Every day we commute to 
and from work together in the 
back o f a truck, singing songs 
English, Ouloff, and French.

We are divided into three work 
groups and each group tries to 
oiitdo its record ot the day before. 
For example, the brickmakers 
yesterday broke their former rec­
ord of 84 bricks in one day, while 
the foundation group laid 21 
yards of cement. .The Ministry of 
Youth and Sports has supplied us 
with shorts and shirts of a heavy 
blue khaki material. The shirts 
shield us from the sun and are 
hea-vy enough that they don’t cling 
to the body when onĝ  perspires. 
The project has attracted' much 
official attention and several gov-

Crossroads gives .Mich of its 

gproups a medical kit for the-aum- 
mer. Since I  am the only one in 
our group trained in first aid, I  
have become the group doctor. 
Our health has been goM  so far, 
despite the omnipresent diarrhea. 
We have had only one case of 
malaria, an African, and he re­
covered in two days. The Africans 
are not as seriously affected by 
the disease as we are; they re­
gard it as we would a common 
cold. Although medical care in 
the -villages is free, and each 
town has a free dispensary, the 
few doctors are very busy. One 
morning last week I  found a lit­
tle boy waiting for me at the work 
site, with a sprained hand.

Last week we got a taste of the 
overdue rainy season. While we 
were mixing cement, some black 
clouds appeared on the horizon. 
Before we could cover the bricks 
we had Just made the clouds burst, 
ruining our work for the day. Rain 
is a big problem in Senegal. Either 
it rains too much or there is no 
rain at all. Last Saturday we drove 
80 miles inland to see the Richard 
Toll Irrigation project, founded in 
1800 by the French in an effort . to 
raise cotton. CJotton soon failed, 
but rice succeeded. In 1960, the 
Swegalese government took over 
full control and have been tiphng 
to increase the production o f  rice 
in the project. A t present the proj­
ect yields 16,000 tons of rice an­
nually, although Senegal still has 
to Import more rice from Indo­
china to feed her people. There is a 
big pumping station on the proj­
ect which raises water into a sysr 
tern of canals. Green fields provide 
quite a sharp, contrast to the ter­
rain with which we were familiar.

By far the greatest experiences 
of this summer are the discus­
sions with the native people. Laat 
week an Ouloff nobleman in the 
village of Tauner asked me to 
take his son back to. the United 
States to bring him up there. We 
held quite a conference, but he .un­
derstood when I  explained that I

was a student with no mesins of 
self-support.

Some of the people of St. Louis 
have been very gracious to us. We 
are frequently invited to dinner in 
their homes or simply to come and 
tab  with them. On most, occasions, 
the Ouloff tea, “ ataye,” is served 
three or four times.

We are living on 80 cents a day 
for food. Our menu is' starchy—  
either rice, beans or potatoes and 
some meat or fish. It  is quite ide- 
quate even though it does lack 
variety. This week ended with a 
surprise party for me on my 20th 
birthday—someone had read the 
date on my Crossroads application.
