WASHINGTON (AP) — 
Secretary of Welfare Anthony 
J. Celebrezze has proposed 
new regulations which would 
give the government a watch­
dog role in investigational use 
of new drugs from start to 
finish, and power to call off 
the trials if safety doubts 
arise.

Acting against the background 
pf public and official concern over 
the sedative thalidomide, Ceie- 
brazze proposed today:

1. That the Food and Drug Ad­
ministration be put on notice and 
given the full details about the 
distribution of drugs to doctors for 
investigational use on humans. ^  ■

2. TTuit clinical investigations, 
or use on humans, be bas^  oh 
adequate preclinical studies to as­
sure safety.

3. That the cUnicti investiga­
tions themselves be properly 
planned, executed by qualified in­
vestigators, and that the Food and 
Drug Administration be kept fully 
informed during the progress of 
the investigations.

4. TTiat If a substantial doubt 
develops as to the safety of the 
drug, the Food and Drug Adminis­
tration and aU physician-investiga­
tors using the drug be notified im­
mediately. If necessary, the use 
could be baited by FDA.

Current regulations have no 
such provisions.

The secretary said interested 
persons will have 60 days In which 
to comment on the proposed regu­
lations and final regulations will 
not be tasood until any comments 
have been considered. ,

Senegalese Grigri Custom Unaltered
(Bid. Note— În a letter dated 

July 27 from St. Louia; Senegal, 
Manchester’e Oossroader Arthur 
Arthur -Houae diacusMa Sen-, 
agaleae good luck charmo, prog­
ress on fte  scho<^ouse the Amer­
ican students are oonstructing, 
and an American-type picnic at 
a beach in the West African na­
tion.)

Despite the western influence 
which has penetrated Senegal, 
there is an African custom called 
the ‘‘grigri** which has not been 
altered. The grigri is a fetish or 
kick charm which the Senegalese 
believe gives power to one who 
wears it. Most of the grigri are 
small leather pouches containing 
special medicines prepared by a 
Moslem fetish-maker called the 
"marabout.” If someone needs a 
special power he goes to this man 
and explains his particular needs. 
A g r i^  is then made for him. 
The contents vary, but there is 
almost always a part of the Koran 
ip It.

Oommon Grigri
The oommon grigT are pre­

pared against knife attacks, guns, 
and serpents. People fervently be­
lieve that a knife will not pene­
trate the skin of one protected by 
a grigri. The grigri is also-thought 
to increase intelligence, bring job 
advancement, guard against plots, 
or for almost any other purpose.
I was hot surprised to find that 
such superstitions existed, but 
what anvused me was thpt every­
one I have talked to believes in 
them. Not' only the village people, 
but Also government officials, 
educated persons and non-Mos­
lems believe in grigi. After dis­
cussing -world politics and econ­
omy with an intelligent student 
from the University of Dakar, I 
asked about grigri—he swore by 
them. Bven some Ehiropeans wear 
them. Several soldiers in the Sen- 
agaieee army wear them becaille 
they believe that bulleta will not 
leave a . gun fired at one wearing 
9 grigri.

Ftaat Trees
We are trying to get the school 

finished in the 10 days which re­
main before we go to Guinee. Ilie  
steel wall structure is up, and we 
will lay bricks in two more days. 
We are also diggring up deposits 
of seashells to make an entrance 
road. The greatest problems are 
getting the seashells And trans­
porting water from the Senegal 
River to the worksite. Surveyors 
are marking o ff the sites of the 
othert buildings to be started next 
fall.

On Saturday there was a tree 
I^anting ceremony in the city of 
St. Louis. Ekich Crossroad member 
worked with a Senegalese soldier 
to plant trees all along the main 
avenue. After the ceremony we 
marched together b^ ln d  an army 
band the length of the avenue 
vdille crowds oh the sidewalks 
watched and M>P.lAuded. Elveryone 
seemed glad .that Xm.ericana had 
a part in the ceremony.

The hot dogs were really 
Swiss sausages, the only “Ameri­
can” food which the coat allowa, 
and about one-third of the guests 
didh't eat them because of the 
Moslem rules against pork. The 
Senegalese appeared interested in

the food, but they didn’t particu­
larly like much of it. They were 
amused by the primitive Indian 
style campfire we made on the 
beadh. The finishing touch was 
session of guitar-playing and sing­
ing in the three languages: BYench, 
El^Ush, and Ouloff.

Aa ths fourth week of woric be­
gins, we' are concerned about fin­
ishing our project, but more vol­
unteers from St. Louis are joining 
us and we hope for the best.

tional Labor Relations Board 
(NLRB) has upheld a Jan. 25 rul­
ing that Jacobs Manufacturing 
Co. of Elmwood was guilty of un­
fair labor practices.

Acting on an appeal flled by 
the company in March, the board 
reviewed the ruling of NLRB Ex­
aminer Thomas A. Ricci and said 
yesterday it found- "no prejudi­
cial error" in his decision.

The board supported Ricci’s 
two main findings;

Teen Glue Sniffing 
New U.S, Problem

WASHINGTON (AP)—Glue sniff-Pfumes are potentially injurious to
ing—a funny-sounding but danger­
ous teen-age method for getting's 
Jag—apparently is an increa.sing 
nationwide problem, says the U.S. 
Public Health Service.

Henry L. Verhulst, chief of the 
service's poison control branch, 
said today the unit has twice alert­
ed public health officials through 
its bulletins to the situation and 
the possibly serious consequences 
to the young thrill-hunters.

