The world Is now engaged In
noting the anniversary of “the
wall,” which first appeared on
Aug. 13, one year ago. hisecting
the city of Berlin, separating East
from West.

Waea congratulate all the world
upon its accurate reading of the
meaning and the symbolism and
the utter impossibility of this wall.

The Russians are shame-faced,
still, for having had to build it.

The East Germans and the Wenj

Germans both detest it, and sense
in It just about the ultimate ugli-
ness in human relationships. Out-
siders who visit It, without having
been able beforehand to sense the
kind of statement the mere exis-
tence of such a perverse and sense-
1sss barrier makes, feel an if some~
body has suddenly driven s stake,
or dumped a load of concrete, into
their own heart. If that {s the emo-
tional experience of those who find
themselves confronted by the wall,
the philosophers, the politicians
can read Its symbolism from afar.
They tell ua how horrible a failure,
how horrible &8 mismanagement of
human and governmental affairs,
such a wall repibsenta.

Everybody hates “the wall."
Everybody sees it for the ugly,
unspeakable thing it is. Everybody
proclaims that it ought to go. It is
for this unanimity of vision and
appraisal that we salute the whole
world,

Now we pass, if we may, to the
other side of the picture. There Is
Rlmost as much universality of re-
Bponsaibility for this wall as there is
unanimity in denouncing it.

It was the hands of the Com-
munists, but the policy situation
was not of their bullding alone.

There are many of us who hate
this wall who do not hate other
similar walls, There are those who
denounce shis division who are
busy setting up barriers of their
own, who, would divide their own
eountries, their own continents,

ir own world, their own unl-
.I.m just as woefully and non-
Bensically as this wall pretends to
divida the city of Berlin.

Anyhody Have Any nghh?

The contcnt of* the news from
day to day, month to month, and
year to year, suggests that jn.
evitably soomer or later, thers has
to be msome readjustment of the
basic Iaw governing the relption-
ship hetween so-called public nec-
exsity and the personal and prop-
érty rights qf the individual.

For one such news item suggest-
ing this, we offer that news from
Florida which tells about the anger

ing against frult flies being done
by the Uniled Stales Department
of Agriculture and the Florida
State  Agricultural . Department.
These two departments consider it
necessary public policy to eradi-
cate the fruit fly.

When their planes do the spray-
ing. white spols’ appear on every-
thing in the territory involved, on
windows, on houses, on laundry, on
automobilea, Bome damage is done
to everybody down below. Some of
this damage will be covered by in-
aurance policies. Some of it the
people involved will not hother to
claim. Some ol it just has to he
taken.

But how long can one refute the
theory that, if public necessity de-
crees such a spraying program,
there should he some public Habil-
ity for the damage, discomfort and
anguish caused to people?

For another similur jtem in the
news, one can find the report that
residents near New York Inter-
national Airport are (rying to
bring a suit to compel! the New
York Port Authority to tontrol
the amount of noise at that air-
port. Anybody who has ever spent
much time near the take-off path
of modern jets knows that the
noise involved can be a distomfort
and a menace to health and, It
must be calculated, something of
an eventual ruination of “property
‘'values involved. Yet the public
necessity meems fo require that
large jet alrports be located some-
where near great population cen-
ters. How long and how far can
‘this go, in American life, before
the existence of such public nec-
essity is. accompanied. by. the
recognition of public liability?
How long can this ‘public neec-
easity trample little lives. ruin lit-
tle values, as if the Individual and
his home had, after all. ahsolutely
no atanding or protection in the
American scheme of things? When
does the individual begin, again,
to have some of the rights the
founding fathers intended him to
have? When is a man's home
again enough of a castle so that
nobody ean drop poison stain on it
from the air, or fill it full of vi-
brating, deafening roar every 135
minutes, without becoming ac-
countable in some degree?

Or, to bring the example down
to ground lével in any American
community, how long is it going to
be meekly accepted that, when the
general public necessity requires
traffic or parking regulations
which dictate the ruination of
some commercial property, or the
denial to some residence of the
right since colonial days to hitch
or park a horse or car in front of
itself, there ia nothing for the
property owner to do but take his
big private losa with a forced pub-
lc grin?

GOP Finds Ready Issue
In Nuclear Negotiations

The unanimity with which Re-

publicans are attatking theé . ad-
ministration approach to nuclear
negotiations: suggests a bellef that
here is one ¢ase in which they do
not have to make an [ssue, but
find one ready-made.

When the t D. Bisenhower
administration instituted o hold
down on defense spending for eco-
nomic reasons the country dis-
played a considerable nervous-
ness., The Democrats have made
considerable capital with their
turn in the other direction.

They have been criticized in
greater or less e, however,
every time their approaches to
Boviet Union open even the small-
est door to & charge of appease-
ment.

For some time there have been
signs of public impatience—rea-
sonable or nol—over efforts to ne-
gotiate settlements which people
do not belleve can be negotiated
and do not believe would be rell-
able if they were negotiated.

The Kennedy administration has
gone right ahead establishing a
record of eamest elfort no matter
how seemingly futl

8o far the outside world seems
somewhat impressed.

But always there lurks the dan-
ger that a point will be reached
where, the impression will get
around that the United States is
leading from fear or weakness,

® And oddly

, the t

of the United Btates in the Berlin
clutch last year does not seem to
have greatly strengthened
French or West German faith in
the reliability of her defense: poli-
cles, Bolh have expressed fear ov-
er the continuous exploratory ne-
gotiations,

The new approach to & system
of nuclear test detection has de-
veloped from both scientific and
political assessment of lessons
learned during the recent Nevada
tests. Experts in both fields do not
believe they are risking the na-
tional security.

The public is in no position to
muke any realistic assessment of

e | this decision. But the fssue of attl-

tudes has been developing, and
the decision promises to draw the
lines more sharply,

One atfftude is that the nation's
position of world leadership re-
quires a willingneas to shift
around In the direction of comity
whenever circumstances make
that possible.

The other attitude is that lead-
ership is weakened when the
search for comity even seems to
be overeager. That dignity is lost
by jumping through Soviet-made
hoops of threat and propaganda,
and determination to win the cold
war s thereby undermined.

These attitudes, rather than the
technical rights and wrongs of the

nuclear testing position, represent
the lssue.
