“Visualine, if you will. high-level
offictals of world's nations
seated about a negotiating table—
the nation with the groatest proven
qompetence in space science and
enginesr would have a huge nego-
tiating advantage. . , . i such a
nation were given te blackmall,
toercion, and domination, freedom
would be the.loser.”

That visualization was the fairy
tale to which we referred.

Nobody has eve ' seen things pay
off that way, not between great
powers with any senss of mutual
challenge between them.

- To the contrary, we would say
that #f there has been any actual
pay-off in the department of re-
spective strength and prestige, it
has been the other way around—
that it has heen wWhen Russia has
felt IMself behind us, or we have
felt ourselves behind Russia im
some element of prestige or
strength that each of us has be-
come most hard-boiled and ob-
durate and unyielding.

But to draw a true bead om
what Vies President sald, let
ua just try to Imagine, for an in-
stant, that Russia was way ahead
of us In some respect, and then
tried to bully us. What would dur
reaction Be? Would we concede
that freedom had lost?

Whatever answer we imagine for
ourseives would also, inevitably,
be the answer which would apply
to Rumsia, M the smituations were
reversed.

Pension Fund

- As Collateral

Town Counsel Arthur J. Le-
Claire Jr, has ruled that town
employes may not use the money
they have contributed te the town
pension fund as collateral for
loans. .

He further suggested that the
pension board adopt a ruling out-
lawing such arrangements.

“Generally speaking, to allow
such contributions to be used as
collateral for a loan would violate
the intent and purpoee arising out
of the creation of pension fundas.

“...Moreover, Section 7-446 of
the General Statutes, 1958 Raevi-
sion and as amended, provides that
under the Municipal ployes’ Re-
tirement fund, under supervision
of the State, that 'any assignment
by & _member ot beneficiary of
any Allowance or -benefit payablé
iinder the terms of this part shall
be null and void.'

T have concluded that the con-
tribution made by an employe of
the Town of Manchester to the
pension fund may nol be used as
collateral for a loan made to the
employe by the Manchiester Mu-
nicipal Federal Credit Union or
any other lending organisation.”
