M. Humphrey first came to Wash-
ington with = strong distaste for
personal publicity,
government sppnding.

He learned to expect publicity.
And he moves.into the spotlight
again today as hé testifies al &
Senate hearing on stockpiling..
Humphrey's lack of ceremony
and his sense of economy re-
mained intact, however, during
more than four years as secre-
tary of the Treasury in the Eisen-
hower administration.

In one of his first official acts,
he ordered the removafiof a uni-
formed who kept a con-
stant vigil at the door to his pri-
vate elevator In the Treasury
bullding. :

Blow ai Spending
Thus in one blow he struck at
pomp and spending.

Incidentally, the guard was re-
stored to his post on the day the
present secretary, Douglas Dillon,
took office.

On another occasion, Humphrey
displayed his informality by rout-
ing directly to President Dwight
D, Elsenhower a letter from a
taxpayer, without going through
the routine step of having a copy
made for his own files,

Across the letter. Hum
scrawled, ‘‘Sometimes 1 think the
taxpayers know more about taxa.
tion than - the politiclans,"

Very little has been heard of
Humphrey, now 72, since he left
the er Cabinet in 1957.
And, except iIn the upper
reaches of big busineas, lttle was
heard of him before he joined the
government. Eisenhower = didn't
even know him until two days be-
fore he selected him as his first
secretary of the Treasyry.

“I have never been wut for
personal publicity,” said um-
phrey on the day his selection
was ammounced.

Popular with Press
Howaver, the Cleveland busi-
nesaman moved into the head-
Hnes with alacrity when he moved
into the Treasury In 1883—and
never seemed to mind personal
publicity. In fact, he became eox-
tremely popular with the Wash.
ington press corps,

One reason, no doubt, was his
willingness to debate gll facets of
federal financial operations—even
some falling outside his domain.
A determined conservative, his
clashes with liberals in Congress
—and occasionally with ‘‘modern
Republicans' within the adminis-
tration—became big news.

On one occasion, he got himself
into the position of seeming to
disagree with the President. Ex-
plaining the new federal budget
at a 1057 press conference, he de-
clared that if massive govarn.
ment spending = weren't curbed.
"You will have a depression that
will cuwrl your hair."

- Ike on Budget
Instead of standing four square
behind the Eisenhower budget, he
commented: “1 think there are
a lot of places in this budget that
can be cul.”

Colleaguen in the administration
were not happy when Congreas
picked up the cue and went on
a culting binge. But his position
as the domestic strong man of
the Eisenhower Cabinet never
challenged. A few weeks

Tt is not an easy quest—that of
looking for members of the United
Btates Senate who remsined true

One accolade, perhaps,.can go to
those 18 Democratic members of
the Senate from the Solid South
who appeared In the Senate Cham-
ber that day and voted against
ending the filibuster in question,
even though they themselves
would naturally be against the
proclaimed purposes of the filibus-
ter, which was on the liberal side.

Another accolade might go to
the one Republican, Senator Tower
of Texas, who cast a vote that
counted against the cloture mo-
tion. One other Republican, Gold-
water of Arizona, finally recorded
himself also against shutting off
the debate, but only after the out-
come had already been determined
and the cause of ending the de-
bate did not need his vote.

Other than such special bits of
praise for comsistency, what can
ons may to others participating in
the historic vote? Bhall we praise
the Democratic liberals for forget-
ting what they say about a filibus-
ter every time the Southern Demo-
erats stage ons?

With what kind of consclence
dould such devout liberals employ
the legislative weapom they them-
selves have denounced so passion-
ately so many times?

Shall we praise those conserva-
tive Republicans who, after years
of voting with the Southern Dem-
ocrats o protect their right to
fillbuster, now suddenly voted
againat the right to filibuster, now
that some Northern Democrats
were claiming it, for a change?
