Kennedy noted that the Otdte 
Dam ■was the fifth o f six great 
dams to cmitrol. the mainstream

And he said, ‘ "llie  key to this 
,century ia power—power on the 
'farm as weU aa the factory — 
power in the country as well as 
the <dty.’ ’

From  here Kennedy flies fur> 
ther west, to 'P u eb lo , Colo., and 
M erc^ , Calif., to look at more 
water projects and at least take 
a peek at the political picture.

Tke White House calls Ken­
nedy’s trip nonpoUtlcal and the 
government is thus picking up the 
tab.

GSblEVA (A P ) — The United 
States said today small under­
ground nuclear weapon testa can 
be used for developing such new 
weapons as the pure fusion bomb.

For this reason the U.S. govern­
ment cannot agree to any test ban 
treaty where observance is not 
guaranteed by effective control.

U.S. ambassador Arthur H. 
Dean told the 17-natlon disarma­
ment talks that "truly significant 
progress in weapons development 
can be, and has been, acldeved 
through underground tests which, 
although detected by a seismic 
network, could not be identified 
except by objective on-eite inspec­
tion."

“ Based on recent U.S. experi­
ence, relatively small teats con­
ducted underground can be very 
important. Big results could com e 
from  small undetected tests," 
Dean added.

The Neatrals A t Geneva
The neutrals at the disarmsment 

eonfem ce at Geneva are not be­
having In .a manner to please 
either Russia or ouraelves,

TTiey are not accepting our re­
cent conceeaitHis on the details of 
a  nuclear test ban treaty as any­
thing that meeta their own pro­
posals. So they are not directly 
and A lly  hacking our latest propo­
sition.

We had hoped we might c^tu re 
them, with our proposal.

They are disappointing the Rua- 
slana, too. They are offending the 
Russians by publicly regretting 
the way the RussUma seemed to 
turn down our plan coldly and out 
o f hand and without opening for 
Arther discussion. And they are 
putting continuous pressure on 
the Russians to bring their scien­
tists down to Geneva to let our 
ecientists try to prove to them why 
on the q>ot Inspections should 
etui be a necessary part o f any 
control system.

Beyond all this, they are giv­
ing further offense to both Russia 
and the United States by tfaelr own 
latest suggestion. And It is not 
pleasing to either Russia or the 
United Statea that the neutrals 
have now been Joined In this par­
ticular suggestion by Italy, a na­
tion listed as belonging to the 
Weat.

The latest nautral proposal, to 
which Italy has given backing, is 
apparently resented equaUy by the 
United States and by Ruasia be- 
eauae H would take both of them 
out o f their bargaining position!
I f  poaitlona neither aeems wlUing 
to change or adjust can be called 
that—and would. If  It were adopt 
ad or forced upon them, leave both 
o f them looking a Uttle silly. Ih e  
proposal la simply that the two 
great powera agree right now to 
atop nuclear testing In the air or In 
Ihe water—^where both iagree any 
ezplosian ean eaaUy be detected 
and read—and leave treaty agree' 
meht about other kinds o f nuclear 
saploaiona—the underground kind 
—until A ere  la either demonatrat- 
ad Bswtem for detecting them, or 
agreement on an Inspection sys' 
kam.

AH tbs neutrals, Joined by Italy, 
say la that the two big powers 
should stop setting o ff the bl|; 
bomba, and leave Uie question of 
the UtUe bombs tmtU later. This, 
to a neutral, or to a world Inter 
sated In avoiding cmitamlnatlon of 
Its atmosphere by these testa, 
might make sense.

provide them with financing, 
equipment and opportunity which 
are not yet possible Inside Ger­
many itself,

Germany, It seems, loses each 
world war, but nevertheless wine 
the privilege of taking the lead in 
providing the technology for the 
next one. So far, this time, Ger­
man scientific talent has been of 
inestimable assistance to Russia, 
the United States, and now Egypt. 
We and Russia used to be in some 
kind of race to see which one of us 
would be chief armorer to Egypt; 
with its own ballistic missiles, 
Egypt msy need neither of us. The 
business of war continues much 
more exciting, much more fasci­
nating, much more universal in its 
appeal, than the hum-drums of 
peace.

Whose “Small Potatoes?** 
The career of BUUe ,Sol Estee, 

particularly as It may relate to 
contracts he negotiated with the 
United States govemmait, has 
been turned into a liability for the 
Kennedy administration. even 
thou^ he began his career and 
his relationship with the govern­
ment during the Eisenhower ad­
ministration.

No one, that we have observed, 
has evw  been alow to Judge that 
this rafoer fabulous Texan has 
been guilty of eomething, and not 
many Republican newspapers have 
felt any great pain over the pros­
pect that the Kennedy administra­
tion would be found Involved some­
how.

Now, in a sort of propaganda

HOUBTMf fAlP)—One at 

Uu gTMtest hitters in the 
game today says National 
League batsmen are not 
emdnfing for fences this sea­
son aa they have in other 
yeaps since - the advent of 
Babe Ruth.
' *1 know there are still a 
lot of homers being hit, more 
than ever before maybe, but 
I ’ve seen more hitters this 
year just trying to get good 
wood on the bail than Tve 
seen for a long time,” Stan 
Mupial said yesterday.

