Science 
At Work

By THE ASSOCIATED PRESS
Scientists cite progress in con-

version ,o f heat and wheat, .and 
they work on a nuclear reactor 
monitor for use in space;

Electrleity frem Heat
BciuiUsts say the thermionic 

generator, which converts heat dl- 
recUy info electricity, wiJI become 
increasingly important on earth 
a s  well as in space.
• Its  fuel can be the intense heat 
inside a nuclear reactor or fo-
cused rays of the sun.

Dr. Roberta W. Pldd of General 
Atomics Division, General Dy-
namics Oorp., predicts the first 
important use of the generators 
will come from teaming thermiop- 
ic ceils with nuclear-powered 
plants generating electricity. They  
will produce current from temper-
atures ranging from S,(K» to t.OOO 
degrees Fahrenheit and boost 
plant efficiency by as much as 
one-third.

Later, nuclear-powered thermi-
onic units may provide electricity 
for space vehicles and ocean ves-
sels.

Thermonionlc convertbes work 
much like the familiar radio tube. 
Electrons boll off a  heated ele-
ment In a vacuum or in ionized 
vapor, are caught by a colder ele-
ment and emerge as electric cur-
rent.

A drawback with experimental 
ones has been a discouragingly 
short life, often less than 1(X) 
hours. But scientists and engi-
neers at an energy conversion 
conference in San FYanclsco last 
week heard' reports of three still 
going strong after 4,339 hours, 
3,254 hours and 3,668 hours, re-
spectively.

its first nuclear reactor Into outer 
.space, close tabs will be kept on 
the reactor operation. A monitor-
ing system is being designed and 
built a t a  General Electric plant 
In Sail Jose, Calif .

Readings on radiation from the 
reactor—now being developed to 
provide 500 watto of electric pow-
er tor Mtellite' instrumentation— 
will be transmitted Jo ground sta-
tions. The information will be 
used for further development of 
nuclear power systems for space.

Neutron and gamma ray detect-
ors and other components of the 
monitoring system are designed 
to operate in temperatures up to 
1,000 degrees Fahrenheit.

clear test ban treaty. The Ken-! 
nedy administration then set 
about clinching the negotiations, 
by pii.shing the American position 
fonvar,d that one last little mile 
required. But, when it got over to 
Geneva, it found the Russians had 
rm  far bark, as if they had been 
frightened out of their wits at the 
po.ssibllity of real progre.ss and 
agreement. This was a disillusion-
ment for the high young hopes of 
the Kennedy administration, a dis-
illusionment it has had to swallow 
in order to get on. again, with the j 
atilt neressar\- policy of trying to 
negotiate with the Russians.

The Kennedy administration is 
brushing up against a second 

• aimilar disillusionment, in Us Alli-
ance for Progre.ss, the new formu-
la for hemisphere relationships 
ahich is now one year old.

Here, too, the Kennedy adminis-
tration tried to move in, with orig-
inal and positive new touches, 
toward a problem it felt had been 

^too long neglected and second-
rated by pre\-iotis American policy. 
The Alliance for Progress might. 
It \vas hoped, set things right, by 
persuading the other nations of 
Our hemisphere of a new and more 
positive interest on our part.

A  year later, appraisals of the 
•tatus of the Alliance for Prog-
ress. of its firmness as an alli-
ance, of the amount of progreaa 
achieved or likely to be achieved 
under It, all have something of a 
negative character. We ourselves 
ha\en t moved too firmly forward. 
But the main difficulty has been 
that our unruly sister continent 
has not turned over any quick new 
leaf In its own behavior in order 
to come into the new era of joint 
salvation and progress w'ith us. It 
Is still full of political turbulence, 
of faltering politicians and usurp-
ing generals, of movements to the 
left and movements to the right, 
and even. In the midst of all this, 
of some surv'iving distrust and .sus-
picion of the United States.

TTfia is, of course, a very sad 
way for a b̂ j-ight new policy to be 
received. But, again, it is no war-
rant for faint heart or for aban-
donment of the same kind of jjollcy 
effort.

We have to-realize, as a nation, 
that our own great . changes of 
beatt and purpo.se and attitude 
ere not always given instant ac-
ceptance by people who have been 
watchlflg us with envy, criticism, 
end sometimes fear for genera-
tions. The goQd we produce is 
aonietimes a little too sudden to 
be free of suspicion that we still 
beve. some ulterior reason.

