In Tests on Mice

Smoke from Filter Tips 
Produces Skin Cancer

CHICAGO (AP) — A team of<§>proved capable of causing cancer
medical researchers says tests 
have demonstrated tobacco smoke 
drawn through' filter tipped cigar- 

' ettes contains a tar substance that 
can cause skin cancer in mice.

The report, published today in 
the Journal of the American Med­
ical Association, said six brands 
of cigarettes, including. t;wo filter- 
tip types, were used to the one- 
year study. (■

The research was undertaken, 
they said, to determine if the can­
cer risk had been eliminated from 
cigarettes, or reduced by modifl- 

"  cations in recent years.
Tumors were induced by every 

brand of cigarette tested, they 
said, but the filtered cigarette 
smoke yielded only one-third the 
amount of tar in standard ciga­
rette smoke.

There were fewer tumore and 
a slower onset of tumors among 
the filtered cigarette group.
T a r  yields , among standard cig­

arettes differed by lees than 20 
per cent, they said.

The experimental procedure 
com b ed  of C(mden8ing the smoke 
from machine-smoked cigarettes 
to obtain the W ,  they explained. 
The tar was (Ra^ved in a sol­
vent, acetone, and applied to the 
shaved skin (rf the mouse in 
amounts equivalent to 8.S smoked 
cigarettes a day.*

‘Tn recent years," the report 
stated,^ "the tobacco companies 
have Introduced many new brands 
and have modified existing jbrapds 
of cigarettes. , s

"The advertisements of aome 
brands imply that these modifica- 
tlons -have, resulted in low|r tar 
levela iR the smoke.”

The tobacco industry, howeVtf, 
contends there is no e\ddence that 
smoking causes cancer.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sen. 

Thomas J. Dodd, DOonn., Joined 
today .those demanding gr̂ pater 
emphasis be given to this coun­
try’s military space program.

Dodd quoted several authorities 
as saying that rather than closing 
the grap, the United States is fall­
ing ^hind in advanced technology.

"Everything now points to the 
conclusion,” he said, “ that we must 
allocate a higher priority to our de­
fensive requirements In space."

Allies Want 
Russia Help 
Curb Strife

WASHINGTON (AP) —  
Holding the Soviets responsi­
ble for tensions arising from 
the Berlin wall, the Western 
Big Three powers called on 
the Soviet Union today to 
join in a meeting to prevent 
further deterioration o f the 
situation in Berlin.

The call for consultation among 
the blg-power representatives— 
preferably to be held In Berlin— 
was issued by the United States, 
Britain and France in similarly 
worded notes handed to the So­
viets in Moscow.

The diplomatic move was a fbl- 
low-up to Thursday’s stiffly word­
ed public declaration by the three 
powers holding the Soviet Union 
still responsible under the postwar 
German occupation agreements 
and proclaiming the West will not 
yield on its Berlin rights.

The central theme was that the 
Soviets cannot one-aidely change 
the fundamental Set-up or turn 
their responsibilities over to East 
Germany which the West does not 
recognize.

The action came at the end of a 
week of mounting tension over the 
divided city, marked by Berlin 
wall incidents and the Ck>mmu- 
nlsts’ replaceinent of the Soviet 
commandant iii Berlin by an East 
German chief.

The revenue from the stamp is­

FAO announced It w'ould sell 
stamps to the general public 
through a nonprofit association 
set up under the auspices of the 
UN and its related agencies.

“Mathematically s p e a k i n g ,  

doesn't it often pay to play for 
oyer-tricks at rubber bridge?” asks 
a reader. “Take this.kind of situa­
tion :

“ I won the queen of iliamonds 
with dtunmy’s ktng and tried the 
spade finesse. Back came the Jack 
of (UamonilB, and dummy's ace got 
niffed out. As a result I  was down 
one.'

“ My partner said I  should have 
played safe by leading 4>ut the ace 
of spades and then another spade. 
In fact, he got so heated that we 
mlsdefeiided the next hand and let 
the opponents make a game that 
we should have beaten. However, 
that is another story.

“I  W4Hild assumd that If I  play­
ed .this kind o f hand 100 times I  
would lose it only once. I  am in 
danger only If East has a small 
singleton in diamonds and two or 
three small trumps. In the other 
99 hands I would pick up about 
1.500 points in overtricks. A t the 
end of 100 hands I would be about 
1,000 points ahead plAiIng it my 
way.”

Same Story
Partner’s heat and the mlsde- 

fense on the next hand are not 
another story; they are part of 
the • same story. When you throw 
awa.v game and rubber, your part­
ner is quite likely to be seriously 
affected. Your partnership morale 
may .suffer and the opponents 
may be encouraged.

Picking up 30 points at rubber 
bridge doesn't alW'ays help you 
on the final score of the rubber if 
you count the score to the near­
est hundred. In this situation ypu 
may be risking your contract for 
nothing at all. I f  the overtrick 
gives you an extra hundred on the 
score, it does often pay to play 
for it.

Still, always consider your part­
ner's temperament. I f  your part­
ner is badly shaken by the loss of 
a “cold” game, don't take any 
risks. More than one hand is at 
stake.

