Mariner Races
Toward Venus

$might have affected its trajectory.

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla.
(AP)—A Mariner 2 space-
craft rocketed into space to-
day and scientists reported
there is a possibility it will
pass near the planet Venus as
planned despite an early tra-
Jectory error.

If the early line is followed the
Mariner will miss the planet by
mare than 800,000 miles, but an ef-
fort will be made by remote con-
trol steering to put it back on
course,

The key to jockeying Mariner 2
back onto its proper path is a 50-
pound thrust motor which Is to be
fired by ground signal eight days
after launching when the space-
craft in more than a miilion miles
away from earth.

By then sclentists will have cal-
culated the vehicle's path velocity
precisely and will know just how
long to fire the amall motor to
straighten out the course.

Mariner 2 blasted away from
Cape Canaveral at 1:53 a.m. atop
a powerful Atlas-Agena B rocket.
Half an hour later the rocket In-
jected the spacecraft on an inter-
planetary trajectory.

The exact reason for the space-
craft being off course in its early
“stages was not immediately
known. But officlals suspected
that an abnormal rolling motion

in the first stage Atlas rocket

The rolling motion occurred for
about 50 seconds of the five-min-
ute Atlas flight. -

It was thought at first that in-
dications of rolling might be due
to & false radio signal from the
Atlas. But after analysis of data,

Life Formed in Test Tube?

Scientist

CORVALLIS, Ore. (AP)
Utah scientist has succeeded in
making infectious viruses out of
inert chemicals for the first time,
it was reported here today.

Dr, George W. Cochran produced
viruses which cause a diseass in
tobaceo plants. His testtube viruses
can infect plants.

To make the viruses, he also
put Into the test tube the infec-
tioua core or nucleic acid obtained
from other tobacco viruses. . This
infectious portion then organized
the inert chemicals into the new
virusea. It contains the complex
genetic code to do so.

Answering his own question
whether this could mean forming
“life" in a test-tube, Dr. Cochran

the [said, “If viruses are considered to

be living objects, then the anawer

yes.
However, he said the most sig-
nificant result was that by produc-
ing viruses apart from a living
cell, the virusformation process
could be studied more closely in
seeking counter-weapons,

“It permits for the first time
an understanding of the blochem-
istry of the virus-forming process
itself,”” he sald In an Interview.
“We can now examine it in great
detail,, and very accurately, and
should be able to select chemi-
cals to 1

cancer. They cause world eco-
nomic losses eatimated at a billlon
dollars annually.

They are smaller than bacteria,
a0 small they can be seen only
with an electron microscope mag-
nifying 10,000 to 200,000 times.
They exist on an obscure border-
line between living and nonliving
matter, possibly a link between
them,

It was noted, in Dr. Cochran's
experiments, that the bullding of
the virus structure was not entire-
ly man-directed,

The code that guided the com-
plex combination of chemicals to
form the viruses was derived
from a molecule -with no_living
properties, taken from an infected
plant. It was the command mech-
anism or pattern that organised
the raw chemicals introduced by
the researchers into the thread-
like viruses. . .

“It zippered them together like
the zipper om .a. valise,” he sald.

Dr. Cochran, & plant patholigist
at Utsh State University, heads a
research team there, supported
partially by grants from the Na-
tional Institutes of Health and the
U.8. Atomie Energy Commission.

'"Viruses have never been pro-
duced before outside of a living
cell,” he said, noting that viruses
often have been reproduced in
test tubes by adding them to liv-

cells, as in nature.

The United States blamed the

The property man begins assem-
bling all the properties that will
be needed, sometimes croasing the
sphere of action of other company
members. The handkerchlef in
“Otheilo,” for example, is a prop-
erty, not a part of Desdemona's
costume.

The casting director and the in-
tendant, together with a conduc~
tor, go over the music manuseript
as il is presented. The casting
director knows the range of every
singer he intends to use, and if
the composer writes a part loo
high or too low, he will be told
about it, and have to revise. In-
tendant and conductor will also
make suggestions, and even the
stage director may get into this
conference, He may suggest that
there be more muaic written to
cover the time needed to change
two sets, for example.

All the time, of course, these
people are busy with current pro-
duction problems. A new Broad-
way production will infect every-
body associated in the production
with enthusinsm, since this is the
only thing they are working on.
Not so an opera. It's an added
burden for the company. and the
composer will be lucky if he gets
moderately civil attention under
the circumstances.

