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WASHINGTON (AP) —.̂ n̂amed by the.. communications
President Kennedy has on his 
desk today the , communica­
tions satellite bill he wanted.

It sets up a private, profit-mak­
ing corporation to njh the US., 
portion of an eventual global net­
work on space relay stations.

’The House approved a Senate 
version of the bill 372 to 10 Mcm- 
-day, foreclosing any chance to an­
other Senate filibuster.

A small group of House liberals 
argued again that the bill repre­
sents a giveaway of millions of 
taxpayers’ dollars spent on space 
research that makes' the revolu­
tionary communications system 
possible.

Rep. William Springer, R-Ill., 
said, "If you say this is a give­
away bill, you’re saying the Pres­
ident sent down a giveaway bill 
to the Congress., of the United 
States." He added, " ’The prestige 
of this country is on the line with 
this bill."

Rep. Oren Harris, D-Ark., 
chairman of the House Commerce 
Ck>mmittee, said, "Our nation 
needs it. It needs it now, and 
Without further delay.”

Rep. W. R. Poage. D-Tex., who 
voted against the bill, said the 
corporation’s board of directors 
would be dominated by the Amer­
ican Telephone A Telegraph Co.

The private enterprise approach 
to the problem of how to run a 
global communications network 
was worked out In the executive 
branch after months of behind the 
scenes debate. It has the strong 
backing of the President.

The satellite corporation would 
have 15 directCM's: six named by 
the communications companies, 
six elected by public stockholders 
and three appointed by the Presi­
dent.

The communications companies 
could buy up to 50 per cent of the 
stock. The other half would be of­
fered to the public at $100 a 
share.

The bill as it passed the House 
had a provision providing for a 
reduced number of directors to be

companies if they did not sub­
scribe to their fifil share of the 
stock. TTiis was knocked out by 
the Senate.
’ Perhaps the most important 
change the Senite made relates 
to ownership of the ground re­
ceiving' stations that will catch 
the signals from the orbiting 
satellites and feed them Into 
ground communications systems.

Tropical Storm 
Runs NE Along 
Atlantic Shore

HATTERAS. N.C. (AP)—’Trop­
ical storm Alma gave the North 
Carolina coast and Outer Banks 
a light brushoff today and moved 
northeastward along the Atlantic 
shore.

’The center of the feeble storm, 
described by the Miami Weather 
Bureau as poorly organized, was 
located in the vicinity of Cape 
Hatteras, N.C., at 8 a.m., moving 
northeastward at about 18 miles 
per hour.

Maximum, winds were estimated 
at 45 m.p.h. just east of the cen­
ter with squalls of 30 to 40 m.p.h. 
extending some 200 miles In the 
eastern semicircle. The western 
half was described as relatively 
weEdi.

’Pie storm brought drenching 
rains apd the Weather Bureau 
said these will occur in the coast­
al areas northwest and north of 
the center.

No damage was reported.
Cape Hatteras reported 6.21 

inches of rain between 1 and 6 
a.m. a period when the storm was 
centered southwest of there.

Man, 2 Boys 
Drowned in 
State Water

Three persons perished in 

accidental drownings in Con- 
neeticut yesterday.

Two young boys drowned in a 
small, muddy pond' in Waterbury 
off the ' Naugatuck River while 
playing with a makeshift raft.

A 35-year-old Jewett City man 
drowned in the Mystic River in 
Mystic when he attempted to save 
his 10-year-old daughter. The girl 
was rescued unharmed.

The boys, Philip Matoln, 12, and 
Danta Whedbee, 8, were part of a 
group of five youngsters at the 
pond. Police said young Whedbee, 
a non-swimmer, tumbled into the 
water and Mabin jumped in to try 
to rescue him.

Both • boys went under as they 
struggled in the water.

A third boy on shore, Lee Hunter, 
12. pulled in the raft and tried to 
use it to rescue them but was un­
successful. Their bodies were re­
covered by skin divers.

