Soblen Improved^ 
But Still in Coma

LONDON (A P )-D r. Rob­

ert A. Soblen remained dan­
gerously ill in a drug-indi^ced 
coma today, but doctors re­
ported some signs of improve­
ment.

Medical spokesman said even 
if the 61-year-old fugitive spy re­
gained consciousness immediately, 
he could not be moved for at least 
48 hours. , ”

A hospital bulletin • said: 
“ Although Dr. Soblen remains 

unconscious he has shown signs 
that his coma is becoming less.

■lis' cardiac condition has im­
proved in the last 24 hours.” 

Soblen has been unconscious 
sinc^ he knocked himself out 'two 
days ago with an overdose of bar­
biturates as he was being de­
ported to the United States where 
he . is under life Wntence as a spy 
for the Soviet Union.

Dr. C. G. Barnes, head of the 
medical team attending Soblen, 
said the coma had lessened,- but 
that its duration raised the possi­
bility of brain damage. He said 
It was too early to determine 
whether such damage. had oc­
curred. .

Dr. Bame's said Soblen’s condi­
tion still was dangerous, but added

fSoblen’s leukemia had qot been 
aggravated and that there was no 
sign of lung congesUon, which 'he 
said was always a risk with elder­
ly patients.

He said an indicaUon that the 
coma had lifted somewhat came 
when Soblen’s breathing tube was 
removed and he made reflex 
movements.

“ As for his heart, we have used 
cardiac stimulants to fortify it,”  
the doctor said. Doctors had re­
ported Friday that Soblen’s heart 
showed signs of -exhaustion.

Soblen’s Wife spent five hours 
at the runaway spy’s bedside Fri­
day. She wa'tch^ in the small, 
closely guarded room as her hus­
band was given oxygen and fed 
liquids through a tube.

She sometimes wept duripg her 
vigil, and was reported to- have 
said; “ I can only pray all the time 
that my husband will live through 
this terrible ordeal.”

Mrs. Soblen, known profession­
ally as Dr. Dina Soble, flew to 
London from New York on Fri­
day. Like Soblen, she is a psychi­
atrist.

Before the visit began, she was 
searched by * a nurse and her 
purse was examined by a detec­
tive.

WASHINGTON (AP) —  

Congressional leaders predict 
spe^y approval of President 
Kennedy's request for stand­
by power to call-150,000 mili- 
ta.ry reserviists to active duty 
if necessary to deal with a 
new East-West crisis.

Primary concern in high official 
quarters here centers bn the pos­
sibility of new Soviet moves in 
Berlin. But officials recognize that 
Kennedy’s request may also be 
regarded in Moscow, and Havana 
as a go-slow warning for the mili­
tary build-up in Cuba.

The President sent his request 
to Congress Friday without' any 
prior public hints bf such action, 
although the White House said the 
plan was discussed with Republi­
can and Democratic congressional 
leaders when they met with the 
President Tuesday for a fill-in on 
Cuba.

This tie-in with Cuba quiclciy 
created speculation that Kennedy 
and his top advisers may ^  more 
worried than they have appeared 
to be about the recent substantial, 
deliveries of Soviet arms to the 
Castro regime. '

Well informed officials-raid this 
was not the .’case, although, they 
said Kennedy would like to have 
the stand-by power in the event 
of une)^ected developments in the 
Cuban; situation.

The more serious problem and 
"the far greater danger, according 
to these informants, lies in Berlin, 
Where there has been a steady 
build-up of East-West- tehsions.

At Montclair, the largely Negro 
Glenfield Junior High School was 
closed and the 183 pupils sent to 
three other junior highs, Mount 
Hebron. Hillside and George In- 
ncs. It marked the first enroll­
ment of Negroes at Mount Hebron 
since the school opened in 1893.

A limitetj open enrollment plan 
began in -Newark, with more than 
300 pupils from predominantly Ne­
gro schools permitted to go to 
schools in other, parts of the city 
where white persons are. in the 
majority.

A finesM will aometimes gain a 
trick ,ior you, but' preparing for 
tho finesse may lose the trick right 
back. If It then turns out that the 
finesse falls, you have had all your 
trouble -for nothing.

How should you play this hand 
at four hearts? Should you or 
ahouldn’t you take a finesse in 
hearts ?

Win the first trick with the ace 
of diamonds and aee what happens 
if you vote in favor of a trump fi­
nesse. You lead a spade to dum­
my’s king and return Uie queen of 
hearts for a fineaae.

Unfortunately the finesse .loses. 
The defenders take their diamond 
trick and lead a spade to dum­
my’s ace.

Now when you eventually knock 
out the ace of clubs. East caii de­
feat the contract by cashing a 
spade trick.

You wouldn’t be In danger if 
only that heart finesse had work­
ed. ’The opponents wouldn't have 
time to force out dummy's ace of 
spades, and you would make elev­
en tricks linstead of only nine.

The safer way to play the hand 
la to reject the heart finesse. Lead 
out the ace of hearts at the sec­
ond trick and then give up a heart 
to the king.

The opponents can cash a dia­
mond-..trick and knock out dum­
my’s king of spades, but dummy’s 
aoe' of spiSdes is still there. You 
draw the last trump and Start the 
clubs.

thrust roc'ket engine avaliab'e to 
boost this payload into orbit.

This country’s decision to go 
ahead with our Saturn series of 
boosters was made in July 1958 by 
the Advanced Research Projects 
Agency '(ARPA).
