before he was removed from Brix-
ton Prison for deportation to the
United States . -

Dr. Cyril Barnes, who was in
charge of Soblen's treatment, told
newsmen Soblen's death was due
not to the drugs he had taken but
rather to “exhaustion following
convulsions . and damage to the
brain, presumably caused by hem-
orrhage."”

Barnes explained that Soblen
had taken a quick-acting barbitu-
rate and it had been eliminated
from the body chemically 24 hours
before death.'”

Barnes said -Soblen's wife, Dr,
Dina_Soble, a psychiatrist like her
husband, was at his bedside when
he died. She flew to London and
had been at the hospital with him
since Friday.

Just before 10 a.m. there was a
severe turn for the worse. I asked
that Mrs. Soble should be kept in
the room. She way with him at the
end,”” Barnes sald.

“Dedth did not occur suddenly,
but came as his strength gradual-
Iy failed."

Later, Soblen's wife was admit-
ted to the hospital az a patient.
A spokesman sald she was being
treated for shock.

The leukemia which . Soblen
clalmed was killing him was onpg
factor in the case but If the over-
dose had nol happened, Soblen
might have lived for some years,
Barnes sald. Leukemis is cancer
of the blood.

The 'death was due 1o “txhaus-
tion following canvulsions, after
hemorrhage which may have been
related to the leukemis, ' Barmney
said,

American  appeals judges and
the U.8. Supreme Court con-
sidered the proof Ironclad. Soblen
was denjed a new trial and the
Bupreme Court refused to review
his case.

That was the background of
Soblen's flight lsst June 25 to
Israel where, as & Jew, he vainly
claimed the right to & haven un-
der the Israeli Law of Return.

Jack Soble Freed

WASHINGTON (AP)—Confessed
spy Jack Soble has been freed
from federal prison, his release
announeed just hours after the
death of the brother he helped
eonvict as a fellow”Soviet agent—
Dr. Robert A, Soblen.

The Justice Department sald
Soble, 58, was released from . the
Federal Correctional Institution at
Danbury, Conn,, Aug. 31. Soblen,
61, died Tuesday in a London hos-
ilal after ‘& futile bail-jumping
id for asylum abroad to escape
a life prison sentence In the
Uniled States.

Soblen was convicted of war-
time espionage after a 1961 trial
al which Soble was a key prose-
cution witness. The brothers spell
their names differently.

Soble was sentenced in 1957 lo
seven years in prison after plead-
ing gullly to a charge of (con-
spiracy to obtain national defense
secrels. His wife, Myra, was sen-
tenced to four years in 1956 on
a similar charge.

Soble and his wife bhoth got time
off for good behavior. She was
released July 21, 1960.

Mrs, Boble also testified for the
government at Soblen's trial.

Soble was transferred to Dan-
bury after a sitrange suicide at-
tempt in 1958 while he was con-
fined at Lewisburg, Pa., federal
penitentiary, There he swallowed
more than 1'% pounds of nuts and
bolts, Surfueonu removed the met.
