‘T 
play bridge by the eeat of my 
pants". The last time 1 heard thte 
remark the hand had Its 'pointa of 
Interest.

West, our aaity hero, ojE^ed the 
five of clubs, and his partner won 
with the ace. East returned the 
seven Of clubs, and South unhesi­
tatingly played the ten.

West won with the Jack of clubs 
and sat in solemn silence fOr a 
moment or two. He wasn’t think­
ing, for this is taboo to a man who 
plays by the seat of his pantt. 
But he didn’t play Immediately be­
cause even his pants could tell 
there wag a problem.

If South had only one niore club, 
it was safe for W est.to cash the 
king of clubs and then the nine of 
clubs. If South had two more clubs, 
however. It wasn’t safe to cash the 
king of clubs.

Wrong Decision
After a few seconds of silence 

West decided to lead out the king 
of clubs. It was the wrong decision, 
for now the defenders were limit­
ed to three clubs and ths ace of 
hearts.

West could have defeated the 
contract by switching to any new 
suit. Sooner or later East would 
get the lead with the ace of hearts, 
and then another club return would 
allow West to take two more 
tricks. The defenders would get 
one heart and four clubs.
“ WSst didn't have to be a great 
scientist to find the right answer 
to-his problem. If Elaat has four 
or more clubs he returns his origi­
nal fourth-highest card: otherwise 
he returns his highest club. The 
seven of clubs cannot be a fourth- 
best, so It must be highest from 
an original holding of A-7-6 or 
A-7-S, or possibly only the double' 
ton A-7.

The beet chance Is to play East 
for one more club and a nigh card 
that will gain him the lead. West 
should s\^tch to a diamond, and 
hope for the best.

No sensible bridge player de­
spises the seat of the pants. It 
would be a nuisance to play stand­
ing up. But It’s Just as well to re 
member that heads also were given 
to us for a reason.

On Cushion o f Air
By COLIN FROST

RHYL, Wales (AP)-T-From the 
inside it looked like a distorted 
airliner, nthch too wide for its 
length. I

Twenty-four passengers sat in 
four rows of six. All plainly suf­
fered from takeoff nerves.

The steward’s voice came frorn 
the speaker system: "Welcome 
aboard the world’s first Hover- 
coach service. In a few momenta 
we shall be leaving for Wallasey. 
Your drlyer is Capt. Colquhoun—

The engines revved iip and the 
kids on the beach scattered. It 
wasn’t-raining but Les (Joiquhoun, 
42, test pilot and wartime Royal 
Air Force hero, switched on his 
windshield wipers.

He eased back the yellow.throt: 
tie hsuidle. The hovercraft, aii 
ugly roaring beetle contending for 
a transport revolution, lifted its 
10 tons off the sand and slithered 
gently over the dunes toward the 
sea.

8 Inches Above Land
The hovercraft was the VA3, 

one of a dozen under developnient 
here. It rides eight inches above 
land or sea on a cushion of air 
produced by two gas turbine en- 
ĝ l'nes. Two more engines drive 
rear-mounted propellers to move 
it forward.

A shower of spray whipped past 
the windows as the VA3 moved 
onto thp surf and swished up to 
60 miles per hour.

The noise was exactly that of 
a four-engine airliner. The motion 
was different.

Over the sand the ride was ice 
smooth.

Over the sea it developed a 
pitch, something like a plane in 
slight turbulence, punctuated by 
heavy jolts as big waves slapped 
up against the bow.

Even then no seat belts were 
needed: The passengers faced' 
backwards. The jolts Jil.st shoved 
them deeper In theij seats.

Colquhoun headed his craft 
along the coast and into open wa­
ter. Wales slipped away and the 
English, shore came thu^gh the 
spray.

Twenty-five minutes ̂ lifter leav­
ing, the VA3 edged onto a con­
crete slipway at Wallasey, 17 
miles across the Dee EstUary 
from Rhyl.

