Brazilian Congress 
Schedules Plebiscite

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
President Kennedy's trade ex­
pansion bill, carrying unprece­
dented tariff-cutting powers 
to deal with the European 
Common Market, has emerged 
unscathed from the Senate Fi­
nance Committee.

Opponents' said today they 
would take their fight to the Sen- 

..ate floor when debate begins on 
Monday *and akrive to write in 
protectionist provisions as well as 
knock out part of the far-reaching 
authority.

But free trade advocates were 
Jubilant qyer the committee's 
votes, which constituted an un­
broken string of administration 
victories. They said they now are 
confident of similar success on 
the floor.

'The committee approved the 
bill 17-0 Friday, but this surpris­
ing tally did not reflect the true 
lineup.

On key votes the administration 
had the support of nine Dem­
ocrats, a  bare majority of the 17 
members, against a coalition of 
Democrats and Republicans.

Several of the senators who par­
ticipated in the unanimous vote to 
send the legislaUon to the floor 
reserved the right to back amend­
ments there.

Both friends and foes of the 
bill agreed it is the most revolu- 
tionwy trade proposal since pas­
sage of the original Reciprocal 
Trade Agreements Law in 1934.

It would give Kennedy a right 
to strike out in new direcUons in 
advancing a program that already 
has seen U.S. tariffs on dutiable 
items cut from an average 50 per 
cent to 11 p^r cent.

The main provisions would:
—Extend the old law another 

five years.
—Authorise a further SO per 

cent cut in all present tariffs.
—Permit the President to nego­

tiate duties down to zero on items' 
for which the United States and 
the Common Market nations ac­
count for 80 ■ per cent of world 
trade.

Chamber of Deputies eased 
Brazil’s political crisis today 
by backing a plebiscite for 
next January on whether to 
give executive powers to the 
figurehead office of President 
Joao Goulart.

The vote on the bill which seta 
the plebiscite for Jan. .6 was 169- 
83—live over the majority re­
quired. The measure already has 
been approved by the Senate.

The action apparenUy lessened 
the threat of mUitgry intervention 
in Latin America's largest nation, 
which has' been without -e gov­
ernment since Prime Minister 
Francisco Brochado da Rocha and 
his,cabinet resigned Friday over 
the plebiscite issue.

The nation was atill confronted 
by a general strike, taut Goulart 
was reported ready to fly, to Rio 
de Janeiro to try to persuade 
labor leaders to call it off.

Leaders of the strike — involving 
2,000 unions claiming 12 million 
workers — have insisted that the 
plebiscite be held Oct. 7, samb 
date as the congressional elec­
tions.

Brochado da Rocha'a failure to 
win approval of this date led to hia 
resignation Friday after two 
montha in office.

Congress' action nevertheless 
was a victory for Goulart, who 
took over tu a figurehead presi­
dent a year' ago after Janio Quad- 
ros resigned- Military leaders 
then feared Goulart was too lef­

The physi­
cian-politician. who had close ties 
with Americans as ,a  medical 
campaigner against tropical dis­
eases. was supported by a mill' 
tarv junta and declared president, 
Before long he. like many before 
him, took on the trappings of a 
dictator.

He remained loudly pro-Ameri­
can, however, even to the extent 
of Inviting the Marines to return 
and train his army. Most of the 
help was in the noncombatant 
field—medical eenlces, transport, 
communications, repair services 
Duvalier’s own policies Impeded 
the program and may be wreck­
ing his own army, one of the few 
stable forces in the nation 

The 67-man U.S. naval mission 
remains in Haiti, but it ia just 
marking time.

Duvalier began strengthening 
his power network In mid-1959, 
after one o f  many plots against 
him almost succe^ed.

Resembles Nasi Patterns 
The organization resembles the 

Nazi pattern. The inner core is 
his presidential guau-d, tough, well 
armed, and well-trained, an elite 
group not responsible to the army. 
It holds the keys to th* nation's 
arsenal.

