For Link to Market
LONDON (AP) — B r i t i s h f the other members of the

Commonwealth leaders wound 
up a heated debate bn the 
Common Market today with 
clear signs Prithe Minister 
Harold Macmillan had fdiled 
to win their unqualified sup­
port for linking Britain with 
the European economic-politi­
cal bloc.

The 16 leaders deferred issuing 
a communique on the outcome of 
Bieir weeklong debate.

Macmillan coQ^uded the discus­
sion with a SMninute plea for 
unity. He had hoped Ws partners 
would accept a draft' declaration 
he has been circulating privately.

This declaration would have pro­
nounced Commonwealth support 
for Britain in its Brussels, Bel­
gium negotiations with the Com­
mon Market countries. There was 
no sign that this draft had been 
accepted and conference sources 
dald no communique now was like­
ly until Wednesday.

Officials said the best the Ms^- 
millan government could expect 
was a general declaration by the 
conference . acknowledging Bri­
tain's right to join the Common 

, Market—provided she can meW 
certain conditions and gain spe­
cific safeguards for Commonweath 
trade.

In the draft communique pre­
pared by MacmUlan there was no 
mention of the expressions of hos­
tility toward the 'Common Market 
project that were voiced last week 
by most of the Commonwealth 
leaders.

A mood of tension and some bit­
terness hung over the session. 
There were angry mutterings be­
hind the scenes by Canadians and 
British — whose relations lately 
have nose-dived.

Canadian delegates claim the 
British are spreading stories to 
newspapers that their prime min- 
'ister, John G. Diefenbaker. is the 
one man holding up general Com­
monwealth acquiescence of Brit- 
ain’sXentry.

For tlmir part, the British have 
not been, discouraging newsmen 
from sug^ting Diefenbaker's at­
tacks pn British policy were un­
expected and liarmful.

Fallout Levels 
Not Dangerous 
At This Time

WASHINGTON (AP)—Secretory 
of Welfare Anthony J. Celebrezze 
says a federal board has found 
that radioactive fallout is not at 
dangerous levels in the United 
States at this time.

The group said it would not 
recommend the preventive and 
countermeasures taken recently 
wher radioactivity counts shot to 
high levels in some areas.

'i.ie Federal Radiation Coun­
cil, top-ranking government body 
dealing with the problems of ra­
diation fallout, issued a report to­
day on its meeting of a week ago.

Celebrezze said Sunday in a 
television interview that the coun­
cil had concluded there is no 
fallout at this time. He heads the' 
fallout at this time .He heads the 
group.

The council's report did not 
mention the areas involved or'the 
countermeasures token.

When the count of radioactive 
iodine 131 in milk reached an 
average of 680 micromicrocuries 
per' day during July in Salt Lake 
City, Utah, the dairy industry 
there undertook voluntary control 
measures.

$ 2 0  Million Deficit
HARTFORD (AP) — Although 

the state of Connecticut operated 
in the black by $2.6 million dur­
ing the past fiscal year, it is still 
faced with a deficit of over $20 
mlllon for the biennium ending 
June 30, 1663.

This was indicated today in State 
Comptroller Raymond S.* Thatch­
er's annual report to Governor 
Dempsey.

Thatcher reported that revenue 
for the past year ending June 30, 
totaled $203,240,000, representing 
$3,680,000. more than anticipated.

Expenditures , for the period 
amounted to $200,640,(H)0 leaving 
a surplus from operations of $2,- 
600;000.

This surplus reduced the . $8,- 
>600,000 deficit which the state 
started with in 1961 to $6,000,000.

Rumor Denied 
Kennedy Wed 
O n c e  Secretly

WASHINGTON ( A P ) - A  
long-circulated rumor — cou­
pled with a denial—that 
President Kennedy was once 
«^retly married was pub­
lished in Washington today.

The Washington Post carried an 
advance article from Newsweek 
magazine, which it owns, and 
Wiich, like the Post, branded the 
rumor as. groundless and false.

The White House, asked for 
comment, declined to discu.ss the 
matter today as it has in the past.

Rumors of an early 'Kennedy 
marriage have been circulated 
widely for more than a year. Per­
sons or groups have distributed 
in various parts of the country 
copies of a page from a genealogy 
alleging there was such a mar­
riage.

