600 Dead, Missing 
As Storms Smash 
Barcelona Region

BARCELONA, Spain (AP)' 
— Flash floods and hurricane 
winds r i p p e d  overnight 
through a group o f villages in 
a hilly region near Barcelona 
and a government spokesman 
said more than 600 persons 
are dead or missing.

The spokesman said 246 bodies 
have been recovered and 395 per­
sons are unaccounted for.

Fresh thunderstorms continued 
across the area, where several 

. hours of heavy rain and high 
winds smashed many homes and 
other buildings.

Officials said the*’, death toll 
might rise.

Severtil villages, whose residents 
''normally worked in textile plants 
near Barcelona, were almost 
wiped out by the floods, which 
foUpwed months of dry weather.

■ifhe Spanish government televi­
sion station had said at 2 p.m. 
that the death toll was "some­
what more than 100.”

Officials here compared the dis­
aster to one near Zamora in 1959, 
when a dam burst and washed out 
an entire village with a' loss of 
more than 200 lives.

The floods struck a few hours 
after the windup of a Barcelona 
religious festival, named Nuestra 
Senora de la Merced—Our Lady of 
Mercy—which runs for a week 
each fail. The event had included 
a song festival with entrants from 
many nations.

The victims included families 
who were sleeping. -Their houses 
caved in and trapped them under 
the debris.

A band of 20 Gypsies was 
caught under a bridge in Llobre- 
gat, 10 miles from Barcelona. Six­
teen of them were washed away.

Barcelona, situated on the Med­
iterranean 300 miles east of Ma­
drid, is Spain’s largest seaport and 
chief Industrial and commercial 
center. Lying on a fertile plain

Soviet Port in Cuba 
Seen Threat to U.S.

WASHINGTON -(A P ) — U.S
defense sources said today th’ey 
believe the port to be built in 
Cuba with Soviet assistance is a 
camouflage for a naval base 
which could threaten the Panama 
Canal.

They said a port equipped to 
overhaul, repair, and 'supply' SlK 
Viet and Cuban trawlers could 
Also serve as a support base for 
submarines and torpedo boats.

Prime Minister Fidel (jastta 
unveiled the plans for a port in 
a television speech Tuesday. He 
didn’t specify the location but 
a later communique announcing 
signing of the Soviet-Cuban agree­
ment' said the dock and facilities 
for between 116 and 130 medium 
trawlers would be in Havana Bay.

It was reported in Havana that 
Soviet crews would instruct Cu­
bans in the use of Soviet trawlers 
smd that the fleet ultimately 
would become the property of 
Cuba.

Many of the Soviet Union’s 3,OCX) 
trawlers are anything -but purely 
fishing craft. They are known to 
carry radar and other electronic 
equipment with which they have 
monitored U.S. missile test shots 
from Cape Canaveral, Fla., ahd 
have observed U.S. fleet maneu­
vers.

The small flotilla of Soviet 
trawlers which suTiyed in Havana 
last summer is (Quipped with 
electronic detection equipment..

Some mllitwy authorities said 
construction of a Soviet port in 
Cuba appears part of a world-wide 
plan to position Soviet naval

(AP) The*>lege Board office and
State of Mississippi turned away 
Negro James H. Meredith at the 
campus gates today—foiling his 
plans to enroll at ttie all-white 
University of Mississippi for the 
third time in less than a week.

This time Lt. Gov. Paul John­
son. backed up by highway pa­
trolmen, refused to accept the 29- 
year'-old Negro.

•The U.S. Army in Europe prepared to send medical and 
other aid to Antwerp for the group, American service men 
and their wives, whose flight from the United States ended 
with a forced landing in the sea 500 miles west of Ireland.

The Canadian aircraft carrier Bonaventure, which is bear­
ing four other survivors, radioed that it expects to reach the 
Shannon River estuary about 9 a.m. Thursday. The carrier 
originally planned to arrive late today, but said it was running 
low on fuel and had to reduce speed.

$1 Billion Tax Credit

‘Half-a-Loaf’ Tax Bill 
Set for Final Approval

WASHINGTON (AP)—A haif-a-<»mlttee made the provision retrod
loaf tax bill, giving President Ken­
nedy the business-boosting change 
he recommended but less than the 
counterbalancing revenue he 
asked, was ready today for (Con­
gress and the White Hdu.se to con­
sider.

