The main shove for.a lraining
area In Vernon arises from ex-
periences of local firemen this
apring at the training area In Wil
limantic.

Duffin said that® the Vernon
firemen were among 450 who at-
tended the Willimantic School this
spring. While . the training at
Willimantic is good, he sald, the
firemen did not get enough train-
ing opportunity because of the
large number of firemen attending
the school.

Duffin sald the plan, if approved
by the commission, would proba-
bly require further approval by
the zoning aulhorilies, A commit-
tes could be set up and a search
for altes Instituted this fall and
winter with a view to opening the
training area sometime next
gpring, he added.

Duffin sald it might even be
possible that someone will donate
the use of land for the school. Un-
der such & condition, the firemen
would adhere to strict policing of
the grounds after each exercise, he
sald.

Also on Tuesday, the commis-
sioners may be presented with a
progress report on Lhe purchase of
a replacement brush fire truck. A
total of $4.500 has been appropri-
a’.’od for the truck, Duffin report-
ed.

On nnother tire district matter,
former Fire Chief Leslie Kittle ac-

Kittle said the decision taken by
the commissiohers to name.Duffin
ns chief was based on politics and
apparently was not based on any-
thing that he (Kittle) may have
falled to do, Inasmuch as the com-
missioners had yet to give cause
as to why he was nol reappointed.

Kittle sald the commissioners ac-
tion was a "slap in the face,' but
that since that action he has re-
celved calls from firemen in the
district and fire officials in Lhe
area supporting him.

WASHINGTON (AP)—A  bills
that would increase both postal
rates and the pay of federal em-
loyes has won Senate approval
y an overwhelming 72-3 vote.

The House last January passed
a bill designed to bring In $680
million & year more in postal
revenue, But this measure does
nol provide for an increase for
postal and other government
workers,

In 'I'hursdayu debate Sen.
Frank Lausche, D-Ohio, saw the
two-step $1,049,000,000 pay hike as
an effort “to buy' voles'” In an
election year. And, Sen! A. Willis
Robertson, D-Va., one of the three
who voted aggsinst the bill, said
it was calculated to make every-
body happy except the mxpavx-r

The. pay raise would go into
effect before the election, 'Robert-
son noted, and the postal rates
rise afterward,

Sens. Harry F. Byrd, D-Va.,
and John J. Willlams, R-Del,
joined ‘Robertson in voling against
the bill. Lausche was one of four
senators who, while not voting,
went on record nst T~-hy ar-
ranging ‘“‘palrs” With other sena-
tors who favored the measure.

Most senators said they felt the
