Reds Retaliate, Oust 
U.S. Naval Attache

MOSCOW (AP) — The Soviet 
government today accused Cmdr. 
Raymond D. Smith, the assistant 
U.S. naval attache at the embas-
sy here, of espionage. He was or-
dered to leave the country imme-
diately.

It was assumed that Smith’s ex-
pulsion was ordered in retaliation 
lor the expulsion from the United 
States this week of two members 
of the Soviet delegation to the 
United Nations accused of buying 
defense secrets from a U.S. sailor.

The Soviet Foreign Ministry or-
dered Smith’s expuisloh in a note 
handed to U.S. (>jnsul James R. 
MeSweeney this morning.

The Soviet note said Smith had 
“ carried out espionage through 
observation of military objects."

“ He had detailed maps and 
notes and special apparatus the 
nature of which left. no doubt he 
was engaged In e sp io n a g e ,th e  
note said.

If you - live in Connecticut, the 
highway fatality record the other 
day told you that 'we had 224 
deaths In the state this year, as 
compared to 198 a t the same time 
last year. This would be., an in-
crease of 26 fatalities, or an in-
crease of a little 'over 13 per cent.

If you were a resident of New 
York City, getting your compar-
able statistic on the same day, the 
record told you that the city had 
465 traffic dealhiKm the first nine 
moiUliJS-'this year, aikcompared to 
^9 8 'a t the same time last year. 
TTiis would b,c an increase of 72 
death.s, or an increase of 18 per 
cent, over last year.

You might deduce, from these i 
statistics, that safety programs, 
and highway supervision, and laws, 
and slogans, -had almost nothing to 
do w-ith the incidence of 'highway 
deaths, since such things vary 
greatly from one state to another, 
but that some unidentified other 
force, perhaps sunspots, or some-
thing, at any rate, that infiltrates 
its way into human mood and be-
havior and nervous system, is re- 
•sponsible, without regard to state 
barriers.

AH of us, from time to time, put 
our faith in some particular ineth- 
od of attack on the problem of 
.safety, and give it ,a lot of hard 
work and spend a lot of money on 
it. And this we will k ^ p  on doing, 
so long a« we have the problem and 
so long as we have government, 
But how and then, there comes 
tha t completely ridiculous thought, 
that perhaps nothing we do really 
matters, and that the toll for any 
year will be pretty much what It 
will be, no matter how much or 
how little we do.

Nearine asks that $12,000 - the 
same figure appropriated .for the 
pist two yeBi-s--be set aa the min-
imum .summer school allowance 
next year. While $20,000 was oi 
inallv allocated in the 1962-53 
school budget “for the summer 
school, the board of education cut 
out the $8,000 increa.se a.s a means 
to meet a' reduced budget.

The director reported that esti-
mated tolar expendnUres this year 
were $10,913. and that the .saving 
was due to tight scheduling with 
the reduced figure.
