He further demon-
strates his taste. hy the type of
musie which he offers over WINF
and sticka to his principles deapite
the fact that they do lttie to
help his listener ratings

I think this is rather s sad
state of affairs. one which doesn't
reflect much credit on the intel-
ligence of the lstening public,
but perhaps there s something to
be said from their point of view
a5 well

Music is unguestionably the one
art ideally suited to radle trans-
mission, since it s the one art
totally comprehensible by the ear
alone. Painting, sculpture and
ballet make no sudible appeals
Even drama suffers without vis-
ual action, - But  music s com-
plete as sound alone, and gains
nothing whatever |n trasmission
by TV rather than radio

Radio haf always known this,
and vears ago brought the finest
orchestma to the listening public
in “live" concerta. And a large
proportion of the public respond-
ed. With manpower shortages in
World War 11, the Korean affair,
and so on, “live concerts” gradual-
ly wers replaced by recordings,
and when TV came in broadcasts

the past

One notable exception. of course,
are the Dbroadeasts from the
“Met,”" and this strikes me as odd
indeed, asince opera depends. A
great deal on visual impressions
as well as |15 appeal te the ear
PerhapX the giamor of the opers
house has something to do with
the aituation

Unquestionably a live audience
adds something. The listener hears
sounds which make it easier for
him o imagine himself present in
the nuditorium and there is 2
sense of immediacy that is lackin
in _the sound of recordings. An-
other factor in favor of these
broadcasts is the programming.
To exist at all, the "Mel” must ap-
peal to a large segment of the
musical public, and the repertoire
is chosen by people who have éx-
perience in what the public likes,
something rather rare in radio
programming.

This s nol altogether radio's
fault. With restricted budgets and
lack of revenue caused by TV com-
petition, the radio station s hardly
in & position to employ somebody
to choose music who can estimale
the appeal of a certain piece of
musie with some degree of acour-
acy, by virtue of past training and
experience,

Mr. Deme ia about to make
such an experiment at WINF. To
be apecific, he has hired me to
choose and present a series of Sun-
day afternoon programs over hia
statipn, giving me “carte blanche”
in the matters of programs and
format

This is an important change, be-
cause when he was high brass for
just the Army, General Taylor did
not subscribe to this strategy for
pinpointing the enemy’s military
ohjectives. Now thal he is top man
for all the services, however, he
has been won over, His own spe-
cific explanation of his conversion
is that he now thinks we have such
detailed knowledge of the location
of enemy military positions that
the kind of war which goes for the
military target only will now be
practicable.

We have another possible theory
for the conversion of this fine pro-
fessional soldier to the idea that a

A University of Liverpool pro-
feasor, a lpeciélm In studying the
way people design their surround-
ings and their living, has come up
with the conclusion that the only
bhasic difference between the Unit-
ed States and Britain ix that Brit-
ain is about 15 years behind us.

Outside of the lime lag, says
Professor H, Myles Wright, there
seems no greal fundamental dis-
tinction between us.
