Result of months of planning,
they are suggested as a basis for
the first stale accreditation of
public school systems In Connectl-
cut.’

Considering current practices,
many towns may find them diffi-
eult or impossible to meet.
~ The commissioner is scheduled
to speak on the proposals at the
State Board of Education's blen-
nial eonvocation in Bushnell Me-
morial today.

They will be the subject of a
day-long conference open to the
public at Hotel Bond Wednesday.

Among the suggested standards
are g minimum of three years of
teaching experience for not less
than B0 per cent of classroom
tenchers.

They also Include at least 13
years of schooling for every stu-
dent at public expense, the equiva-
lent of one full-time social work-

Slow Drivers
More of Peril
Than Speeders

DETROIT (AP)—A alow driver
who 'won't lel you pass may be
more of a hazard to safe driving
than a reckless speedster.

This view was advanced here
today by Dr. James Lo Malfetti,
executive officer, Safely Research
and Education Project of Colum-
bia University's Teachers College
in a veport to the 60th annual
meeting of the Xmerican Automo-
bile Association.

Malfett! said his group has ana-
Iyzed more than 4,000 descriptions
of good and bad driving from en-
forcemen! officials, driving teach-
ers, vehicle administrators and au-
tomotive and traffic engineers,

"Largely, they explode the pic-
ture of the bad driver which Has
come to be accepled as a stereo-
tvpe—a reckless speedster, ca-
reening down the wrong side of
the road,” Malfetti said. “There
are mich drivers and they are bad
drivers, but thelr actions do not

"I ] ]
repregent the bulk of the bad driv-
ing with ‘which we must qont.end
if we are to reduce accidents.

“The ‘answers’ of our authori-
ties indicate’ that the poor driver
characteristically acts to impede
traffic flow, blocking or driving
slowly in the passing lane, chang-
ing speed and pocluon without
signaling and not permifting an-
other driver to enter the traffic
stream.”
