France to Put 
Customs Bars 
About Monaco

PARIS' (AP) — France an­
nounced today she will throw up 
a customs barrier around Monaco 
at -midnight because negotiations 
on the tax-free status of , Monaco 
have broken down.

WASHINGTON (A'P)-The Post 

Office Department announced 
Thur.sday a neŵ  Srcent George 
Washington stamp will be the reg­
ular first-class .stamp when high­
er postal rates go into effect next 
Jan. 7.

The new 8-jsent air mail stamp, 
a conventional red in' color, shows 
a plane soaring past the dome of 
the nation's capitol.

The 5-cent Washington stamp, 
blue In color, is based on a bust 
sculpturied in 1788 by French ar­
tist Jean Antoine Houdon, which 
has been called the best likeness 
of Washington ever produced.

Since 1894 there have been more 
than 70 different George Wash­
ington stamps.

Here are the naw postage rates 
required by the law signed yester- 
day:

FMrst clasa mail—Regulai- letters 
will require a S-cent stamp, air­
mail 8 cents, and poat cards 4 
cents.

As National Newspaper Week 
will be observed Oct. 14 to 20, the 
Post Office Department reminds 
readers of the nation’s 11.000 plus 
newspapers of "the story, behind 
the story” of the special postage 
stamps it has issued honoring the 
Fourth Estate.

Since 1939, six commemorative 
postage stamps have recognized 
the high traditions of the Ameri­
can press. First Postmaster Gen­
eral Benjamin Franklin, who was 
himself an Influential editor, has 
also' appeared on many stamp is-

Three editors — a "down east 
■Yankee,” a small town midwest- 
erfter, and a Hungarlan-bom im­
migrant—founded newspapers lib­
erally on a shoMtring. guided 
them to greatness In the 19th Cen­
tury and have been honored with 
commemorative postage stamps.

They are Horace Greeley, editor 
of the New- York Herald: 'William 
Allen White, editor of the Em­
poria. Kansas Gazette: and Joseph 
Pulitzer, editor of the St. Louis 
Post-Dispatch and New York 
World, respectively.

Although the three men were 
highly different in personality and 
physical appearance, they had a 
remarkable number of attributes 
in common. One went blind from 
overwork, another died from the 
same cause. All three frequently 
championed unpopular causes with 
rare courage. Two changed their 
political affiliations in midstream 
and the third moved Into the liber­
al wing of his party.

Williasn Allen White was born 
in Emporia. Kansas, in 1868 and 
died there in 1944 - a small town 
newspiqperman whose influential 
Gazette was read nationally. He 
bought the moribund newspaper 
w'hen he W'as 27, made it and him­
self famous almost overnight with 
a fervid editorial. “What's the 
matter with Kansas?" He wrote 
the Pulitzer prize-winning editori­
al in 1923 and 10 years later went 
to Moscow to write special dis­
patches for his small paper — and 
the New York Times! The Sage 
of Emporia was friend and advisor 
to presidents and statesmen.

Horace Greeley, editor the New 
York Herald, advised: "Go west, 
young man. go west." but he. him­
self. went from the .small town of 
Amherst. N. H., to New York City, 
where after Initial failures, in 
publishing literary weeklies, he 
built the Herald into a great news­
paper.

WASHINGTON (AP)—The 87th»Oklahoma, North Carolina. Idaho.

The House produced 
more than half of Its membership 
Thur.sday. but the Senate has not 
risked a roll call this week. It al­
ways presumes a quorum to be 
present unless questioned.

The reason for the low attend­
ance is that many members have 
hustled home to campaign for the 
Nov. 6 congre.sslonal elections.

It isn't hard to bid the enemy'* 
suit when you have their ace.

Work on the Skinner Rd. ele­

mentary school is coming along 
fine, the school’s building commiit- 
tee was told last night by Archi- 
■tect Wijliam Miletto.

Reporting there were no par­
ticular problems, Miletto did say 
however^ the septic tank installa­
tion had been held up pending ap­
proval of the tank' by the state 
health authorities. Miletto 'said 
the septic tank was of a different 
type from the one listed in the 
original plans and specifications.

