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The Wish Behind The Wheel

It begins to suggest itself that,
if nothing we do on the highways,
in the way of a slogan, patrol, laws
or penalties, seems to have any di-
rect connection with or Influénce!
upon the rate of highway accident
fatalities, then the explanation and
the heart of the problem may con-
ceivably lie soméwhere elae, and
not really on the highways at all.

It could be that we get nowhere
in tryving to solve the problem of
traffic fatalities because We have
never actually come to grips with
the real root of the problem. We
have never got down to the basic
cause.

But make the simplest, moat ele-
mental kind of observation of what
goes on out on our highways, and
your notations are likely to com-
pel you toward what turns out to
be a very simple conclusion,

One notes down, first. the lowest
ecommon speed denominator, the
speed figure below which no mem-
ber of the great highway majority
ever travels. It is, invariably, ap-
proximately six milés an hour
ahove the iegal speed limit pro-
claimed by the signs along thas
highway.

It takes a grim-faced set of mo-
torists to be sure they are all go-
ing at least this fast all the time,
but continual mutual pressure,
horn-tooting, directional signaling,
lane-shifting and leap - frogging
somehow does it.

After you have noted down the
lowest average speéd pattern, at
pome six miles an hour above the
posted speed limit, begin a calecu-
lation of the average minimum
bumper-bumper-gap.

The average bumper-bumper-gap
proves to be approximately 12 feet,
which la about as close as motor-
ists can keep while retrining some
visual sense of separate Identity.
This average. too, is not easily
maintained, and requires a con-
tinual shuffling maneuver on the
part of the drivers Involved, and,
on occasion, éven a change of lane
in order to find some other driver
to stay right In back of. But the
performance, like that In the six
mile above the limit speed average,
remaing consistent,

A third proceas of evidence-tak-
ing inVolves a survey of the regis-
trations included in such traffic
patterns. In Connecticut, for in-
stance, 1t will invariably be noted
that the great majority of the reg-
Istrations in any given traffic pat-
tern, six milgs over the limit, 12-
foot humper gap, will be Connecti-
cut registrations, This means that,
on the average, these motoriata are
Connecticut people, going to and
from Connecticut destinations.
Since the geographical dimensions
of the state are fairly obvious, ex-
tending only a certain number of
miles in any given direction, the
. conclusion has to be that the great

., majority of motorists, traveling six
miles over the limit with a 12-foot
bumper gap, is not engaged in go-
ing any great distance—terrestrial-
ly speaking, at least.

We now have down three sets of
notations, an average .speed pix
miles over the limit, an average
bumper-gap of 12 fest, and an
average journey of no great dis-
tance, These\three things, when
they_are Jumped in together, and
seasoned with s look at the faces
of the average motorists {nvolved,
suggest one particular conelusion
which may, at last, be the root
cause for our highway fatalities,
and for our Inability to stem them
by any of the highway safetly
measures we are employing.

It is the death wish which is rid-
Ing our highways.

People behave the way they do
on our highways becauss they are
three-quarters of the way in love
with death. |
' Do -they ‘drive in a way which

_ Buggests that they want to kill
themselves? :

Then the gnawer is logical and
direct. Theat is indeed why they
drive that way.

The cure for Nighway fatalities,
then, becomea relatively simple, so
far as direction Ia concerned. The
thing to do la to make people hap-
pler, make life itself more precious
and Intereating to them, so that
they will feel a ponitive dealre to
Hveiin place of their pressnt hailf-
desperate willingneas to gamble,

Make people happy, and they
won't be In such & hurry to find
death out on the highways.

This seema to ua so simple, #0
basie, no obvious a deduction on
the baxis of what all of us can ase
and witness and feel for ourselves,
that the wonder {s that it hasn't
been discoverad before, .

But now, at least, the discovery
has been made, and All we have to
do now Ih to find the formula for
human happiness,

We have shifted our appraisal
of this stale campaign away from
its continuing formal dullness and
alerted oursglves, insteéad, to
watch for the development of and
the reaction to some rather dras-
tic tests of charactera we sénae in
the offing.

To each of the four principals In
this campaign, each now, in our
opinion, and we suspect in his own
appraisal. within half an Inch of
political life or death, ‘we see this
campaign developing soul-trying
moments, ’

We suapéct that the way theae
four Individuals react, in these test
moments, may have a great deal
to do with the result of the elec-
tion itself. In some instances, to
tell the truth, the key réaction
may already have come, but that
ia a possalbllity we shall try to Ig-
nore. We reserve judgmentsa un-
til later: until we have at leaatl set
up our idea of what the crucial
challenge to each candidate In
ke

To Governor John Dempaey,
who theoretically began this cam-
paign as the candidate who needed
rescue, this campalgn now poses
the prospect that he may have the
power to rescue the rescuer, At
least, after yeara of modest per-
formance In the ranka of the sec-
ond violing, he now suddenly finds
himself promoted to the right
front poaition of the concert mas-
ter, and it may be hia style of
bowing, his control of tone, which
aettles not only his own fate, but
that of everybody else.

Thia s
reported so much that it necessar-
iy planta Inside ‘him the seed of
even self doubt, If he Is suddenly
less the front runner than every-
body expected him to be, If thers
is & svdden weaknéss upon him,
then he may be more vulnerable
to gérm warfare than he was in
other campaigns, then hé may be
less sure in his use of his own
traditional techniques, then he
himself may begin straining.

Does Ribicoff now still possess
that reservoir of poise and guts he
had for the attempted last minute
polson of the 1954 campalgn? Can
the erstwhile front runner- deal
coolly with the prospect of adver-
sity? Which way will his own
growing tension release itseif?
into panic?

To . Candidate Horace Seely-
Brown, this campaign, which he
enlered without any lllusion and
merely In the belief that it did of-
fer a fighting chance worth tak-
ing, now suddenly poses a rather
startiing prospect or {llusion-that
of a career_ in the United States
Senate almost within grasp.

Can Beely-Brown stand having
it that close?
