Havana.

Cao and SBuarez said a larger
boat opened fire on them, sinking
their vessel and wounding Cao In
the groin and Buarez in the leg,
The patrol boat sank, and men on
the larger boat lifted the two mil-
ftiamen from the water. The other
two men were swimming to shore
when last séen, Suarez said.

The six walked off the Coast
Guard boat at Key West, climbed
into  walting automobiles, and
were whisked off to immigration

offices for preliminary question-
ing before being sent to Miami.
