Over Red Advances

NEW DELHI, India (AP) 

— ^Defense Miniater- V. K. 
Krishna Menon came under 
mounting fire today because 
o f India’s ineffective resis­
tance to Red China’s invasion
armies.

Leading newspapers joined sen­
ior members of the Congress Par­
ty In the attacks on Nehru's clos­
est associate. Some Congress 
members demanded Menon’s res­
ignation.

"It looks as if someone is 
spreading a ceremonial red carpet 
for the advancing Red Chinese 
along the entire northeast fron­
tier,”  said one party leader who 
vflth 29 others criticized Menon 
severely in a meeting with Nehru 
Tuesday. \

The government meanwhile ad­
mitted steady Chinese advances 
all along the northeast boundary, 
as much as 37 miles in some 
areas and indicated the Commu­
nists had captured most of their 
objectives in the disputed area in 
the northwest, the Ladakh sector 
of Kashmir.

Congress party critics charged 
Menon "kept us all In the dark

< b̂y painting a rosy picture of our 
eastern defenses.”

"In no place has the Indian 
army held ground since the mas­
sive Chinese assault began, on 
Saturday, and every day it is the 
same tale of so many pockets fall­
ing to the advancing enemy,”  one 
of them said. r 

The Times of India said Menon 
was "astonishingly casual”  in ad­
mitting the defense arrangements 
in the northeast were "found to 
be inadequate by later events”  aft­
er his assurances that they were 
adequate. The newspaper called 
this "a  confession of failure.” 

ITie Hindustan Times accused 
the defense minister of "making 
some moat, vnbiguous statements, 
not ca lcu late  to convince the 
country of the government’s will 
and determination to resist.”  

Critics noted that Menon sought 
to build his reputation as defense 
minister on creating on arms in­
dustry in India so as to reduce 
the nation’s dependence on wea­
pons purchased abroad. Lack of 
modem, rapid-firing weapons is 
given now as one of the major 
causes of Indism troops having to 
fall back before the Chinese as­
saults.

John Steinbeck Wins 
First N obel Prize

STOCKHOLM, Sweden (AP) — 
John Steinbeck won the 1962 Nobel 
Prize for literature today.

The 80-year-old Califomia-bom 
author, who rose to fame with his 
novel “ The Grapes of Wrath,”  Is 
the sixth American to win the lit­
erary award—this year worth 
149.666.

For 30 ^li^rs, Steinbeck has 
been turning out best sellers— 
many became prize-winning stage 
plays and films—and gained a 

" reputation as a chronicler of so- 
eial justice In the United States.

His writings in recent years 
showed a versatility that emerged 
In his latest book. “ Travels \^th 
Charley.”  an oft-whlmslcal story 
of U.S. travels with his dog Char­
ley.

Steinbeck, author of 27 books, 
was cited by the prize committee 
" fo r  his at one and the same time 
realistic and imaginative Writings, 
distinguished as they are by a 

® sympathetic humor and a  social 
perception.”

Steinbeck heard about the 
award at his home in Sag Harbor. 
N.Y. His wife told reporters it was 
"a  g:reat thrill”  for him.

Steinbeck went into ■ the rough 
for material for his novels. For 
“ The Grapes of Wrath.”  a hard­
hitting novel about "Okies”  flee­
ing the dust bowl of Oklahoma, he 
joined the migrants and shared 
their hard.ships.

Heralded as "the 20th century 
Uncle Tom’s Cabin,” this book 
gained him international fame and 
many honors, including the Pulitz­
er Prize in 1940.

WASHINGTON (A P )— A blockading U.S. Navy ship today 
intercepted a Soviet tanker but allowed it to continue toward 
Cuba. The Pentagon said a dozen other Soviet ships appar­
ently turned back for fear of running into the U.S. ban on 
Cuban arms shipments.

Thus there still was no direct U.S.-Soviet showdown, or 
war-provoking incident, in Cuban waters as the U.S. quaran­
tine of the island went into its second day.

