Moscow Crowd
Splashes Ink
On Embassy

MOSCOW (AP)—A big
demonstration was staged to-
, day in front of the U.S. em-
bassy protesting the Cuban
blockade, and a band of young-
sters plastered the front of the
building with red, green and
purple ink.

A number of windows were
broken by ink bottles hurled by
the younger participants in the
demonstration.

Around 300 police swarmed
around the embassy and trucks
carrying about a hundred soldiers
were parked on g side street not
far from the building, apparently
to reinforce the police if neces-
sary.,

The demonstration began just
after noon with a band of about
700 factory and office workers as-
sembled in front of the embassy
carrying 50 well prepared signs.
The signs sald "Hands off Cuba*
and '“Cuba da, Yankee nyet."”

The demonstration was clearly
one approved by the authorities.
A televislon troupe arrived on the
scene along with the marchers.

Police sald more demomtntors
were pgathered- on a nearhy
square, Other police began pumng‘
up green barriers across the
street on both sidea of the em-
bassy in order to form a square
for the demonstrators.

At first about 50 police accom-
panied the demonstrators, but the
number swelled first to 200, then
was reinforced with an added 100.

Where We Were This Week

As we look back over the events
of the week, two observations by
other commentators give, It seems
to us, keys milled to just about the
same insight and conclusion,

James Reston, In the New York
Times, did a column Friday in
which he began as follows:

“The new Kennedy style of diplo-
macy is now operating In the Cu-
ban crigis. It s highly personal
and national, It is power diplomacy
in the old classic Buropean sense
that prevalled before the great
men worried much about consult-
ing with allies or parliaments or in-
ternational organizations.”

Reston went on, in this column,
to describe how, in this issue, the
President decided upon a course of
action and then went to other offi-
clals and organizations—his own
National Becurity Councll, the
OAS, the UN, our allies, not to con-
sult them, but merely to inform
them what the decision was. One
semi-rule of the classic game of
power politics he violsted, how-
ever. He did not give his opponent
& chance of greceful withdrawal, a
chance to retreat by saving face;
he first Informed his opponent of
what he was doing through the
medium of public television,

But it waas still the old fashioned
power diplomacy Reston identified,
only a little rougher.

Very well, Aside from the fact
that this young President has al-
ways seemed to have the Instinct
for the big game Inside him, what
shifted him into this style of diplo-
maoy?

N we take the description of
the root and the heart of the crisis
23 it was seen by Joseph C. Harsch,
of the Christian Science Monitor,
we see that it was in the nature of
this erisis to evoke and perhaps
even demand and make mandatory
this kind of action on the part of
the President.

Harsch wrote i part as follows:

“There will for some time to
eome be = massive output of in-
valved argumentation over the
rights and wrongs of who has done
what over Cuba. It would be well
for all of us to be very clear about
what . lies at the root of the mat-.
ter.
“The root of the matter is that

the Soviet Union made a move on

the cheasboard of power which, if

unchecked, would have prodiced a

sudden and important change in the

balance of military power in the
world, It would have upset the
status quo. ...

“It Is never power in familiar,
aocepted and contained relationship

« which caunes the great moments of

cdanger to the peace. It's the sud-
den change in the power status of
one or another. . ..

“It is irrelevant and a waste of
time to discuss such matters either
in ethical or legal terms. Bthics

. and law have no more to do with

the growth or decline of national
power than with the growth or de-
cline of the wealth or property
holdings of an individual. It's & fact
that when one power reaches for a
doubling of its capacity to Injure
another, that other power sither
takes ‘defensive action or subm..s
to a drastic reduction in its power
position in the world.™

There, perhaps, Is ax good a ra-
tionalization for the kind of world
we have been lving in, this weelk,
as has been provided. That is why

o —the-Sresident acted-as Reston de-

scribed it, and the way almost
everybody agrees he had to act.

There is, of course, one sad in-
evitable postscript which has to be
added on. It sounds learmed and
sophisticated to call this “power di-
plomacy in the old classic European
sense.” And it sounds very bril-
Nantly realistic to say that “ethics
and lsw” have nothing to do with
the ‘growth or decline of national
power." —

This amendment s
make sure that the gubernatorial
candidate’s coat tails, {f any, are
always spread under the candidate
for lisutenant governor. It {5 con-
sidered good, by its advocates, be-
cause it reduces the possibiiity of
partisan disunity between the
stats’s two top titular officers, and
also reduces the posaibility that
control of the whole state govern-
ment might pass from one party,
which had won the election, to the
other, this, of course, in the case
of a death or resignation.

Back in 1830, Wilbur L. Croass,
Demoerat, .would have come into
office with Danlel J. Leary of
Waterbury as his lijeutenant gover-
nor instead of Samuel Spencer of
SBuffield, Republican., Spencer was
a real help to Croas.

