Secretary of State Dean Rusk
will greet the 88-year-old German
leader at Andrews Alr Force Base
and will ride with him to Blair
House, the President's' guest
house.

President Kennedy will official-
ly greet his est Wednesday
morning on the lawn of the White
House, wherc the chancellor will
receive military honors. The two
will then begin the first session
of their two-day conference.

Several ideas have circulated on
what the West should propose to
the Soviet Union Ber-
lin, provided there is an agree-
ment in principle among the four
Western powers directly intereat-
ed in the fate of the munist-
encircled city.

Meke no plans for building A
fallout shéiter at the Rockville
High School, the board of educa-
tion Instructed the high school ad-
dition building committes laat

The board issued its instructions
after learning from Allen Dreaser,
chairman of the- building commit-
tee, that the' contour of the land
at the high school does not lend
itself to “anything natural” in the
way of shelter construction and
that a properiy-built shelter could

n as high as $800,000 to $1 mil-
lpn. Raymond Ramsdell, superin-

ndent of schools, reported there
was no money available from the
state for schoo] shelters and that
the town does not qualify to re-
ceive federal aid.

While the town can not expect
to get money for the sheiter, it can
get state aid for the proposed
swimming pool, Dresser said, add-

“that this would amount to
about $17.500 based on a $700 per
pupil ellowance for 25 students—
the desired state capacity limit for
ona classroom.

Dresser said the committes had
been thinking of an indoor swim-
ming pool which could be used by
the public and as a teaching sta-
tion as wel], School board members
wondered if ‘a2 combined indoor-
outdoar pool might not be feasi-
ble, and Dresser said he would re-
lay this possibility for considera-
tion to the building committee.

Dresser sald that in addition to
the swimming pool, the commiltee
was thinking about including the
following in the wing plans: 20
claisrooms, two special education
rooms (for the mentally handicap-
ped now at the jumior high school),
two 100-pupil classrooms (study
halls, but with provisions for di-
viders so that four classrooms can
be made), and one physical ed-
ucation classroom. Dresser said
the physical education classroom
would be equipped with lockers,
showers and a gymnasium area
which could be divided in two sec-
tions — one half to be used by
boys and the other to be used by
girls.

Rough estimates on the cost of
the addition — with and without
the swimming pool — also were
mentioned. It was felt the cost of
the addition could come to around
$1 milllon with the pool, and that
without the pool the addition could
come to around $700,000, Men-
tion also was made that the town
possibly could receive §350,000 in
state aid, based on a 500-pupil-ad-
dition without the swimming pool.
State aid with the pool may come
to mround §525,000, it was re-
ported.

tection from radioactive fallout is
offered.

If there is considerable warn-
Ing of an attack, two hours or
more, children will be zent home.
Normal dismissal procedures will
be used. Parcm., are asked to
designate homes’ of . relatives or
friends where children might be
received and gsheltered if neith-
er parent is at home. If there is
as many children as possible will
be sent home. Bolton school
buses will be 'dispatched to Man-
<hester for high school puplls af-
ter the elementary classes have
been evacuated. Other pupils will
be directed to shelter areas in the
building and all deors and win-
dows should be secured. Glass
areas should be covered to de-
flect radiation.

cll of Veterans Organizations.

Mayor Paul M. Burns pralsed
the store, for ‘“‘spearheading a
drive to rid Fort Wayne of all
Communist-made products.”” He
sald merchants should ‘‘see that
only American-made products are
sold here.”

But in Dayton, the Reiail Mer-
chants Association said it will ask
the City Commission today to make
‘‘card parties' illegal by banning
the placing of pamphiets or stick-
ers on merchandise in stores.

In Lexington, Mass., Atty. Ed-
ward M. Ginsberg warned after
cards began showing up last
month in a store he represents
that he will seek prosecution of
people caught putting them on

Ginsberg said the people res-
sponsible are gulity of libel, tam-
pering with the property of oth-
ers, littering and using telephone
threats,

After cards were found Satur-
day night in a supermarket at
Decatur, Il., State's Atty. Basil
Greanias said he would recoms-
mend prosecution for trespassing
of anyone found putting such Ia-
bels' on merchandise,

Police in San Diego, Calif., have

Robert L. Sparlin, who owns a
variety store in Godfrey, Iil,
said he has been ftrying to or-
ganize merchants against the pro-
test group in nearby Alton, but
with little succeas.
