Kennedy Faces
Questions on
News Handling

WASHINGTON (AP)—President
Kennedy's
press are getting sticky. News-
men don't lke the way his ad-

ministration has handled them or
information.

He faces questions about it this
evening at his first news confer-
ence since Sept. 13. But he's had
the idea of some restraint on
news stories-in a crifical period,
like this one with Cuba, since ear-
Iy in his administration,

His administration’s
ideas about this, and newsmen's
fdeas about it, came into conflict
after the Cuban crisis erupted be-
csuse of what his administration
paid and did.

As a result of newsmen's eriti-
oism, Rep. John .E. -Moss, D-

False Hope, Valid Fear?

Al the old lire politicians of
France, together with the commen-
tators and correspondents who re-
flected their vikws, have been
amaringly wrong in their specific
estimates and hopes of what would
be likely to come in the pariiamen-
tary elections held Sunday.

But they may have been eorrect
n thelr comtinuing basic'fear.

After the significant drop in the
vote in support of President de
Gaulle In the recent referendum—
a drop in support which seemed to
reflect a feeling that the man who
had saved France was Insisting on
saving #t too often all by himself—
there were all kinds of pronounce-
ments to the effect that now de
Gaulle was on the decline. George
Bidauit, the former premier who
now heads the exiled underground
movement against de Gaulle re-
voked his own sentence of assas-
sination and proclaimed that he
would let de Gaulle live, since he
was now beaten anyway. Every-
body's experting on the approach-
ing parliamentary elections com-
mented on the fact that de Gaulle's
own special political party had
shriveled to nothingnesa and allud-
ed to the prospects the old tradi-
tional parties had of increasing
their ow 1 strength.

All of this was very expert, in-
deed, except that something quite
the opposite really happened.

In the elections held Sunday, all
the old parties lost strength. And
the Union for the New Republic,
the dé¢ Gaulle party, suddenly bur-
geoned up to real stature, getting
more votes than ever before, and
edging the Communista out of the
position of top single vote getter
for the first time since World War
IT. Just when everybody seemed to
think de Gaulle wa# losing his po-
litical power, he scored a massive
new triumph.

But this, although it disappoint-
od the hopes and expectations of
France's traditional politicians, was
also & confirmation of their fears

. the same fears which led them

to campalgn against de Gaulle's
plan for direct presidential elec-
tions. This election Sunday was the
very thing they dreaded for France
~—a vote for'a man, for a personal-
ity, for 4 hero, rather than a vote
for any prindiple, or for a party.
The de Gaulle party is & nothing-
ness, a meaningless thing, without
de Gaulle. It atands primarily for
the man, and for nothing else. ‘And
it Is the fear that France could be-
gin voting this way—in response 1o
the drame and apperl of some per-
sonality who might or "ml'gm. nol
be immune to the ultintdte tempta-
tions - of demagogic “power—which
sincerely disturba some of the tra-
ditional lepders of French democ-
racy, which normally wallows in a
~ weakness of the other exiréme,
_ that of so much diffusion of voter
Joyalty that nobody can rule for
Jong.

What one would prescribe for
France would, of course, lie some-
where belween the lack of cen-
tralized responsibllity and political
or ‘anization which was chronic be-
fore de Gaulle and the threat of
too much responsibility and power
in the smingle person of one man
which has been the chronic threat
since de Gaulle did come to power.

The Sunday election could, op-

" timistic analysts dare to hope, have
some result in that direction. It
may be that some of the too nu-
merous parties of French politics
may now decide they will have to
resort to merger if they are going
to survive, This would require them
to compromise and blur some of
their own principles in favor of
more political efficlency and pow-
-er, "but might also haye the effect

a

tion, they have to prepare and
oquip themselves to take service
on the tighter, more responsible
ship of state designed by the new
constitution. And that, of course,
might be their best way, perhaps
the only real way, of guarding
against the potential combination
of demagogue and mob they in-
UUncU\'ely fear when, aa on Bun-

any party.

Private Holocaust?

There is sontething perversely
appealing about ‘the logic of the
aggreasor. Perhaps it is the bold-
ness of its dishonesty, the zest
with which it advances the argu-
ment too ridiculous for anybody to
elieve.

We- nave, wasy, Premier Chou
En-lal of Communist China. He has
his troops, in force, inside territory
which, whatever Ita disputed legal
status, has been actually heid by
India for the past half century.
His troopa seem to be there in for-
midable numbers, and they are
having a relatively easy time of it,
po far, chopping up the border
forces of India.

With this the military situation,
Premier Chou has two messages
for the outside world.

One message in to nome of the
wistful little nations which have
dared suggest that the situation
between China and Indian be moved
in the direction of a cense-fire and
mediation.

No third party can get into the
necessary negotiations, says Pre-
mier Chou to such peace-minded
outsiders. The showdown has to be
between China and India directly.

Premier Chou's second message,
included in his rejection of third
party mediation, is intended for
the United States. ¥ we insist on
giving India military aid, says Pre-
mier Chou, it will merely result in
expanding and prolonging the war.

To prolong the war, to give In-
dia at ledst some chance of making
a wstand psomewhere “would, of
course, he the object of American
military supplies.

But the award for prize argu-
ment must go to Premier Chou.
His warning is that anybody who
comes between himself and his vie-
tim either with mediatibn or with
assistance for his victim will be a
warmongering meddier. Everybody
is supposed to let him finish off In-
dia, or st least force India to its
knees, ns quickly as possible, and
that will be the quickest way to
Premier Chou's definition of peace.

