Lives Secluded
With Memories

NORWICH, Vi. (AP)—He is an
old man now, alone with his
memories in a simple cottage on
a knoll overlook this pictur-
esque Cormmectiout er town.

Thirty years ago Dr, Heinrich
Bruening, soldier, politician and
scholar, held in his hand the des-
tiny of a mighty country.

Bruening, 77 years old today,
was chancellor of Germany dur-
ing two tumultuous years when
he led an unsuccessful atruggle to
maintain a democratic govern-
ment in that strife-torn country.

His resi was forced on
May 80, 1§32, during the last des-
perate months of the German re-
public.

Seven months later the chancel-
lorship was entrusted to the man
who would bring an end to a 13-
year attempt to make democracy
work in Germany -—Adolf Hitler,

But there is, unfortunately, not
much doubt of the fact that con-
ditions inside Guatemala, a natjon
which our Central Intelligence
Agency rescued fror Communism
way back in 1854 when it helped
drive the Arbenz government out
of power, still constitute an invita-
tion to the Communist-Castro style
revolution. !

“The United Siates has spent
more than ‘§100,000,000 to try to
“help Guatemala stabilize her eco-
nomic and political Mfe.

“Although the United Otates
helped Guatemala toward the emer-
gence of & rudimentary middle
clags, the vich are still enormously
rich and the poor still extremaly
poor. As a result, leftist birength
has beent growing.”

sphere, the mere approach of his
hand could start a chain nuclear
reaction, said Clayion, and he
would die of radiation before his
hand touched the object.

Plutonium, once used only for
atomic bombs, is becoming an in-
creasingly important source of
peacetime energy. Clayton gives
equal importance to handling safe-
guards,

No nuclear plant accident ever
will have an energy release llke
a _nuclear bomb or its physical
damage consequence, the scien-
tist said.
