James D. Martin of Gadsden,
Ala., who narrowly lost his Sen-
ate race to Sen.

“I'm convinced the South would
vole for Goldwater,” Martin said.
“He's the only one the South
would vote for, right now, al-
though somebody might develop
during the next two years.

Peter F. O'Donnell Jr., the Tex-
as state chairman, said several
possible conservative candidates
were considered.

Alfred P, Werbner, appointed to
the Town Development Commis-
gion Nov, 13 by the town's new
board of directors, thinks that the
eventual decision must favor the
balanced plan.

And he has some clear ideas
about the steps that should fol-
low from that decision.

“The development commission
must actively attract new indus-
try to Manchester, There iz a lot of
competition from other towns and
other slatea; the town [s going to
have to work together if we are to
succeed.

“We need Lo provide services for
industry, such as water and sewer
Iines. This will take more coopera-
tion than we seem to be able to
muster from our split utilities dis-
tricts, Consolidation is important,

“We are going to have to push
for the relocation of Rt. 6, and the
construction of Interstate 201.

“Manchester is going to have to
become attractive enough to over-
come its deficits—high taxes and
expensive housing. When the in-
dustry is here, then we can solve
the tax problem.”