The first alert was given in De­
cember 1960. A second more de- 

■ tailed report was contained in the 
bulletin of last February-March.

The report commented that the 
inhaling of fumes from plastic ce­
ment-such as used in making 
model planes—continues to be a 
frequently encountered form of 
aberrant behavior among teen­
agers.

The service pointed out glue­
sniffing episodes in Clhlcago, Tex- 

. as. Cialifomia, Colorado, Salt Lake 
(3ity, Arizona and Waishington, 
D.(5. Also there have been pub­
lished reports recently of similar 
incidents in Miami and New York.

Verhulst said the episodes clear­
ly indicate the problem is nation­
wide though there are no specific 

. statistics as to its prevalence.
Both the bulletin and a July 28 

article in the Journal of the Amer­
ican Medical Association noted the

liver, kidneys, brain and bone 
marrow.

"It seems clear that such inhala­
tion can cause a syndrome resem­
bling acute alcoholic intoxication, 
and it remains unclear as to 
whether or not repeated inhala­
tions can result in chronic tox­
icity," the bulletin said.

In Miami recently, sheriff’s offi­
cers broke up five young gangs as 
a result of Investigations into car 
thefts and burglaries. Officers re­
ported many of the 33 boys ar­
rested had been sniffing glue.

Drs. Helen H. Glaser and Oliver 
N. Massaengale of the University 
of (Colorado Medical Center report­
ed in the AMA Journal on a study 
of the situation primarily in the 
Denver area.

They found the number of ar­
rests of young glue sniffers in-, 
volved in crimes increased in Den­
ver from 30 in 1960 to 184 in 1961.

All but six of those arrested 
were boys and the average age 
was 13

"Deliberate inhalation of solvent 
vapors from plastic cement to in­
duce sensations of euphoria and 
exhiliration haa recently become 
.such a widespread practice among 
older children and adolescents 
that it is a source of major con 
cern to physicians as well as to 
school and Juvenile authorities,'' 
the two doctors wrote.

He was told a deportation order 
had been made out against him.

Rockwell was taken to Cannon 
Row police station and lodged in 
a cell tor the night.

Soon after he was vlsUed by 
Colin Jordan, leader of the Nazi- 
style British National Socialist 
movement which sponsored the 
cai.ip at which Rockwell spoke.

“ Wt shall do all we <mn to fight 
the deportation order.” Jordan 
said. ” We shall get a good law­
yer. Rockwell entered Britain le­
gally before the order was issued. 
We think H wrong that he should 
be deported.”

Later Joirdon told newsmen: 
"The police say there Is no means 
of appeal’ against deportation.”

To l^opk for World Peace

Free Nations Council 
Proposed by Hoover

WEST BRANCH. Iowa (AP) 
EYom this peaceful village he 
knew as a hoy, Herbert Hoover 
called today for a “ Council of 
EYee Nations" to work for wbrld 
peace.

The former president, white- 
haired and wispy-browed, made 
the suggestion from a flag-draped 
platform he shared with one of his 
successors in the White House, 
Harry S. Truman.

The scene was the dedication of 
the Herbert Hoover ETesidential 
Library in a serene park adjoining 
the two-room cottage where Hoov­
er waa bom 88 years ago today.

At front were six high school 
bands and thousands of fellow 
lowans who had come to honor 
the 81st president in, as he noted, 
the gathering shadows of his life.

The village backdrop of flags 
and bunting and simple frame 
houses had a holiday flavor but 
the guest ot honor’s main theme 
was serious.

“ We must realise," said Hoover, 
*11011 the United Nations has 

failed to give us even a remote 
hope of lasting peace. Instead, it 
adds to the diuigSrs of wars 
which now surround us.”

The Communist countries, he 
said, “ have destroyed the useful­
ness of the United Nations to pre­
serve peace.”

In suggesting a Council of EYee 
Nations, Hoover made' it clear he 
did not intend that it should re- 
jdace the U.N. But, he said, it 
'should step in’ ’ when the U.N. 

foils to act or is "prevented from 
taking action’ ’ to preserve peace.

■’The time is here when, it the 
free nations are to survive, they 
must have a new and stronger 
worldwide organizatiem,’ ’ Hoover 
said.-

For purposes of this discussiati 
I may call it the ‘Council ot Free 
Nations..’ It should include only 
those who are willing to stand iqi 
and fight for their freedom.”  

Hoover said he would not have 
the council replace the United Na- 
Uons, but would design it to step 
in when the United Nations is 
prevented from acting or foils, to 
act to preserve peace.

The Hoover library made of na­
tive limestone, is the fourth of the 
]r. jidentlal libraries, created by 
I Congress to *make the. records 
of White ' House administrations 
available to the American people, 
the n e w  structure occupies 6,500 
square feet and a seetmd unit of 
9,000 square feet is planned.

Already functioning are the li­
braries of Presidents EYanklin D. 
Roosevelt, Harry 8. Truman and 
Dwight D  Ehsenhower.

Truman was listed among toe 
guest speoksn.

Today's ceremonies in Weat 
Branch, triiere Hoover qwnt' the 
first 10 years of his life, included 
presentation of the honorary, de­
grees to. him, one from the Uni­
versity of lOssonri and the other 
from Waritingtea Utatverslty ki.St

>' Acting as master of ceremonies 
was Adm. Lewis L. Strauss, chair­
man ot the board of the Herbert 
Hoover Birthplace ' Foundation 
and Hoover's former secretary. 
Strauss was chairman of the 
Atomic E n e r g y  Commission, 
1963-58.