The great Cardinal hitter, 
who across 20 years in the 
majors has always termed 
himself a singles hitter but 
holds and threatens many 
slugging records, said he 
thought the larger ball parka 
were the biggest reason for 
the new trend,

"Take your 'paric right here 
for exan^e." Musial contin­
ued referring to Coll Stad­
ium. "A  hitter is kind of 
foolish to try and concen­
trate on home ruiis.”  (It is 
360 feet along the foul line 
to either right or left field 
fences at C^t Staditun).

"I think, too, a dub like 
the Dodgers this year has 
shown that you can win a lot 
of ball games with defense 
and line drive hitting,” Mu- 
sial pointed out. "Hien there 
is Pittsburgh. Ihe Pirates 
have been doing pretty well 
the past years without a 
whole lot of homers.

"In Cihavea Ravine, for in­

stance, the pitcbeiu want you 
to hit' the ball. 'They w ^ t  
you to go for the home run, 
too, because when you do 
most of the balls you hit are 
just Mg, long flies to the out­
field. It's percentage to oon- 
oentrate on meeting the bail, 
to go for the Unedrtve sin­
gle, double or triple rather 
than try to hit the ball out of 
the park.” ■ *

Musial said he also believed 
the slider has had something 
to do with many batsmen 
meeting instead of Just slug­
ging the ball.

"More Mtehers are throw­
ing it all the time, and it’s 
tough On the home run-type 
hittqr,” Musial said. "It snaps 
in on your hands at the last 
instant and it’s hard to pull.

"I know Tve quit trying to 
pull the slider, and so has 
Hank Aaron of the Braves. 
We try to go through the mid­
dle vdth it for a base hit.

North Bind redevelopment was 
proposed by the Planning and Re­
newal Associates o f Cambridge in 

report prepared fo r  the town's 
master plan. The Town Redevelop- 
mcnt Agency form ally selected the 
area for renewal last December.

An iniUal plan for the area was 
submitted In April to the House 
and Home Finance Agency, which 
administers federal funds for lo­
cal redevelopment. L w t week the 
town was notified that the project 
was approved and the town had 
been granted 887,968 for a survey 
and more detailed plans.

The M anchester Redevelopment 
Agency w ill meet next month to 
accept the federal funds and as­
sign the survey work. ........

The survey will determine the 
best use for  the land.

A fter the town buys the prop­
erty, it may be used in a number 
o f ways. The area may be sold to 
debelopers, who will then build 
within the provisions o f the town’s 
redevelopment plan and the *on- 
Ing ordinances.

The land may also be leased by 
the town to conunercial concerns, 
or kept for municipal use.

Because the area is being re­
developed does not necessarily 
mean that all the present build­
ings w ill be tom  down. Federal 
urban renewal regulations permit 
old buildings to be retained and 
improved.

thing,”  said James Farr, owner o f 
M anchester Surplus Sales Co., 169

John Kacm arczyk, o f the Depot 
Square Package Store, 219 N.

said, as an indicaticm o f the area’s 
business potential.

Robert Seuidals o f the North Bind 
Pharmacy, 4 Depot Sq., dissented. 
Asked what he th o u ^ t o f the 
forthcom ing redevelopment pro­
gram , he said, "W hat do you ac­
complish if you drive 9 out o f 10 
o f the pream t N orth End mer­
chants out o f business? I f you 
force them to move, that Is what 
is going to happen?”

M ost o f those interviewed recog­
nized that' som e danger was in­

volved for individual businsaada, 
but felt the im provement to the 
town more Important than ttieir 
immediate security.

Some Failures
Such projects have been turned 

down in other communities. It hap­
pened in Naugatuck, one o f the 
Connecticut towns which have ini­
tiated redevel<^ment projects. In 
Norwadk, work h u  mne ahead, 
bu. with a chorus o f complaints 
from  the Norwalk Chamber of 
Commerce. A ccording to th e  
chamber, sales are lagging because 
the public, and store owners, are 
Aot inform ed o f the locad develop^ 
ment agency’s plans.

Usually, construction progresses 
sm oothly. Of the 56 projects re­
corded with the State Development 
Commission at the end o f June, 30 
were already in various stages of. 
construction or land clearance, and 
four were com plete. One o f the 
comiHeted projects is In Farming- 
ton.

I f M anchester should reject the 
North End plan, (the w ork already 
com pleted) would cost the town 
taxpayers nothing. Only if the 
program  is accepted w ill the town 
be required to pay Hs % share of 
the costa.

M ore Parking
Although it w ill be at least 

year before w ork gets under way. 
North BMd merchants can look for 
a partial solution to at least one 
o f their problem s alm ost right 
away.

Parking has always been in short 
supply aroimd Depot Sq. Richard 
Jackman, m anager o f the A  & P  at 
213 N. Main St., was Just one o f 
the North Endera who pointed out 
that the number o f parking spaces 
In the area has decreased during 
the past year. .

Police Chief James Reardon said 
that the bn-street parking on N 
Main St. has been elim inated for 
various reasons.

The spaces on the north side of 
the street facing Main St. were 
removed to clear the intersection.

Three spaces on the south side 
of N. Main St., beside the old rail­
road station’s parklet, have been 
removed to prortde more room  for 
right turning traffic.

Other spaces on N. Main St. 
were eliminated when they were 
found to be too near crosswalks.

When the tovfn paves the old 
raUroad sUUon lot, however. 
North End merchants can expect 
relief from  their problems. The 
new lot w ill provide about 36 new 
parking spaces. That in Itself, said 
Sandals, “ will be a rebirth for 
the North Bind.”