*nte ' Alliance for Progre.ss, in 
particular, suffers one special han-
dicap,, in its effort to convert all 
Letln America In over-night fash-
ion. This handicap lies in the ,pos- 
BibiUty that even th'e Kennedy ad- 
Biinistration would never have 
realized its love for the hemi-
sphere, and never have dreamed up 
this alliance, If It hadn't been for 
the existence o f Castro in Cuba. 
Do w « love our neighbors? Or do 
W* merely feajF Castro? Obviously, 
bafdrs we g iv l up on the Alliance 
for Progress, or expect too much 
from It, either, we have to stick 
with It long enough to suggest 
that this would be the way our 
heart and pocketbook would be dis- 
>oaad, a t ^  M there were ae'Caa-

auch a project, almost has to 
come: The test of a policy, and of 
an administration, comes in the

Not Crowded Yet
When our Astronaut Carpenter 

made his orbits of the earth, he 
played a t ’ trailing a balloon be-
hind him. The practical purpose of 
this was to judge and train his 
capacity for appraising distance 
out in space.

That capacit.v W'ill, some day, 
have to plav its paA in menaiivers 
which may have to be of some 
delicac-y. These would be the 
maneuvers by which one space 
ship out tn space was brought 
alongside another, so that pAs.sen- 
gera or supplies could be trans-
ferred. Perhaps, in such general 
weightlessness. there will be none 
of the Hash and force involved in a 
coupling of railroad cars, for in-
stance. or in bringing an ocean 
liner alongside its dock. Perhaps It 
won't hurl if one space ship bumps 
another unintentionall.v. But, in 
any ca.se. maneuvering them close 
enough for such a joining is ap- 
parentlv going to take lots of skill: 
the precise judgment involved may 
ha\e to be human: it may not be 
possible to ’ do it by instrument 
aU>ne

Whether or not the Russian twin 
cosmonauts had succeeded tn 
maneuvering their ships into union 
with one agother has been, all 
along, the most fascinating ques-
tion asked about their flights.

The various answers available 
would seem to add up to a con-
clusion that they did not, the two 
Russian cosmonauts, succeed in 
maneuvering their space ships into 
a mutual docking. operation. 
Tl'.eir own account claims they did 
get within three miles of one an-
other. Our scientific tracking of 
them iqiparently does not concede 
that they ever appeared that close 
together. One magazine claims 
they did join their ships together, 
then separate, again before land-
ing. The fact that the two Rus-
sians, after a spell of communi- | 
eating separately with their i 
ground station.s, finally sent a \ 
joint message as if they had com- > 
posed It together may have been ! 
th( imaginative touch of previ-
ously prepared Russian propagan-
da which suggested that they had 
come together.

But if it did not come on this 
joint flight, it ahoMd probably 
come on the next—that rendez-
vous in space for which Astronaut 
Carpenter was training his eye, 
for which the two Russian cosmo-
nauts were rehear.sing and experi-
menting. Once that could be done, 
one ship could be left up there, as a 
permanent or semi - jiermanent 
item of spatial hospitality toward 
anyone who can get himself pro-
jected into its orbit. Bventualiy. of 
course, the dangers of collision up 
there be as great M  down be-
low.

The Data And You
Leonard H. Lempert. a businees 

analyst writing in the Christian 
Science Monitor, points out what 
some have perhaps suspected— 
that even business statistics need 
not be quite what they seem.

One favorite statistic with both 
politicians and economists is that' 
of the gross national product. Yet, 
the analyst points out, that sta-
tistic could be zooming, in the way 
most polificians seem to consTJler 
necessary, without being any in- 
.dex to prosperity and progress. To 
the contrary. If the increase in the 
gross national product happened 
to be acconfpanied by a compar-
able increase in the nation's In-
ventories. or if the'increase In the 
gross national product Jiappened 
to include expenditures for capital 
plant and equipment of industries 
wliich were merely operating at 60 
to 70 per cent of capacity, the 
main statistic would have little 
meaning and what real meaning.it 
did have might well lie in the di-
rection of disaster rather than 
continued boom.

One’ thing this questioner of sta-
tistics tias noticed is that, just be-
fore ever><^severe American reces-
sion. the supposedly key statistics 
have always been beautifully high, 
as if the country were never in 
sounder position.

It is not that this statistician on 
'statistics would do away with the 
tools of the trade. It ia Just that, 
as he insists, the day when a sta-
tistic could be readily, accepted an 
a fact has been "left far behind tis. 
Today, virtually every statistic re-
quires interpretation before it be-
comes meaningful.!'

Even that favorite atatistic, the 
groes national product, he ob-
serves, can be made to seem to be 
changing at widely , different 
rates, all by the selection" of thie 
base period which Is used as the 
first meastu-ing stick.