Mias., chairman of the Senate 
Judiciary Committee. wMch han­
dled the bill, said adoption of Ke- 
fauver’a amendment would "de­
stroy all incentive to make invest­
ments for drug research”  and be 
” a crime against humanity.”

Drug legislation got rolling two 
years ago when Kelauver. chair­
man of the Senate Antitrust Sub­
committee, investigated the pre­
scription drug industry. Intro­
duced more than a year ago, the 
Mil was turned down to the Judi­
ciary committee where it was 
stripped down to a skeleton.

An outraged Kefauver charged 
in June in the Senate the ” d^g 
manufacturing Industry and its 
acolytes”  had "swung a Hay­
maker and Just about knocked 
this bill right out of the ring.”

New life was breathed Into the 
measure, however, when reports 
from West Germany blamed the 
birth of thousands of armless and 
legless children on thalidomide. 
The drug never was approved for 
marketing in the United States, 
but was distributed to doctors for 
clinical testing and thus given to 
Americans.

This gave rise to new concern 
over U.S. drug laws and regula­
tions and after President Kennedy 
re-entered a plea for passage of 
a drug bill with teeth in It, the 
Judiciary Committee took a sec­
ond look at the bill and restored 
some of its strengthening provi­
sions.

A key on* would permit the 
government to take a drug off the 
market without prior hearing if 
it were deemed to create an im­
minent hazard to the pubUc 
health.

The manijbcturer would have 
an opportunity for a prompt hear­
ing afterward.

The bill also requires for the 
first time that “ substantial' avi- 
dence” be submitted that a drug 
is effective for its intended use 
before it is cleared for marketing 
by the Food and Drug Adminis­
tration (FDA).

Under present law the FDA is 
required to pass on the safety, but 
not the effectiveniiss, of new 
drugs before they are placed on, 
the market.

Other features of the bill in­
clude a requirement tar registra­
tion of all drug manufacturers, 
establishment of quality controls 
on the manufacture of drugs, and 
broadened authonty for govern­
ment inspection of prescription 
drug plants.

The bill also is deMgned to en­
courage sale of prescr^ion' drugs 
by their generic or laboratory 
names rather than their trade 
names, so that consumers can 
shop around for the best buys.

I t  would seem clear that Moa- 
ocw Is moving, or is being thrust, 
toward some ultimate showdown.

Hie position of the West grows 
more perilous by the moment. The 
kining of a second teenager fleeing 
Blast Berlin Is bound to stir up 
more passion among West Berlin­
ers whose demonstratlcm, perhaps 
with Communist help, precipitated 
the present crisis.

That useless slaughter comes 
only hours after the annotmcement 
that an East German will take 
over the duties held until two days 
ago by a Russian official.

The prompt naming of a German 
to the commandant's post indicat­
ed Russia may be threatening to 
abandon completely Its responsi­
bilities In the Berlin situation 
which, despite, long delays, must 
reach showdown.

The moves In the game opposing 
powera have been playing as they 
face each other across the wall are 
becoming more and more deadly.

They Illustrate again that some 
pennanent solution to the division 
of Germany must be found. Secre­
tary of State Rusk and Soviet Am­
bassador Dobrynin discussed the 
situation briefly yesterday, but de- 
tafls of their dlseussicn were with­
held.

The poBsibiUty of a visit to the 
United States by Premier Khrush- 
ehsv sets one to wondering If the 
USSR la paving the way for some 
showdown play during that vlalL

bust out Into any further kind of 
movement, that will not be the re­
sult of smy modemesque confusion 
of oomputera, or the effect of the 
installation of the latest thing in 
jlrafflc lights, but merely the final 
and Inevitable result of the great 
paper occlusion.

This would be that state In 
whldi the amount of paper work 
to be done before anything else 
oould happen would be either too 
great in quantity to be performed 
anyway, or too great in quantity to 
seem worth the effort In com­
parison to the ultimate value or 
pleasure of the action contemplat­
ed.

We are already perilously near 
this state. Some people and some 
enterpriaea, hi fact, can't take it 
even now. We are reminded of this 
by a news story about a model 
nursing home, over bi New York 
state, closing down because its 
proprietor got worn out and in 
need of nuraing herself as a result 
of her conscientious efforts to keep 
forma filled out for 18 state and 
federal agencies.

Almost all of us can provide 
other exsmplea Who does not 
know a farmer who has gone out 
of business because it got to be so 
he had to spend more time with 
his paper records than with his 
cows? Who hasn’t, mid-way 
through the purchase of some rou­
tine piece of living like an autO' 
mobile, paused to wonder If It 
could be worth all the paper work 
Involved? Has any of lis ever stop­
ped to wonder how long we would 
be engaged If we ever took seri­
ously all the filling out form op­
portunities which come across our 
desk or into our home in the course 
of a week ? What if, some day, 
some of us should have a sudden 
attack of conscience, or leaving 
forms unfilled-out should suddenly 
be proclaimed a crime punishable 
by penal servitude? Who would 
ever start the world up again, 
then? Who would ever get around 
to finding and signing the form for 
a renewal of movement?

We will all be found, some day, 
dry mummified papier mache fig­
ures rustling in between the pa­
pers we never did get to fill out.