With an act, or 5o of music com-
pleted and approved, copyists are
employed to extract the individual
parts from the composer's score.
They work under the supervision
of the company librarian, and may
be hired only rs occasion requires,
Everyhody else {s a full-time mem-
ber of the company.

Copying parts is a slow process,
so you'll have to walt a week unti)
thn do their task. and we can go
on wuh our production.

"How many points do you need
for Kn overcall at the level of
two?" asks a reader. The anawer:
About 800 points. Here's what
tendl to happen when you count

'nu. hand was, dealt in the re-
cent Intercity Championship be-
tween Minneapolis and Houston.
At one table a Minneapolis expert
thought the South hand was worth
an overcall of two diamonds, He
had a reasonable number of points
for this bid, but he didn't have the
tricks.

West doubled and led the king
of hearts after nobody could think
of a further bid. He switched to
spades, and East shifted to clubs,
giving West a club ruff. West
then took two more hearls and
walited for his trump trick. This
all came Lo B00 points,

The Minneapolis team had =
further loss on this hand at the
other table of the match. Here
the Twin Cities had the East-West
cards, and Houston experts sal
North-8outh.

The bidding began with two
passes and a bid of one spade by
East, as before. But Bobby Nalil
passed the South hand. He has
had too much experience to bid
two diamonds on such a doubtful
hand,

This left it up to West, He
wanted to bid 2%y spades, but the
rules don't permit fractiona!l bids
West tried to mark time with a
response of two diamonds, hoping
Lo show the apade support later,

Unfortunatgly for Waest, there
wis no later. East dropped him
al two d onds. Mayvbe West
ahould have made this lamentable
contract, bul he actually went
down one for a loss of 50 points.

Bven if West had made a part
score, the ‘result at the second ta-
ble would have been unimportant
The damage was done at the first
table, where South bid two dia-
monds.

A wvulnerable overcall at the
level of two should show a hand
that will produce about six sure
tricks. Never mind points. If
you have your six tricks you'll

have the points, too. If vou have
the points without the tricka, get
ready to pay out 800 points to the
opponents,

filtered it through an agar jell fil-
ter to remove life cells and inter-
fering elemeonts.

‘‘Synthesizing molccules,”” con-
taining the secret formula for as-
sembling the chemicals into vir-
uses were thus extracted. He said
the molecule guides could be used
over and over again to make
more viruses.

With ene molecule mechanism,

The Stefansson collection began
with 300 books given to him by
the American Geographical Soci-
oty of New York. In 1953 Dart.
mouth purchased the collection
from the explorer.

Bhortly after Stefansson's birth
at Arnes, Manitoba, his family
moved to the Dakota Territory.
Stefannson first attended the Uni-
versity of North Dakota, Lthen
transferred to the University of
Yowa, where he was graduated in
1903. F'rom 1908 to 1908 he studied
compardtive religions and antho-
pology at Harvard but took time
for two expeditions to Iceland.

Between 1013 and 1018 Stefans-
son commanded a Canadian expe-
dition that spent five years north
of the Arctic Circle. On this jour.
ney he discovered five Islands
claimed for Canada. Later the Ca- |
nadian board on georgraphical!
names named an island off the
northeast shore of Victoria Island
for Stefansson.

In 1841 the 6l.year-old bachelor
married Evelyn Schwartz Baird,
his research assistant. Mrs. Stef-
ansson now {s librarian of the
Stefansson collection. There are'
no children.

‘nii“ifmnim{: in Berlin appears
to have eased ‘slightly, at least for
the moment. It's too early to guess
what might be the Soviet motive
for ahifting from provocative acts
to empty accusations, like holding
the Allies responsibie for the aton-
ing of Russian soldiers by angry
Weat Berliners.

One explanation Is that the
USSR haa been sobered again by
the unified strong stand of the
three Western powers, Another is
that Rusaia is Lrying Lo soften the
way for talks on the Berlin dilem-
ma which is possibly as knolty a
problem for them as it is for us.
Still another is that the crisis
was precipitated by the Reds for
some purpose of their own and had
done its work. It is of course, a
common Communistic tactic to
creale external confusion to
screen some housecleaning task.
In thin case it might be that Pre-
mier Khrushchev is trying to cor-
rect the Russian fallure to make
workable the government under
Walter Ulbricht, the unpopular
head of the East German Commu-
nisl regime and one of the last of
the Stalinists still in front line
office.