The Jewett City man, Donald P. 
Thlbeault, was piloting his 18-foot 
cabin cruiser about a mile north of 
Mystic Seaport when his daughter, 
Anna, a non-swimmer, fell Into 
the water.

He jumped in aftdr her. police 
said, and drowned.

They were puzzled by the drown­
ing since ’ITilbeaiilt apparently was 
a competent swimmer, they said.

’The girl was rescued by Walter 
Rodrick, 15. Mystic, who was 
passing in his outboard. Another 
cabin cruiser picked up Thlbeault’s 
body.

Against Algiers Guerrillas

Ben Bella Backers 
Seek United Front

ALGIERS (AP) — The chief of<f>zones imder a unified central com-
the regular Algerian army sum­
moned guerrilla leaders to a meet­
ing in eastern Algeria today in an 
effort to weld a common front 
against anti-Ben Bella guerrillas 
controlling Algiers and the sur­
rounding area.

From his headquarters in west­
ern Algeria, Col. Houari Boumedi- 
enne . called the commanders of 
WUayas (military zones) Nos. 1, 
2, 5 and 6 to the meeting in Setif, 
160 miles east of Alg;lers on the 
road to Constantine.

The leaders of WUayas 3 and 
4, who chased Deputy Premier 
Ahmed Ben Bella’s Political Bu­
reau out of the capital, were not 
invited.

Boumedienne, chief of the 45,000- 
man regular army, <5Iearly was 
attempting to unite most of Al­
geria’s 100,000 troops against the 
anti-Ben Bella guerrilla command 
ers in central Algeria. But there 
was no sign that shooting was 
imminent.

Diplomatic observers believe 
the opposing sides wlU continue to 
try to avoid bloodshed. They fear, 
however, that a form of military 
dictatorship wUl emerge from the 
economic chaos and bitter politi- 
cal bickering' that has prevailed 
since independence July 3.

The anti-Ben Bella leaders com­
mand an imposing force of tough- 
med'veterans of the war for inde­
pendence against France. Wilaya 
4, ^controlling Algiers, is believed 
to have 20,000 men under arms. 
Tfiair supporters in WUaya 3, in 
the Kabylie MountsUhs to the east, 
are estimated at 10,000.

Boumedienne’s own troops are 
largely untested, having sat out 
most of the war in Morocco and 
’Tunisia. Despite Boumedienne’s 
ortjer placing them under the 
command ot his general staff, the 
four other wllayas have given no 
in^cation that they are prepared 
to' fight their guerrilla brothers.

It was resistance to Ben Bella’s 
efforts to bring the sfic guerrilla

mand that caused WUaya 4’s re­
bellion against the Political Bu­
reau, sending it in flight to Oran. 
’The Algiers guerrUlas accused the 
Political Bureau of betraying the 
revolution and launched bitter at­
tacks against the West, Europeans 
and "neocolonialists.’ ’

In Oran, Ben Bella’s PoliUcal 
Bureau issued a statement accus­
ing the Algiers guerrUlas of plan­
ning to Impose their wUI on the 
capital "deraite. the unanimous 
opposition of-^he Algerian people.”  
It also anncHinced the appointment 
of Mohammed Khider, Ben Bel­
la’s chief aide, as foreign minis­
ter, replacing Mohammed Bou- 
diat

Boudiaf, the only emti-Ben Bella 
man on the old political bureau, 
resigned Saturday.

Rivals Map 
Fast Action 
O nTaxBiU

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
Contending forces on the em­
battled tax revision bill plan 
ned to get together today on a 
procedure to Expedite action 
on the complex measure.

-Alt one point in the first formal 
day of debate yesterday it appeared 
that foes of Uie many dianges in 
the Wll had forced a procedure 
which would bring separate votes 
on the 174 finance committee 
amendments.

But Sen. AlbeK Gore. D-Tenn., 
who took the lead in this maneuver, 
told a reporter he had agreed to 
drop any such plan and concentrate 
instead on the'six or eight amend­
ments to which he particularly ob­
jected.