Put on Secret List
Cockerell built his fir.st model 

He showed 
it to the government’s military 
advisers who put it on the secret 
list and did nothing more. It took 
CJbckercll a year to get the Idea 
declassified and under govern­
ment-financed development. Now 
four major companies are pushing 
it hard. ' '

Two years ago a small hover­
craft called the SRNl went from 
France to England. Last July the 
VA3 started the Rhyl-Wallasey 
run, making eight return trips 
daily and always working at more 
than 90 per cent capacity.

The experiment — it is nothing 
more, not a serious . transportation 
service ends next, week when 
Rhyl’ s holiday client.s have re­
turned to the factories of Man­
chester and the English Mid­
lands.

"The craft we're using here was 
on the drawing board less than 
two years ago. Now it’s in opera 
tion with. a Ministry of Transport 
license as safe to carry passen 
gers."

Ron Harfitt, British United’s 
commercial manager, forecasts a 
channel hovercraft service within 
five years.

One is this: How do you pro­
tect the craft from a viciously 
corrosive spray of salt water, and 
sand?

Another, and more difficult, is 
how to increase operating h^^ht 
and make it variable.

To tackle the channel In even 
moderate weather the hovercraft 
would have to float three feet or 
more above tkq waves. In calm 
weather and over land this height 
would waste power — it need be 
only three Inches above the sur 
face. -

Is the hovercraft a ship, an air­
craft or what?

The Ministry of Transport just 
calls it a vehicle.

When the passenger at the end 
of the row grabbed for the little 
brown bag was she airsick or sea­
sick?

and had to put money to work.

Mutual fund managers stoutly 
rejected any implication that the 
operation of the funds hasn't been 
to the best lntere.st of their share­
holders. or thht their stock mar­
ket activities caused the price | 
breaks in May and June or the | 
davvdling of the market in recent 
day*. , . .

Contending that mutual ^ Jund 
purchases significantly. affeHcd 
price movements of individual 
stocks is Douglas Vickers, one of 
the Univer.sity of Pennsylvania 
profe.ssors who worked on the con­
troversial Wharton School survey 
o f ’ mutual fund performances for 
the Securities & Exchange Com­
mission. ' '

Even more influential is stock 
buying by the pension fuod.s, says 
Vito Natrclla. a.ssistant director of 
the SEC division of trading and
exchanges. y  ■------

Affecis New IsMi^ ,
And the floi .̂r of mutual and 

pension fund money into the stock 
market also ha.s affected flotation 
of new issues of stocks and bonds, 
both hold. When the fund.s .sup­
port prices on the market by their 
purchases, they say, a greater of- 
 ̂faring of new issues has followed.

When, the funds sell, offerings 
dwindle. • ,

Vickers says funds tend to buy 
on balance prior to upswings and 
to sell on balance prior to down­
swings. Since this is what i/ives- 
tors in mutual fund shares except 
front expeif- management, they 
c^n’l quarrel with that.

But Vickers’ contention is that 
.such buying or selling seems to 
have contributed to the changes, 
whether up or down.' So the grow- 

I ing holdings of common stocks by 
the fund.s in recent years has 
addc.d another and important 
factor to the many that the in 
dividual investor must take into 
accoilnt when asscs.sing hts own 
portfoliOiv

‘Natrella' says the pension funds 
arc really the most influential In­
stitutional group in the stock 
market, since they have been 
growing spectacularly since 1990 
and are putting more Ihsin, half 
of Uicir new receipts into com­
mon " stocks. Such purchases in­
creased a bit in the first, half 'of 
this year de.spite the faltering of 
the market.

Creates Thin- Market
The pension fund money flows 

into stock more regularly than as­
sets ,pf the mutual funds, Natrclla 
sav’s. Since they often concentrate 
on” the popular Issues, their hold­

ings tend to cut the floating sup­
ply of these stocks. The resultant 
thin market is credited with caus­
ing some of the wide swings in 
prices that have. characterized the 
market In recent months.

Both Vickers’ and. Natrella of- 
fet'ed their' findings as statistics 
and ^nothing ' more- — no’ .accusa- 
tions^ no recommendations.