Hie second power ring is the 
civilian militia, now reputed to 
number S.CHXl. outnumbering the 
army by 3,000. Its armed mem-: 
hers have one mission: suppres­
sion of opposition. It resembles 
the Hitler storm troopers 

The outer ring of the structure 
is the dreaded organization of 
tontons niacoutes (Creole for bo­
gey men). These wear nipin 
clothes. Their badges are .38 po­
lice special pistols. Their serviics 
are spying, violence and repres­
sion. T^e igents can be as brutal 
as Hitler’a brown shirts were in 
their - time.

Duvalier. trusting few around 
him, has had five a'rmy chiefs of 
.staff in five years. His militia is 
thus a sort of reinsurance, par 
ticularly since Duvalier declared 
himself re-elected by a tricky 
plebiscite last year. But the mili­
tia setup hurts army morale. The 
bitterness could explode in palace 
revolution or worse.

.Militia Seen as Menace 
The U.S. naval mission regards 

the militia as a menace — an 
armed, illiterate mob without a 
sense of responsibility, whose ac­
tivities could lead to chaos. The 
army has lost control over police 
functions.

Haiti's economic situation adds 
to restlesane.ss among the literate 
population. Duvalier persistently 
dreams up new taxes. Money 
whirls with centrifugal force into 
the pockets of Duvalier .support­
ers. The government take* but 
gives little.

Cuba gives ■ importsmt meaning 
to Haiti. Military men describe 
the Caribbean as the West’s Med­
iterranean. and the Windward 
Passage between Cuba and Haiti 
as the hemisphere's Gibraltar 
Strait. Haiti occupies the western 
third of the Island of Hispaniola. 
The Dominican Republic is the 
.other two thirds.

CHICAGO (AP) —Churches are 
leaning today toward more ritual­
istic forms of worship. Some per­
sons oppose it as a return to 
‘ ‘Phariseeism,’ ’ others laud It as 
a maturing of religious sensibility.

The Rev. Kermit L. Long, pas­
tor of Central Methodist Church, 
Phoenix, Ariz., charges in a Meth­
odist publication, 'Together, that 
"numbing spectoritls”  has infect­
ed many Methodist churche.s.

The Rev. . Mr. Long said his 
plea is not for shallow emotional 
Ism in worship or a return to the 
amen corner or sawdusts trail of. 
early Methodism.

He urges a renewal of the 
"spontaneity, creativity and fer­
vor which carried Methodism oyer 
America on the wings of young 
ideas."
- He brands the liturgical revival 
as "religious status-seeking,'' In 
which there is a drifting toward 
the "tawdry imitation of high 
churches which supposedly pos 
sess more dignity and rank high 
er in social acceptance."

"Tasks, performed by rote In­
volve neither the mind nor the 
spirit." he said. "Only when wor­
shippers are personally involved 
with all their minds and souls 
are they stimulated to greater ef­
fort and achievement.

"Each service should take us 
back to the headwaters of our 
faith. I refuse to believe that 
Methodism's early -vigor has been 
so spent that it now must walk 
upon the crutch of ceremony.”

Opposing the Rev. Mr. Long in 
the printed debate. The Rev. Ro- 
mey Pitt Marshall, pastor of Sum- 
merdale. Pa., Methodist Church, 
feels that true worsfilp, which is 
liturgical worship, requires con­
gregational participation, in every 
phase of the service.

In his view, those who speak 
vaguely of freedom and spontane­
ity envision the worship service 
as a Continual experiment—a Sun­
day workshop conducted by the 
minister.

The Rev. Mr. Marshall believes 
liturgical worship may take place 
in a bare hall without choir and 
without vestments. It all depends 
upon whether or not the people 
take part—and how they do.

He feels certain things assist in 
such worship—such as a , church 
building which reminds them of 
God and certain symbols, such as 
a cro.ss and candles.

"Rather than abandon these 
aids to worship, the minister 
should teach the people what they 
mean,” he said.