To Citizens who write the White 
House about the rumor, a .simple 
reply goes out: ‘ The President 
has been married only once—to 
his wile Jacqueline Kennedy.”

The Associated Press checked 
many sources over the months 
and was never able' to find any 
evidence to substantiate the 
rumor.

Newsweek, noted that virtually 
ev rj major newspaper, maga­
zine and \rire service in the Unit­
ed States refused to publi.sh the 
report.

“ They have. ‘spiked’ the story 
despite what appears at first 
glance to be 'documentary evi­
dence' and despite scattered pub-j^ 
liesrtion of it—or hints at it- {̂)y5 
hate groups and gossip c ^ m - 
nlsts."

There were no chil­
dren of the second or third mar­
riages."

The genealogy adds that a 
daughter was born of the mar­
riage to. Desloge.

Newsweek asserts the third 
marriage never took place.

“ The only .mystery," it says, 
"is why Louis L. Blauvelt, in his 
ooqfused chronology, said that it 
did. The answer may Well be in 
Baluvelt's family records, now in 
cvistody of his daughter, Mrs. Wil­
liam K. Smith of East Orange, 
N.J. Blauvelt kept documentation 
for every item in his book.

"Under the entry for the al­
leged marriage, to 'John F. Ken­
nedy' there is only an old clip­
ping from a Miami gossip column,- 
leporling Miss Malcolm and' 
young Jack Kennedy had been 
seen in a restaurant right after 
World War U.
. "One Blauvelt in-law described 
the entry- to Newsweek as 'just 
one'colossar mistake.' He said:-'It 
was likely that the old man 
formed the idea in his head, see­
ing that clipping, and the family 
hadn't had anyone that famous 
for a long time.” -

Mrs. Smith's husband, > William, 
told The Associated Pre^ that 
there is only one notation concern­
ing, a Kennedy marriage in the 
records of Louis Blauvelt.

Smith said that this a typed in­
dex card carrying substantially 
the same entry as the book itself. 
Smith' said'that pri (he bottom of 
the index card is a date apparent­
ly referring to a letter received 
by the author which contained in­
formation concerning the mar­
riage entry. However, he ddded' 
there Is no letter in the fUea 
which relates to the . index card.

Smith said he sent a'' letter a 
year ago to Pierre Salinger, Wnite 
House press secretory, attesting 
to the complete absence of any 
original source material upon 
which the author relied for the 
marriage entry. Smith said the 
letter was sent at Salinger’s re­
quest.

Smith said his father-in-law 
kept careful records although he 
made some mistakes.

and cheese to allow tlrhe for the 
iodine ISI to decay.

Last year the council aet guide­
lines for radiation intake and es­
tablished the maximum safe limit 
on iodine 131 at 100 micromtero- 
curies per day. or 36,500 per year.

"The radiation protection guides 
are not a dividing line between 
safety and danger in actu,al radia­
tion situations nor are they alone 
intended to set a limit at which 
protective action should be taken 
or u, indicate what kind of action 
should be taken," the report said.

Instead, the report said, the 
guides should be used more as a 
warning that detailed studies and 
evaluation of possible exposure 
risks should be made.

"The council believes that indi­
vidual fallout situations require 
individual evaluation before spe­
cific action is .taken," the report 
added.

"Radiation exposures anywhere 
near the guides involves risks so 
slight that, countermeasures may 
well have' a net -adverse rather 
than favorable effect on the pub­
lic well being."

Increased amounts of radioac­
tive iodine in milk were reported 
in May by" the ' Public Health 
Service, particularly at Us mid­
continent testing stations. The. lev­
el declined sub.sUintlally. during 
the first half of June. It remained 
at low levels during July wi(h the 
exception of Laramie, Wyo., and 
Salt Lake CSty. <

Automatic?
After you have become cynical 

enough about the way the atom 
dominates the mindb of men and 
the -decisions of nations, you have 
at least the benefit of no longer 
being surprised by obvious decl- 

''gions.
T̂ hus, the United States has now 

surc^sfully avoided two consider­
ations which might have kept it 
from making any more nuclear 
tc.sts out in the Pacific.

Somebody quite naive and in­
experienced in the w’ays of the 
atom with the human bei'ng might 
have thought that either one of 
these two considerations might 
have kept, the United States from 
making any more tests as part of 
its 1962 atmospheric series.