There was every indication the 
House, the Senate and the Presi­
dent would accept the mebsure. 
jt was hammered out In four days 
Of . work, rtmning Into Tuesday 
night, by a conference committee 
charged with reconciling the dif­
ferent bills pas.sed by the two 
chambers. The House will act 
first, one day next week. .

The heart of the measure, a tax 
credit of more than $1 billion for 
businesses willing to spend money 
on modernizing and improving 
their equipment, was retained. 
The ' administration has earnestly 
pleaded for this*lnvestment credit, 
designed os a quick shot in the 
arm for the U.S. economy and. In 
the long pull, as a means of help­
ing U.S. businesses match their 
modernized — and tax-favored — 
competitors abroad.

The big casualty, doomed by the 
Senate, was the plan to withhold 
Income taxes on interest and divi­
dends. The Treasury had hoped 
to collect by this means as much 
as 3780 million a year in tax rev­
enue now lo.sl because of nonre­
porting.

The Senate, bombarded with ad­
verse mail, struck out the with­
holding provision the House had 
voted. The conference committee 
went along, but in accepting the 
Senate substitute. V  requirement 
for more elaborate reporting by 
the firms paying interest and div­
idends, the conferees directed the 
Treasury to report annually on the 
effectiveness, of this device, estim­
ated to be worth 3240 million a 
year, in recouped revenue.

"Our jaundiced detractors of 
this persuasion are fond of citing 
5 or 10 ‘best newspapers’ as living 
up to their criteria and dismiss­
ing the rest of America’s vast 
press as of no account, thus 
dumping into their critical ashcan 
the htindreds of good newspapers 
across the land which are serving 
their respective communities con­
scientiously and well,”  he added.

The Seattle executive urged his 
fellow editors to greater effort In 
backgrounding news to make It 
more vital to the reader.

“ How much, do we really know 
of the Immense circle of peoples," 
he asked, “ now emerging Into the 
sunlight of the 2qth century in 
Africa and Asia, whose fate is 
inextricably bound up with ours 
and with' that of our children’s 
children in the onward march of 
history?

“ We are living in exciting times 
—in a broad sweep of history that 
is changing the world dally before 
ffur very eyes.”  Stone said, "and 
It is up to us to communicate the 
excitement of these times to our 
readers."

Stone cited The Associated 
Press’ "World Spotlight Series”  as 
a significant breakthrough in il­
luminating the news, calling it 
"the weekly background report 
from the hot news fronts of this 
troubled globe.”

Keynoting the APME sessions 
was J. Q. Mahaffey, veteran 
editor of the Texarkema Gazette, 
~ "1  have always felt that the AP 
was not Just a news service,” 
Mahaffey said, “ not even a mu­
tually owned news service, but a 
great fraternity of the best news­
papermen in the world, all of 
whom care a hell of a lot about 
one another.”

Elizabeth 
Rychling are the IWo candidates 
endorsed by the .party caucus.

In the only^dtoer contest in to­
morrow’s election, Mrs. Ruth ,L. 
French js seeking to replace Mrs. 
BessiaT. Stack in toe Second Dis­
trict registrar's post.
 ̂'Loyayzim's public campaign so far 

ha.s been based on his record in 
office and his claims of accom­
plishment have brought him into 
conflict with others on toe politi­
cal scene, notably Mrs. Mildred 
Hlltgen, wholis not seeking re-eec- 
tion to her post as representative, 
and Raymond Brogda, former tax 
assessor.

Through his campaign manager 
Elinor E. Smith, Loyzim claimed, 
credit of amending a bill in the 
legislature which, without amend­
ment, would presumably have 
made it illegal for Coventry to 
continue to ^ve matching funds 
to private 'associations for the 
maintenance of roads.

Mrs. Hiltgen disputed his claim 
and insisted the record shows the 
amendment in question was intro­
duced by Rep. Robert Berger of 
Enfield when he read the bill out 
of committee. She quotes the 
House Journal to back her claim.