Also reporting to the commit­
tee was Griswold A. Chappell, 
clerk of the works, who said that 
with the exception of a single 
catch basin, all the work done be­
fore his appointment as clerk is 
satisfactory. This catch basin was 
tom down and rebuilt, he report­
ed.'

He also said the foundation 
walls of the south/.wing and those 
of the center section, except for 
one small part of the wall at the 
west end, has been completed. The 
uncompleted portion of the center 
section can not be reached because 
of excavations required for a wa­
ter main.

The' six-inch water main , has 
been run from the gate valve at 
Skinner Rd. to the gate valve at 
a hydrant, including a four-inch 
branch into the building.

Electric light and telephone 
poles have been set and under­
ground conduits for both utilities 
nave been laid from the poles to 
the proper places inside the bulld­
o g  walls, he said.

In connection with the setting 
of the utility . poles, ' Eklward 
Masker, c o m m i 11 e,e member, 
asked why the light poles could 
not have been set at the j'ear of 
the property, instead of along tKe 
school property line facing a de­
velopment. This required removal 
of branches and trees along the 
line, he said.

Andrew Tricarico, committee 
member, felt there was little loss 
in removal of the branches and 
trees. They were choke cherry 
trees which are prone to, such 
problems as hosting tent cater­
pillars during the warmer months, 
he said. The committee said it 
would checlt to see whether better 
trees might be planted along the 
line after the school job is com­
pleted.

Some of the committee mem­
bers criticized Miletto for what 
was termed a lack of business ef­
ficiency. Prank Cornell said the 
committee was concerned at the 
last meetirtg because the state 
board of education had not re- 
ceived a set of plans which the 
committee felt Miletto should 
have forwarded. Miletto Replied' it 

’ was up to the superintendent of 
schools to do this.

The need for better communi­
cation between, the architect and 
the committee was cited by other 
members. William Aborn said the 
committee should have been told 
ahead of time about the con­
templated septic tank change. 
Miletto replied the septic tank 
matter was only a proposal at 
this time. He said he thought j.he 
communications could be im­
proved from the committee as 
well, ^nd added to bring up a 
host of, small matters would delay 
thp job.

The council Is concerned 
Christian unity and the place oi 
the Church in this age of enOr' 
mous scientific, economic and po­
litical development.

The great historical paradoxee 

about great religion—that, believ­
ing Ifi the unity of man, it should 
nevertheless itself provoke and in­
spire the division of man— that. 
helie\dng in peace. It should never­
theless so often become the under­
lying cause of war— that, bearing 
the message of a heavenly city of 
truth and justice, it itself should 
■ometimes founder In this-world 
considerations—are all going to be 
faced, with sober conscience and 
effort toward constructive resolu­
tion, th the course of the Ecumeni­
cal Council of the Roman Catholic 
Church now opened at Rome.

The problems of Christian unity, 
the problwns.pf peace, the prob­
lems qf making’’a church a more 
consecrated instrument of the 
truths It represents, will receive, in 
ttils great meeting, the concentrat­
ed discussion of readers of one par- 
Mcular church. But they are also 
the problems of all religion, of re­
ligious individuals as well as re­
ligious organizations, of lay living 
as well as of ecclesiastical living.

What it discovers and finds it 
can resol've, in its discus.sion of 
such problems, will have signifi­
cance for all mankind as well as 
for the particular church denomi­
nation which will be bound and 
guided by any forthcoming pro­
nouncements.

There Is reason to hope that this 
Ecumenical Council may have un- 
neually significant results. Many 
such Councils, In the past, were 
ealled because the Catholic Church 
found Itself compelled to deal with 
schisms and disputes, because it 
had pressing and dramatic prob­
lems of dogma or belief to resolve, 
ar because it felt itself being un­
duly challenged by some outside 
Ideological force. And there is some 
disposition, today, to view this 
present Council as one needed to 
deal with the external threat posed 
by Communism. That threat and 
the conflict it has Ijfought are real 
enough, but we dare to doubt that 
this was what w"as predominant in 
the mind of Pope John 3& III when 
he decided to call this Council into 
being. We credit this wise and po­
tentially great leader of his
ttme with positive rather than 
merely negative or parr3ing aims; 
we think his prime object is to 
strengthen, refine, and rededicate 

' both the spirit and the mechanism 
of Christianity, and to do thia for 
He own sake.