For Inspiration

VA’nCAN CITY (A P)— Roman 
Catholicism is Icxiklng to its ori­
gins 4o find a better way of shap­
ing its future.

This is a persistent note as the 
Vatican Ecumenical (Touncil con­
siders ways to enliven its rites of 
worship. It involves a general" re­
examination of the theological «md 
Biblical roots of the faith.

As Pope John XXIII has said, i 
the council’s basic objective is to 
give “ back to the face of the 
church of Jesus the splendor and 
the pure and simple lines of its 
birth.”

The documents and reports an-, 
■alyzing methods of doing this are 
studded with scriptural citations 
and references to the early Chris­
tian period. I

"We want to adapt and reform ; 
the church in accordance with the

Approximately 20 parents voic­
ed objection to''the policy,, whish 
reads: "Daily opening exercises 
above the second grade shall in­
clude at least one minute of silent 
prayer, each in his own way, and* 
the salute to the flsig; and may 
include the singing of a patriotic 
song.”

The main objection seemed to 
be against a "silent” p r a y e r ,  
with the. feeling that the children 
would not be able to wisely use 
this minute. It was felt that a 
verbal prayer would be m o r e  
meaniA^ul, and would be more 
educational for the children in the 
sense that they would become 
more aware of other religions, 
their customs and attitudes.

The recital of the Liord's Prayer 
has been custbmary at the open­
ing of the school day in the ele­
mentary school. It was felt that 
omitting this prayer was remov­
ing one of the traditional ways in 
which ^u th  Windsor c h i l d r e n  
acknowledge their Creator.

The board said the policy, re­
quiring every classroom to ob­
serve a minute of prayer, was 
written to establish uniform prac­
tice rather than some classes ob­
serving this custom and some not, 
and nothing being done in the high 
school as before the rule was 'W'rit- 
ten.

It was suggested that some 
compromise could be affected be­
tween silent and verbal prayer 
Also suggested was that some 
method could be arranged to have 
one child each day lead the pray­
er.

The Board tabled the matter 
until the next regular meeting so 
that further consideration could 
be given.

Dr. John Deasy, remedial read­
ing instructor, presented a brief 
statement of the progres.. and 
philosophy of the remedial read­
ing program.

FYom one to eight children are 
Included in the groups taught by 
the remedial reading teachers.

Those w'ho can benefit by the 
program fall into three categories, 
according to Dr. Deasy: (1) good 
readers who could be'better; (2) 
potentially good or average read­
ers who lack particular skills; and- 
(3) those who naturally learn more 
slowly than average but can 
learn.

Dr. Deasy said his main concern 
at present is working with the 
teachers to improve the over-all 
aspect of the program. He wants 
the first grade teachers to give 
their pupils a good start in read­
ing, and the teachers in the follow­
ing grades to be able to continue 
the students’ progress, as most of

the classrooms.
The problem of pupil absentee­

ism and safety was broached. 
There was felt to be some con­
cern regarding the distance some 
children must go from their homes 
to the school bus stop, and the 
fact that the parent could not

It was wondered if there might 
be some wsy to determine if the 
absent pupil were really home 
that same day. rather than wait­
ing for his excuse the next day. It 
was decided that any parent par­
ticularly concerned about his 
child’s safety could contact the 
school.

Homework in the elementary 
sbhool begins in Grade 5 on a 
project rather than regularly as- 
•signed basis, the board was told. 
In Grade 6, homework is as 
signed four days a week for 
about a half hour a night. There 
are regular assignments in 
Grades 7 and 8 in two areas: Reg­
ular .subject areas (mathematics 
science. English and social stud' 
lesl, one-half hour per course per 
night; and long-term projects aie 
assigned, such as book reports and 
^irojects.

It was suggested that the pos­
sibility of seniors in high school 
interested In nursing becoming 
nurses' aides be investigated.

Supt. Merle B. Woodmansee 
was asked to revise the plan for 
pupil distribution to reduce the 
number of children in some 
cla.sses.