In 1984 and 1936 Cross wasn't
so lucky. He got Democrat Frank
Hayes of Waterbury as his Heu-
tenant governor, when he might
have had Roy Wilcox of Meriden
or Albert E. Lavery of Fairfield. ,

In 1944 Ray Baldwin, running
for his third term as governor, had
Bill Hadden fall off the unrigid
coat tails of that time, and got
Wilbert Snow of Wesleyan, a Dem-
ocrat, for his lleutenant governor.

‘When, in 19046, Baldwin had been

Al the top of the curve on
Notch Road in Bolton stands the
unique one-slory contemporary
home of the James S, Klar fam-
Uy The house is unusual not
mly for il post and beam con-
struction but also in that it is de-
signea as two Independent units
within a single one-story house

Tt contains a 14 by 24-foot liv-
ing foom, dining area, three bed-
rooms kitchen, office and bath in
one side, and a studio-living-room,
pedroom, kitchen and bath in the
other Situnted in the jog in the
“front® of the houae, which faces
the Columbin hills, is a paved
patio,

The basic construction of the
house is similar to that used in
large faoctory huildings and con-
sigts of three 90-footl beams, each
six by 14 inches placed on 28 ce-
ment-filled steel lally columnn
These. in turn, are embedded in
truncated cement prisms of vary-
ing heights set on a natural rock
foundation

“This building technique.” Mr
Klar explained. “allows for com-
plete fexibility in room planning
and almost limitleas use of large
glass areas as there is hardly any
mress on the owtside walla™”

The late Dr. Josef Moschner of
Simsbury, a European archileoct
wha came to this country during
World War II, assisted Mr. Kiar
in designing the house. Actual
construction was carried oul by
a local bullder, Klar himself. his
father, and his two sons

"It was a real family project.”
he exp' ined. "My father commuted
dafly from Springfield to help, and
it took nine months of hard work
and. pienfc lunches to complete.”
Mrs. Klar says she got awfully
tired of putting up pienie lunches.

The interior of the house has
been lastefully decorated by Mrs
Klar with a blend of contemporary
and heirloom "urniture.

Built into one corner of the ma-
hogany paneled dining ares is an
unusually beautiful cupboard de-
signed during the first quarter of
the 18th century and found by Mr,
Walter Klar in the earthen-floored
cellar of a relative's house built In
1760 in Westfield, Mass It was
belng used as & “jam closel” Of
the 25 glass panes (n the door of
this cuphboard '(tor “beaufait,” as
it was called), 19 are orginal. The
dome Is in the Chippendale shell
motif and has as its focal point a
Queen Anne sunburst. Double flut-
ed pilasters flank the three shaped
shelves with their gracefully mold-
od edges,

An excellently preserved exam-
ple of a drop front secretary |5 also
in this room. It is after a John Hall
design. with heavily acrolled feel
and completé lack of ornamenta-
tion, but with 2 four-paned ginas
doors which may place it In the
inte 1840's,

An Empire style table and
Hitcheock chalrs complete the fur-
nishings in thia area.

A Inrge living room in pale green
and beige is a step down from the
dining area and_contsins a Bolton
stone fireplace on one wall with a
2!, by O-foot stone hearth from
the Box Mountain Quarry. The op-
posite wall in an expanse of floor-
to-celling glass,

Among the many fine antiques
in this room ate a charry side table
with finely turned legs and spade
feet. and a Queen Anne snake-fool
tip-top table.

Mahogany parquel paneling is
used on one side of the fireplace
and built-in hookshelves with mo-
dern lighting fixtures fiil the far
wall.

Mr. and Mra. Klar's bedroom is
furnished with a fine hand-turned
ball-post maple bed and maple
night stand. Two smaller side
tables of the early Victorian era
also grace this room. One with
bonwv-front drawers ia pnm-lrj in
crotech mahogany ‘

Also from the Victorian period
in an eleganty carved rosewood
slip seat mide chalr.

Kennedy replied: “If the Soviet
government accepts and abides
by vour request that Soviet ships
giready on their way to Cuba . . .

In a dogged effort to keep the
erisis from exploding, -Thant held
a double round of talks with both
the United States and the Soviel
Union Friday.

Dr. Afbert Starr and M. Lowell
Edwards of the University of Obe-
gon, who developed the ballitype
valve, reported improvements that
make it easier to fit the valve as
® substitute for the aortic valve.

Made flexible with a slilcone riub-
ber ring in a teflon cloth sleeve,
the ball valve has heen used in 16
patients and may ellminate the
need for a range of valves of dif-
ferent sizes, Dr. Starr and Ed-
wards sald In a report with Dra
Colin W. McCord and Herbetrt E.
Griswold.