It i not really surprising, of
course, that the aggressor should
be talented in the use of Jogic and
argument which blandly pretends
to reverse the known facts and the
obvious situation. That is an old bit
with the aggressors, who are al-
ways being “attacked” by their
victims.

What is a little more nurprllin{
is that India, the classic advocate
of mediation, negotiation, and
peaceful means of settlement of
disputes, is even more firm than
Ghou En-Iaj in rejecting mediation,
and even refrains from making any
complaint to the United Nations.
India does want help from outside,
but only helg to keep on with the
war until India's own natioral
pride and prestige have been sal-
vaged, not help to stop the war be-
fore more lives are lost.

S0 what China really says to
the outside world is that it must
stand aside while China and India
have it out between themselves;
and that {s what India, behaving
as if It is mesmerized by thelunges
of a cpbre, insists on having' too.

+There is one other thing more
su prising than the two attitudes
of China and Irdia. It is most sur-
prising of all that the rest of the
world, with gll its long awareness
of what World War Il could mean
to-civilization and with all its long
‘resolve to keep that war from de-
veloping, should seem so strangely
calm and unconcerned while it
walches the start of it.

Claim ‘Yankee' Raid

KEY Fla. (AP)—Havana
radio charged “today a ‘“‘Yankee
plane” flew over a Cuban mer-
chant ship Monday oa_the high
seas southwest of Bermiuda an
dropped 11 bombs, some of ‘which
exploded 50 feet above the vesdel.

The radio sald the ship, the Rio
Pamujl, reported by radio that the
bombing was preceded by 72 hours
of “‘pirate checks'' by U.8, planes
and vessels.

In Washington, a spokeaman for
the Pentagon denied that any U.8.
plane was involved.

The Rio Damufi, carrying pota-
toes to Cuba, was undamaged, the
padio said, and none of its 33 crew
members was injured. The port
from which it set out was not giv-
en.
There was no mentlon of return
fire: from the merchantman, listed
in Lloyd's Shipping Regisiry as a
2,881-ton. craft with Havana as iis
home_port.

‘Variable Obscenity’

HARTFORD (AP) — The State
Supreme Court of Errors, unable
to find clear guidance In recent
U.8. Supreme Court decisions, has
declded to handle obscene litera-
ture cases on their individual mer-
its.

The state .court yesterday unan-
imously upheld the conviction of
Joseph 8. Andrews and Willlam C.
Smith, Meriden magazine .sellers,
on two count$ of vioating state
anti-obscenity lawa. Andrews and

“! Smith were fined $50 each in Com-

Pleas Court,

The-high court's declsion, writ-
ten by Chief Justice Raymond E.
Baldwin, reffoyunced any effort to
establish & oorivapt of “constant
obscenity” for' legal-purposes and
chose Instead to apply aconcept of
“variable obscenity."” In-.other
words, what is obscene matfer-in
some circumstances may not be if°
others, and each case must be de-
cided ofi Its individual merits.

Andrews and Smith claimed
there was no evidence to show]
that they knew the contents of the
magazines they were selling, They
also claimed the magazines were
not obscene, anyway.’

However, Baldwin sald the two
men admitted that the magazines
*did not come to the store through
normal channels but by railway
express and personal delivery.”
Also, the “so-called sex magazines"
were displayed separately In the
store. -And, “the pictures on the
covern of these magazines, as well
as the titles of the articles and the
prices listed thereon, were such as
would put the defendant on notice
concerning the kind of magazines
they' were," Baldwin sald.

“The- obvious—purpose-—of —the
magazines Iy to exploit for galn
‘the curious and sexusally imnfa-
ture, the adolescent and those who
revel in erotic fantasy," Baldwin
concluded. "Upon an independent
examination of each of them, and
applying contemporary community
standards, we find each of them,
under the circumatances of this
case, Lo be obscene."

In deciding that the magazines
‘were obscene, the court found
“little guidance" in U.8. Supreme
Court decisions regarding obscen-
ity, Baldwin sald. The most spe-
cific definition of obscene litera-
ture, he gald, was expressed in the
case of Roth va, United States: “A
publication, . .which, considered as
a whole, has a predominant appeal
fo prurient interest, that s, a
ahameful or morbid interest in
nudity, sex or excretion, and goes
substantially beyond the custom-
ary limits of candor in describing
or representing such matters.”

CriSis Seen Positing
New Peace Advances

WASHINGTON (AP)—President Kennedy, saying there
is reason for gratitude in this Thanksgiving week, has called
off the U.S. blocksade of Cuba in return for promised removal
of Soviet bombers from the island. ; e

Serious problems remain, Kennedy emphasized Tuesday
night at his first news conference since the Cuban erisis
spread jitters around the world,

Until arrangements are made to verify the withdrawal
of Soviet missiles and planes; preferably by inspection on the
spot, he said the United States will do its own checking on
military activity in Cuba. ‘

He clearly meant that among other measures this country
would continue to send out reconnaissance planes to guard
against another buildup in Cuba, despite Prime Minister Fidel
Castro's threat to shoot them down,

Yet, with the manner of & man reporting the worst is over,
Kennedy said real progress has been made—and a complete
settlement could open the door to solution of other east-west
issues. "

Philosophically, he added: “In this week of Thanksgiving,
there is much for which we can be grateful as we look back
to where we stood only feur weeks ago—the unity of this
hemisphere, the support of our allies and the calm determina-
tion of the American people. These qualities may be tested
many more times in this decade, but we have increased rea-
son to be confident that those qualities will continue to serve
the cause of freedom with distinction in the years to come.”

The news conference, his first in nearly 10 weeks, was Sar-