Analyst Lempert encodes that 
two and two alwaye makes four, 
which will be a relief to all tlioae 
readers of cure who have grown 
tired of our occasional hints that 
sometimes they make five. But

The thought of starting a law-
suit may enter your^lnd, but you 
might not have the 'slightest idea 
of when to sUe and how to begin a 
legal action.

Suppose a person refuses to pay 
you the money which he owes you, 
or hits your car and refuses to 
pay your repair bills. Or perhaps 
he claims it was your fault when 
you were injured on his broken 
stairway. In either case, or in any 
case in which you believe you are 
being wronged, you have the right 
to go to court.

But going to court is not a sim-
ple matter. First, you must know 
which court has jurisdiction over 
your cAse: Depending on the size 
of your claim, your case might go 
to the Connecticut Circuit Court, or 
the Court df Common Pleas, or to 
the Superior Court. If ,you demand ] 
money as compensation for a loss ! 
or an’ injury, the amount for which 
you ask is called "damages.”

A perston starting a ’ lawsuit, call-
ed the plaintiff,, might be ailing 
for one of many reasons. He might 
have been injured in an automo-
bile accident, suffered physical in-
jury, and incuried medical billa, i 
He might be suing another per.son | 
for breach of contract, where the! 
person being sued, called the de-
fendant, did not perform the term s. 
of an agreemfent. Perhaps the 
plaintiff feels he ^has been libeled 
Or slandered by '  the defendant, | 
causing his loss of reputation or - 
prestige. There are many different'

reasons why one person might sue 
another.

But whatever the reason, the 
plaintiff trst consults a lawyer, 
who must determine whether the 
plaintiff ha.s sufficient grounds for 
action. I f  the lawyer decides that 
the person has a case, he flies a 
complaint in the proper court. This 
complaint states the facts of the 
ca.se as set forth by the plaintiff 
and indicates the amount of danj- 
ages sought In the case. The coni- 
plaint Is -served <fn the defendant 
by a  sheriff. This Is the defendant's 
formal notifleation that a suit has 
been brought against him, and it 
begins the cas^. After the com-
plaint is served, the defendant has 
a certain amount of time In which 
to file a pleading, or answer to the 
plaintiff's action.

The plaintiff’s lawyer must file

t >
his case in the proper county, be-
cause a court has no right to ren-’ 
dsr judgment in a case unless li 
has^jurisdlcUom This means that 
the court biust be able to exerciee/| 
control over the defendant, or thi^ 
the property involved, if any, muet 
be lo ca te  in the county under the 
court’s control. ’ -

You should consider starting a 
lawsuit only aa a last resort, when 
no settlement can be reached and 
after all .other approaches have 
been tried. But If you /Ao bring suit, 
you can be, confldent that your 
rights wtlr be, protected by the 
court and the law,

He often falls to oanoal out his 
dlraoUonal signal after oomplet 
ing a turn or movenvMit, thus 
causing eonfusion for drivers fo l 
lowing or approaotaing bia oar.

The proper uoe ot signals Is. 
mandatory by stats law; they are 
neceeeary for tha safety of every-
one. Without them, there would 
be utter ehaos on our streets and 
highways. But the traffic outlaw 
falls to signal or signal proper-
ly, cauiring concern, confusion and 
conflict. 'The results are needless 
accidents, injuries and deaths.
■ Remember, s proper traffic 
signal can have a signal affect on 
youk, Mfo—it may very well save 
it. Don’t be a traffic outlaw!

The Russians said matters taken 
up by the Soviet commandant, 
such as movement of supplies tor 
the Western garrisons and move-
ment of troops in and out of West 
Berlin, are “ temporarily within 
the Jurisdiction of the headquar-
ters of the group of Soviet troops 
In Germany."

That meant that even the ar-
rangement was subject to change.

Sir Christopher Steel, head of 
the British military government In 
Berlin, said the abolition of the So-
viet command appears to have no 
great political implications. But he 
said he wanted to know more be-
fore commenting further.

Ka.st Germany's Communist re-
gime issued a statement saying 
the Soviets' latest move would be 
a new bar to “ the attempts of the 
Western powers to interfere with 
the sovereign rights of the Ger-
man Democratic Republic, on the 
excuse of tong outdated occupa-
tion obligations."

In the incident at Checkpoint 
Charlie today, a U.S. jeep pulled 
out of a doorway and blocked the 
path of the three Soviet armored 
ears.