(Oeathraed tro8n Page One)
rlllas herded into the square thou­
sands of Moslems shouting anti- 
Ben Bella slogans and carrying 
placards denouncing "personality 
cults" and "false revolutionaries.” 
Some demonstrators tried to 
storm the modernistic govern­
ment building, hurling stones and 
shattering windows. Uniformed 
Moslem police turned them back 
with fire hoses.

Then thousands of Ben Bella 
supporters poured into the square, 
but there were no clashes. Even­
tually. the two groups blended to­
gether and applauded members of 
^ e  political bureau who appestred 
on ^ e  government building bal­
cony .Ben Bella came out 1 ^  .

In a challenge to the guerrilla 
commanders, Ben Bella promised 
to create a strong army in the 
“exclusive service of the state."

He staked the crowd: "Are you 
for order? Are you for the Politi­
cal Bureau? Do you favor the 
army’s transformation?”.

To each question, the crowd re­
sponded “Yes!”

“Algeria has chosen the road to 
socialism that is not incompatible 
with Islam,” Ben Bella declared. 
“The entire world is watching us. 
Unite around the Political Bu­
reau.”

Ben Etella threatened state seiz­
ure of French factories and other 
enterprises unless the Europesuis 
who ran them and fled to France 
return and reopen them. He did 
not say where Algeria would get 
the technicians to run them If the 
French don't come back.

He also promised agrarian re­
form and distribution of free land, 
sin apparent contradiction of his 
appeals to European farmers to 
return to thetj; Algerian farms.

Ben Bella pledged Algeria's sup? 
port for creation of a united North 
Africa and for the rebels in the 
Portuguese colony of Angola In 
Southwest Africa. Angolan rebels 
are being trained at camps In Al­
geria.

During a  dispute a t Checkpoint 
CSiariie Thmsday a Soviet lieuten­
ant talked of reprisals by forcing 
all American cars traveling Into 
East Berlin or anywhere in Com­
munist territory to accept escorts.

But more than I(X) U.S. Army 
vehicles loaded with troops moved 
tro u g h  East Germany to West' 
Berlin unescorted today.

Contingents of the 6th Infantry 
Di-vision 2nd Battle Group—342 
men In IM vehicles, mostly trucks 
—cleared without interference
through the Soviet checkpoint at 
Marienborn, on the border be­
tween West and East Germany.

The first group of 35 vehicles 
arrived in Berlin after.3<4 hours, 
and a  U.S. Army spokesman said 
no attempt waa made to escort 
them.

The 2nd Battle Group troops were 
returning to duty with the West 
Berlin garrison after an annual 
two-week training period in West 
Germany.

Units of the 6th Infantry 3rd 
Battle Group were scheduled to 
leave the Communist-encircled 
city for a similar training period 
In West Germany.

The Army spokesman said U.S. 
Army sedans also were touring 
East Berlin today as usual, and 
he had no reports of any Soviet 
attempt to escort them.

Elast German machine-gunners 
killed a yoimg East German rail­
way policeman as he scrambled 
through the wall seeking freedom 
Thursday night. It was the second 
such slaying in six days.

An angry crowd quickly collect­
ed in the French sector at the 
scene of the latest shooting. 
Freifch soldiers and West Berlin 
police quickly dispersed the 
crowd, and there was no violence.

West Berlin Mayor Willy Brandt 
reached the scene almo.st imme­
diately and helped persuade the 
crowd to break up.

The -victim of the East German 
guards was Hans Dieter We.sar, 
19, a policeman at East Berlin’s 
Bornholmerstrasse Railway Sta­
tion.

He fell under a hail of machine- 
gun bullets, apparently hit just 
after he had ' slipped through the 
barbed wire fence at the station.

Police, searching in the dark­
ness after hearing the gunfire, 
found him 16 yards ingjde. West 
Berlin. He died on the way lo a 
hospital.

Later, at least 80 more shots 
were heard in East Berlin. These 
were not explained.

Public anger has been at a high 
pitch in West Berlin since the 
slaying last Friday of an 18-year- 
old refugee, Peter Fqchter. He 
was shot down on the east aide 
of the wall 200 yards from an 
American-manned crossing point 
and lay moaning and bleeding for 
nearly an hour without medical 
aid.

For three nighta angry West 
Berlin crowds protested. The dem­
onstrations at the wall culminated 
Monday in the atoning and chas­
ing of Soviet buses and the injury 
of two Soviet soldiers en route to 
guard duty at the Soviet War Me­
morial in West Berlin.

Thursday’s aoo-word p u b l i c  
Statement, issued in Washington, 
IxHidon and Paris, deplored Com­
munist shooting of East German 
escapees but dealt mainly with 
the replacement of the Russian 
Berlin commandant by an Elast 
German military chief.

The Western powers made clear 
they view the move as part of the 
Kremlin’s long campaign to boot 
the West out of West Berlin and 
make a "sovereign” state of East 
Germany.

Soviet assertions concerning the 
alleged sovereignty and independ­
ence of Commimist Bast Germany 
and the nonexistence of the U.S., 
British. French and Russian Ber­
lin governing authority are with­
out foimdation or effect, the West­
ern powers declared.
. The statement reaffirmed the 
Western Allies ’contention that all 
four occupation powers are bound 
by their original agreements on 
Berlin until all agree to a change.