President John F. Kennedy and
Prime Minister Harold Macmillan
said in a joint statement that, un-
ke underground tesling, nuclear
tests in the atmosphere, under wa-
ter and in outer space ‘‘can be
effectively verified without on-site
inspections.'!

For months in the prolracted
Geneva nuclear negotiations the
Russians have halked at all pro-
posals for on-site inspections to in-
sure compliance with a ban.

Last week the Russians also re-
Jected the idea of a partial ban
policed only by each nation's de-
tection equipment, such as the
United States and Britain pro-
posed today.

The idea of such a partial ban
was originally put before the con-
ference by Brazil. Soviel Deputy
Forelgn Minister Vasily V. Kuz-
netsov told the disarmament con-
ference his government was only
interested in measures to end all
testing. Otherwise, he contended,
the United States would continue
underground tests and gain mili.
tady advances at the expense of
the Soviet Union.

Dean submitted & seven-page
draft treaty providing for a sus-
pension of tests "in the atmos-
phere, above the atmosphere, or
in territorial or high seas, of In
any other environment I such ex-
plosion causes radioactive debris
to be present outside the territor-
ial limits of the state under whose
Jurisdiction or control such explo-
sion s condupted.

“Bach of the parties to this
treaty undertakes to refrain from
causing, encouraging, or in any
way participating in, the carrying
out of any nuclear weapon test ex-
plosion anywhere which would
take place In any of the environ-
ments described, or have the ef-
fect proscribed above.”

The treaty would permit explo-
slons for peaceful purposes in any
of these environments if the ori-

i parties to the agreement
give their unanimous consent, or
in accordance with an annex
which was not immediately pub-
lished.

Kennedy and Macmillan ex-
preased In thelr joint statement a
strong preference for a clear-cut
ban on all nuclear testing.

They sald: “For the safety and
security of all of us, this deadly
competition must be halted."

But they said they are prepared
to conclude an early agreement,
covering the ‘more limited field,
“if this represents the widest area
of agreement possible at this
time.”

Andrew T. Hatcher, assistant
White House press secretary, in
handing out the Kennedy-Macmil-
lan statement, refused to amplify
it in any way.

“The statement speaks for {t-
self” he said.

He said the treaty proposals
will bg placed on the table before
the ament conference in
Geneva by Arthur H. Dean, chief
U.8. negotiator.

Kennedy and Macmillan said:

“A guaranteed end to all nuclear
testing in all’ environments is a
fundamental objective of the free
world."”

“We are deeply comvinced that
the achievelnent of this objective
would serve our best national in-
terests and the national interests
of all nations of the world."”

They recalled that, in recent
weeks the United States and the
United Kingdom have renewed
their efforts at Geneva to reach
this goal.

, Thelr statement sald that the
alternative proposal calling for
som less than an all-out ban
on nuclear testing would make it
easier to prevent the spread of
nuclear weapans to countries not
now poasessing them,

“It would free mankind from the
dangers and fear of radioactive
fallout,”” they waid, adding that
“‘agreement on such a treaty might
be a firsl step toward an agree-
ment banning testing in all en-
vironments."

“The United States and the
United Kingdom cannol emphasize
too strongly the urgency we attach
to the problem of ending all nu-
clear testing once and for all,"” the

The effects of the Simsbury de-
cision will extend beyond the, geo-
graphical limits of the town, how-
ever, The ridge is but seven milen
from Hartford, and is visible from
towns in both the Connectictt and
Farmington River Valleys.

Since it is heavily wooded, the
mountain offers readily visible
oontrast to the rapidly spreading
suburban and wrban development
of Bloomfield, Hartford and West
Hartford.

The logical agency to deal with
this inter-town problem s the
Capitol Region Planning Agency.

The CRPA did, in fact, take no-
tice of the problem and set about
studying the effects of such de-
velopment on the surrounding
area.

During the preparation of a de-
velopment plan for the Capitol
Region, the CRPA had pald spé-
cial ‘attention to the need for new
open space reservations to match
the growing population of Hart-
ford and i{s environs.

A study was made of the Talcott
Mountain-Farmington River area
as a part of the larger plan. On
the basia of this study, the CRPA
reached the contlusion that the
Talcott Mountain ridge was “es-
sential to the open space needs of
the Capitol Region.”