This decision revived hopes of the 
Senate Democratic leaders to win 
final passage of the bill by this 
wekend. ’They are threatening 
Saturday and Lohor Day meetings 
if the final vote does not cbme by 
Friday.

On an involved bill of this kind, 
the normal floor procedure is to 
adopt the numerous committee 
amendments in one block and then 
consider any changes desired by in­
dividual senators.

But this takes unanimous con­
sent and when Sen. Robert S. Kerr. 
D-Okla., floor manager for the bill, 
made the usual request yesterday 
at the outset of formal debate. 
Gore blocked H.

Senate leaders were so smprised ! 
they did not even know how many 
committee amendments were in­
volved. Parliamentarians 'made a 
detailed check and came up with 
the total of 174.

Under the rule that would apply 
after Kerr’s request was denied, 
the Senate would have to consider 
each committee amendment sep­
arately before any other amend­
ments could be offered.

However, the leaders went into 
a series of huddles with the op­
ponents of the major finance com­
mittee changes and agreed to meet 
today on a compromise.

Gore said he expected that out 
of this would come agreement to 
adopt all but six or eight of the 
committee amendments In a body.

Herbert Hoover, 88, 
Has Long Surgery

NEW YORK (AP) — Former 
President Herbert Hoover under­
went an apparently lengthy ab­
dominal operation today at the 
age of 88.

A report from Columbia Pres­
byterian Medical Center said at 
12:30, almost five hours after 
Hoover was taken to the operating 
room, that the surgery was near­
ing completion.

Hoover was wheeled into the 
operating room at 7:30 a.m. for 
removal of a polypoid lesion In 
the upper part of the large bowel.

’The growth was described as a 
type that generally is non- 
cancerous.

Hoover had entered the center 
Aug, 20 for a routine physical 
checkup. The hospiUI said Mon­
day that tests had shown eviijeitce 
of the lesion.

Hoover, president from 1929 to 
1933, had been In unusually good 
health despite his advanced years.

He "was able to travel to his 
birthplace. West Branch, Iowa, 
for a ceremony marking his 88th 
birthday Aug. 10.

He also was busy with speaking 
engagements, writing and varied 
other activities.

Hoover had been to the hospital 
four years ago for removal of his 
gall bladder.

NEW LONDON (AP) — Skate 
received a warm welcome today on 
it# return from a North Pole ren­
dezvous with a sister nuclear sub­
marine.

Skies remained overcast, but a 
steady rain stopped by the time 
.Gkitgrcame up the TThames River, 
escorted by fkeboats that spouted 
streams of watery welcome.

The Skate and Seadragon met 
July 31 under the polar ice pack, 
and surfaced together through a 
small hole in the ice on Aug. 2. 
Seadragon, after the rendezvous 
headed for Seattle.

Cmdr. Joseph L. Skoog Jr., skip­
per of the Skate, said during the 
ceremony today at the State Pier 
here that the North Pole meeting 
was "not an exploration, not a 
feat of derring-do. but rather the 
orderly routine execution of a de' 
tailed order.

"I think the most Important 
thing.,of all la that we were able to 
follow the script.”

Hundreds of relatives and 
friends of the Skate crew were on 
hand to welcome the returning 
submariners.

Rear Adm. Lawson P. Ramage, 
deputy commander of the Atlantic 
Submarine Force, presented the 
Navy’s congratulation.s to the 
Skate, its crew and the civilians 
aboard.

Skate tied up alongside the subs 
Halfbeak and Seawolf. Gangplainks 
were set up so that Skate crewmen 
could cross over the other two sub­
marines and reach the tender Ful­
ton, where the ceremonies were 
held.

Apparently to give the young­
sters a special treat, a man dress­
ed as Santa Claus' rode the Skate’s 
sail as the submarine moved 
toward the pier.

Ramage told the crowd that the 
North Pole voyage had proved con­
vincingly the capability of atomic 
submarines for "probing inner 
space.’’