But. the validity qf the findings 
may be disputed and any Impli­
cations challenged by the fun^— 
depositories for. the savings of 
millions of Americans. -

The Booth-Dimoek Memorial L i-;, 
brary, Inc. proposes a four-year;

The board of trustees announced 
that $1,2,50 a year for foub years 
is sought over and above the regu  ̂
lar budget for hooks.

The hoard feels that the book 
pap has arisen from year after 
year of inadequate funds. The 
"need for. bonks has become more 
srtite since the opening of Coven­
try High School." officials said. As 
an example, there arc no books i 
available in .such fields as bfology, 1 
accountihg, law or chemistry. i 

The library has 7,500 volumes, i 
or 1.2 per capita, as compared to] 
the three volumes per capita, 
recommended by the State of Con­
necticut. ’

The report points out that the j 
use of the library has steadily I 
grown as shown by the 330 per 
cent rise In circulation (with only 
a 37 per cent increase in the op- 
crating budgetl since 1957. WJth, 
this in mind, the Board of Trustees 
propose."! that the library be opened i 
r .additional five hours a week, on 
Friday afternoons, at an estimated 
cost of $500 a year.

When the year's budget is drawn 
up. allowance must be made for 
fixed expenses such as utilities and 
salarie.< What is left over is spent 
on books and it is never enough, 
the report states. The board feels 
that the library has been unable I 
to keep pace with the growth of | 
the town and urgently seeks pub-1 
lie .support for these requests when ■ 
they are presented at the forth­
coming budget hearing.

7— Granting every possible as- 

.sistance to "enslaved peoples who 
seek to overthrow communist tyr­
anny.”

8— Preventing the transfer of 
anĵ  of this country’s sovereign 
powers to the United Nations.

9— Preserving the p e a c e  by 
"every means p o s s i b l e  except 
piecemeal surrender.”

The ■ dinner was sponsored by 
the Hartford County Citizens for 
Lupton. The $10-a-plate affair 
marked the "formal” start of 
Lupion’s campaign, although he 
has been !campaigning vigorously 
for weeks.

Th<> • development of cure
jfuidej vkith speciBl emphaalVon 
mathemsUcs will receive majoj; a" 
tention by the 'administrative or 
fire thiR rontiiifr ,veai-, according 
to Supt. of Schoola Merle B. Wood- 
mangle’s annual ’ report to Ute 
board of education.

the teacher recruitment program.

Woodmansee al.so said "the eom- 
pletlon of South Windsor High 
School will provide students wdth 
better educational facilities.

----- and that of its allies,”  be said.

This holds true, the President 
declared, 4tould Cuba ever threat­
en any nation in this hemisphere 
or.should it ever develop into an 
offensive base for Russia.

He said the United States will 
intensify its watch over the Carib-' 
bean area.

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Shirra, Claims Glenn

Schirra told a network television

In a taped interview- over CBS- 
TV ( “ Our Next Man in Space” ), 
Schirra said:

X  "He (Glenn) hasn't bean able 
to maintain the currency that he 
should have with the rest of us. 
And we have frantic meetings 
t r ^ g  to keep each other up to 
date on what he has been doing 
technically. John’s falling behind, 
in other words.”

Walter Cronkite, the interview­
er, asked Schirra whether he 
thought it more important for 
Glenn to aid in preparations for 
other flights or to help exploit his 
ojvn flight ’ "as a propaganda 
weapon.”

Schirra replied: “ Well, we need 
John' to help us on a lot of de­
cisions. John can carry a lot of 
weight with a young engineer who 
has a brilliant idea that—that 
may not be a practical idea.

"The fact that John has had 
this experience and there are only 
two of us. really, Scott (Carpen­
ter) and John, who are capable of 
sa j^g, ’Well, I did it. I don't 
know/how you want to design it, 
but.Jlhis is the way I need to 
have it done.’ ”

“ Once you’ve flown,”  Schirra 
said, "you can come back and 
say these flaws exist and this 
man has to be in on some of the 
newer developments."

Schirra tentotivelSr is scheduled 
to make his orbital flight Sept. 28.

Since Glenn’s flight last Febru­
ary. he has been making 
speeches, granting interviews, tes­
tifying before Congress, and. brief­
ing officials up to and including 
President Kennedy.