For Teaeher

St., obviously enjoys his as- 
sigiftnent for Lutz Junior Museum 
to transform the features of the 
head of a male dummy. The fin­
ished product was placed on a 
life-like body' and represents a 
School master in Civil War times.

The museum opens for the sea­
son tomorrow from 2 to 5 p.m. It 
is open daily except Monday. The 
schoolroom exhibit, in the 1861-;64 
era, is one of the many new fea-. 
tures being shown at Lutz.

Thompson, who became inter­
ested In stage makeup during his 
high school days, spent six nights 
and many hours of research on 
the head. He enlisted the aid of a 
friend. Doc Belanger of the Hart­
ford Doll Hospital, and together 
they decided on vidiat materials to 
use.

First the shape of the hair­
line had to be change^ 'to delete 
the crew cut. The- head was 
rounded with an electric grinder 
and flesh color paint applied with 
a spray gun. Spirit gum was used 
to fasten thb hair and beard in 
place.

During his research Thompson 
found that schoolma-sters of the 
1800’s were usually considered 
."dandles” because of their dres-s, 
and demeanor. He changed th* 
facial expression to agree wjith 
his finding. New eyes were paint­
ed and heavy brows attached.

Authentic spectacles and attire { 
completed the - metamorphosis. 
The desk and its fittings, except 
the ap))le, are all of Civil War vin­
tage and have been loaned to the j 
museum by Manchester residents.

Thompson was born in Canada j | 
and attended schools there. He 
was awarded a scholarship. for 
three semesters to Hartt House 
in Toronto, a school of drama. His 
intere.st in makeup was awakened ! 
at that time. * l|

He was on tour in Canada, doing | 
impersonations, and in musical |
comedy in Detroit. Mich. ...

In 1928 he and his wife came to 1 
Manchester. Thompson has been 
in the employ of Traveler's Insur­
ance Co., Hartford, since that time.

His work, in and about Manches­
ter, has included making up the 
cast for Traveler’s employes shows, 
the Beacon Players of Hartford, 
Oval in the Grove, Farmington,

Thompson did the makeup re­
cently for characters In a television 
documentar.v on Channel 3 on the 
life, of Benedict Arnold 'and the 
battle of Ticonderoga., He admits 
that his stint for Lutz Museum 
was quite a switch from working 
on the human face.

We .think there are many more 

people In the world who are keep­
ing their heads than one would 
guess from what is publicly spoken 
or written. There Is. we must as 
aume, some underlying repository 
of sanity somewhere.

Tehombe has obviously some­
how learned hia lesson well from 
the great notorious pcopagandiaU 
of modem times.

H um m ingb ird  A
We belong, we think, to the 

moat dedicated and least rewarded 
society in the world. I t  Is, Ifortu- 
nately, for we could hardly toler. 
ate the thought of anyoAc else suf' 
fering so long for such little 
recompense, a very limited society. 
I t is a hummingbird watching so. 
ciety, limited in membership, as 
we say, and limited on locale. It is 
unlimited In season; it takes its 
hummingbird sighting when and if 
It can; but tradition dictates that 
the event of the current season haa 
already taken place, and that the 
season is, therefore probably 
closed.

There was a time when this ape. 
cial , and limited hummingbird 
watching society could, during the 
height- of the August flowering 
season, claim at least one Sighting 
a day. These were the halcyon 
hummingbird yaart, and the mam 
bership of the society often thinks, 
in these later years, that it 'waa 
rather remiss* tn not making more 
of such prosperity while j t  had it,

Whatever the reason, our hum 
mlngbird watching aociaty haa 
fallen'on lean aeaaons. I t may be 
simply the lack of concentrated 
watching. The fault, in other 
words, may be with the society it­
self. Or it may be something in the 
w'ay man has been rearranging the 
natural world, what with his poi­
soning of pests'' and peace.

'What is beyond dispute, how- 
.ever, is the simple fact that the 
records of the society for the sum­
mer of 1961 carry one aingla nota­
tion, very late in August, to the af­
fect that one unmistakable blur of 
wings was seeni, at some, distance, 
hovering in thS slanting sunshine 
of late afternoon, under the 
branch of an ash.