But somebody cynical and wise 
about the power of the, atom over 
the human and national mind 
would not be surprised at all. It 
is automatic that we test some 
more, arry''anci all con.siderations 
notwithstanding.

One potential reason for not 
- testing any more could rest in our 

own previous statement that we 
would base our own testing de­
cision on our appraisal of whether- 
or not the Ru.ssians had done any- 
tliing of importance and signifi­
cance to us in their own latest 
testiftg.

Here the naive expectation 
would have been that, whatever 
the Russian testing had Involved, 
we woul4 -be capable, as a govern­
ment. aS a nation, of making a flat 
decision that it provided us with no 
need or justification for future 

' testing of our own.
The cynic had to .bet, the mo- 

nient this conditional assurance 
Was given, that we would find rea­
son to do more testing ourselves.

The second consideration which 
the naive observer might have ex­
pected to result in a decision to test 
no more came from our experience 
with the high altitude test We did 
finally set up this summer, against 
alarms and warnings of some sci­
entists. IVe had scientists who 
pooh-poohed sucIi alarms, we set 
off the high altitude blast; we 
found if created a new man- 

.caused radiation belt which shut 
u.s off from communication with 
some of our own satcnites already 
in orbit and which may force us 
either to wait or do new, planning 
for our own space program: the 

, scientists who "had been alarmed 
beforehand cried that they had 
told us so; we ourseives admitted 
that the new radiation belt wa.s a 

, serious thing, which might, last for 
years. Surely;, then, we might de­
lay any more high altitude tests, 
at least until we. ourselves had a 
better idea of. what the results 
from” them might be.

So, perhaps, the naive observer 
might have thought. .

But the atom never gives’ 
ground, or space. It never has to. 
Its unexpected performance in the 
high altitude test this summer, its 
creation oif a new and unexpected, 
peril, added to its power and fasci­
nation, and the very circumstance 
.which somebody quite trusting 
would expect to mean the end of 
high altitude testing means. In 
reality, just the beginning of such 
testing.- To be sure, the next bombs 
we throw up toward space won’t 
be quite so big, or quite so high. 
We will, at least, put on the ap­
pearance of some caution.

But never, in any situation, be 
so naive as to think that anybody 

, human can make our friend, the 
atom, go and stand in a corner. It 
calls the tune, and our behavior, 
jnuch more than we do.\ Everyone 

, cqn admit, rationally, what a hor- 
* rible thing it is. Nobody'can quite 

conquer the instinctive itch to see 
what else it can do.

We should have found the vote 
much more impressive if it had 
bedn 89 to 11, or 99 to 1. or if it 
had. by any division at all re­
flected the possibility that it was 
a measure of such Importance and 
significance as to inspire Inevit 
able differences of opinion among 
such a large and distingpiished 
group of national legislators.

As it was, we think this-100 to 0 
vote added Up closer to the zero 
than to the 100.

Actually, there were really all 
kinds of different opinions about 
the President’s request. Some con­
sidered it a silly, immature ges­
ture. Some considered the request 
Itself meaningless. And. at the 
other extreme, some of the people 
who voted for it were dissatisfied 
with it not because they thought 
it should never have been made, 
but because they wanted it to be 
bigger and tougher and cover a 
lot more ground and deliver a lot 
more threat than the President 
intended. In between those who 
thought the whole business rather 
silly, and those who wanted it to 
be taken even more seriously than 
the President intended, there were 
undoubtedly some legislators who 
did happen to find that the re­
quest. as It stood, constituteij just 
the right kind of play for the 
President and for , the United 
States in this particular week -of 
September in the year 1962.

But when, in the end. nobody 
cared to press any particular point 
of view or assessment of the Presi­
dent’s request, there resulted that 
sickly kind of unity which pre­
tends it is impressing and fooling 
somebody—some future historian, 
no doubt.

If the .steady postwar outflow 
o( dollars from the United States 
is halted next year, ' this country 
no longer will be adding dollars 
to the monetary reserves of other 
countries. In that event, year-to- 
year increases in the total re­
serves of the non-Communist na­
tions would be limited largely to 
newly mined gold.

This potential problem would re­
quire major adjustments' in the 
International monetary auid trade 
financing system.

Albert B. Sabin today describ­
ed as unwarranted the U.S. 
Health Service recommenda­
tion that Type III oral polio 
vaccine be withheld from 
adults.