Mrs. Smith has countered wltn 
a charge that Mrs, Hiltgen is 
either deliberately distorting or is 
uninformed. She quotes sections 
of the Transcript of toe House 
Proceedings which label the 
amendment as one introduced by 
Xk>ŷ im and conitain remarks made 
by him in support of the amend­
ment.

. Mrs. Smith contends that the 
House Journal is a brief summary 
of the activities of the House 
while the transcript is the equiva­
lent of toe Congressional Record.

She Insists Mrs. Hiltgen owes 
Loyzim an apology.

Another of the controversies in 
the campaign has raged over the 
move which eliminated the need 
for filing of real estate tax lists.

In a list of accomplishments, 
Loyzim claimed he played a lead­
ing role in making that adminis­
trative change. P. Raymond Bro- 
ga, assessor at the time of the 
change, vehemently denied that.

In a letter to Mrs. Smith, Broga 
said that he alone, with, the 
help of his clerk, Mrs. Christina 
Woods, obtained the release of the 
annual filing requirements. "I 
highly resent the attempt of Mr. 
Stephen Loyzim to claim he play­
ed ‘a leading role’ in the elimina­
tion of the filing as he claimed in 
a recent release of hi ĵ record ih a 
local publication," Broga wrote.

"I would like Mr. Loyzim to 
explain to me and to the public 
how this was possible as he op­
posed my every effort and, while 
a member of the Board of Fi- 
nence,. continually helped reject 
my request for items as impor­
tant as an adding machine which 
I had to borrow at no expense, to 
toe town for the five years I was 
in office."

Loyzim’a campaign manager

Mi’s- Smith released portions of 
^ e  letter for publication claiming 

^Loyzim’s opponents treid to pin an 
anti-labor label on him. In toe 
letter Rourke commended Loyzim 
for his voting record on labor is­
sues in the 1959 and 1961 sessions 
of the General Assembly.

In a letter to Raymond H. 
Bradley, chairman of the Demo­
cratic ’I\>wn Committee, Rourke 
says his endorsement is a personal 
one and reflects his opinion in his 
capacity as .secretary-treasurer of 
the Connecticut State Labor Coun­
cil, AFL-CIO and as a fellow leg 
islator.

The letter says the endorsement 
is not one by the labor organiza' 
tion itself.

This arrangement, he said, would 
be of benefit even to those who are 
not covered by social security. It 
would cost only half as much, he 
said, as the now defunct Kinp-An- 
derson Bill, a proposal for Medi­
care linked to social security.

Seely-Brown said the Kennedy 
administration is so set in Its 
thlnkinp that when someene 
speaks up for a plan other than one 

• based on social security "they seem 
to be suspect.”

Applause was about equally di­
vided between the two candidates, 
but Seely-Brown proved to have 
faster reflexes than Ribicoff.

When a questioner toward the 
end of the program directed his, 
query to "the next senator,” the 
first man to start answering was 
Beely-Brown. .

lir. George W. Casarett of Ro­
chester Univer.sity's School of 
Medicine ami Dchti.stry says life­
long daily radiation do.scs slightly 
above the maximum pcrmlssable 
rates for human.s have, in some 
ca.ses, proven beneficial to the 
life span and reproductive capac­
ities of male beagle dogs.

In the study that started in 
I!Mt>. ,Dr. Casarett separated' his 
60 dogs into four groups. The con­
trol group has. received no irradi­
ation. The second group has re ­
ceived three-tenths roentgens of 
irradiation a week—the maximum 
permi.ssible exposure for humans 
wlicn the' .study started. The third 
group received six-tenths roent­
gens a week and the fourth, three 
roentgens weekly'.
. Dr. Ca.sarett told a symposium 

on radiation at Colorado State 
University that 40 per cent of the 
dogs in the control group have 
died. However, the death rate in 
group two has been only 25 per 
cent, group three 20 per cent, and 
grmip four 20 per cent.

His theory is that continued ra­
diation produces a slightly higher 
white blood count. White blood 
cells act to combat disease germs. 
Thus, the irradiated animals per­
haps had better defenses against 
infectious diseases that killed 
some dogs in the control group.