Perhaps it is a very long time 
since such s  great meeting has 
been held for such a potentially 
simple aim.

Tilers is something strangely 

heartvihE about the latest wrinkle 
in international spying. It is some­
thing which, perhaps, brings closer 
to another full try that one-time 
CKperimant hi candor— unhappy 
then because- nd one followed 
through consistently— when Presi­
dent Eisenhower admitted that we 

-'.knew we were spying over'Russia 
hi a U-2.

What is new in the field of inter­
national spy activity is this. We, 
ths United States, are now faith­
fully reporting, to the United N a­
tions, Uie spy satellites pur miU-

- - ,U*y..keeps'"puttlnr np'bltd 'or^^
often without any other kind of 
'publio announcement.

We have, since we developed our 
satellite - launching competence, 
throwrn up some 66 space vehicles.

Some 2S of these 66 have been 
launchings by the National Aero­
nautics and Space Administration, 
and have received ooneiderable 
publicity. ■

The other 41 were launchings 
made by our military services, and 
on many of these there .has berfn, 
little or no publicity. But many of 
them, everyone seems to under­
stand, art spy satellites, being used 
to give us photbgTsphs of Russia 
Snd poSsibiV^'mlKtary activities or 
fFspsMiUoiis Mm n  quits as numsr- 

»

PUS and accurats aa anything ws 
got from the U -f  flights.

There was, fof a time, some 
question s.s to whether, in. addition 
to keeping these eatejlite launch­
ings Secret from tiie''American peo­
ple and from the Russian people, 
We should also keep them secret 
from the United Nations. This was 
something o^ s question for us es­
pecially in view of the fact that we 
had originally urged the setting tip 
of a United Nations registry sys­
tem for satellites. Now, aided per­
haps by our realization that the 
Russians can spot, locate and track 
our satellites anyway, w'e have set­
tled into a policy of reporting all 
launchings to the United Nations. 
In an effort to perpetuate some dis­
guise and mystery about them, we 
are designating our launchings by 
using Greek letters, which will 
throw everybody off the track for 
a time at least, while we still gain 
credit for reporting everything.

But at least we aren’t lying to 
the United Nations.

It's nice for governments to have 
somebody somewhere in the world 
they don't lie to.

This is the kind of thing the 
United Nations is for. The United 
States won’t tell its own people, it 
won't tell its allies, it won’t tell 
Russia, but it will file those tell­
tale Greek letter messages in a 
little cubbyhole office up at the 
United Nations. This may be the 
germ beginning of .something big.

Low Earners Anyway?
One has to be ca'reful. these days, 

not to be conditioned by the 
type of campaign being put on in 
behalf of some new "cause” in the 
public domain. It could be, of 
course, that one sickens of the' re­
peated din on the radio and tele­
vision, the repeated pounding of 
the theme in speech and in head­
lines, SO' much that one oipita giv­
ing the cause itself any fair and 
balanced consideration.

One ought to try to decide, dis­
passionately, and without regard 
to the amount of insistent noise 
being created by those enthusiastic 
for the cause, whether the cau.se is 
something real, or merely the lat­
est fad.

We have not yet been able to get 
such a quiet moment for analysis 
of the latest emergency problem 
facing “America which, if you 
haven't already heard it in station 
breaks and in the repeated pro­
nouncements of all kinds of politi­
cal candidates, is that of the 
"school dropouts."

So far, in fact, only one thing 
has really come fully into our mind 
with regard to this problem. And 
this is the one thing the great cam­
paign being waged on it reiterates 
most consistently and forcefully.

The great campaign against 
school "dropouts" always claims, 
and always has the statistics to 
prove it, that people who don't fin­
ish high school have more trouble 
finding employment than people 
who do finish high school, and that 
people who do finish high school 
wind up their lifetimes earning as 
niueh as $50,000 more, altogether, 
than those who dropped out of high 
school before finishing it.

This has been given, so far, as 
the great, great argument why no­
body should be a "dropout’’ and 
why everybody, led by all kinds of 
valiant organizations and politi­
cal candidates, should join in the 
battle to eliminate the '!dropouts'’ 
from the American scene.