In Union School, for example, 
there are two Grade 2 classes with 
20 or less pupils; while in Grade 2 
in Pleasant Valley school, .there 
are two rooms with 36 pupils each.

An in-service course in reading 
'for teachers of Grades 3 to 6 has 
been initiated with Dr. Deasy as 
the instructor. This course is for 
new' teachers and teachers new' to 
the system.

Red’s Summit Hint 
Eases Europe Fear

pro-American youths fought with 
1efti.st union demonstrators. Dem­
onstrators for and against Clastro 
clashed outside the U.S. Embas.sy 
in Oslo. Danes yelling against the 
blockade fought police in front of 
the U.S. Embassy in Copenhagen.

Police broke up a rally called 
to denounce the United States at 
Recife, in northeast Brazil.

Not all demonstrations were 
anti-American. About 200 women 
marched on the foreign office in 
Riq de Janeiro and demanded 
Brazil take .stronger action 
against Cuba. More ■ than 2.000 
university students shouting sup­
port for Kennedy marched past 
the U.S. Con.sulate in Montreal.

Iron curtain countries echoed 
the Soviet Union in condemning 
Kennedy’s quarantine action.

Radio Peiping said Communist 
China agrees with the Soviet Un­
ion that a naval blockade of Cuba 
is “an act of aggression."

Algeria's ruling political bureau 
declared Algerian solidarity with 
“the valiant Cuban people.” It 
called the blockade aggression 
and a violation of international 
law.

An official statement from the 
United Arab Republic assailed the 
blockade and urged a peaceful 
settlement of the U.S.^Sovlet dis­
pute. But It added: "All powers 
should refrain from supplying any

nohalomic country with such ' 
devastating arms.”

France completed the lineup of 
the big Western powers backing 
.the United States. A communique 
after a cabinet meeting expressed 
full support for the U.S. position 
on Cuba.

SupTOrt also came from Turkey, 
where^ the North Atlantic Treaty 
Organization has missile bases, on 
the ^v ie t Union's doorstep. But 
Premier Ismet Inonu 'emphasized 
that Turkey’s alliance with NATO 

'iis: purely defensive.
West European"' newspapers saw

Mr. Hoffman's conclusion speaks 
to us directly: “These (the anxie­
ties and imminent peril of the ad­
vanced nations! can be-compressed 
Into one .question.

Nothing can stop the flood tide of 
the social and economic change 
sweeping over the less developed 
areas of the wqrld. Our role is 
not to attempt to stop the change 
but to endeavor to guide the re­
lentless forces into the channels 
of peaceful evolution. This I be­
lieve can best be' achieved by giv­
ing our utmost support to the pro­
grams proposed by the Secretary 
General of the United Nations in 
his call to all nations and ail peo­
ples to turn tha years of the six­

ties into a decade of development 
, . .. a decade that, will give the 
initial Ihomentum to an Mfort that 
will eventually drive poverty, il­
literacy, and avoidable disease off 
the face of this earth forever.

“While fully aware of the na­
tional and international pressures 
and tensions of our times, the Sec­
retary-General has also Reminded 
us of our individual responsibilir 
ties in the following words: 'Can 
our Imagination match our abun­
dance only when the ugly, destruc­
tive risks of war are at work ? Is 
the only challenge we recognize 
the challenge of fear . . . in weap­
ons, In outer- space, in internation­
al rivalry? Is there no way in 
which the great constructive and 
peaceful purposes of man can so 
grip our heart and conscience that 
the spending needed to end star­
vation, to prevent the death of lit­
tle children, to shelter the home­
less and clothe the’naked c(^ es to 
have first priority in the purposes 
of the human race’?”

What is our answer? And how 
will we choose?

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John Steinbeck Wins 
First Nobel Prize

Powl Buck, William Faulkner and 
Ernest Hemingway.

Thomas Steams Eliot, Amerl- 
ean-bom, also won the award, but 
after becoming a British subject.