The improved valve appears to
benefit patlents more, they sajd,
and there have been no deaths in
the last 10-consecutive operations.

Dr. C. Walton Lillehel and as-
socintes, of the Univeristy of Min.
nesot., told of 54 valve repliace-
ments &since 1058, with the first
patient still in good health. They
reported best results with the ball-
type valve,

Valves and valve parts made of
teflon and dacron, and shaped
ke natural valves, tend to stiffen
and wear out, they sald. But Dr
Kay's team has not found this
drawback.

Were these revelations not so tragic, did they not ocost tax-
payers & staggering sum the many expose of shameful econdi-
tions federally, statewise and locally we could call these facts
a comic strip, But when you pay vour federal Incoma tax. the
thousands of hidden taxes, federal and statewise, and the loeal
property and personal taxes thers is nothing comlieal about our
governmental costs,

Bacause of the thousands of dollars T have spent In the bridge
toll fight, the electric light rate Aght, the local tax-rate fAght,
the removal of the railroad station fight, and many other ls-
sues to save my fellow townsfolk at lenst some money and be-
canse this factusal revelation is costing me a lot of money I am
going to limit it to facts and figures which T stand ready to
prove, butl in & mosat abatract way,

First, I want to qualify to newcomers in our town as an ex-
pert on political science whether federal, state or local I am
one of two mean in Manchester Included ih Who's Who in Amer-
lea, my citation therein being due to my political and civie ac-
tivities. In 1819, after the late Governor Marcus Holcomb
threatened to fmpeach me for a speech I made In the legisin-
ture on state expenditures he reversed his appraisal of me and
appointed me acting governor to represent Connecticut at Gov-
ernor Woodrow Wilson's post-war sconomic conférence at the
White House. I have held more local and state offices than any
man in the state. I am the only man in the United States for
whom the newapapers of their state as they did for me in Con-
necticut, republican and democratic, gave a dinner once a year
to about 500 state leaders at which I reported on the accom-
plishments of the Connecticul Development comminsion of
which T was the founder and for years the shairman. The gen-
eral mssembly, both republicans and democrats, unanimously
appropriated millions of dollars to my commisaion with which
to promote Connecticut

On October 1, 1982, David Brinkley, worid-renowned news-
caster for N.B.C., in a one hour broadcast, entitied: ““The
Greatest Steal in History." with pictures and atatementsa of al-
leged principals or parties In the greatest fraud ever perpetrat-
od on federal and state governments, revealsd the most shock~
ing situation, running into billions. I attempied to obtain the
script but ay Mr. Brinkley and N.B.C. expect to be mied for mil-
lons by officials they accused which they welcome becaunse
N.B.C. has spent more than a million doliars to dig up the facts
in this gigantic public fraud, the TV script will not be available
until anyone of the court cases is heard. Democratic Senate
Candidate Abraham Ribicoff has written to ms that he will
force a senate investigation of thia incomprehensive public of-
fcial embezziement and Democratic Nomineea for representa-
tive, Messrs. Coavagnaro and Groobert have aaid they will ask
the incoming general assembly to memorialize congress to im-
mediately launch an all-out investigation.

LONDON (AP) — Western
Europe hailed the Soviet
Union's retreat in the Cuban
crisis as a stunning victory for
the United States and greeted
it universally with profound
relief today.

The dramatic turn of evenls
was seen 8s opeping up possibil-
fties for new East-West negotia-
tions on the whole question of dis-
armament.

President Kennedy emerged In
the West as the undisputed hero
of the crisis, Boviet Premier
Khrushchev also came in for
some praise,

Banner headlines such as “back
from the brink,” “Retreat from
danger’” and "“"End of a night-
mare'' reflected Europe's m of
deep thankfulness at having es-
eaped the horrors of nuclear war,
. The British government official-
ly welcomed the Soviet announce-
ment that it is ready to dismantle
ftz Cuban missile sites. A few
hours eariler Prime Minister Har-
old Macmillan had messaged
Khriushchev that such a move
would open the way to wider ne-
gotiations on a nuclear test ban
and disarmament generally.

Belgian Forelgn Minister Paul.
Henri Spaak said . Khrushchey
must be thanked and congratulat-
eod for his action.

Danish  Foreign Minister
Haekkerup expressed hope that
the new Boviet-U.B, contact on
Cuba might lead to “'a final settle-
ment in peace.”

In the Soviet Union, Pravda
published the messages  ex-
changed between Kennedy and
Khrushchey on its front page.

The paper alsh published Fidel
Castro’'s demands a guarantee
against aggression.