A spokesman said Wat.son had 
ordered that the Ru.ssians at the 
checkpoint be told: “ Your use of 
armored personnel carriers to 
transp>ort your soldiers to the war 
memorial obliges me to inform 
you concerning the procedures ap-
plicable in the U.S. sector to the 
movement of such vehicles, wheth- 
•r they be of U.S. or of other 
forces. Vehicles of this nature 
raise problems involving safety 
and good order of traffic.

"U.S. militsiry escort will be 
pro^ided to each vehicle, or group 
of vehicles, consisting at a mini-
mum of an' escort vehicle travel-
ing immediately ahead and be-
hind. This is actiially the same 
procedure applied to the move-
ment of U.S. armored vehicles in 
Berlin.”

Two Soviet trfficers emerged 
from the olive drab armored cars 
and talked with an American ma-
jor. It was three-quarters of an 
hour before the Soviets could 
leave.

Spokesmen for the U.S. mission 
In Berlin said they had no infor-
mation whether the   Russians re-
peated their refusal to accept an 
escort.

A U.S. Army sedan trailed the 
Soviet convoy to the Soviet war 
memorial in the British sector.

The Russians returned about -te 
minutes later and were' quickly 
waved through the checkpoint into 
East Berlin.

The Russians have repeatedly 
rejected escorts while traveling in 
West Berlin despite the stoning by 
West Berlin demonstrators. They 
switched from buses to armored 
cars.

A U.S. Army spokesman said 
the tieup at Checkpoint Charlie ap-
peared to have political implica-
tions.

This apparently was a reference 
to rising U.S. irritation at the So-
viet refu.sal to meet with Western 
commandants in Berlin to try to 
check the dangerous march of 
events in recent days.

Earlier, East German border 
guards and West Berlin police 
fought with rocks and tear gas 
grenades across the Comm.uni.st 
wall.

West police said the new clash 
erujJted when the Red guards op-
ened up with a rock barrage. They 
were driven back with tear gas 
grenades.- No injuries were report- 
^  on either side.

The flareup came near Bernauer 
Strasse. scene of many daring es-
capes since the Communi.sts biiilt 
the barrier dividing the city.

During the night. West police 
rounded up 126 per.sons for identity 
checks in a, hunt tor Communist 
agents. The Western comman-
dants have charged Red agents 
were fanning the demonstrations 
in West Berlin.

A Western spokesman said the 
Ru.ssians even threatened not to 
move a bus into West Berlin un-
less assured there would be no 
Allied escort and no West Berlin 
police j patrols.

The U.S. Army stationed an 
ambulance staffed by three Amer-
ican soldiers at Checkpoint Char-
lie with orders to go to the aid 
of refugees' wounded on the East 
Berlin side of the wall if it ap-
pears the Communi.sts will not 
render aid.

Allied commandants in We.st 
Berlin stres.sed that the ambu-
lance team will not help East 
Germans flee to the West.

U.S. officials in Washington 
hope there will be no occasion to 
di.spatch the ambulance through 
the wall, but the officials are con-
sidering undisclosed countermeas-
ures should the Communists keep 
the ambulance from entering East 
Berlin.

The Allied commandants in Ber-
lin also spoke of other steps to 
halt violence at the, Communist 
wall but did not disclose them.

^Stationing the ambulance was 
an obvious Allied effort to placate 
West Berliners angered by the 
.shooting Friday by Ela.st German 
border guards of a yovmg refugee 
trying to scale the Red wall. The 
youth fell back into East Berlin 
territory and Elast German guards 
left him there to bleed to death 
while We.st Berlin police and 
American troops looki^ on from 
the We.st.

The incident touched off four 
successive days of violent anti- 
Communi.st and sometimes anti- 
American — demonstrations in 
W'est Berlin.

The riots drew stiff reproval 
Tue^ay from the Allied com-
mandants smd West Berlin Mayor 
Willy Brandt. They declared in a 
Joint statement that the rioting

ABOARD SAVANNAH (AP) — 

The Savannah, world’s first atom- 
ic-po' ered merchant ship, will go 
into the sail-for-pay tor business 
on Tuesday, Atlg. 38 carrying 32 
passengers from Savannah, Ga., 
to Norfolk, Va,, at a minimum of 
$125 a head.

This Was related today as the 
Savannah neared tier namesake 
city and an anticipated big wel-
come at the end of her maiden 
voyage to a commercial port.

iTie 20,000-ton, $63-million ship 
is carrying 20 passengers, includ-
ing Gov. Ernest Vandiver of Geor-
gia. on the present trip from 
Yorktown, Va., but this ceremoni-
al trip is free.