The Western Allies also decried 
"irresponsible action at the wall 
by East Berlin guards,” the “Il­
legality of the wall,” and "the 
brutality of the Bast German au­
thorities preventing the inhabi­
tants of East Berlin from leaving 
the area.”

U.S. officials seem uncertain as 
to what practical effect tha com­
mandant change will have. They 
noted the Western powers still 
have liaison missions and the So­
viets have a military headquar­
ters in East Germany just outside 
Berlin, where, contacts might be 
made in the future.

Secretary of State Dean Rusk 
saw Soviet Ambassador An^oly 
F. Dobrynin Thursday. During a 
16-mlnute discussion supposed to 
be devoted to disarmament. Rusk 
used the occasion to bring the 
U.S. views on^ Berlin once again 
to Russia's attention.

It was understood Rusk raised 
points similar to those in thq 
Western declaration. He was said 
to have done all the talking on the 
Berlin issue, with Dobrynin lis­
tening.

The Soviet government’s note 
contains numerous errors of fact. 
There have been no Weitern acta 
endangering human life. Ae for 
the suggestion that the Allies and 
the West Berlin authorities have 
been the authors of provocative 
actions, this seems, in the exist­
ing circumstances in Berlin, sin 
gularly ironic. The tensions which 
hara recently arisen in Berlin are 
due to the building of the wall 
Aug. 13 of -last year which cut the 
city in two, and to the attitude of 
the Soviet government in opposing 
by every'  means free circulation 
within the city. The responsibiUty 
for the wall and for its con­
sequences rests solely with the So­
viet government. This action in 
irlolatton of international agree­
ments and of the most elementary 
principles of humanity has been 
further aggravated by the attitude 
and actions on the East German 
authorities toward the inhabitants 
of the Soviet sector ot Berlin.

The very existence- of a wall 
which prevents the inhabitants of 
East Berlin and of East Germany 
from leaving that area bears elo­
quent testimony to the character 
of the regime. The brutality which 
the siast .German regime has con­
tinually used toward its inhabi­
tants trying to seek refuge in West 
Berlin has long been notorious.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Current 
prospects are remote that another 
call-up of National Guardsmen 
and reservists might result from 
a new Berlin crisis, short of a 
serious, shooting outbreak.

Army sources, asked about this 
today, said the Regular Army is 
in far better shape to cope, with 
requirements in Europe or else­
where than it was a year ago.

The Regular Army has five 
more comltot-ready divisions than 
when the tension over Berlin last 
year resulted in the government's 
decision to summon reserve forces 
for active duty in this country. 
About 119,000 Army reservists 
and National Guardsmen were 
called up and now have been re­
leased.

Organizational strength of the 
Regular Army is 16 divisions. This 
includes two new divisions and 
three former training divisions 
which have been converted to 
combat outfits since last year.

Eight of the 16 divisions are 
ready In the continental United 
States. One is stationed in Ha­
waii, with one battle group de­
ployed in Thailand. Five divisions 
are in Europe and one in Korea.

If a worsening of the situation 
arising out of the new Communist 
pressures on Berlin should bring 
a decision to bulwark ground 
force strength in west Germany, 
the firat of such reinforcements 
could be landed there within 24 
hours of a buildup decision:

As of now, military leaders see 
nothing that requires , any deploy­
ment of forces. But plans, detailed 
down to the smallest item, are 
ready for an emergency in Eu­
rope or elsewhere.

The Defense Department re­
cently completed the "pre-stock­
ing” of arms, equipment and sup­
plies in West Germany sufficient 
to outfit and maintain two divi­
sions, one armored and. one in­
fantry. The stockpile includes 
tanks,, personnel carriers, artil­
lery, mortars, rifles, machine 
guns and ammunition.

In M  emergency, troops from 
the united States simply would 
board transport planes, carrying 
their personal equipment, and 
head for airflalds in Germany. 
Hie Army estimates the first of 
such units would be ready and in 
the aircraft within 3)4''Itours of 
receipt of orders.

The fact that the first of rein­
forcements could be on their way 
within a matter of hours .does not 
mean, however, that anything like 
two full diviaions ot troops could 
be put down in Germany within 
hours or even days. The airlift 
capacity still is well short of that.

Defense Secretary Robert S. 
McNamara started early in his 
admlntotration to build up and 
modernise the fleet of military 
transport plaiies for airlift pur­
poses. The Detense Department 
said recently the number of trans­
port planes available ia. 16 per 
cent greater than it would have 
bean at this time under programs

waa built with a view to avoiding, 
by all appropriate means, the re­
currence of such incidents, in par­
ticular by seeking means to facili­
tate the movement of persona and 
goods- within Berlin.

The United States government 
is nevertheless prepared to persist 
in its attempts to bring about joint 
consultations with the Soviet au­
thorities with a view to preventing 
further deterioration of the situa­
tion in Berlin. Accordingly the 
United States government repeats 
the proposal for a quadripa^tc 
meeting, preferably in Berlin, 
which could provide for the Mtab- 
llshment of the necessary contacts 
in accordsnet with axisting agrea- 
ments.