The agency first considered
recommending the land- be bought
jointly by Simsbury and the neigh-
boring towns of Avon and Bloom-
field. Such a plan seemed out of
the question because of difficulties
of coordination between the com-
munities,

Since there I8 no regional or
metropolitan park agency, the
CRPA approached the State Park
and Forest Commission, recom-
mending "the mcquisition of the

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is not willing to sell at the pur-
chase price.

Donald C. Mathews, director of
the state commission, did
that a private organization t
be formed to buy the ridge. ®
state could donate towards the
sale price If, for example, the
neighboring towns put up a por-
tion of the necessary money.

In September the CRPA will
meet again to consider various
means of buying Taleott Moun-
tain. The effectiveness of their
recommendations are limited to
the response they get from indi-
vidusls and communities, for the
agency has power only to advise
member communities,

In the meantime, there is noth-
ing to stop Times Tower Estates
from going ahead with at least
part of their plans.

Although the requested rezon-
ing cannot even be considered until
the Simsbury Zoning Commission
meets sometime in September, the
ridge Is already zoned for residen-
tial use. The developers are le-
gally entitled to start building
single family homes if they wish,

What eventually becomes of the
area will depend upon the de-
cigion of Times Tower Estates, and
the effectiveness of the CRPA in
mobilizing opinion and arousing
initiative f~om the individuals and
communities that will be affected
by the disappearance of the forest-
ed mountainside to the west of
Hartford."

Eighty-three per cent said they
felt that there were no abnormal
psychological responses In their
own sons, 11 sald “'somelimes,"” aix
per cent said there were. There

Ben Bella Backers
Seek United Front

ALGIERS (AP) — The chief of
the regular Algerian army sum-
moned guerrilla leaders to & meet-
ing in eastern Algeria today in an

effort to weld a common front

inst anti-Ben Bella guerrillas
controlling Algiers and the sur-
rounding area.

From his headquarters in west-
ern Algeria, Col. Houari Boumedi-
enne .called the commanders of
Wilayas (military zones) Nos. 1,
2, 5 and 6 to the meeting in Setif,
150 miles east of Algiers on the
road to Constantine.

The leaders of Wilayas 3 and
4, who chased Deputy Premier
Ahmed Ben Bella's Political Bu-
reau out of the capital, were not
invited.

Boumedienne, chief of the 45,000
man regular army, dclearly was
attempting to unite most of Al-
geria’s 100,000 troops t the
anti-Ben Bella guerrilla command-
ers in central Algeria. But there
was no sign that shooting was
imminent.

Diplomatic observeras believe
the oppos sides will continue to
try to avoid bloodshed. They fear,
however, that a form of military
dictatorship will emerge from the
economic chmos and bitter politi-
cal bickering that has prevailed
since independence July 3.

The anti-Ben Bella leaders com-
mand an imposing force of tough-
ened veterans of the war for inde-
pendence against France. Wilaya
¢, controlling Algiers, is believed
to "have 20,000 men under arms.
Their supporters in Wilaya 3, in
the Kabylie Mountalhs to the east,
are estimated at 10,000.

Boumedienne's own troops are
largely untested, having sat out
most of the war in Morocco and
Tunisia. Despite Boumedienne's
order plac them under the
command of general staff, the
four other wilayas have given no
indication that they are prepared
to fight their guerrilla brothers.

the United States in the race for

Information relayed by Mariner
2 could help scientists and astron-
omers unravel secrels concealed
for centuries by the planet's con-
stant cloud layers. It could deter-
mine whether life as we know it
possibly could exist on the planet,
mmothlng doubted by most sclene

s,

The spacecraft motor became
all-important Monday when analy-
sls of tracking data indicated an
excellent chance Mariner 2 can be
directed from the ground to the
vicinity of Venus even though it
is far off course.

The critical firing of the motor
by ground signal i scheduled ten-
tatively for next Tuesday, Sept. 4,
after the flight path, alignment,
speed and other factors have been
carefully computed.

The National Acronautics and
Space Administration expressed
much concern shortly after the
lnunching when early tracking n-
dicated the spacecraft trajectory
was off by as much as 600.000
miles. This would have been too
great for the midcourse motor,
which has a capability of correct-
ing an error up to 500,000 miles.

It Is essential that the probe ap-
proach within 25000 miles of
Venus if it ix to gather the de-
sired measurements,