2 Pacifists GetjSevere Quake
Rocks Greece, 
Southern Italy

ATHENS, Greece (AP) — A se­
vere earthquake shook most of 
Greece for 20 seconds today, top- 
ling homes in some areas. One 
death was reported.

The quake here was accompan­
ied by strong tremors across 
southern Italy, where a quake last 
week took 20 lives. But no deaths 
were reported in Italy and offi­
cials said initial checks indicated 
the damage there was alight.

Nine persons were injured In 
Naples by falling as they rushed 
from their homes.

On the Amalfi coast of Italy 
where Jacqueline Kennedy is va­
cationing, the quake was barely 
felt. ’The American First Lady was 
sightseeing in the Amalfi Cathe­
dral and did not notice the disturb­
ance.

Flight Path 
Change Set 
For Sept. 4

CAPE CANAVERAI^ Fla. 

(A P )— A small ace-in-the* 
hole motor weighing 37.3 
pounds is the big key to Amer­
ica’s attaining the world's 
moat significant interplane­
tary achievement —  shooting 
the Mariner 2 spacecraft on 
an exploratory mission past 
Venus.

If the complex space messenger 
•sweeps within 10.000 miles of Ve­
nus in December as planned—aft­
er a 180-miIlion mile trip—it would 
mark a major breakthrough for 
the United States in the race for 
space.

Information relayed by Mariner 
2 could help scientists and astron­
omers unravel secrets concealed 
for centuries by the planet’s con­
stant cloud layers. It could deter­
mine whether life as we know it 
possibly could exi.st on the planet, 
something doubted by most scien­
tists.

The spacecraft motor became 
all-important Monday when analy­
sis of tracking data indicated an 
excellent chance Mariner 2 can be 
directed from the ground to the 
vicinity of Venus even though it 
is far off course.

’rife critical firing of the motor 
by ground signal Is scheduled ten­
tatively for next ’Tuesday, Sept, 4, 
after the flight path, alignment, 
speed and other factors have been 
carefully computed.

’The National Aeronautics and 
Space Administration e.xpressed 
much concern shortly after tha 
launching when early tracking in­
dicated the spacecraft trajectory 
was off by as much as eoO.CKM) 
miles. This would have been too 
great for the midcourse motor, 
which has a capability of correct­
ing an error up to 500,000 miles.

It is essential that the probe ap­
proach within 25,000 miles of 
Venus if it is to gather the de­
sired measurements.

Shelter Plan  
Ha^te Asked 
By Schatzman
Phase 2 o< the Federal govern­

ment's shelter identification pro­
gram had its upe and downs last 
week, as private and public organ­
izations announced their various 
poaiUonz on the project.

William L. Schatzman. State 
CXvll Defense director, injected a 
note of I urgency at a meeting of 
area commanders and community 
CD directors on Friday. He asked 
that CD officiaU throughout the 
atate make haste in obtaining shel­
ter licenses.

The licenses are requested from 
owners of property that will make 
good fallout shelters. Potential 
shelter sites were identified during 
the first i^Mses of the nationwide 
project

Schataman'^xplained that shd- 
ter signs and survival supplies can­
not be distributed until all licenses 
from each area have been turned 
into the Navy’s Bureau of Yards 
and Docks, Atlantic Division.

The due date for the engineering 
study portion of the program, from 
which the Navy will determine 'the 
kind and amount of supplies to be 
issued, is Aug. 31.

The architectural firm of Louis 
J. Drakos and Associates in Farm­
ington injected a note of satisfac­
tion in state CD activities. The 
Drakos firm, charged with the en­
gineering work for Phase 2. finish­
ed well before the Aug. 31 deadline.

Drakos engineers identified 74 
possible shelters in the 34 com- 
munlUes they investigated. Man­
chester ranked high on tibe list of 
potential sites, with four buildings 
offering a protection factor of 100 
or better.