And the record for 1962, appar­
ently; is also going to consist mere­
ly of one notation, -to the effect 
that, early in September, again at 
a distance, one hummingbird did 
spend, a comparatively leisurely 
few minutes investigating the 
jewel weed wdilch ''had come up 
from ‘the drought bed of a amall 
brook.

One society, one year, on* sight­
ing, one hummingbird, . ; that 
seems to be the story, alter which 
the society reorganises itself and 
begins the business of waiting un­
til next year.

Members of this particular sor 
ciety would just as soon not hear 
frorp any amateur or unorganized 
watchers who have humming-1 
birds for breakfast, luncheon, tea 
and supper- As writh many other 
endeavors or nice things in life, 
seefng hummingbirds is a relative­
ly easy matter until you organise 
to do it.

The last tilde we lodked, John 
Dempsey had no brother who ,vas 
an editor of the Saturday Evening 
Post, or a national syndicated 
columnist, and this leaves th6 
Democratic incumbent, we aup- 
pose, irretrievably handicapped in 
hia race for the office of Gov­
ernor.

other leas fortunate cendidates.

So wc invent a composite 
brother, who would be writing, in 
the Friday Afternoon Totem, 
about a composite candidate ap­
proximately as follows.

This may come as a shock to those 
who consider the area of the moon 
not illuminated by the sun to be 
4utte) daxHT Actually NASA sclen- 
UsU ipdCit out that the dark por­
tion ot the moon will be Illumina­
ted by earthshlne and will be aa 
bright as though it were illumina­
ted by a 100-watt bulb held about 
nine feet aWay. Common experi­
ence indicates that a 100-watt bulb 
at nine feet furnishes quite a bit of 
Ught.

The decision to land on the dark 
•of the moon arises from several 
considerations. With the sun out 
of the moon’s sky, the tempera­
tures will be low. and It is possible 
to heat the lunar landing vehicle— 
or "b u g ”—instead' of, worrying 
about heating and cooling depend­
ing on whether the bug goes in or 
out of the sun. This is also true 
of the men as they leave the bug 
for exploration of the lunar sur­
face.

Another reason for landing on 
the dark side of the moon is the 
fact that the suh will be out of 
the sky, and thus if a solar flare 
should occur—the radiations travel 
in a tr^gh t Unei in the absence of 
a miM:neUc field—the men on the 
dark side will be protected fom 
these lethal radiations.

Behavior li|i OrMt 
The decision tb lahtj on the dark 

side also restriota the- time when 
the lunar craft .o u  land to make 
use of earthshine; ^TV) undhrstand 
this -feature, it is necessary 
derstand- the behavior of the modn  ̂
in its orbit around the earth.

The moon travels once around 
the earth in a month. Since it 
has no light of its own, we see it 
by sunlight reflected from its sur­
face. When the moon l.s directr 
ly between us {md t-ke sun, we do 
not see It, for that part of the 
moon illuminated by the sun is 
turned away from the earth. We 
call this the new phase. How­
ever. If you were on the moon at 
that Ume, you would se^ the earth 
completely illuminated' as a full 
earth. ®

After a few days the moon has 
traveled east of the sun. and we 
see it aa a thin crescent. This ie 
what we ordinarily call the new 
moon. Again, if you were on the 
moon looking at the earth, you 
wbuld see the earth not quite full 
We would call this a gibbous 
earth. After a week we would see 
the moon as a quarter moon, and 
the earth would be seen from the 
moon aa a quarter earth. The

earth was between the medn 
and the sun and this would be the 
full moon. From the full jUu m , 
the moon goes beck to new in 
about two weeks.

The decisien to land on the 
dark of the moon means that 
the e a r^  must be at almost the 
full phase--At this idiaec, enough 
light la reflected from the earth 
to illuminate the moon.