Sabin, developer of the vaccine, 
said the recommendation "must 
not be allowed to interfere with 
community prog;rams. which , are 

^our only hope for complete-elimi­
nation of {x>Uo.’ ’

Arriving from England on the 
liner ^ e e n  Mary, Sabin told 
newsmen;

'■The declMon is based on a 
small number of coincidental po­
lio-type illnes.ses. with no proof In 
any one of these cases that the 
’Type III vaccine has bfeen respon­
sible for any one of the cases re­
ported.”

The Health -Service made its 
recommendation Saturday against 
adult use of Type XU Sabin vac­
cine after announcing that 11 con­
firmed cases of Type III polio 
provided sufficient evidence "to' 
indicate that at least some of 
these cases have been caused by 
Type . Ill vaccines.’ ’

While recommending against 
Type in vaccine for adults, the 
Health Service did urge using it 
for immunization programs for 
preschool and school-age children, 
and recommended continued use 
of Types I and n for ‘ everyone^

continued use of Type HI vaccine, 
but other state arid’' local officials 
adopted a wait-and-see atUtude.

New York, advised local officials 
to suspend use of all oral polio 
vaccine, partictdarly Type HI. 
pending study.

Sabiti, a professor of pediatrics 
at the University of Cincinnati 
College of Medicine, gave news­
men the text of a message he 
sent earlier in the day to the 
Chemung County Medical Society, 
Elmira, N.Y.

"The surgeon general’s state­
ment urged continuation of the 
community oral polio vaccine pro­
gram with all three types in chil­
dren and Types I and II in adults, 
although I believe that the rec­
ommendation withholding Type 
III vaccine from adults is unwar­
ranted. It must not be allowed to 
interfere with community pro­
grams which are 'our only hope 
for complete elimination of polio,” 
it said.

Sabin said that every year since 
1955, when the dead virus vaccine 
developed ,by Dr. Jonas Salk was 
introduced, a number of cases 
were reported to have occurred 
within 30 days Of the administra­
tion of the vaccine.

“ The public has aoqepted this 
fact,” Sabin said.

Passman, chair­
man of a .subcommittee that 
drafted the aid money bill after 
several months of hearings, set 
a reduction goal of close to $1.5 
bill at that time.

Even if Congress provided no 
new. money this year, the commit­
tee said In a formal report ac­
companying the bill, there would 
be enough money'left over from 
prior appropriations to finance the 
program for about 25 months. 
Most of the carryover, however, 
has been earnriarked or obligated.

“ The pipeline of unexpended 
funds is increasing at an alarming 
rate,”  the committee said, esti­
mating the baldrice at $6.7 billion 
as of June 30, 19^.'

H« 
said many nations should pool, 
aid funds in a vastly expand­
ed international fund.

Black, long a vocal supporter of 
the U.S. aid program, gave him 
•views in a strong worded “ fare­
well address” prepared for the ‘ 
annual meeting of the World Bank 
and affiliated organizations.

Black s{>ectflcally suggested 
that the industrialized countries 
which can afford aid programs 
put a greater pro{x>rtion of their 
aid monies into the International 
Development Association — IDA.

The American banker favored 
multination aid programs on these 
grounds:

1. Aid from an individual hation 
Is apt to be conditional on pur­
chases of the giver's {X'oducts— 
an American aim because of the 
U.S. balance of payments prob­
lem. He said this tends to place 
the giver in the position of offer­
ing aid favored by private firms 
at home, ‘ ‘whether the jjrojects 
are well justified or not.”

2. Single-nation aid programs 
have a “ susceptibility to political 
Influences, whether overt or other­
wise.”  Black called this “ my 
most serious criticism of bilateral 
aid programs.”

3. The foreign policy, or politi­
cal - aims, of bilateral aid pro­
grams are not achieved becausa 
leaders of the ' underdeveloped 
countries are not “ persons who 
would be ea.sily bent to any for­
eigner's- purposes; they value 
their own and their countries’ in­
dependence too highly.”

,4. “ Countries receiving aid from 
a multilateral organization to 
which many nations have contrib­
uted, and imder international ad­
ministration, wilt be likely to take 
a. more . re.sponsible attitude to­
ward the use and repayment of 
aid than toward aid received bi- 
latA-ally.”

The American banker's views 
were certain to attract worldwide 
attention, and perhaps stir up a 
iralitlcal hornet's nest at home.