His studies al.so showed that 
dogs receiving three-tenths and 
■six-tenths roentgens of irradiation 
maintained better reproductive 
capacities than the nonirradiated 
group. However, does receiving 
three roentgens W'eekly became 
Infertile within a year.

These are the kind of policies one 
thinks of. when one faces the prob­
lem of dealing with Castro now, 
urgently.

It is interesting to think of an­
other possibility for protecting the 
rest or^^the hemisphere against 
C a s t r o i s m a  possibility which 
might appeal to us if we could ever 
become convince \ve had time for 
such a brand of effort.

Let us. to lead oWrselves into 
this possibility, sisk ourselves Just 
what section of this hemisphere, 
next to the United States and 
Canada,^* con.sider most immune 
to the possible appeal, most secure 
against the possible intrigues, of 
Castroism.

Tne answer is surface easy. It Is 
Ptierto RiQR̂  the one place in this 
hemisphere w-here a democratic 
revolution of progre.sa and accom­
plishment has been keeping pace 
with the awakening of a backward 
people, the one place where there 
has been a real attack on the prob­
lem of illiteracy, a real effort to 
create an economic life and pros­
perity which would be spread 
among the many rather than re­
stricted to the few, the on* place 
where the discipline of the ballot 
box haa apparently been success­
fully substituted for the anarchy 
of the armed faction.

To give our policy making its 
due, it was this example we had in 
mind when we devised the Alliance 
For Progress, and even took Puer­
to Rican experts to help in guiding 
it. And the fact that the Alliance 
for Progress has, to dat*. never 
even begun to measure up to some 
of the hopes for it is not our fault 
altogether, although we have poi­
soned it by trving to use it—the 
constnictive, po.sitiv* answer to 
Castroism ss the persuader which 
would bring our fellow hemisphere 
nations into negative mea.sures 
agains^ Castroism- but the fault 
of a whole complex hemisphere re­
lationship. Perhaps a basic state­
ment would be that there it so very 
much to be done, and so much local

Newest Move by Cuba 
'Doubles U.S. Dilemma

/  '

WASHING’TON (AP)—The Unit­
ed States’ predicament with Fidel 
Castro has always been double; 
how to do something about him 
and how to save face if it 'doesn't. 
It's an embarrassed contempla­
tion.

. "Now, like a man determined to 
drive a neighbor to distraction 
with gradual torments. Premier 
Khrushchey has added one more 
Jolt to the American embarrass­
ment. _

He let Castro announce Tuesday 
the Soviet Union, and Cuba plan 
to build a port somewhere on 
Cuba’s coastline as headquarters 
for a joint Russian-Cuban fishing 
fleet.

The immediate American reac­
tion is: Just a fishing fleet?

It waa bad enough when Mos­
cow announced some weeks ago 
It was sending arms to (^astro 
along with technicians to teach 
the Cubans how to use them; This 
brough the heated demand^ in this 
country for a Cuban inva.sion.
, President Kennedy thought they 
were overheated. He said the 
weapons so far were just the de­
fensive kind. Congress, after ap­
propriate reflection, has been con­
tent to settle for a resolution.

It will say something to the 
affect that the United States will 
use force if necessary to stop any 
expansion of communism from 
Cuba to the rest of the Western 
Hemisphere.

Thus no American action-at 
least overt—appeared to be in the 
works at this • time.

But the thought of a Russian 
fishing fleet patrolling the Ameri­
can coast—with all that the pres­
ence. of such a fleet could imply— 
will probably cause new outbursts 
of Am'Alcan exasperation.

It is easy to' imagine the form 
It will take: ,

That the new port may in real­
ity become not a fishing base but 
a Russian naval base.

•' That the Russian vessels will 
range all the way from electronic 
Peeping Toms, looking in the 
American window, to naval cara­
vans landing Communist guerril­
las on the shore of Latin-Ameri- 
can republics.

All tola in time may be true, 
and the very nearness of. the 
Russian ships is ominous, but the 
United States will still probably 
feel compelled to show re.straint 
for a variety of , reasons. . ■

Any direct assault by the Amer­
ican giant on Cuba with a popula­
tion of only seven million would 
give Khrushchev toe finest propa- 

,ganda harvest he's gathered since 
toe cold war started.