Now we would never recom­
mend that anybody stop going to 
school. We remember with regret 
the sad day We stopped gojng to 
school, and W'e applaud the much 
greater wisdom of so many of the 
young people of-today, who do ar­
range to keep on going to school 
almost permanenti ĵ . —

Nor would we ever, for an in­
stant, go so far as to contend that 
some people might actually be bet­
ter off out of schooi than In it. 
■"•But wet will suggest one rather 
harsh and realistic answer to some 
of the statistics being wielded In 
the great "dropouts” campaign.

The people who would be most 
likely to drop out of high school 
would inevitably tdso be the people 
who would have'most diffitulty in 
finding a job. The same people 
would inevitably also be the peo­
ple likely to earn less money than 
their, contemporaries, even If they 
did manage to complete a certain 
number of years In school.

That happens to be— the inabil­
ity . tp do ^certain kinds of things 
aa well as others, the lack of natu­
ral- efficiency In certain echelons 
of endeavor— the reason there are 
dropouts in- the first place.

For sophisticated readers and 
people' who are devoted to litera­
ture from other countries, "Gabri- 
ella”. by Jorge Amado will be a 
joyous experience. Mr. Amado if  
a Brazilian; the book was written 
about four year.s ago and sold 
more than a quarter of. a million 
copiea in Brazil.

The setting ia the Brazil of the 
mid-twenties in Ilheus on the At­
lantic coast. Mr. Amado was born 
there and worked for a time on 
his father's plantation. The chief 
export of the region Wfla caaco. 
However, here in thus small city, 
we can see the foreshadowing of 
an upheaval that haa'produced the 
new. modern capital of Brazik

The writing flows along in the 
Languid, fluid manner of the 
tropics. If people ever read during 
siestas, you could say it was fine 
reading for a siesta.

Two themes are intermingled. 
The love of an outsider, Nacib, 
the Syman, for another outsider, 
Gabriella. clove and cinnamon, a 
rnTgrant worker whom he hired as 
his cook. Mr. Nacib is the own­
er of a bar which was well patron­
ized. Gabriella. gay and Eimoral, 
Is happy as Nacib’s cook and mis­
tress but utterly unhappy when 
he marries her and insists she re­
main at home and enter tjie "cul­
tural" life, of the community.-'Na­
cib ia too gentle a man to kill as 
Brazilian mores demand a deceived 
husband should, so his friends find 
a Way to declare his marriage null 
and void. His friends are very 
clever and work out a complete 
solution to the love tangle.

The serious theme is the grow­
ing pains of a land ruled by Col­
onels, land owners and i-eaction- 
aries. A  Brazilian from Rio, Mun- 
dinko Falcao, fights to provide a 
harbor to ship the cacao direct­
ly from the port of Ilheus and 
with some aid ffom fate succeeds 
in his campaig;n for progress 
twenbi' five years before the A l­
liance for Progress.

"The Birds of Paradise” is a 
book about India by an English 
writer. It was a Book Society 
choice in England and acclaimed 
a,s written with Intelligence and 
an understanding of contempory 
society. ■

Havana—where Castro had kept 
him cooling his heels much of the 
time since last Sunday.

He took pains to emphasize sev­
eral points, obviously’ to knock 
down rumors and speculation cre­
ating excitement and controversy 
in this country.

1. There has been no breakdown 
in negotiations. He and Castro are 
‘.‘still getting along.”

2. Despite his optimism, he can­
not guarantee that the prisoners 
eventually will be released. ”It 
totally depends on Castro and his 
government,” he said.

No cash will be sent to (juba 
as part Of the deal.

4. His only conferences with 
federal officials have been for the 
purpose of making certain no laws 
are -violated.

The Cuban families committee 
has spent months collecting mon­
ey for the ransom. It can accept 
cash and other gifts under federal 
tax deduction provisions. Many 
large corporations and wealthy 
Cuban exiles have contributed.

Donovan says he has no plans 
to confer with President Kennedy 
or other high officials.

The negotiator seemed a bit 
worn during his news conference.

Asked If he were optimistic, he 
responded: “I ’m always optimis­
tic about anything I engage in 
until I abandon it, and I am not 
abandoning this.”

The telephone is now being used 
by the Republicans in an effort to 
gain votes.