The Nobel committee rated 
Steinbeck with his predecessors

"Among the masters of modem 
American literature who have al­
ready been awarded the prize— 
from Sinclair Lewis to Ernest 
Hemingway—Steinbeck more than 
holds his own, independent in posi­
tion and achievement,” the acad­
emy's citation said. "There is in 
him a strain of humor which to 
some extent redeems his often 
cruel and crude motif. His sympa­
thies always go out to the op­
pressed, the misfits and the dis­
tressed, he likes to contrast the 
simple joy' o f ' life with the brutal 
and cynical craving for money. 
But In him we find the American

temperament also expressed in 
this great feeling for nature, for 
the tilled soil, the waste land, the 
mountains and the ocean coasts; 
all an inexhaustible source of in­
spiration to Steinbeck in the midst 
Of. and beyond, the world of hu­
man beings."

In his youth. Steinbeck saw life 
In the raw in half a dozen jobs, 
ranging from bricklaying to war 
reporting.

Steinbeck told an Interviewer a 
year ago he felt he has grown 
more intense and more mature 
with the years.

"Everything in life is colored by 
your personality. But as you ma­
ture you become more aware of 
outside things, less concerned 
about yourself,” he said.

"There's nothing that cleans up 
like dying. If you stick around too 
long, they get tired of you. Some­
times I think I’ve stuck around 
too long.

"I may run out of gas, but not

out of Ideas, as ideas have 'pups. 
It’s when you’re- not doing any- 
th ^g  that you don't have Ideas.”
, "He wrot«i three novels before he 
got one ’published. That one, "Cup 
of Gold,” had only A small sale. 
It was written while he held a job 
as a winter caretaker for an es­
tate In the Sierras. He lost that 
job because a tree crashed 
through the roof of the rich own­
er’s big house.

It was on a trip to New York 
aboard a freighter that Steinbeck 
picked up some of the material for 
"Cup of Gold." The journey took 
him through the Panama Canal 
and tfe stopped in Panama long, 
enough to learn something about 
Sir Henry Morgan, the British 
buccaneer of the 17th century who 
became the hero of this book.

In New York, Steinbeck got a 
job as a reporter on the New York 
Journal, but didn’t keep It very 
long.

While attending Stanford Un( 
versity at intervals from 1919 to 
1925, he had traveled around the 
country working at whatever 
came along. He did not graduate 
from Stanford.

Steinbeck was 27 years old 
when his first book was published 
in 1929.

It was not until "Tortilla Flat” 
in 1935 that Steinbeck saw his way

clear to make writing a  career. 
He had almost given up hope be­
fore that.
- Steinbeck was bom ta Salinas, 
Calif., land his writliiimweareer 
stained -on the high school paper 
there.

Nehru reportedly defended Men­

on to the party delegation, telling 
them the country’s leaders must 
concentrate on bettering India’s 
defenses instead of indulging in 
post mortems of past failures.

Critics say that during the three 
years since the first border 
clashes, little appears to have 
been done to give Indian troops 
adequate firepower. Instead, Men­
on has been diverting the produc­
tion of government arms plants 
into civililui fields. Some are man­
ufacturing espresso coffee ma­
chines, one critic noted.

The government announced the 
Chinese overran Klbitoo, an out­
post in the Luhit Valley leading to 
Digboi, one of India’s most im­
portant oil centers. The strategic 
trading town of Towang, just east 
of Bhutan, was reported threat­
ened by superior Chinese forces 
12 miles away. In the Ladakh atea 
of Kashmir, at least 13 outposts

were feared lost, a  government 
spokesman said, and 12 other 
places are  known to have fallen.

Peiping radio kept up enthusias­
tic claims of repeated “victories, 
but Mid Chinese forces were only 
hitting back after Indian troops 
had attacked Commimist fronfier 
guards.

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Still Asks 3 Additions ^

School Board Studies 
Part of Gurtis Report

The board of education last night began studying Fart 1 of 
A report by Supt. of Schools William H. Curtis, preliminary to 
recommending late next month that the town provide three 
new school additions by September 1964.