Officials of the States Marine 
Lines, Inc., New York, which op-
erates the Savannah for the gov-
ernment, told new.smen .some 400 
per.sons have applied for the 32 
berths available on the initial 
commercial voyage that will for-
mally usher in the atomic age of 
merchant shipping. The ship will 
also carry some commercial car-
go.

The Savannah's second commer-
cial trip î’ill come late next 
month when she heads for the 
Seattle, Wash., World's Fair via 
the Panama Canal, with passen-

f  gera paying $7N and up, depend-
ing on their accommodations.

Uncle Sam will get the revenue, 
but he won’t ba making smy prof-
it. Government officials say the 
Savannah,, being the first ship of 
her kind with high development 
costa, is not expected to operate 
economically.

’The ship was Jointly developed 
b. the Atomic Ehiergy Commis-
sion and the Commerce Depart-
ment Maritime Administration. It 
is not expected to enter full-scale 
commercial shipping, on a world-
wide basis, for at least another 
year.

As the ship neared Savannah to-
day, Commodore Gaston Degroote 
of Huntington, Long Island, N.T., 
her skipper, had everything in 
readiness to strut his ship’s stuff 
before a welcoming crowd expect-
ed to reach at least 10,000.

The day will mark another mar-
itime epoch for Savannah, which 
was the departure point in 1819 
for the first steamship to make a 
transatlantic crossing, the convert-
ed clipper ship Savannah.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Demo-

cratic leaders apparently are go-
ing to have to choose between 
abandoning some major elements 
of Pre.sident Kennedy's program 
or keeping (Congress in se.sslon un-
til October.

The betting on Capitol Hill is 
that several of the administra-
tion's pet .measures are going to 
fall victim of the adjournment 
fever building up among candi-
dates anxious to campaign in an 
election in which 39 Senate and all 
House seats will be filled.

Some of these candidates al-
ready are calling tor action on a 
minimum of necessary legislation 
and an early quitting date. Almost 
nobody thinks there will be a post- 
election session.

Majority Leader Mike Mansfield 
of Montana has laid down a pro-
gram tor Senate consideration of 
six bills. All concerned agreed the 
measures will keep the Senate 
busy until Sept. 16.

The six bills Included a oom- 
promi.se farm measure which was 
expected to win Senate approval 
today. Behind this' Man.sfteld list-
ed measures dealing with drug 
controLs. expanded compensation 
for disabled veterans, Philippine 
war damage claims, tax revision 
and international trade.

He decided to take up the con-
troversial tax revision bill when 
it became apparent that the Fi-
nance Committee won’t complete 
action on the trade measure imtil 
early September.

In the tax bill an administration 
provision tor a 7 per cent credit 
on business plant Investment is 
under heavy fire. There will be 
the usual futile efforts made to de-
duce the 27>/4 per cent oil deple-
tion allowance.

Nor 
did it include measures the House 
Is expected to pass for extending 
federal unemployment Compensa-
tion payments and to prii'vide 
money tor the foreign aid pro-
gram.

The Democratic leader offered 
no timetable for poselble action 
on an administration bill to pro-
vide a $500-mlllion federal sub-
sidy tor mass transportation op-
erations. ~-

He said the Senate won't itiove 
until the House does a measure 
Kennedy consistently has plugged 
to set up a youth conservaUoin 
corps.

A bill to provide aid tor higher 
education about the only measu- 
ure of Its kind given any chance 
tor pa.ssage in this Congress—still 
is tied up tightly in Senate-House 
disagreement over its terms.

The Hou.se has yet to act on a 
bill which would authorize Ken' 
nedy to Initiate $990 million in 
public works of ' all kinds if an 
economic recession threatens.

It still has coming up Hs fmnual 
battle over foreign aid funds.

^There also will ba noisy argument 
over a Senate-passed measure to 
authorize the purchase of U.N.

House Rules Committee, pecked 
last year to give liberals control, 
probably will be unpacked next 
year to put a conservative coali-
tion back In the saddle.

lb  his last big major leg^lattve 
battle, the late Speaker 8am Ray- 
bum of Texas .Succeeded by a 
five-vote margin, 317 to 313, in in- 
creasing the committee’s mem-
bership from 13 to 16 on Jen. 31, 
1961.

The objective was to switch con-
trol from four Republicans ' and 
two ' Democrats to eight Demo-
crats. In general, the idea worked 
out succesefuUy, with many bills 
clearing the committee by an 8-7 
margin.

Before the enlargement, major 
blUs often were stymied ^  a 6-6 
deadlock.