Reds Making West 
Retreat on Berlin

YHRR for Cutting Crettss
NEW HAVEN (AP)—The New

WASHINGTON (Ap)-Bit by bit 

over the years—by, talking, re­
treating, pushing on; Berlin—Rus­
sia made the West back up and 
even laid the ground for a show­
down crisis.

Its latest move is one. more step 
on that long road. This was in 
replacing this week the Soviet 
commandant in Berlin with an 
East German military chief.

It isn’t pleasant for the West to 
accept the thought it has been 
stiff-armed in its tracks but here 
are two prime examples of it:

1. Chancellor Adenauer of West 
Germany tried to keep alive in 
his people the idea they could be 
reunited with their fellow Ger-, 
mans in Communist-run Ea.st Ger­
many. The Eisenhower adminis­
tration called for reunification, 
too.

Neither Adenauer nor this coun­
try was thinking in terms of a 
Germany united under commu­
nism. And. just bcrau.se they 
weren’t, what the'y said about re­
unification was empty talk, and 
nothing more, and for this reason;

Khrushchev wasn’t thinking in 
terms of a Germany united under 
capitalism and allied with the 
West. The reality Was that uni­
fication couldn't happen in the 
foreseeable future.

Khrushchev battered the West 
into acceptance of this reality.

He told Adenauer to reconcile 
himself to the existence of two 
Germanics as an "indisputable 
fact.” He said Russia would not 
permit unification that eliminated 
"socialism” *’ (meaning commu­
nism) in East Germany.

2. Khrushchev, meanwhile, 
forced the West to think of a 
problem more real and immedi­
ate—Berlin.

Under pbst-war agreements 
Berlin—110 miles inside Commu­
nist Etost Germany—was divided 
into four sones, one each to be 
occupied by the United States, 
Britain, FYance and Russia.

The Soviets, who did and do 
control East Germany, guaran­
teed the West the right of access 
to the city—people and supplies— 
through and over East Germany.

By this arrangement the West

^would deal with the Ruksians on
travel to and from Berlin, not 
with the East Germans. The West 
refuses to recognize the East 
German Communists as the legiti­
mate government.

It would, for the West Germans, 
have been a highly unpopular 
thing for the West to do.

Stal'm tried to break the agres- 
ment he made by blockading Ber­
lin in 1948. In one move he could 
have gobbled up the city, If the 
West let him. It didn't. It broke 
the blockade. For some - years 
there was comparative quiet.

Then Khru.shchev in a less sud­
den and dangerous way tried to 
repeat what Stalin did.

He said he wanted the Allies 
out of Berlin. He said he wanted 
it to be a "free” city in the heart 
of East Germany although no one 
could have any illusions it would 
remain free long.

Then he threatened to sign a 
peace treaty with East Germany. 
If he did. it would mean the We.st 
would have to deal with the East 
German Reds whom they still re­
fused to recognize.

If the East Germans laid down 
new conditions for access to Ber­
lin, or tried, to shut the West out 
altogether, and if the West tried 
to Itotter its way through, it would 
mean war with East Germany 
and Russia, too.

Over the years Khrushchev did 
some incredible threatening and 
backsliding. For instance, he set 
a six-months’ deadline for signing 
a peace treaty. He let that pass 
and said it didn't matter.

Last year he intensified his de­
mands. The West, as always, said 
it would not abandon the people 
of West Berlin, that it had agree­
ments with Russia to stay there.

Last Aug. 13 Khrushchev tested 
the West.. He threw up a wall 
between East and West Berlin. If 
the West had battered down the 
wall one of two things would have 
happened: Khrushchev would
have backed up or there would 
have been wrar.

The West i^d nothing. In this 
test of wills, Khrushchev won. 
Now he’s forcing the West into 
another test by ^ l in g  the Soviet 
commandant out of Etost Berlin. 
His next move may be a peace 
treaty with East Germany.

Democrats to Stress 
Medicare in *62 Race

FRENCH LICK, Ind. (AP) — 

National Democratic leaders put 
a continued fight for the admin­
istration’s medicare program on 
top of their list of 1962 campaign 
Issuea as the Midwest Democratic 
Conference got under way today.

National chairman John M. 
Bailey and Margaret Price, na­
tional vice chairman, told news­
men they consider the program 
of medical care for the ^ e d  un­
der Social Security the party’s big­
gest talking point.

Bailey, Mrs. Price and Larry 
O’Brien, apecial assistant to the 
president due for a luncheon 
speech today, were the principal 
Washington figures on hand. 
House and Senate leaders and 
Secretary of Agriculture Orville 
L. Freeman had reported they 
could not attend.

Bailey said, in reference to op­
position from the medical profes­
sion, that the program deals with

such problems as hospital and 
nursing home care and doesn’t in­
volve doctors at all.

Mrs. Price said at a  later , news 
conference her visit to 18 states 
since last March have convinced 
her the program is a telling issue 
nationally without much regional 
difference of opinion.

Bailey pointed out in a speech 
to the conference that only five 
Senate Republicans voted for .the 
President’s health care program.