A  protection facto»^ of 100 
means that an individual would 
be 100 times safer front fallout in 
the shelter than outdoors. This Is 
the Federal Government’s mini­
mum protection figure for un­
shielded buildings.

In addition, possible shelters 
must hold a reasonable number of 
people, have proper ventilation 
and provisions for emergency 
power, and be free of safety haz­
ards.

Government computers will 
analyze the engineering data the 
Drakoe company collected, and 
return the resulU to SUte Civil 
Defense officials. t

Because a building does not of­
fer adequate protection In unmod­
ified form does not mean that it Is 
useless as a shelter. The addition 
of shielding to some structures 

.may be encnigh to provide ade­
quate protection.

Finally, the Hartford Citizens 
Committee for Civil Defense sup­
plied a touch o f controversy. Dr. 
Marcel Thau, chairman of the 
committee, complained that a pro­
tection factor of 100 would be in­
adequate to protect a person if 
outside radiation reached 100,000 
roentgen.

Thau thought that a protection 
factor of 1.000 should be the mini­
mum. To provide shelters with a 
figure of only 100 would be to pro­
vide “make believe shelters and 
potential mass graves,”  he said.

McCormack cited his 10 years 
in electtve^offlce, three terms on 
the Bosttm taty Council and throe 
as attorney general.

" I  ask m y bpl^nent about his 
qualifications you’ve never 
worked for a living and never ran 
for or held public office—you're 
running on a slogan ‘he can do 
more for Massachusetts’ — the 
most insulting slogan I ’ve Men,” 
McCormack said.

“ This is a slogan that is an in­
sult to the President of the United 
States, because it means the Pres­
ident Is not doing enough for Mas­
sachusetts or will discriminate 
against a man who is not his 
brother.”

Kennedy said the decisions to 
be made by the Senate in the next 
few years "will affect not only 
the United States but the world.”

"We must nominate and elect a 
vigorous spokesman, not only for 
the state, but one who knows the 
problems of the world as well,”  
Kennedy said.

He said it is essential to elect 
a Democrat, "because many Is­
sues are decided by a single vote 
and there are key programs com­
ing up in the next year or two."

“ If my opponent is successful 
(in the primary Sept. 181 I will 
support him," Kennedy said.

McCormack reminded the audi­
ence he was born in South Bos­
ton. had attended that very high 
school, that he had married a 
South Baston girl amd their two 
children were born there.

He said Kennedy, only two years 
ago, was thinking of moving to 
the We.st.

"Ma.s.sachusetts isn't a second 
choice to me," he said.

The audience obviously included 
many old friends and supporters 
of McCormack. But Kenney also 
came in for rounds of applause— 
in one case when he said he be­
lieved surplus foods should be 
sent as aid to Yugoslavia and Po­
land. South Boston, once regard­
ed as all Irish, now has many 
residents of Polish background.

The debaters disagreed on 
Tl-hether the United SUtes should 
quit production of nuclear arms.

McCormack said a halt in pro­
duction would show good faith.

Kennedy said he couldn’t disa­
gree more, that the United States 
must have a strong defense 
against communism.

I f  you alwAys got "book” 

hands to bid, the player with the 
beat would always win. The awk­
ward hands call for judgment 
rather than memory.

This hand puzzled the experts 
in the recent Life Master Pair 
CSiampionship. The problem was 
what to bid with the North hand 
afte'r South has responded .one 
heart.

I t ’s easy If North has a fourth 
heart and only five diamonds, for 
then he can comfortably Jump to 
three hearts. But how' can he 
jump in hearts with only three 
trumps ?
'- I t  Drings to mind the story of 
Fred Kaplan ki a tournament some 
20 years ago. His partner jump- 

with the ace-king-queen of 
tnamps. When the dummy ap­
pear^  with only these three 
trumps,' Kaplan pulled out his 
watch and announced grimly, " I ’ll 
give you just 15 seconda to pro­
duce another truiVip.”

In Ibis' case North has a choice 
of evils. I f  he jumps to three hearts 
he may find out that South has a 
weak four-card suit. ” ut if North 
bids anything else he may get left.