To understand why this light la - 
available, let's compare the earth 
and tbe moon. When the moon is 
full, we on earth can almost read 
a paper by moonlight. The sun, 
by actual measurement, is. about 
400,000 times brighter thsn th*^ 
full moon. The earth has approid- 
mately four times ths diameter of 
the moon and, thus, 16 tjlfles ths 
area

If the earth  reflected ju n  as ef­
ficiently as the itioon, it would be 
16 times brightsr than ths moon. 
However, the 'earth is a much bet­
ter reflector than ths moon, ‘the 
moon reflects about "t per cent of 
sunlight, while we believe the 
earth reflects aboue 40 psr cent of 
sunlight.. Ths ratio is about six 
to ont. This combned with ths 
larger size of tbe earth means 
that asrthshine on ths moon is 
about 100 times as bright as 
moonshine on the earih. It is this 
tremendous increase in Ught 
which will make tha moon appear 
sa though iUuminatai by a 100- 
watt lamp a t nlna fast.

Thus, by choosing the 
proper phase, sufficient light for 
the exploration of the moon can 
be obtained without the hazards 
that go with being in direct sun­
light.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Con­
gress. scenting edjounjm ent this 
month, is Peking up steam  in its 
drive to get home, for the fall 
election campaigns.

It shoved further along F riday 
three of President Kennedy’s top 
proposals—the U.N. bond issue, 
trade expansion and standby au, 
thority to call up Reserves. Anoth­
e r administration bill, calling for 
federal aid to traffic-clogged . ci­
ties. apparently fell by the way- 
side. ' ' .

Senate Democratic Leader Mike 
Mansfield of Montana dangled the 
carro t of a Sept. 29 adjournm ent 
before the Senate, hut noted if is 
up to the m em bers to' get the 
job done.

No adjournment date was men­
tioned in -the House, but 'tha t 
body eleared a m ajor hurdle with 
pa.ssage of the U.N. bond issue 
bill on a 256-1.34 roll call vote. 
There was a possibility the Sen­
ate might agree to House am end­
ments, meaning it could be .sent 
to Kennedy next %veek.

The Senate Finance Committee 
approved the President’s propo.4al 
for authority to  .slash and in .some 
cases, wipe out tariff.s reciprocal­
ly with other nations, particu lar­
ly the- booming European Com­
mon M arket. Debate on the bill, 
already passed by the House, be­
gins In the Senate on Monday.

The House Armed Services 
Committee gave unanimous ap­
proval to the P resident's reque.st 
for .standby authority to call up 
150.000 Reserves.

However, House Speaker John 
W. McCktrmack. D-Mas,s., .said the 
Reserve.s call-up bill won't reach

the House floor untU Sept. 24, a 
week later than expected. .

In what h e . acknowledged -was 
a  move to kill the P resident’s pro­
posal -for $500 million in federal 
g ran ts  to help cities solve m ass 
transit problems. '  Sen. Frank 
Lausche', D-Ohlo. won approval of 
hLs motion to -send the transpor­
tation bill to the Commerce (Com­
m ittee. By aj^xeement the m eas­
ure m ust cpmtf out Sept.. 24, but 
there .xeetVi.s'’ little chance it will 
be debated^in the late rush for 
Rfliournment.

The U.N. bond bill wa.s ap ­
proved by 190 Dem ocrats and 66 
Republicans. Opposing it ' on the 
final roll call were 46 Demoi-rats 
and 88 Republicans.

The m ajor fight cam e over an 
am endm ent by Rep. John W. 
Byrnes, R-Wis.. which would have 
held up the loan until the United 
Nations adopted qn advisory opin­
ion of the World (Court that special 
U.N. a.sse.ssments .are bind on all 
member's. Supporter's of the bill 
m anaged to beat down the Byrnes 
am endm ent, pointing out that the 
United Nations lias adopted nine 
previous World Court opinions.

The bill provides that the United 
S tates rhay m atch the bond pur­
chases of , other nations up to 
$100 million. At present 17 nations 
ha\’c bought $27 million worth of 
bonds and pledg‘d  have been 
made to purchase $45 million 
more.