There haa been no outburst 
of enthusiasm in Latin-American 
countries, which this country is 
so anxious to protect from com­
munism, for direct action to 
throttle' Castro.

And, since this country is anx­
ious to be considered a good 
neighbor and a good influence to 
Its Latin neighbors, it can ill af­
ford to be considered a baleful 
one, which it might if it resorted 
to invasion.

In addition there Is the little 
matter of the Russian threat of 
war if the United Stages hits 
Cuba. This may be strictly bluff. 
Naturally, the United State.a must 
be hesitant to assume so, since 
the results could be ghastly.

Yet, having said all this, the 
American predicament is painful.

The United States has been as­
serting leadership of toe Amer­
icas. Its hope of success in Latin 
America is based on toe hope its 
leadership will be accepted and 
respected, two conditions practi­
cally synonymous.

But here's tiny Cuba, just 90 
irfiles off the American coast, 
defying gigantic Uncle Sam, peek­
ing out from under the wing of 
Khrushchev to call names.

The longer this goes on, the 
more the loss of face for toe 
United-States. There’s a limit to 
how much more It can lose with­
out jeopardizing Latiri-American 
respect, which could be as disas­
trous a.s anything else.

Thus the United States cam lose 
•something if it acts and some­
thing if it doesn't. While it pon­
ders, toe best it can expect is 
more indignities from both Khru­
shchev and Camtro.

Soviet Port in Cuba 
Seen Threat to U.S.

(Continned from Page One)
nectlng the Atlantic with the 
Mediterranean.

Added to this, the U.S. authori­
ties said, the Soviet Union has 
supplied considerable military aid 
to Indonesia which lies close to 
Singapore and the Strait of Malac­
ca - -a main course for vessels 
operating between Europe and 
Australia and New Zealand.

HAVANA (AP)—  Cuban propa­
gandists hailed today Prime Min­
ister Fidel Castro's pact with the 
Soviet Union calling fo r ' building 
a fishing port for Russian trawlers 
in Havana Bay.

Castro announced the pact Tues­
day, saying the Russians would 
furnish credits for building lar'ge 
docking and freezing facilities. He 
sAld the Soviet trawler fleet would 
have use of the facilities for at 
least 10 years.

Castro said In a television ad­
dress the port facilities would pro­
vide headquarters^, for a joint 
Cuban-Sov'iet Atlantic fishing fleet. 
Some Soviet trawlers arrived last 
summer and Castro reported then 
they would be turned over to the 
Cubans.

A Cuban commentator on a 
nationwide television broadcast 
declared the facilities would be "a 
Cuban port‘ and Cuban property.” 
He ridiculed reports he said were 
circulating in Miami that Russians 
would control the port.

The commentator praised the

Soviet Union for extending credits 
to finance more than half the cost- 
of the 12-milllon peso project.

He said this contrasted with the 
trade policy of the United States 
before Castro came to power. He 
asserted the United States then 
was intere.sted only in baying 
Cuban sugar and tobacco and 
tried to choke off Cuban rice 
production in favor of American 
producers.

A communique reported the 
fishing port would provide facili­
ties for from 116 to 130 medium 
trawlers.

The communique said the port 
would Include piers, refrigerators, 
an ice factory, supply depots, 
shops, a floating dock, fuel supply 
stations and a radio station.

To the Editor,

Under our form of government, 
people are elected to the Board of 
Education under a “ Party Label.” 
These Board of Education mem­
bers have a respoiudbility to all the 
people to operate the school sys­
tem as prudently as possible.

The alert Democratic members

o f milk to our townspeople.

This year the milk contract was 
put. out to compeUtlve bidding 
rather than negotiated bidding. 
BJven Uiough the same supplier i 
celved the contract, his bid this 
year was less than last year. Last 
year he bid $0,065 per half pint 
against $0.0585 per half pint this 
year, a saving o f $0.0065 per half 
pint, which Is nearly three quar­
ters o f a cent.

By taking advantage of greater 
government subsidy, for wMch 
most Manchester Schools qualify, 
but for which they had not previ­
ously iqjpUed, a f- rther saving in 
the cost of milk to our children 
has been realized.