The telephone campaign Is far 
from new,but it is new the way it 
haa been put to use In Waterbury.

Some 9,000 phone calls a day 
are being made to everyone in the 
Waterbury telephone directory by 
John Alsop, Republican candidate 
for • governor. Or rather, the calls 
are being, made by girls on his 
behalf, but Alsop is doing the only 
talking— by recordings.

Fifteen telephones have been in­
stalled in party headquarters.
They are connected to electronic 
equipment that permits one girl to 
handle five tetepho’ne messages al­
most simultaneously.

The girl dials a number from 
the phone book. She can tell when 
the phone is picked up. She kicks 
a switch and the campaign "mes­
sage” starts;

"Hello. This Is John Alsop, Re­
publican candidate for governor.
If I ’ve called at a bad time, please 
hang up. If you’ve got thirty sec­
onds, please listen to this record 
announcement.”

And then Alsop via recordings, 
proceeds .to criticize high taxes in 
(Connecticut and to seek support 
from the voters.

The people getting the calls can 
either hang up or listen. If they 
try' to talk back they only miss 
part or all of the message. There 
is no one to listen to them.

TTie girls ' making the ealls

i’t talk into the phones. They 
can only tell that the receiver was 
taken off tha hook.

They can also tell if the line is 
busy, in vriiich caae they discon­
nect the call. If the phone rings 
for 15 seconds without being an­
swered, the call is automatically 
canceled by the electronic equip­
ment.

When the call is answered, the 
girl crosses off the phone number 
and immediately starts dialing 
another one on the next phone.

No effort is being made to ascer­
tain whether the people with the 
phones are voters. The only num­
bers skipped are those of business 
telephones.

Rush Robison of Indianapolis, i 
Ind., who is in charge of the equip- j 
ment, said about 9,000 calls a day 
can be made by two shifts of three 
grirls each working from 9 a.m. 
to 9:30.p.m. daily except Sunday.

He said this is the first time the 
equipment has been uaed in Con­
necticut, but it has been used else­
where in the country.'

When all the numbers in the 
Waterbury telephone books, in­
cluding the suburban areas, have 
been called Robison said the equip­
ment will be moved to Hartford.

State Republican Headquarters 
— not the local party—is footing 
the bill.

Robison said the rental costs is 
handled by hia office and that he 
did not know what it was..,

Robison said the girkt do not 
listen to any of the calls, and 
could not give any report on the 
rMCtions of the listeners.

The recorded Alsop messagse 
are identical en all 15 telephones.

Catholic newspaper.

Protestant delegates attend thb 
council, which opened Thursday, 
at the Invitation of the Vatican, 
to obseri'e the deliberations ai\d 
aeport to their osvh religious com­
munions.

The Catholic Reporter, w*hieh 
had listed Issues expected to come 
before the council and asked all 
eight delegate-observers lor com­
ment, published the three state­
ments in full.

Concern with “ a total disregard 
for moral standards evertnehere" 
was expressed by Dr. PS-ederick 
C. brant, one of three observers 
froM the Anglican Coramimion.

' Dr/ Grant added. "T believe the 
council will be—surely may be--- 
one of the great turning points, in 
world history."

Optiniism also was expressed 
by Dr. J. H. Jackson, president 
of the National Baptist Conven­
tion, U.S.A., Inc., the largest all- 
Negro .religious body in the world: 
"As a result of this conference I 
took forward to a greater fellow- 
ahlp and understanding between 
Protestants and Catholics the 
world over.”

Dr. Jackson is the only Baptist 
delegate-observer at the council. ’

Dr. Albert C: Outler. professor 
at Perkins School of Theology at 
Southern Methodist University, dis- 
eussed the council’s possible ef- 

' fects on the ecumenical move­
ment and said, "No matter what 
does happen, the ecumenical situ­
ation is bound to be altered sig­
nificantly thereafter—for better or 
lor worse.

Dr. Outler went on. "Most Pro- 
tostants understand by itoW,' at'̂  
least, that formally speaMng^ this 
council is a family affair wiThinj 
the Roman Catholic Church. We 
realiM Uiat its effect upon the 
relations betw’een Rome and the 
.rest of the Christian community 
is largely indirect.