The report, "A Study of Enroll-^----------------------------------- ------- —
n e n t Trends, Plant Capacity and 
Future Needs,” is in many ways 
similar to one prepared by H m ld  
• . ’Kramsr of Planning and Renew­
al Associates, Cambridge, Mass., 
within the master plan he com­
pleted of Manchester.

Supt. Curtis told the board that 
"In Part n  of his report he will 
recommend that additions to the 
Keeney St., Highland Park and 
Robertson" Schools be provided 
within 19 months. In time to ac­
commodate pupils at the start of 
the 1964-65 school year.

If the town cannot afford the 
three additions at once, he will 
ask that the Keeney St. and High­
land Park additions be done first, 
he said. The Robertson addition- 
could be completed a  year later, 
he said.

Supt. Curtis said that within the 
next few years the boaM should 
identify a site for a school in the 
Gaidner-Spring Sts. area and ask 
for completion of the school by 
1966.

The superintendent said that his 
. report differs from Kramer’s by 
allowing "flexibility” in figures on 
the 15 charts, while Kramer’s is 
concerned primarily with definite 
figures as available at the time.

Table I  of Supt. Curtis’ reports 
Ihrts yearly births from 1947-61, 
from Oct, 1 to Sept. 30 each year. 
I t  shows that from a 1947 birth 
rate in town of 818, the number of 
births ^mlnished into the 700s 
through 1951 and then rose into 
the mid and upper 800s through 
1957, The peak birth year is 1953, 
with 904.

The 1957 rate of 886 dropped In 
1958 to 875 and in 1959 to 842. ’The 
1960 fig^ure is 859 and the estimat- 
•d 1961 figure is 875.

The second table compares first 
grade enrollments to births five 
years previous. From 1947 throug^h 
1951,,.first graders numbered any­
where from 54 to 215 more than 
the number of births five years 
before.

Except for 1954 when 17 more 
first graders were enrolled than 
suggested by the birth rate five 
years before, the-enrollment from 
1952 through 1958 was between 
10 and 96 lower than the birth 
rate. An increase of 10 in en- 
rollmeit was shown in 1950, fol­
lowed by decreases of 37 in both 
1960 and 1961. The enrollment fig­
ures from 1957" through 1961 and 
the birth rate In 1961 are esti­
mates.

Tables III through "VI, with fig­

ures calculated by a slide rule, 
estimate future enrollments by a 
"percentage of perslstente” meth­
od. The method starts by using a 
given year's birth rate and the 
kindergarten enrollment five 
years later.

Using actual figures and pro­
jected figures of years to come of 
enrollments from kindergarten 
through Grade 12, the number -of 
pupils who will remain with the 
school system can be estimated. 
The esUmatea become more ac­
curate if several charts are used, 
each beginning a  year later than 
the first yeax on the previous 
chart.

PredlctioB tsw
For example, the actual kinder­

garten through Grade 12 enroll- 
pient in October 1961 was 9,935.

In 1957, the 1961 enrollment 
wa8"^e8timated a t 10,539, in 1958 
at 9 , ^ ,  in 1959 at 10,236 and in 
1960 a t 10,127. The 1957 enroll­
ment prediction was lower by six 
per cent than was actually real­
ized, the 1958 prediction lower by 
one per cent, the 1959 prediction 
lower by three per cent, and the 
1960 prediction lower by two per 
cent.

In many of the charts, includ­
ing the persistence tables, trans­
fers of pupils out of town or to 
non-public schools cannot be cal 
culated.

Another table lists births from 
1950 and enrollments from 1956- 
57 to 1965 births and 1971-72 en- 
rollmei for Bolton, which af­
fects Manchester’s school plan­
ning by the large number of tui­
tion pupils it sends here.