,The Increase raised Democratic 
meinbershlp from 8 to 10 and Re-
publican from 4 to 5. But two of 
the Democrats, Chairman Howard 
W. Smith of Virginia and Rep. 
WillUun M. Colmer of Mississippi, 
often voted with the Republicans.

Rayburn had tacit support from 
the White House in the bitter fight 
to increase the membership.

Often overlooked ia the official 
language of the resolution that 
brought about the change. It stip-
ulated that the rules group should 
have 15 members only for the 87th 
Congress, which goes out of busi-
ness next January.

Unless the battle is fought anew 
the committee will drop to 13 
members In the Congress conven-
ing in January. The combination 
of tour Republicans plus Smith 
and Colmer would be enough to 
prevent the six more liberal Dem-
ocrats from mustering a majority 
vote needed to clear leglslaticHi 
tor a House vote.

House leaders haven’t decided 
whether to try next year to keep 
the committee at Its present 
strength.

For several reasons the odds 
now appear to be against them.

1. Rayburn was able, when the 
chips were down, to line up some 
Southern votes which aren't likely 
to yield to the persuasion of the 
new speaker, John W. McCor-
mack of Massachusetts.

2. Last year, when the change 
was made, President Kennedy 
was new in office and many 
House Democrats were unwilling 
to incur his displeasure or risk 
the loss of executive patronage 
available to them for the first 
time in eight years.

and volcanic eruptions—si's not 
new in this ares around Vesuvius, 
the volcano that burlsd the city of 
Pompel 1,900 years ago.

The wm-st shocks struck in an 
area between two cities that have 
fait disastrous quakes in the 20th 
century—Avezzano vwhere 30,000 
persons were kUled in 1615, and 
Messina where 76.000 perished in 
1905.

A Neapolitan woman was struck 
by s falling cornice stone and 
killed. Two other Neapolitans died 
of heart atUcks. Single deaths 
were reported at Mollnara, Saler-
no and Avslllno. Naples hdspitals 
admitted 50 injured.

The top floor of a hospital col-
lapsed at Passo Eclano, 40 miles 
east of Naples and near the

quake’s center. Several patients 
were reported Injured.

Homes and buildings collapsed 
in at least half a dozen communi-
ties east of Naples. Windows were 
shattered in Naples and walls 
cracked. A railroad bridge col-
lapsed at Bari, on the Adriatic 
Coast. •

Avellino, a town of 87.000, 80 
miles east of Naples, was espe-
cially hard hit. The quake 
knocked out the town's water sup-
ply «md communications. Build-
ings lay in ruins.

Church bells chimed wildly 
throughout the countryside as the 
ground rocked across the penin-
sula to the Adriatic.

A mild quake preceded ; the 
main half-minute shock by 11 min-
utes and drove many of Naples' 1.5 
million residents into the streets. 
When the heaxy quake came, tens

of titouaands fled,toward the Bay 
of Naples and <^en areas to the 
hills outside the city. /

Police petrolled stricken areas 
to prevent looting. Firemen 
searched glass-littered streets for 
weakened buildings.

The Italian Red Croes and the 
government ordered emergency 
supplies to the areaf Pope John 
X X in  sent a message of sym-
pathy and told the pontifical as-
sistance office to provide money 
and goods t<k those in dire need.

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How to Be a Gourmet 
In Five Easy Steps

NEW tO R K  (N E A ) - ^ t  long 
iMt a noHtary figure appease on 
the horieon to worry for clvillaa- 
tion at the nation's new wave of 
gourmet aocietles which offer 
with each membership card 
everything from free soup to half- 
price after-dinner culture.

The worrier is Gregory Thomas 
who is, to use his word, ‘‘con-
cerned" about this mass move-
ment. .

Now, Thomas is wh<dly in favor 
of both gourmets and their socie-
ties, being himself a member of 
such remote ' organizations as 
the Confrerie dee ' Chevaliers du 
Taste de Vln; the Chain des Ro- 
tlsseurs; the Commanderie de 
Bordeau—exquisite groups which 
meet frequently to think about 
eating, to eat and to talk about it 
afterwards.

"But," says Thomas, "you can-
not appreciate food when your 
gourmet society has ulterior mo-
tives—selling books, promoting 
products, building restaurant cli-
entele or making money for a 
chef. V • '

"One does not become a gour-
met by buying a membership card. 
On the contrary one may be doing 
his appreciation e o n s i d e r a b l e  
harm." ^

During a career in international 
law, undercover intelligence and 
now a worldwide perfume argon- 
Ization, Thomas has eaten widely. 
He concludes:

"The proper gourmet dinner is a 
duel between two friendly fencers 
— the chef and the diner. Conse-
quently, a dinner for more than 40 
or 90 people cannot truly be a 
gourmet dinner. Neither can a 
meal where several alternate dish-
es are offered on a menu."