Panels and workshops on cam­
paign problems filled the time for 
the party organization leaders of 
the 14 states.

Indiana’s Gov. Matthew E. 
Welsh was slated for the principal 
speech Satui-day night and Gov. 
Otto Kerner of IllinoLs was to 
spieak at a banquet temight. Free­
man was to be represented by an 
assistant secretary, John A. Bak­
er, at the Saturday luncheon.

Nearly 1,000 Democrats were 
expected to attend at least part 
of the conference.

Kennedy makes it plain that the 
space industry definitely will be­
come more of a growth industry.

The problem for corporate man­
age! :nts and for investors is to 
guess udiich companies will share 
in this growth. For this is an in­
dustry where obsolescence often' 
sets in even before a contract can 
be fulflllad and where tomorrow's 
contract is today Just a gleam In a 
scientist’s eye.

The Presidtent told his news con­
ference that the Defense D e t r i ­
ment to considering even larger 
budgets for U.S. space spending..

What contracts will be let and 
who will get them will plot the 
future of some companies primar­
ily allied to the missile, defense 
and space industry.’

But a still large number of com­
panies will be affected. These will 
supply the wide variety of parts 
and services that combine in the 
complicated vehicles the United 
States will launch j(n the skies .

Bach new prime 'coqtract as an­
nounced will brighten the future 
and boost the stock of the com­
pany to which it is awarded. It 
will also be top news in an un­
counted number of other compan­
ies who will do part of the work or 
supply part of the necessary gagd- 
ets. The end products of many 
others' will be attached to or used 
by the latest missile or space 
ship, launching pad or landing 
gear, or as fitttogs for capsules or 
moon caiflps. This can range from 
intricate electronic devices to spe­
cial types of fbod or beverages, 
from highly specialized metal al- 
ibya to a varied line of fuels.

The President noted that mili­
tary apace apcndlng is now nin- 
nine around |L8 billion a year, 
thfit about 40 per cent of defense 
research ftmds ara being spent for 
space. The clViiiah space - agmey 
is spending 83.7 billion a  year now. 
Both miUtary and civilian spend­
ing is expected to  climb aaxt year, 
gome thlak tbe total may riee ta 
aa sBuok IT hOlta, as t ta  Uxi(-

ed States strives to catch up and 
pass the Russians.

From industry's point of view 
military and civilian space spend­
ing is all one—what the President 
calls "a great inter-relationship.” 
And industry itself is pouring huge 
sums into, research that could im­
prove known space 'vehicles or 
produce new marvels.

The President mentioned only 
one space program, that revolving 
around the Titan missile. At least 
10 corporations have had a major 
part in this program. , .̂>nd the 
prime ccaitractor and major sub­
contractors have in turn ^ven or­
ders to a large number of compan­
ies, big and small, for parts, ma­
terials and services.

The long list of companies ac­
tive in projects tied with the space 
race contains many names famil­
iar to^general public only for their 
work in other fields. They are 
commonly known as makers ot 
autos, television sets, adding ma­
chines, washing machines, light 
bulbs, passenger planes, home 
heating controls.

But as the race beriveen tbe 
United States and ths Soviet Unkm 
to land on the moon draws ever 
more billions from the U.S. Treas­
ury, corporate managements and 
investors will -revise theii'' think­
ing.

The race to get to the moon will 
be exciting. But on the industry, 
or ground. level the race to de­
sign, to build, to equip the vehicles 
—and to recruit and train the sci­
entists for the task—will be Just as 
close.

Playboy magazine for. one (yes,
Dad, there ia more in it than 
those center-fold pictures) has 
n a m e d  Michigan State as the 
country’s No. 1 team for ’62 and 
picked the Spartans' coach, Duffy 
Daugherty as "Coach of the Pear.”

In addition; there is a verltible 
flood of specialized magazine.<< 
that contain quick rundowns of al­
most al l . the nation's collegiate 
tsams, big and small, along with 
similar guesses as to what teams 
and individuals will be the ones 
to watch.

We i>ersonally. don’t care too 
much for this type of publication 
but we can see why many col­
legiate (or professional) grind fans 
would grab them in large num­
bers—just .look far enough and 
your tesun will be picked to win.

Many Favoriteo

For example: We ecdlected a 
aoujde of the “ expert" magazines 
at a newsstand and after check­
ing through ttien plus the Playboy 
picks, find the Ivy League fa­
vorite to be—Harvard. Prince­
ton or Dartmouth! Three fa­
vorites out of an eight-team 
league isn’t bad.

In the Big Ten, Ohio Staje got 
two of the three votes for top 
^x>t but the trio of selectors got 
Just about everybody into the act 
as {Mtosibls threats.

In the red hot Southeastern 
Conference, the choices got all 
over the lot. '‘One guy picks the 
top four this way—Mississippi 
Florida, Alabama _and LSU. The 
next has Alabama^ LSU. Georgia 
Tech and Mississippi. The third 
chap, hedging his bet a little put.s 
down four teams as '"favorite.s"
(Georgia Tech. LSU, Mis.si.ssippl 
and Alabama) with Ploridn as a 
darkhorse!