In the national tournament 
more than half of the experts 
missed game by failing to bid three 
hearts on the North hand. South 
couldn’t find another bid without 
that encouragement.

One hand doesn’t prove a bidding 
point conclusively, but most of the 
best players at the tournament 
agrqed that the jump to three 
heatts was the best bid available. 
Think of this the next time you 
have a very good hand with only 
three-card support for partner’s 
suit.

There was a small point in the 
play of the hand. At most tables 
Weat opened the queen of spades, 
holding the trick. The expert de­
fenders then cashed the ace of

clubs before continuing spades, 
just to guard against accidents.

When this wasn’t done South 
usually won the third spade before 
anybody thought of clubs.

It  was just an extra trick, but 
such trifles are very important in 
tournament play.

Dally Question
You open with one diamond, and 

partner responds one spade. You 
hold: Spades—K 8 6: Hearts—A 
K  6: Diamonds—A  Q 8 6 3 2: Clubs 
—3. What do you bid next?

Answer; Bid two hearts. This 
reserve bid, forcing for one round, 
helps show your strength. I f  part­
ner can rebid the spades, you esn 
comfortably raise. Otherwise you 
can think about further bids in 
diamonds or even notrump.

Venus Probe Success 
Rests on Small Motor

vealad Mariner S'a ei;ror was only 
850,000 mUes. Project offlciala an­
nounced the “%pace craft iz^on a 
trajectory that can be corrected 
to make it, fly by Venus within 
a distance of 10,000 mUes aa 
planned."

The trajectory error was caused 
by an imexplained roiling moti(m 
executed by the first stage of the 
Atlas-Agena B b<x>ster rocket;.

Whlie appearing confident the 
experirhent would .succeed all the 
way to the December encounter 
with Venus, the officials cautioned 
that many Important functions 
must take place before the signsJ 
to. Ignite the engine is beamed 
from the tracking station at Gold- 
stone, Calif.
. Ten gas jets which control align­

ment of the craft must operate 
properly, radio transmitters must 
continue ’to relay vital informa­
tion. and a highly sensitive anten­
na must lock on the earth to sta­
bilize Mariner 2 on its roll axis.

The pitch axis was stabilized 
one hour after launching when 
sensitive sensors zeroed in on the 
aun.

Once the vehicle is stabilized on 
two axes, Goldstbne will transmit 
signals to gas jets to .alter ' the 
roll and pitch so Marine!^ 2 is 
pointM at Venus. Then the mid­
course motor will be commanded 
te ignite to accelerate speed by 
80 miles an hour, enough in the 
vacuum of space to propel the 
spaceship close to the target 
planet.

At the time of midcourse ma­
neuver, Mariner 3 will be about 
one million mlle.s from earth, 
traveling about 4,800 miles an 
hour.

At 3 a.m. t(xlay it had covered 
more than 200,000 miles of its 
planned 180 • million mile trek 
across space.

Even though the midcourse mo­
tor fires, scientists do not know 
whether Mariner 2’s instruments 
and transmitters will hold up in 
the unknenvn environment of space 
where they are subjected to radia­
tion, shifting temperatures and 
meteorites.

I f  the craft successfully passes 
Venus as planned. Earth and Ve­
nus will be 86 million miles apart. 
Transmissi(m of radio signals over 
this distance would break the in­
terplanetary communications rec­
ord of 22.6 million miles held by 
the U.S. Pioneer V sun satellite.

The Soviet Union fired a pay- 
load within 82.000 miles of Venus 
last year but lost contact with it 
early in flight.

Congress Against Reejuiring 
PaM Poll Tax in U.S. Vote

WASHINGTOli (A P ) —  Cappings »38 of them—ratify the proposed
a  28-year hettle, Congress haa ap- 
prored a proposed canstitutianal 
amendment which would ban poll 
taxes in federal elections.