The money will be used to pay 
U.N. debts Incurred in peace 
keeping mi.ssions in the (Congo and 
along the Israeli-Egyptian border. 
Several nations, including all of 
the Soviet bloc, have not paid their 
.special U.N. assessm ents for the.se 
activities.

There was 
no sign that this draft had been 
accepted and conference sources 
dald no communique now was like­
ly until Wednesday.

Officials said the best the Ms^- 
millan government could expect 
was a general declaration by the 
conference . acknowledging Bri­
tain's right to join the Common 

, Market—provided she can meW 
certain conditions and gain spe­
cific safeguards for Commonweath 
trade.

In the draft communique pre­
pared by MacmUlan there was no 
mention of the expressions of hos­
tility toward the 'Common Market 
project that were voiced last week 
by most of the Commonwealth 
leaders.

A mood of tension and some bit­
terness hung over the session. 
There were angry mutterings be­
hind the scenes by Canadians and 
British — whose relations lately 
have nose-dived.

WASHINGTON ( A P ) - A  
long-circulated rumor — cou­
pled with a denial—that 
President Kennedy was once 
«^retly married was pub­
lished in Washington today.

The Washington Post carried an 
advance article from Newsweek 
magazine, which it owns, and 
Wiich, like the Post, branded the 
rumor as. groundless and false.

The White House, asked for 
comment, declined to discu.ss the 
matter today as it has in the past.

Rumors of an early 'Kennedy 
marriage have been circulated 
widely for more than a year. Per­
sons or groups have distributed 
in various parts of the country 
copies of a page from a genealogy 
alleging there was such a mar­
riage.

To Citizens who write the White 
House about the rumor, a .simple 
reply goes out: ‘ The President 
has been married only once—to 
his wile Jacqueline Kennedy.”

The Associated Press checked 
many sources over the months 
and was never able' to find any 
evidence to substantiate the 
rumor.

Newsweek, noted that virtually 
ev rj major newspaper, maga­
zine and \rire service in the Unit­
ed States refused to publi.sh the 
report.

The genealogy adds that a 
daughter was born of the mar­
riage to. Desloge.

Newsweek asserts the third 
marriage never took place.

“ The only .mystery," it says, 
"is why Louis L. Blauvelt, in his 
ooqfused chronology, said that it 
did. The answer may Well be in 
Baluvelt's family records, now in 
cvistody of his daughter, Mrs. Wil­
liam K. Smith of East Orange, 
N.J. Blauvelt kept documentation 
for every item in his book.

"Under the entry for the al­
leged marriage, to 'John F. Ken­
nedy' there is only an old clip­
ping from a Miami gossip column,- 
leporling Miss Malcolm and' 
young Jack Kennedy had been 
seen in a restaurant right after 
World War U.
. "One Blauvelt in-law described 
the entry- to Newsweek as 'just 
one'colossar mistake.' He said:-'It 
was likely that the old man 
formed the idea in his head, see­
ing that clipping, and the family 
hadn't had anyone that famous 
for a long time.” -

Mrs. Smith's husband, > William, 
told The Associated Pre^ that 
there is only one notation concern­
ing, a Kennedy marriage in the 
records of Louis Blauvelt.

Smith said that this a typed in­
dex card carrying substantially 
the same entry as the book itself. 
Smith' said'that pri (he bottom of 
the index card is a date apparent­
ly referring to a letter received 
by the author which contained in­
formation concerning the mar­
riage entry. However, he ddded' 
there Is no letter in the fUea 
which relates to the . index card.

Smith said he sent a'' letter a 
year ago to Pierre Salinger, Wnite 
House press secretory, attesting 
to the complete absence of any 
original source material upon 
which the author relied for the 
marriage entry. Smith said the 
letter was sent at Salinger’s re­
quest.

Smith said his father-in-law 
kept careful records although he 
made some mistakes.