Thanks largely to the efforts of 
Mrs. Katherine Bourn, a Demo­
cratic member of the Board o f Ed­
ucation, the cost of milk in all our 
public schools has be«i reduced 
frpm five cents to three cents per 
half pint, a saving of two cents 
per h ^  pint; a forty per cent re­
duction in cost.

Assuming a child buys only one 
half pint of n îlk per day for 
school dajrs, there results a saving 
o f 3.60 per child for the school 
year. ‘TMs savings Is enough to 
purchase a pair o f trousers for % 
child in many stores.

Need fer Therapy Unit
To the Editor,

It is Indeed encouraging to see 
the Interest expressed in the Open 
Forum within the past three weeks, 
regarding the' need for radiation 
therapy equlpMent of the super- 
volta^  t y ^  in the treatment of 
mallpiaat diseases and other con­
ditions at Manchester Memorial 
Hospital.

The efficacy of a machine such 
as a Cobalt 40 ‘Therapy Unit has 
long been appreciated — Hartford 
Hospital has retained a similar 
model since 1954. Plans had been 
formulated as far back as 1957 for 
addition of such equipment at 
Manchester Memorial Hospital, 
vdien the need became apparent. 
Over the past five years the com­
munity has enlarged to such an ex­
tent as to warrant the inclusion 
of a hew wing at the hospital. This 
has resulted in the availability of 
more beds, together with enlarge­
ment of existing facilities, such as 
the Laboratory and Pathology De­
partments—as well as the X-ray 
Service to provide complete cov­
erage for the increasing demands 
of good patient care.

Radiation Therapy at Manches­
ter Memorial Hospital' has been 
available to the community for 
'Wer five years. Some 1,450 pa­
tients have undergone treatments 
in this time and 8,000 treatments 
given. “The therapy unit presently 
in use is In the orth o -vo lt^  range 
(iq> to 250,000 volts energy). The 
Shift to siq>ervaltage (1 million 
volt energies and above) in hos­
pitals aoroes the country has been 
dramatic and complete over the 
past few years, however, for the 
foDciwlng reasons:

1. Patient tolerance to the 
radiation is increased, both grener- 
ally and locaUy where the radiation 
is directed . . . skin reacflone are 
not as marked, for instance.

2. A  larger amount of radiation 
can be delivered to §  tumor with 
some increased 0Pl>ortunity - for 
better cancer cqntri^

The Board Of Trustees at Man­
chester Mkmorlal Hospital has 
been aware o f tMs changing con­
cept to cancer treatment by naxka- 
tloh techniques for a number of 
years. Until a short time ago, the 
case load in the hospital did not ap­
pear to warrant the inveetment of 
a large sum of money for the pur- 
dbase o f a Cobalt 60 UnK. Now, 
however, the demand has increased 
signifldantly to the point where 
this number is large enough to 
justify the purchase o f a super­
voltage radiation therapy unit. •

H a^ ord  Hospitkl’a  unit haa been 
running at o a p ^ ty  for some time 
and the new model at Francis 
Hospital has already exceeded its 
anticifpated patient load. The price 
is Mgh, however, ($100,000-$120,.» 
000 for machine and building to 
house same, plus dressing rooms, 
etc.), and Manchester Hospital has 
no immediate funds - available for 
such a special endeavor.

As a modem, accepted and 
proven modality, this unit would 
certainly have a use at the hos­
pital now—In order to provide the 
best care for- the community and 
aid in establishing a better ap­
proach in the future through re­
search and exploring new princl- 
plea- as they occur.

The sum of $18,000 wiU be 
saved by parents who buy milk 
for their children in the Manches­
ter schools this year. Over and 
above this, the Town of Manches­
ter will save another $5,500.

Last year the school board ne­
gotiated a contract with a milk 
firm. The cost of milk for .the 
schools was $77,500 and the price 
of the half pint carton was five 
cents each to students.

This year at -the Insistence of 
the Democratic members of the 
school board, the milk contract 
was properly submitted for com­
petitive bid. The cost of milk to 
schools Is now $72,000, and stu­
dents will buy 900,000 cartons of 
milk at three cents Instead of five 
cents each.