“But no one rig^Uy doubts that 
those effitots will be deep and far- 
reaching. They might, quite poe- 
aibly, be epoch-making."

Tfr. Grant, a prtrfeaaor at UniMi 
Theological Seminary. termed 
Pope John XXm. "a holy man of 
God raised up and to this
tortured generation.”

"What the world cries out for 
la a spiritual and moral awakw- 
ing," Dr. Grant said. "And I lor 
Mie rejoice that the great Roman 
Catholic Church, the largest com­
munion in Christendom, is prob­
ably about to take the lead in 
auch a movement.”

In Dr. Jackson's view, the coun­
cil “ offers a unique opportunity 
lor world Christian thought, Chris­
tian fellowship and Christian un­
derstanding across the denomina­
tional, racial and national lines. 
And with the leadership of Pope 
John X X in  this conference will 
do much to destroy the basis of 
religious persecution throughout 
the world and will bring a new
emphasis and a new realization 

of religious liberty.’

Is it legally the 
board of education’s or is it owned 
by the town? This question is still 
unanswered, but the teen oenter 
has been given the green light by 
both groups. It is presently locat­
ed on the top floor of the Cheney- 
Tech Building, and its opening day 
has beet set for Nov. 1.

Many adults differ in opiolons 
as to the value of such a center, 
but the teen center committee, un­
der the leadership of Tim Donahue 
and Cathy Caprilozzl, has present­
ed lU story to several civic gtoups 
in sn attempt to clear up some of 
the unanswered questions that led 
to a misunderstanding of the teen 
center. Under the skillful direc­
tion of Mr. A. Raymond Rogers, 
chairman of the Adult Advisory 
Board, ths teen committee has 
shaped Us program of activities 
which Include various table games, 
a-snack bar, dsnclng, television, 
and reading. The main purpose of 
the center, says the teen commit­
tee. is to offer Manchester’s teen­
agers a place to congregate and 
enjoy the companionship of their 
friends under s supervised pro­
gram.

It Is hoped that the teen center 
will help teen-agers keep out of 
trouble by offering them some con­
structive activities and a place 
they can call their own. ' They 
realise that the center can not to­
tally reform teen-agers, but it Is 
s good beginning.

French Put 
Sgft Clamp 
C^n Monaco

MONTE CARLO, Monaco 
(A P )— France put a gentle 
economic squeeze on this tiny 
Mediterranean principality to­
day to show it means business 
in a  tax fight between the two 
countries.

Three.! customs agents were 
posted on one road- crossing the 
western frontier of Monaco. They 
put up a discreet little sign say­
ing "douane" customs and stopped 
ears going into France.

‘ ‘Anything to declare?”  the 
agents asked the motorists.

Most of the travelers were tour­
ists passing through Monaco and 
they continued on without any ap­
parent trouble. As far as could be 
determined, no cars were being 
searched by the customs agents.

President Charles de Gaqile's 
government is irritated because 
many French ** corporations and 
7,000 French citizens have' found 
a  tax haven in Monaco, which 
has no income tax.

Furtherrhore, under an eco­
nomic agreement between France 
and Monaco. French corporations 
in Monaco could ship their tax- 
free goods to France without hav­
ing to pay customs duties.

Now France insists that all 
goods from Monaco must have 
French taxes paid on them before 
they are allowed to enter.

A t midnight Friday, when the 
economic agreement, between 
Monaco and France ran out, the 
first customs patrols were put on 
duty around the borders of this 
300-acre nation, ruled by Prince 
Rainier III. The agents checked 
cars for less .than an hour while 
large crowds o f curious Riviera 
dwellers watched.

Portland was ■virtually para­
lyzed. Most power and telephone 
lines were broken by winds that 
sent signboards sailing, knocked 
down thousands of trees, tore the 
roofs off scores of buildings, and 
blew in countless windows.

The city sprawled in darkness 
Friday night, and residents holed 
up in their homes, fearful of fly­
ing debris outside.

It was the same along the Ore-- 
gon coast and in a number of Ore­
gon communities up the Willa­
mette Valley in western Oregon.

’The storm was felt from north­
ern California to British Colum­
bia, but Oregon saught toe worst
Of It.

"It was probably the biggest 
disaster that Oregon ever had," 
said Gov.