According to the chart, Man­
chester this year is hou^ng 54 
Bolton ninth graders and 143 sen­
ior high Bolton students. After 
the present school year, no more 
ninth graders will be flowed to 
enroll in Manchester, but Grades 
10-12 will be accommodated until 
thi^' school board decides other- 
wUe, a t least two year* In ad- 
yahce.

Next year, Bolton senior high 
students will number 160, and by 
1971-72, 245.

Predictions of enrollment by 
principals in February 1962 for 
the 1962-63 school year are com­
pared In Table IX with the per­
centage of persistence method. 
The total prediction by principals 
for kindergarten through Grade 
12 was 10,130, compared with the 
10,025 by the persistence method.

liie  next chart shows totals of

pupils trom below one year old 
through 17, as determined from 
1957-61 in the a n n u a l  school 
census. For the same years, the 
number of pupils hot "enrolled in 
public schools was between 27 
and 28.5 per cent.

Registration by schools smd 
grades is shown for October 1961.

Supt. Curtis has included a re­
view of elementary school enroll­
ments and capacities' with an In­
ventory listing adequate and in­
adequate facilities of each ele­
mentary school. The facilities are 
labeled adequate, available but 
inadequate, not available, limited 
area and very limited area. '

The review is similar to Kra­
mer’s.

Shifting of children to schools 
outside their district la shown in 
Table XIV.

Pnpil-'ieacher Ratio 
The pupil-teacher ratjb is listed 

at 26 pupils per teacher for Grades 
1-6, and at 48.5 pupils per teacher 
for kindergartens. The b o a r d  
previously agreed to seek a^25 to 
1 ratio on the elementary level.

Further broken down, the pupil- 
teacher ratios in Manchester pub­
lic schools are as follows:

Bennet Junior High School: 27.3 
pupils per one teacher for aver­
age classes, 14.7 to 1 in slow learn­
er classea and 23.1 to 1 for honors 
classes, averaging overall 26.7 to 
1.' Also, 23.1 in other classes such 
as art, 14 to 1 for mentally retard­
ed classes.

Hling Junior High School: 28.9 
to 1 for average classes, 16.6 for 
slow learner classes and 30.3 for 
honors classes, averaging overall 
28.2 to 1. Also, 25.3 in other 
classes.

Manchester High School; 25.7 
to 1 for average classes, 18.3 to 1 
for honors classes, 19 to 1 for spe­
cial group classes and 28.9 to 1 
for other subjects.

School capacities at a 25 to 1 
ratio, compared with enrollment at 
individual schools, is listed in the 
final table. While the ^inrollment 
as of Oct. 1, 1962 was 5,587, the 
chart says that a t the lowered ra­
tio, the schools should accommo­
date only 5,225.

NEW DELHI, India (AP) 

—Chinese Communist troops 
have driven deeper into India 
at both ends of the northeast­
ern frontier, an Indian spokes­
man said today.

Almost a week after the Chinese 
launched their offensive Into India 
there Is still no sign of the Indian 
army being able to check Commu­
nist advances. The fighting is re­
ported bitter and casualties heavy 
but no statistics have been re­
leased. The Red Chinese are said 
to be taking no prisoners.

A Defense Ministry spokesman 
reported a Chinese division of 
10,000 men Ihursday attacked the 
town of Jiuig, four or five miles 
east of the Important monastery 
town of Towang which was cap­
tured Wednesday. Jang is on the 
Jeep track from Towang to the 
plains of Assam in eastern India.

Authoritative sources said two 
battalions of Indian troops will try 
to make a stand where the Jeep 
track crosses the 13,940-foot-high 
pass 14 miles east of Towang. But 
this la expected to be little more 
than a two- or three-day delaying 
action rather than a strong

^Ladakh, the defense ministry said 
the Communists were hurled back 
in an attack on Poeet, a  few 
miles from Chushul, where India 
has its only airfield near the 
battlefront. The fall of Clpishul 
would be a severe blow to India’s 
thin supply lines in Ladakh.

Radio Peiping claimed Indian 
attacks were repulsed both on the 
northwestern front in Ladakh and 
on the northeast front about 1,000 
miles to the east.