One can, however, take r e a l  
steps toward becoming a gourmet 
without Joining any oraginization. 
Here are five suggestions on how 
to start, drawm from Thomas’ ex-
perience:

1. Try not to aoc^t dinner In-

fvitaUons from friends, even close 
friends

"In  the first place,”  Thomas 
says, "the U.S. cocktail hour is 
much too iong but quite neces-- 
sary as it- gets the guests in-
ebriated enough to ingurgitate 
the unsavory mess' the hostess 
sets on a Mob of rice in each 
plate.”

2. Make It a practioe not to 
read the 'restaurant menu.

" I  usually ask the ci^tain for 
his recommendation," Thomas 
says. "Then I ask him to get the 
chefs confirmation. Of course, 
this may make the captain angry 
so I  talk at length with him' in his 
native tongue if he has one, rem-
inisce about his home town which 
I've probably visited, and then 
everj^ ing becomes pleasant. ‘The 
worst thing you can do is offer 
him money. He usually has more 
than you."

3. Don't take women along at 
strictly gourmet dinners.

"They turn the trip into a so-
cial event." Thomas explains. 
"Frequently they are bored with 
the long discuasion of the meal 
with the chef' afterwards. They 
al.so inhibit yor language.

4. Eat frequently; think about 
eating and talk about eating of-
ten.

"The art is improved by con-
stant use and exploration in 
depth.” Thomas points out.

5. Read recipes regularly and 
try those that appeal to you. x

"Some of the cookbooks and 
many of the newspaper and mag-
azine recipes are excellent. I do

’Assertive’ Driving 
Then there is the “big” man 

riding in his small ear and fearing 
nothing. He tells of "assertive" 
driving. Nobody p u s h e s  him 
around. His atUtude Is, to a sense, 
not unusual. “Here we have a large 
man assuming a little man com-
plex, which he derives from his 
lltUe car. He merely exhibits ag-
gressiveness to compensate for 
size deficiency. His counterpart in 
the big prestige car also bulls his 
way through traffic with utter 
confidence In his status symbol, 
the captain said.

I read of the elec- 
trocutiph of a housewife \yhose 
sun lamp fell from a’ wall clamp 
into her bath water.

And. since your husband prob-
ably stays in the tub beyond the 
time when he- exposes himself to 
his sum lamp, he must have to 
reach out to turn off the switch.

Surely the risk of an electrical 
bum or of electrocution is of 
greater moment than the. time lass 
Involved in taking his sun bath 
before or after his tub and, pref-
erably, in another room.

SAN DIEGO, O llf. (A P )—Girl 

watching, an activity organized for 
the boys, may seen be joined by 
guy eyeing, something for the gals 
to oogle abdut.

The subject of guy eyeing came 
up at a meeting of the Interna-
tional Society of Girl Watchers 
here. Some 140 of the society’s 
expert peckers, assembled to com-
pare notes on the science of the 
casual glance, discussed the possi-
bility of a woman’s auxiliary.

But the girl watchers shelved 
it in favor 'o f talking shop—ex-
pounding the techniques of get-
ting a good eyeful.

"A good watcher is one who is 
3ly enough not to let the girl know 
she is being watched,” says Joe 
Beagin, 63, a bald, jovial public 
relation^ man. father of six and 
president of the society.

According to Beagin, skillful 
watchers use some or all of these 
techniques:

"A  Peeker is a watcher who is 
sneaky about it. He stands on the 
stmet and hides behipd a newspa-
per. Then when he makes a sigM- 
ing he peeks around the paper.” 
(A sighting is a subject worthy of 
being waltoed.)

Then there's the Neck Twister.
"He puts a finger in hia collar 

as if he’s scratching hie neck. As 
a girl walks past, he t^ î8ts his 
neck to watch her.”

Another technique is that used 
by the Shoe Lacer.

"He puts his foot up on a win-
dow ledge to tie a shoe lace. He 
takes a downwai'd view, which is 
preferred by ankle watchers.”

Not to be outdone is the Look-, 
ing - Through - the - Empty - 
Ctocktail - Glass - at - the - Bar 
watcher.

"He pretends to be looking at 
the olive in a drink,” Joe explains, 
“but he is really looking at the 
girl down the bar.”

After a girl has been watched, 
the watcher gives her a rating and 
hands hei» a card which rates her 
excellent, g o o d ,  fair, striking, 
charming, lovely, .so-so, could-be 
or chic. Beagin says the girls 
usually "take it as a subtle com-
pliment.”