And so it goes across the ooun- 
Iry. Keep in mind, too. these are

but three of a whole flock of 
similar publications knd/or ar­
ticles. So Just keep looking, you're 
favorite will be a favorite some­
where.

lf_ picking the country’s top 
tearfis Cbsfore the ;>lay) Isn’ t weird 
enough, these prb^osticative pub­
lications go one better and attempt 
to select eleven All-Americans 
from the horde of collegiate play­
ers. Picking an “All" team when 
the season ia over is bad enough, 
but before it starts is ridiculous.

Take the current selections. One 
All-American backlleld lists Son­
ny Gibbs o f TCU at quarterback. 
Jerry Stovall of TCU and Chariey 
Mitchell of Washington at half 
backs, and George S a 1 m e s of 
Michigan State at fullback. An­
other ha.s George Mira of Miami at 
quarter, Ben Wilson of Southsm 
Cal at full and Mitchell and Salmas 
(previously a fullback) at the 
halves.

We can imagine that ^ r  every 
list checked, another qdartet will 
be found. And, in a way, it’s as it 
should be. What one new’smah, or 
even group of men, ean h on e^ y  
say he (or (hey) are capable of 
rating teams and pla,v«rs from 
various parts of the country?

At the best, these men see teams 
from several conference.s but once. 
If a player has a good day. he could 
be an All-American. If he’s suffer­
ing from a minor injurj’ and is be­
low par, he’s likely to be oonyilots- 
ly forgotten.

Name Means Little

Actually, what does the All 
American tag mean, anyway? 
Certainly the proe overlook it when 
picking men. Many are ths "name” 
collegians who have yet to play 
their first minute with the play for 
payers.

The rosters of the pro oiubs sre 
dotted with colleges that are sel­
dom heard of in the “all ” ratings 
Uke Grambllng. Kent SUte, Mor­
gan SUte, Arnold, Ball State. 
Morris Harvey, Howard Payne and 
many others. Sure the big name 
schools are there too but because 
you were a BMOC (big man on 
campus) a s a collegian doesn’t 
guarantee you of a thing when pro­
time comes.

But. I suppose, it makes inter­
esting reading. And if a g\iy hap­
pens to get lucky, and make a few 
right picks he can then classify 
himself a.s an expert and take his 
crystal ball on the supjjer circuit.

BERLIN (AP) — Wild 
shooting along Berlin’s wall- 
which apparently hurt lio one 
—kept this divided city on the 
alert for fresh trouble today.

But U.S. officials in Washington 
were reported confident, barring 
new outbreaks of violence such as 
the anU-SovIet riots in West Ber­
lin earlier in the week, that the 
peak of tension had passed for 
the time being.

West Berlin police reports iu 
dicSted about 100 shots were 
fired from the Communist aide of 
the wall in four different places 
during the night.

Some of the shooting probably 
was aimed at a 20-yeark>ld sol 
dier ot the East German People's 
Army who reached West Berlin 
a t 3:30 a.m. He was unhurt.

Only 35 minutes later, about a 
mile away. West Berlin police 
looked on helplessly while Eiast 
German police firad a t a  man 
trying to swim the Landwehr 
Canal' to West Berlin. He was 
hauled into an Eiast Berlin police 
boat only about 10 yalrds fronj the 
West Berlin bank. Apparently he 
was not hurt either.

Venus Shot 
Scheduled  
For ^ d a y

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla. 
(AP) — American scientists 
plan to launch a Mariner 2 
spacecraft toward Venus 
early Sunday to probe secrets 
of the far-away planet.

Sometime in a three-hour period 
after midnight, a  powerful Atlas- 
Agena B rocket Is scheduled to 
roar skyward to start the 447- 
pound gold-and-silver plaited pay- 
load on an intended 182 miiUon- 
mile trip.

The Venus shot is the first of 
four major satellite launchings in 
the next five weeks and five more 
before the end of the year planned 
by the National Aeronautics and 
Space Administration.

The other major launchings be­
fore Oct. 1. disclosed in a confi­
dential flight schedule listed in an 
NASA booklet called “Pocket SU- 
Ustics,” include the proposed six- 
orbit Mercury ' sawllite flight of 
astronaut Walter M. Schlrra, 
planned for late September; a 150- 
pound Relay communlckUons sat­
ellite, and another Telstar satel­
lite.

American Telephone and Tele­
graph Co. is financing the Telstar 
project. Relay, like Telstar, is de­
signed to orbit between 600 and 
3,000 miles, transmitting commu-

Do Russians Find 
West Weakening?

An AP News Analysis

The 1962 Soviet offensive 
against West Berlin has the look 
of a careful probe inspired by 
what the Kremlin reads as signs 
of weakness.

Rhd propaganda creates an im­
pression that Premier Khrushchev

It is cautious, however. The 
world Communist leadership ap­
pears to believe a sudden nuclear 
war is entirely possible through 
accident or misctdculation.

The Russians have abolished 
their military command in Berlin 
and permitted their East German 
puppets to appoint a commander 
of their own. The U.S. State De­
partment says it sees in this an 
attempt to disassociate the Rus­
sians from events revolving about 
the wall cutting Berlin In half.