Now it’s up to the states, which 
have seven years to make up their 
mind

With 40 votes to spare;' the 
House completed actito Monday 
cm a  resolution submitting to the 
state legislatures the proposition 
of making it consUtutionaUy 
wrong to require payment of a 
poll tax toi vote In elections for 
federal ofQclala.

The vote waa 29B to 86. A two- 
thirds majority was needed for 
approval. The winners included 
163 Democrats and 132 Republi­
cans. On the losing side were 71 
Democrats and 15 Republicans.

Most of the dissenting Demo­
crats were from the five states 
still having poll taxes: Arkansas, 
Alabama, Mississippi, Texas and 
Virginia.

The next move is up to the 
Genual Services Administration. 
That agency must certify the con­
gressional action—approved last 
March by the Senate—to the gov­
ernors of the SO states. If three- 
fourtha of the state legialatures—

amendment within seven yeara it 
will become the law^MFi the land.

The abolition proposal doe's not 
affect elections for state and local 
officials. It applies only to presi­
dential and vice presidential elec­
tors and to voters for senators 
and United States representatives.

There Was no c e r t^ t  ytimt ap­
prove of the 88 legislatures would 
be forthcoming despite the fact 
that only five states now have poll 
tax laws. Some Southern states' 
which have repealed their own 
poll tax laws may look upon the 
proposal as an attempt the 
federal government to prescribe 
qualifications for voters.

The House action lessened for 
the time being the potency of poll 
taxes as a national political issue. 
For years the platforms of both 
major political parties have clam­
ored for repeal of poll taxes, and 
since 1939 Ckmgress has grappled 
with the issue. The House had 
passed five bills that tackled the 
problem from the legislative point 
of view. 'Twice the Senate passed 
constitutional amendment propos­
als. Never before had the two 
branches agreed on a final ap­
proach.

Woman in Wheelchair

Paraplegic Surgeon

Now York (A P ) —  "I'm com- 

^•te ly  inde(>endent now,” said 
Dr. Mary V er^ese  with a shy 
■mile. *T feel equal to anything.” 

She was sitting in a wheelchair 
that Mie had just maneuvered skill­
fully down the hall at New York 
VMvortlty’s Institute of Physical 
Medicine and Reha/bilitatlon. With 
long, suiH>la Angus she smoothed 
the vdiite medical jacket she wears 
o v u  h u  sari and settled back to 
dlscuM her work.

Darit-hsired Dr. Verghe.se is a 
paraplegic surgeon from India, who 
does operations from her wheel­
chair. Now 37, she is finishing up 
residuit training at the institute 
on a Worid R^iabilitation Fund 
fellowBhip, working with rehabili­
tation patients who always look up 
ahd smile as the gentle, soft- 
spoken doctor wheels up alongside.

*T can. Understand their prob­

lems bettu  than the person who 
hasn't had to undergo physical re­
habilitation,” she explained.

Actually Dr. Verghese is ju.st 
head and arms. Below that she 
can neither feel nor move.

“Immediately after the accident 
I  didn't believe I could do any 
usrful work at all. Now I’m en­
couraged," she said.

The car accident occurred in 
1964, when she waa just two years 
out of medical school and special­
ising in obstetrics at the Clhrstian 
Medical CoHege and Hospital at 
Vellore, South India. The hospital 
staff was on its way to a picnic.

After three operation the verte­
brae in her fractured spine were 
fused into a solid column of bone 
from head to pelvis. This meant 
she wouldn’t bend or topple over 
when she was placed in a sitting 
position.

At the end of August she'll go 
to London for a month's study of 
rehabilitation centers, returning 
to Vellore in October to establish 
India's first complete department 
for physical reh^ilitation.

Dr. Verghese had to give up 
obstetrics after the accident, but 
she became proficient in surgical­
ly reconstructing hands paralyzed 
or deformed by leprosy. Dr. Paul 
Brand, pioneer in leper rebabilits- 
tion with whom she worked in 
Vellore, has called her "one of the 
most skillful hand surgeons in the 
East."