NEW YORK (AP) -W anted: 
Some really good news. That’s 
what many businessmen are hop­
ing tor as the fall season gets 
under way.

Most Amsrtcans aren’t condi­
tioned to plateau living. Wheth­
er businessmen, stockholders, 
workers, consumers, they tend to 
grow restive when times are good 
but aren’t getting noticeably bet­
ter, or at least not as fast as 
they’d like.

Through the summer good and 
bad business news about canceled 
each other out. In general, the 
balance sheet crept to the higher 
side. But impatient Americans are 
hoping it'll start a stronger dim b 
with a boost from the usual tall 
revival of trade and Industry. A 
few still hold to the view that the 
economy will turn down instead.

The figures show business loll­
ing on its plateau—a  high one, and 
in !«ome respects a rflbord high 
one.

A really good 'piece of n ew s- 
domestic or to fe l^ . economic or 
political—might set off the enthu­
siasm that the economy lacks
now.

A good reception of the new csr 
models might help. Detroit talks 
hopefully of a big year. At least, 
it thinks dollar volume will be 
good because it expects 'less em­
phasis on the compacts and more 
on the higher-priced models.

Some business and government 
economlsta base their hopea tor 
greater vigor in the economy on 
tax cuts; They say these would 
stimulate consumer buying and 
business spending for capital 
goods, starting a spiral that would 
mean more aetlvtty all around.

But the tax cuts aren’t sched­
uled to come untU 196$. And In 
what form, or in w ^  amounts, 
remains in the realm of conjec­
ture. What will the adminlstratlcn 
ask? What will the new Congress 
vote?

StlU future in the future, per̂  ̂
haps, are the hopes being Milt 
around the promise of a new era 
in world trade. TMs hinges on the 
admittance of the United Kinj^nm 
to the European Common Market, 
and then on working out tariff and 
other trade deals between the 
United .States and the European 
coalition.

On the other road item, approval 
of Montauk Dr., a delegation of 
residents in the area presented a 
petition bearing 25 signatures for 
acceptance of the road as a town 
road.

Selectman George lUsley told the 
delegation the whole road .could 
not be accepted because of the 
drainage problems involved, but 
that a segihent could be put up for 
approval if the owner of foe de­
velopment would quitclaim to the 
town that segment with drainage.

Gehrig were,” little Kenny Smith, the veteran New 

York Mirror baseball writer told me recently as we chatted at 
Yankee Sodium . ‘‘Maris’ feat of hitting 61 home runs last 
y e ^  was just a freak,” he added. ‘‘Most of Maris’ home ru n s' 
at Yankee Stadium ju.st barely reached the rightfield stands,
most not being njpre than 300 fe e t.------------------------ -----------------  —
from home plate,” the Trinity Col­
lege grad added.

“When Ruth and Gehrig hit 
home runs at Yankee Stadium, the 
ballfi were usually w-ell back into 
the stands, many in the upper deck. 
Maris got in the grove last year 
and was swinging just hard enough 
to get the balls over the outfield­
ers heads and into the lower stands 
in rightfield,” Smith continued.

"M a ris ,” he added, "is however 
a great outfielder. There are few 
players in the game, today who can 
play rightfield or centerficld and 
do the job that Maris does. He’s 
amazingly fast, gels a good jump 
on batted balls and has a great 
arm. He ian’t hilling for a high 
average but he’s still a dangerous 
man at the plate,” the ba.seball 
writer who has .covered Maris’ 
daily doings, both home and away, 
reported.

Our conversation about Maris 
stemmed from a question posed by 
Herb (Yump) Johnson, the left- 
handed golfer who has in his short 
career beat Ben Hogan, on Nation­
al Golf Day, and also scored a hole- 
in-one, the latter feat being per­
formed this season. '

Johnson wanted to know how 
rnany homers Maris had hit this 
season. The golfer, who is part of 
the Manchester Package Delivery 
team of Johnson and Merrill An­
derson, claimed Maris was not a 
good home run hitter and had hit 
most of his Homers at Yankee Sta­
dium.