A defense ministry spokesman 
said the new Chinese attacks on 
the northeast boundary were 
launched 32 and SO miles east of 
Longju, about midway between 
Bhutan and Biu'ma.

The main Chinese blows have 
fallen to the west of Longju, 
where the trading center of To­
wang was overrun ' Wednesday. 
Towang is 17 miles south of the 
border claimed by India.

As the attacks widened, it ap­
peared the Chinese were trying 
to capture all the 32,500 square 
niiles they claim in the northeast 
bordering Tibet, It is believed 
they already have -captured most 
of the more than 12,000 square 
miles of territory they claim in 
Ladakh.

UNITED NATIONS, N. Y. (A P)—Acting Secretary-Gen­

eral U Thant met with representatives of the United States to­
day in an effort to set up negotiations to end the Cuban crisis. 
He scheduled meetings later in the day with Soviet and Cu­
ban diplomats.

Two top-ranking members of the permanent U.S. delega­
tion to the United Nations— Ambassadors Francis T, P. 
Plimpton and Charles W. Yost—met with Thant in the ab­
sence of Chief Delegate Adlai E. Stevenson who had rushed 
to Washington for consultations.

The first meeting took place at 11 :30 a.m. EDT in the 38th 
floor office of (the secretary-general. Thant arranged to aee 
Soviet Deputy Foreign Minister Valerian A. Zorin at 4:30 
p.m. and Cuban Ambassador Mario Garcia-Inchaustegui at 
5:30 p.m.

In Washington, Stevenson conferred with President Ken­
nedy and attendeti a meeting of the 12-member executive com­
mittee of the National Security Council at the White House.

The meeting here began as the Navy announced in Wash­
ington that two destroyers had stopped and sent inspecting 
parties aboard a Soviet-chartered freighter bound for Cuba 
for the first time since the Cuban quarantine became effec­
tive Wednesday.

The vessel was the 7,268-ton Marucla, a Lebanese flag ship 
out of Riga, in Soviet-run Latvia on the Baltic Sea. The 
Navy’s announcement said the first message from the board­
ing scene, 180 miles northeast of Nassau, included the words:

Thor Perform s 
P e r f e c t l y  in 
N uclear T e s t

HONOLULU (AP)—The United 

States exploded a submegaton nu­
clear device at high altitude above 
the Pacific early today. The flash 
briefly lit the ocean with a rsin- 
bow of red, green and blue for 
hundreds of miles.

A Thor missile, which failed- in 
three previous tries at the Mme 
test, carried the warhead to its 
firing height, estimated at 80 to 40 
miles. The booster apparently per­
formed perfectly during Its coh- 
trolled flight to detonation.

The nuclear device packed a 
wallop of between 20,000 and a 
million tons of TNT. It was the 
second most powerful high-altitude 
explosion of tlie 1962’ series.

The actual detmiatlon occurred. 
neai Johnston Island, 750 m iles, 
southwest of Hawaii. The blast | 
was clearly visible there but' in 
Honolulu it was a short-lived flash 
qf light.

A reddish glow arched across 
the clear sky when the shot went 
off a, few seconds past midnight 
Hawaiian time. The color changed 

"quickly to green, then gray-blus.

SAIGON, South Viet Nam (AP) 

—A teen-age Vietnamese boy 
Ttifrled a grenade into a crowd 
today'' at an aircraft exhibit in 
front of the Saigon (Jity Hall, 
killing aj least four Vietnamese 
and injuring 88.

Two of the dead were soldiers 
and two children. Six of the in­
jured were In critical condition.

Today was Republic Day, a na­
tional holiday, and more grenades 
were hurled—apparently by the 
0)mmunlst Viet Cong—as the day 
wore on.

One thrown at a U.S. officers 
hotel did not explode.

Another exploded In a suburb 
near the airport, but no casualties 
were reported.