The girl watchers meet four 
times a year in San Diego. They 
give tips to each other about choice 
watching spots and report on their 
sightings.

“The good watcher, by the way, 
can take them all in in 10 seconds,’* 
Joe says. “ In that time he can 
juc)ge whether the clothing fits the 
figlii'e. whether the hair is In style, 
if the walk i.s poised and confldenti j 
and other things.”

Beagin says girl watching isn’t 
anything new. “ It has been going 
on for centuries. They’ve discov-
ered statues in Greece and India 
that show men in various attitudes 
of girl watching. But we’re the 
first to organize It.”

The society was formed in 1960 
and now numbers approximately 
500 men ail over the world, many 
of whom joined by mall.

And what does Mra. Beagin have

Bagwell said Freeman vetoed 
the idea and ordered a crackdown 
on Estes in which the Pecos, Tex., 
manipulator’s disputed allotments 
were canceled and he was as-
sessed civil fines totaling $554,000 
as a consequence.

Bagwell said Undersecretary 
Charles 8. Murphy, rather than 
Freeman, was the official who 
really ran the cotton program.

lumbia Lako for boat launching.

” 1. Several years ago the Town 
of Oolumhia acquired bottom 
rights to this take and since that 
time the State Board of Fiaheriea 
and Game have ei^reaed no in-
terest In 4 pubUc access point. It 
la not the policy of the teard to 
acquire access points on lakes 
where the state does not have title 
to at least part of the lake bot-
tom. So as long as the town owns 
Ola bottom rights, you should have 
no fears about the state’s future 
Interest;

"2. During the past few years, 
lake front land on Columbia Lake 
has been offered for sale to the 
state but the offer has not been 
scented because of reasons list-
ed below.

” 3. I t  is the view of the State 
Board of Fisheries and Game that 
the town has complete authority 
as to the right of access for peo-
ple who wish to use this lake;
■‘4. The State Board of Fish- 

pries and Games has complete au-
tonomy over its various programs, 
(one of these is the acquisition of 
wbUc boat-laimching sites on 
lakes and rivers) and the Com-
missioner of Agriculture and Nat-
ural Reeoiuxies could not, even if 
he wished, negotiate the purchase 
of property for this purpose with-
out the approval of the State 
Board of Fisheries and Game.

“ 5. The State Boating Safety 
Commission is only concerned with 
boating safety and other safe wa-
ter practices on Connecticut’s wa-
ters, and It has no statutory au-
thority to determine the right of 
access on any body of water in the 
state.

“6. My personal opinion on 
this subject is that It would not 
be Iq the best interests of the 
state to develop public access 
areas on lakes such as Columbia 
Lake, where the boat population 
is already at the maximum so far 
as the public safety Is concerned.”

Beatty Unhappy 
After 3:56.3 Mile

HELSINKI, Finland (AP)—Little Jim Beatty admitted 
today he was disappointed at not breaking the world mile rec-
ord but cheerfully pointed out that he would have other op-
portunities.

The. barrel-chested insurance 
agent from Los Angeles, blasted 
home ki 3:56.8 in a race Tuesday 
—less than two seconds off the 
world mark, and the fastest ever 
run by an American.

“ It was a Uttle disappointing to 
come so close,”  said Beatty, “ but 
there are other races and maybe 
I ’ll do it yet. I certainly aim com-
ing closer and closer.”

Just last Saturday in London’s 
White City Stadium, the 5-6 Beat-
ty hit the tape in 3:56.6. That 
stood as the American citizen’s 
record for just three days.

The world record is 3:54.4 held 
by New Zealand’s Peter Snell, so 
Beatty must chop just one and 
nine-tenths seconds off his time to 
equal the world mark.

” I knew I had a chance at it,”  
said Beatty. “But I probably 
started to kick too l^te.”

’Two others in the race b^tered

four minutes—Jim GreUe of Port-
land, Ore., who hit the tape in 
3:58.8 and Oia'vi Salonen of I n -
land in 3:59.1.

Bobby Seaman, Beatty’s Los An-
geles Track Club teammate, led 
at the 400-meter mark In 54.6, and 
Grelie hit the 800 meters in front 
in 1:55.4. Beatty took over going 
into the last lap.

"I  thought for a minute Jim had 
it,”  Grelie said. "He was really 
moving at the end.”

Seaman was fourth in 4:01.8 and 
Laszlo Tabori, another clubmate 
of Beatty’s was fifth in 4:()6.2.