That may be so, but it is diffi­
cult to brileve It’s the whole 
story. The new offensive was 
months in prepearation. This time 
there are indications that Klmish- 
chev hopes to achieve significant 
gains.

Undoubtedly Moscow noted the 
behind-scenes debates between 
Washington and Qiancellor Kon­
rad  Adenauer's West German 
government. There were signs of 
West German nervousness about 
current U.S. strategic defense 
planning. There have been hints 
of annoyance In Waaliingtoii at 
West German criticisms of U.S. 
policy in dealing with' the Com­
munist threat. T%ere Is European 
uneasiness over the developing 
French • West German alliance

( .̂which might dominate the Com­
mon Market.

The Soviet aim in reheating the 
crisis could be to aggravate what­
ever tensions exist among the 
Western partners, to widen rifts, 
to come out of a patently dan­
gerous Berlin situation with con­
cessions.

The world has lived with the 
Berlin crisis 17 years. In a half 
dozen sepai
slans brought it' to k^MrQiuk .bpll. 
Each time the Rusriani 'backed 
off when the going tecame too
hot.

The first such offensive was 
Stalin’s attempt to take over West 
Berlin with a blockade. He backed 
off in May, 1949, defeated by a 
massive airlift.

The next try came in 1955, after 
the U.S.S.R. got over the shock 
of Stalin’s death. Responding to 
a Western decision to bring West 
Germany into NATP, the Kremlin 
formed the Warsaw Pact and 
made new threats against Berlin. 
It backed away amid growing un­
rest in its own satellite empire.

In 1958 the Russians did it 
again. Khrushchev issued an ul­
timatum: The West would sign 
peace treaties with both Ger 
manys in six montlis or risk the 
consequences. He withdrew the 
ultimatum later and eased mat­
ters with his visit to the UiUted 
States '.in 1959. )

The . threats wei^e renewed In 
1960 in advance of the Paris sum­
mit meeting, which blew up be­
fore it could get started. Only a 
few days later Kliruahchev, In 
Ehist Beilin, was backing sway.

The retired Air Force major 
spent FridAy night attempting to 
provide farmers in th6 McCrory 
area with aome of the overflow 
from the Little Rock rain.

The farmers have deposited $400 
in the bank a t McCrory and say 
Berry will get it if he provides 
them with an inch of rain by Mon­
day.

MOSCOW (API--Soviet Premier 
Khrushchev says industrial. coop­
eration among the Communist 
states soon will help them to sur- 
pa.ss the West and to aid unde­
veloped nations.

In an article published today in 
"Problems of Peace -and Social­
ism,” Khrushchev said that of pri­
mary Importance was the decision 
of the leaders of the Communist 
countries last June giving decisive 
authority to national party and 
government leaders to harmonize 
and apportion production tasks 
among their nations.

Apparently the new group has 
supranational authority to appor­
tion to each country the industrial 
production to which it is best suit­
ed. Only the Soviet Union, Khrush­
chev explained, should count on 
having a completely self-contained 
economy.

Even the Soviet Union, he said, 
would benefit from apportioning 
some of the production- tasks to 
other countries of the group.

By contrast, he said, capitalist 
countries are trying to consolidate 
their production areas “to weaken 
the negative consequences found 
in the development of capitalist 
economy.” He did* not specifically 
mention the European Common 
Market but it has been the subject 
of unrelenting attacks by the So­
viet premier.
’ The Communist-bloc countries 
are banded into what is called the 
Council of Mutual Economic Aid, 
commonly known as Comicon.

Building Castro’s Defense

Red Arms for Cuba 
Not Alarming to U.S.

WASHINGTON (AP) — U.S. ot 

ficlals are watchihg the new 
Soviet arms shipments to Cuba 
with interest but something less 
Uian alarm.

Chief reason for their ' attitude: 
The Russian aid appears aimed 
at buildipg up Prime Minster Fi 
del Castro's defenses, not his 
ability to strike out at his neigh- 
)M>rs.

U.S. officials reported Friday 
that eight Russian cargo vessels 
recently docked at Cuban ports 
with military equipment and a 
dozen more Soviet freighters are 
en route. An unspecified. number 
of additional ^oviet ships were 
said to )iay> brought an estimated 
3,000 to 5,000 Communist bloc 
technicians.

The military, cargoes reportedly 
included communications vans, 
radar vans, trucks, mobile gen­
erator units and perhaps antiair­
craft (surface to air) "missile of 
the Nike type, which Moscow has 
furnished to Indonesia'and Iraq.

More than )ialf the technicians 
appeared to be military, special­
ists, said the officials, but they 
estimated the number would be 
reasonable fm' assembling the 
weapons and training the ^ b a h s  
how to use' them.

They also reported no'evidence 
of Soviet or other Communist bloc 
combat troops, surface to surfape 
(offensive) rockets, atomic war­
heads or Communist ChineM, 
technician.

problems at home.

From Castro’s stand^lnf,' I t  
was theorized that the Ruuian 
aid is welcome as a strengthening 
of his force at home and a de­
monstration to the hemisphere of 
the might of his Communist ally.

Castro’s problems at home as 
severe enough to topple liim now. 
Nor do they seem particularly 
worried about the prospect of lii  ̂
strengthened defenses.