A devout Christian, Dr. Ver­
ghese was bom In the state of 
Kerala, which contains m o r e  
CTiristians than any other area in 
India. She is especially happy to 
be associated with the hospital at 
Vellore because it was founded by 
a woman. Dr. Ida S. S c u d d e r, 
daughter of American missionar­
ies, started with one room in 
1900; now it’s an 80O-bed hos­
pital.

Four Republicans fitffl papers yesterday afternoon to seek 
their party’s nomination in a prtmary Tuesday, Sept.-11, for 
seats on the board of directors.

Morrison, 423 E. Center St.

A fifth man, independent John 
Barnini, 124 Henry St., decided 
just before the deadline at 5 p.m. 
that he would not file for a primary 
in the Democratic party for nom­
ination as representative from 
Manchester to the legislature.

He said he dio not warn to put 
the taxpayei-s to the expense of the 
additional primary "just to prove 
a point."

Barnini, who had withdrawn 
both a Democratic and a Re­
publican petition blank from the 
town clerk’s office earlier, tolc 
bystanders in the town clerk’s of­
fice yesterday that he had the 
necesssary 50 signatures of regis­
tered Manchester Democrats.

The four Republicans arc no 
newcomers to the Manchester 
governmental scene.

All four were members of the 
freeze-the-tax-rate movement In 
the -spring, a group which credit­
ed itself with persuading the Re­
publican majority to limit the tax 
increase to a mill, rather than 
the four mills that would have 
been necessary had tne tUw.ie 
budget requested by department 
heads been passed.

Bowers is a former director.

the Republican Party," he said,

Would there be a tax cut, in 
the event tne four challengers 
were nominated, and then succeed­
ed in defeating the Democratic 
candidates ?

Doctors Remove Legs, Pelvis

Man, 30, Cut in Half Last Y ŝar 
In Cancer Surgery Still Alive

NEW YORK (AP)—A man cutAtient is being withheld by physi-*the man atill has his troubles. He
In half to get rid of the paralyzed, 
cancer-stricken lower part of his 
body, has survived for o n e . year 
and is ,<m the road to what may 
beoomei e  useful life.

Surgeons at the University of 
MinnMOte Hoeifitals, where the 
o p era tic  was performed to re­
move the legs and pelvis, believe 
it is the first of its kind In which 
e  patient has survived for any 
length of time.

The backbone was severed at 
the level o f the navel, but no vital 
organs or intestine were removed, 
doctors said.

TTm  normal outlets for waste 
materials had to be relocated, and 
the patient continues to have a 
catheter or tube in his bladder.

Six surgeons, three nurses‘ and 
oiie anetheaolo^st took part in the 
operation.’

Conference aources said he 
made the proposal In an Informal 
manner during a long speech in 
which he a g i^  categorically re­
jected parallel Western proposals 
for ending tests in the atmos­
phere, under water and in space, 
or in all possible environments in­
cluding undergroimd.

Kuznetsov told the delegates the 
Soviet Union was in yuppqrt of a 
cut-off da(e for all nuclear testing.

Flames spilled into 'Wilson Can­
yon and forced crews to take a 
new stand midway between the 
already damaged Olive View San­
itarium and a veterans hospital 
in the Sylmar area.

Heavy gun fire mingled 
with the explosions o f grenades.

A  dozen ambulances scream ^ 
to the ancient city, which slopes 
with its white-walled homes and 
smelly alleys toward ths water- 
front.

Guerrilla troops spilled out of 
the Orleans bartracks. Tha firing 
subsided after an hour to an oc­
casional gun volley or piatiri shot.

The battle came aa four of A l­
geria’s six guerrilla commands and 
the regular army’s  general staff 
were lined up in support of D ^ u ty  
Premier Aim ed Bella's bid
for control of the new nation.

The military leaders left up to 
Ben Bella's Political Bureau tha 
decision of whether ro use force 
to quell the rebellious guerrilla 
commands in Algiers and the Ka- 
bylie Mountains.