Mari.s is Jim  Ogle, the talented 
Newark baseball writer who au­
thored the fine book, "Roger Maris 
at Bat,” which was published 
earlier this year.

Ogle keeps a day-by-day account 
of Maris’ contributions to the Yan­
kee cause.

Of the 32 homers collected on 
this date, Maris hit 18'’at Yankee 
Stadium and 14 on enemy fields. 
Last year, during his record- 
breaking, with an asterisk, year. 
Maris slammed 30 homers at home 
and 31 at rival parks.

Speaking of Maris, anyone pass­
ing through Fargo, N. D. can, if 
he, or she, wishes, view many of 
the Yankee players’ trophies and 
awards.

Fallout Levels

The report estimates that fall­
out from all weapons tests , con­
ducted through 1961 would have 
the same long-term genetic effect 
on the U.S. population as tht^t pro­
duced during isix months to 1V&. 
years of radiation exposure from 
natural sources.

It ' noted testimony ' that the 
amount of strontium 90—which in 

.large enough doses may cause 
hone cancer and leukemia—ap­
pearing in the diet is only about 
one-half to one-third as high a.s 
previously indicated.

The report also noted that earli­
er estimates of cxpo.sure to cesi­
um 137, another radioactive prod­
uct of fallout, has also been re­
duced.

As to the leukemia or bone can­
cer hazard -from fallout, - the re­
port estimated that the possibility 
of these diseases resulting from 
all nuclear testing to date is com­
parable to the possibility of incur­
ring diseases from six months to 
8’/4 years of exposure to natural 
background radiation.

Reds Supplying Arabs

U.S. Agrees to Sell 
Missiles to Israelis

By JOHN M. HIGH'toWER '^Ulity and it appeared to be a fore­
gone conclusion Arab governments 
would object violently to the U.S. 
action.

The Israeli government has 
been telling the United States and 
other Western powers for many 
months that it is deeply concerned 
about the development of Arab 
military strength, particularly in 
Egpfpt. Israel has considered the 
buildup there the greatest concen­
tration of Soviet-fnade arms out­
side the Ckimmunist bloc.

The Hawk is a ground to air 
missile with a range of about 25 
miles.

The deal is expecteSd to be com­
pleted soon and the United States 
plans to train Isrfieli, operators for 
the missiles In this country.

Offocials disclosed the agree­
ment In principle Wednesday night 
and described the Hawk as a pure­
ly defensive weapon which will be 
provided to Israel on a straight 
sale basis, not involving U.S. mil­
itary aid.

For years, the stated policy of 
the U.S. government has been not 
to add fuel to the Middle East 
arms race, But, under this policy, 
the United States has .sold limited 
quantities of military equipment 
to Israel and to the Arab .states, 
declaring the arms were defensive 
in nature.

Egypt and Syria have been 
building up supplies of Soviet 
arms, including jet bombers, dur­
ing the past two years o r-to. Re­
cently, U.S. officials .said, Iraq 
obtained short range antiaircraft 
missiles ■rtroj^L.-J^oscow.- Officials 
said this was the decisive event 
In Washington’s decision to sell 
mis.siles to Israel.

3 0 0  Arrested, 
75 Shot in 'Plot 
Against Castro

HAVANA (AP)—About 300 per­
sons have been rounded up and, 
75 shot in a purported plot to as­
sassinate Prime Minister Fidel 
Castro and clear the way for an 
invasion. Informed sources said 
today.

The informants said two coun­
terrevolutionary groups were ac­
cused of plotting disorders in late 
August as a prelude to  invasion 
and the overthrow of Castro’s re­
gime.. Castro and other govern­
ment figures were said to have 
been marked for death.

The two groups were identified 
as the anti-Ommunfst Liberation 
Front known as the FAL and the 
Movement for the Recovery of the 
Cuban Revolution called the 
MRRC. The regime accu.sed both 
of jjivorklng closely with the U.S. 
Central Intelligence Agency.

The .sources .said those executed 
went before firing .squads last 
week at La Cabana Fortress 
across the entrMce to Havana 
Bay. Twenty-seven, others were 
sentenced to from 2 to 30 years 
in prison. AH were tried by a 
revolutionary tribunal.