The youth responsible for the 
fatal blast was believed to be a 
member of a Viet Cong assas­
sination group known as "volun­
teers for Death." He reportedly 
threw the grenade into a helicop­
ter on display but someone inside 
the aircraft threw it out.

After the blast the youth broke 
into a run. Dozens of police and 
bystanders Jumped him and beat 
him severely before a police van 
hauled him away.

A second youth found carrying 
two grenades ,nearby also w m  
arrested.

The blast occurred next to an 
AD6 tighter plan on display in 
front of City Hall. Nearby are the 
U.S. Information Agency building 
and a U.S. military officers hotel.

Vietnamese wer.e packed into 
the mail, looking at the plane, 
viu'ious types of artillery, a  tank 
and a helicopter.

Even while he lounges In his 
rocker, chatting with visitors, a 
telephone dangles from the coffee 
table near his hsnd.

The grave challenges of Cuba 
are taking up about 90 per cent 
of his time .But those about him 
My the President is making his 
decisions coolly and calmly.

While the executive mansion 
and Its staff is geared for crisis, 
it Isn't quite on a war-time basis.

Tourists Still parade through 
the White House. But now they 
liaye to check their purses and 
packages .outside.

Pickets ' are still permitted to 
patrol in front of the mansion, and 
they seldom miss a day. Banners 
Of ban-the-bomb groups are the 
ones most In evidence.

No unusual Increase in security 
has been ordered.

—"Do you deny that the U.8.S.R. 
has placed and is placing medium- 
and Intermediate-range missiles 
and sites In (Juba? yes or no. I am 
prepared to wait for my answer 
until hell freezes over."

Chief U.S. Delegate Adlai E. Ste­
venson took his stand in a calm, 
determined voice, hurling a direct 
challenge at Soviet (Jhlef Delegate 
Valerian A. Zorin.

It was one of the most dramatic 
confrontations in the history of the 
U.N. Security Ootmcll. It unfolded 
Thursday night—with pictures—as 
the world’s two giant powers 
sparred over tiny Cub*.

Delegates crowded around, as 
Stevenson described U.S. intelli­
gence photograplis he cited as evi­
dence of a  Soviet rocket buildup in 
(Juba. An aide with a pointer di­
rected attentton to the sites as 
Stevenson spoke.

Zorin, presiding as this month’s 
chairman o f  the Security Council, 
cast glances at the elaborate pho­
tographic display hut spent most 
of hla time writing notes in a pre­
occupied way.

Stevenson rested his case. Zorin 
conferred with aides, and then re­
plied In even tones.

"Mr. Stevenson has put the 
question to me of the 'sending of 
nuclear weaponslo.Cuha. He aaked 
m* to give him an answer and has 
then demonstrated ‘proof’, which 
llw Itoitad etataa aUght froaaat

e s s  a motive or evidence in support 
of their aggressive actions.” ’ 

Zorin scorned the photographs, 
speaking of forgeries, and then 
went on to repeat the Kremlin 
boast of Sept. 11 that "our nuclear 
means are so powerful and the 
Soviet Union has such powerful 
means of delivery there is no need 
to seek any further sites for them 
outside the borders of the Soviet 
Union.” _

Stevenson quickly rose to chal­
lenge again: " I  have, not had a 
direct answer to my question. The 
question is: Have they miMiles in 
Cuba? And that question remains 
unanswered, I knew it would be.” 

The. climactic scene in the coun­
cil chamber also brought bitter 
exchanges over how—and why— 
the crisis reached such a danger­
ous point and brought on the 
American quarantine against ship­
ment of offensive arms to (Juba.

Stevenson declared: ”Thk argu­
ment of the Soviet ynion is that it 
was not the Soviet Union which 
created this threat to peace by 
secretly installing these weapons 
in Cuba but it was the United 
States which created this crisis by 
‘discovering and reporting theae ii^ 
stallatlons.” . .

In a tone of Mrcasm. Stevenson 
went on: "This Is the first time, I  
confess, that I  have ever heard it
