Families Wait and Hope 
At Pennsylvania Shaft

CARMICHAELS, Pa. (A P )— ^Rescue workers dug to 'within 
some 4,000 feet today of 37, men trapped deep underground 
by a tremendous coal mine explosion.

U.S. Steel Corp., which operates the Robena No. 8 mine, 
said a recheck of its records showed a 37th man missing. A 
total of 36 men were believed trapped at first.

The men have not been heard from since the explosion at 
1 :15 p.m. Thursday.

Rescue crews had gone slightly more than half-way into 
the two-mile tunnel from the mine shaft after more thnTi 22 
hours of digging.

Lewis Evans, Pennsylvania secretary minee, described 
the situation as “ desperate,”  but held out hope the miners 
may he alive. “ We hope, the men built barricaM  to stop the
flow of gas,’’ he said.

Forty-four others working In an' 
other section of the pit walked out 
unhurt. Some returned to search 
for their colleagues who are 660 
feet underground.

Slowed by deadly gas and tons 
of rubble that left shorings hang-
ing like burnt matches, the rescue 
crews proceeded cautiously in the 
tunnel—its concrete walls buckled 
by the blast.

"Those men are looking into the 
barrel of a shotgun,”  said one un-
ion official. "W ith those fires 
smoldering down there, it oould 
cause another explosion.”

But the search goes on. So do 
the hopes and prayers of wives, 
brothers, sisters and relatives 
keeping a vigil in a cornigated 
metal buUding adjacent to tba 
mine shaft.. Ministers tried to emn- 
fort the gneving fam ilies.

The blast was the sseond to the 
16-year-histoiy'i o f the Robena 
mine. -

Evana, sdio Is direettng the op-
erations, blamed It on a  combina-
tion of gas and coal dust. He de-
scribed the blast as one of tremen-
dous nature.

At that point there is a sloping 
tunnel without branches extending 
two miles to the working face.

WASHINGTON, (AP) — The 
word has gone out to top postal 
officials:

Don’t say "lubritorium.”  Say 
"garage.”

The memorandum was inspired 
by an announcement that a con-
tract had been awarded for a new 
postal lubritorium in Evanston, 
111 .

“ For «more than a year, I ’ve 
been trying to get them to aay 
 garage,’ ”  Kelleher sighed. “ And 
what do they come up with after 
all!”

In his memorandum Kelleher 
cited this as the kind of language 
he's like to see eliminated:

Kennedy Visits 
SAC Quarters 
Today on Tour

man Glenn T. Seabort of the 
Atomic ̂ Energy Commission, Sec- 
retarj' of the Air Force Eugene 
M. Zuckert and military chiefs of 
the armed services.

The timing of the trip to SAC 
headquarters at Offutt AFB was 
unusual on two counts: First, it 
coincided .with the 31st annivers-
ary of Japan’s sneak attack on the 
Peal Habor naval base—the idg- 
nal for American entry into World 
War n . Second, it came as SAC 
was preparing to place the first 
Minuteman intercontinental mis-
siles In combat-ready status. The 
solid fuel Minuteman can carry a 
nuclear punch 6,300 miles. Even-
tually, 800 of these missiles will 
form the core of the nation's de-
terrent power.

The White House, Announcing 
the trip, did not mention the Dec. 
7 anniversary.

The official announcement said 
Kennedy’s motive for the tour was 
a desire to see for himself the 
progress being made by “ Project 
Rover” scientists who are work-
ing on a nuclear-powered rocket 
engine, being developed at Los 
Alamos, N.M., and tested near 
Las Vegas, Nev.

If. hopes for "Rover”  are real-
ized the engine may propel the 
first American to land on the 
moon.

On the schedule for Kennedy's 
2^-hour stay at Offutt were trips 
through subterranean command 
rooms, one containing the famous 
“ red phone” — t̂he war phone over 
which the President would have 
to give a direct order before 
SAC'S bombers and missiles could 
unload their burden of nuclear ter-
ror on the homeland of an enemy.

Although Gen. Thomas S. Pow-
ers, SAC commander, has author-
ity to send any of SAC’s 1,600 
bombers toward pre-selected tar-
gets should war seem at hand, 
these planes could not fly past the 
"fall safe”  line without a direct 
go-ahead from the President.

From Offutt, Kennedy was to fly 
to Santa Fe, N.M., then go to the 
AEC’s  ̂ scientific laboratory at 
nearby' Los Alamos. His <next stop 
was Albuquerque, N.M., (where he 
was to tour the plant where em-
ployes of the non-profit Sandia 
Corp. develop the   bombs and 
warheads to enclose every nucle-
ar device In the country’s arsenal

The President will stay over-
night in Albuquerque, then make 
a flying trip to the atomic test 
site at Jackass Plats, Nev., before 
going to Palm Desert.

A Christmas party for small 
fry can be different from the 
rowdy round-ups they have at 
other times.

Yule canopy with peaked roof, a 
traditional reminder of the man-
ger, with smaU birds d an g l^ , 
may be put over the table for an 
enchanting effect.

NEW YORK (AP)—An Inability 

to draw horses led cartorailst Herb 
Gardner to seric fame as a play-
wright—and he w «i on his very 
first try'.

“ I’ve always associated horses 
with the unemployment problem,” 
said Herb, author of the current 
Broadway comedy hit, "A  Thou-
sand Clowns.”

“ Most of the times I left jobs it 
was because sooner or later the 
boss would ask me to draw a 
horse, and I couldn’t. When I drew 
a .horse it looked like a cross ^  
tween a dog and radio city.”

At 27, tall and curly-haired, 
Gardner himself looks like a cross 
between Thomas Wolfe and Orson 
Welles when they were that age.

Herb started yearning to be a 
writer at 18. He learned the rudi-
ments of stagecraft in his youth 
by working as an orange juice 
salesman and hat checker in 
Times Square theaters, and re-
calls seeing one play 140 times.

There followed several frustrat-
ing years as a commercial artist, 
years in which he sculptured bun-
nies and walruses for a toy firm 
or drew endless panels in animat-
ed film cartoons.

Gardner was making a good liv-
ing as creator of the Nebbish com-
ic strip when he decided to chuck 
it̂  all and gamble on his writing

skill. Working in a cheap unheated 
West Side apartment, he turned 
out "A  Thousand Clowns”  in 
years. It rang an immediate bell.

His experience has made Herb 
something of an apostle for the 
philosophy of chance-taking.

“ Too many people are working 
merely to buy time,”  he said. 
“ They work just to have Saturday 
and Sunday off.

“ I didn’t want to go on buying 
time, because I was afraid I 
might find the time I bought I was 
merely using to buy more time.

“ There is too much living for 
the time being. People should do 
now all the things they’ll wish SO 
years from now they’d done.”

With the royalty money rolling 
in. Herb and Rita, his actress 
wife, are now busy furnishing an 
expensive six-room apartment on 
the East Side. But the acclaim 
that greeted his first play hasn’t 
gone to his head.

“ Success is so much better than 
fallqre,”  Herb said, smiling. “It’s 
pleasant to find yourself being 
taken seriously after working for 
years in jobs where nobody asked 
what you had in mind.

“ But It Isn’t the money. The 
process of putting on a play is 
personally flattering. It’s as if ev-
erybody were plaj^g agame, a 
game in which you have ail the 
secret rules."

Writing ^ th  an artist’s lettering 
pen, Gardner now works daily in

his old tenement apartment—the 
rent has gone up to $21 a mwith 
from $18—on his second play^

“ I start at 7:30 In the morning,”  
he said. “ I figure that even if I 
haven’t written a line by noon— 
well, the older playwrights are 
probably still asleep.”

Gardner has a disUke of large 
corporations.

“ They’re inhabited by the “ We 
people'—people who tell you, 'We 
feel this,’ or ’We feel that’ ,’ ’ he 
said.

“ The minute you start -talking to 
them they have you outnumbered. 
But there’s nobody to blame. All 
you can do is go outside and kick 
the building.”

The Giving of Pets 

To the Editor,
Live pets as Christmas gifts are 

very popular, and with a little 
thought and care in the selection 
o f an animal, there can be no ndeer 
^ ft ,  as It is one that can be en-
joyed for many years to come.

After many years of experience 
with people and pets, may we pass 
along these suggestions ?

1. Be very careful that the 
mother of the family wishes to 
have a pet in her household. In 
nearly every case, the care of the 
pet will be her responsibility.

2. What sort of pet is pre-
ferred? Which will fit best into 
the family as a whole? Never give 
a female animal unless* you or the 
rtoipient are willing to Imve It 
s^yed. Few people are e^ipped 
to have Utter after litter of baby 
animals! The prdper age to have 
a cat or dog spayed is from bV4 
to 6 months old. ( I f  you need help 
in this matter, there are ways that 
we can assist you. Write us at 
P.O. Box 214, Green Farms, Conn.)

5. I f  the people to whom you 
see giving an animal do not own 
their own home, be sure and check 
with the landloni, as pets are ndt 
always allowed.

4. I f  the gift is to be a dog, ask 
what size and type of dog thej) 
would like to have. Young puppies 
are not desirable If there arc small 
children in the family—an older 
dog wiU be easier to care for.

6. H you do not wish to pay a 
large price for an animal, remem-
ber that animal welfare societies 
and humane societies, as weU as 
local dog wardens often have dogs 
that make desirable pets.

6. Probably the most important 
point of all— it is much better to 
give a Uve pet a week or so before 
Christmas day, or a few days after 
the big event. Animals are very 
sensitive to new surroundings and 
they become nervous when there 
is much excitement in the air, as 
there is bound to be on Christmas 
Day. The pet will have a better 
chance o f making a good adjust-
ment to its new home when the 
household is in a calmer state.

By keeping these few sugges-
tions in i ^ d ,  you may save dis- 
appolntment for a child and possi-
bly the loss of a home for the anl- 
miri. Happy giving and holidays.

the -great God Himself.”

From a physical stemdpolnt, his 
feat is well nigh Incredible. An 
expert would hesitate to under-
take the task of copying to say 
nothing of composing the 53 num-
bers in 34 days.

Good-wiil and the inherent prom-
ise of a better world to come, em-
bodied in Biblical text and clothed 
with the vibrant power and beauty 
of Handel’s art are as potent to-
day as they were two hundred 
years ago.”

Also Free, And Sovereign

When relentless, inevitable tides 
o f history—df geographical and 
economic and ethnic determinism, 
If you please—are at work In the 
ecnduct of nations, one can try to 
civlllxe the process, but not neces-
sarily to alter the direction.

Thus, the United Statee and 
Japan, conducting unusual Cabinet- 
to-CaWnet talks down In Washing 
t<m this week, were meeting In the 
first place because the long post-
war relationship between the two 
nations had b^un to show signs 
of strain and severance. And, be-
cause these signs almost had to 
come at this stage of history, the 
big face to face meeting to iron 
things out ended up, instead, by 
more or less confirming what the 
s^;ns had been saying—that the 
United Statee and Japan have 
come toward the end of what really 
never was and never could be a 
honeymoon, anyway.

Ironlc^y, perhaps, but not sur-
prisingly, what now begins to come 
between us and Japan again, 
In our post-war relationship, la the 
same thing which was between us 
when Japan Anally decided, in 
1941, that the Pacific was not big 
enough for both of us.

Japan, once again, is drawn 
toward the Asian mainland, by its 
own geografdiical propinquity, by 
Its own economic need, by Its own 
cultural associations.

Japan, this time, resumes out 
towrard the mainland In a gesture 
peaceful enough. But our disap-
proval Is just as strong, for this 
peaceful reach, as It ivaa for the 
initial armed reach when it first 
began two generations ago. And 
our disapproval received Its shaip- 
est eocpression, and the beginning 
of sharp rejection, at the very mo-
ment when President Kennedy 
himself addressed our guests down 
In Washington and called upon 
them to lead their country in col-
laboration with us to "prevent the 
domination of Asia by a Commu-
nist movement which Is In its es-
sence today a believer in not only 
the class struggle but also in the 
International class  ^struggle of a 
third world war.”

This request from the President 
of the United States, to a delega-
tion of high Japanese officisds vis-
iting in Washingtonjs happened to 
come just at the time when an-
other delegation of political and 
business representatives has re-
turned to Tokyo, not from Wa.sh- 
Ingfton, but from Peiping. This dele-
gation brought back an agreement 
for Increased trade between Japan 
and China, and the present Japa-
nese government Is believed ready 
to approve this agreement.

The President- may conceivably 
delay this agreement, perhaps by 
finding some way iii which we can 
continue to encourage and permit 
Japanese export to us of those 
products we were glad to see when 
Japan was trying to gert back on 
its poirt-war feet'and our domee- 
tic market seemed insatiable. Un-
less or until he does that, however, 
the reaction in Japan is likely to 
be that .he was trying to dictate 
policy to Japan.

But the main fundamental thing 
has been m ade. clear, and it is 
whAt both nations will have to 
learn to live with and by. It is th^t 

-Japan never has been, and never 
will be, any mere duplication or 
Pacific Ocean station of oiu* own 
particular national Interests.-It has 
Instincts, traditions, talents, neces- 
•itiee, and neighbors all its own; 
K, lUso, is a free and sovereign na-
tion; we of the United Statee must 
•nd should seek with Japan a com-
munity, but not a dupUcatlon, of 
bitereets. Our foremost obligation, 
to ourselves, to each other, and to 
the .world, is to temper our rela-
tionship and our conduct so that 
w« can cooperate wHh Japan with-
out demanding that Japan-try to 
become a carbon copy o f the Unit-
ed States, and so that Japan can 
mova In tha direction o f Ita own 
m Mh u I Bi o i t Usi wMliout perili

Walter Ulbridit, the Oommunist 
leader of Ekuit Oermany, has been, 
all along, the lackey whose vanity 
was at stake in Moscow’s German 
policy. Whereas the West has had 
to live with the nightmare of some 
rash Communist use of force in 
Berlin, or where the West has had 
to worry over the poesibility that 
one of its own factions might some 
day sell out to Russia at the ex-
pense of the other, Ulbricht has 
been living with the perpetual fear 
that Moscow considered him com-
pletely expendable—a nothing fig 
urehead to be tossed away the first 
instant cold war diplomacy so dic-
tated.

Precisely for such reasons, Ul-
bricht has instinctk'ely and natu-
rally emphasized., throughout the 
long period In whidi the Berlin 
crisis has been kept a crisis, the 
toughest Sind least compromising 
aspects '  Moscow policy. He has. 
obviously, been interested in get 
ting as much toughness as possi-
ble into the record, all with the 
object of making it more difficult 
for Moscow to retreat into any 
policy of softness and compromise 
which might require the sacrifice 
of a figurehead named Ulbricht.

K Is this background which per-
haps lends some i^ecial signifi-
cance to the particular kind of 
speech this same Ulbricht delivered 
le-t Simdhy.

In this speech, Ulbricht featured 
so much sudden mildness and rea-
sonableness and suggestion of com-
promise that it must have tasted, 
to him, like so much crow. And the 
Inference has to be that this much 
crow could have been forced down 
his palate only by the clearest and 
most unmistakable mandate from 
Moscow. When Ulbricht stops talk 
Ing, as he did in fills Sunday 
speech, about the necessity for a 
separate peace treaty with Russia 
and for a change in the status of 
Berlin, and begins talking, Instead, 
about the large numter o f "com-
promises” possible along a road 
which might lead to freer contacts 
between the two Germanies, then 
confederation, then, perhaps, final 
unity—this la news.

It means either that the Moscow 
line has changed, and that Ul-
bricht has bowed to the change In 
order to preserve his own p otion , 
or that Moscow is out to lull the 
West into a sudden sense of relax-
ation and security, with Ulbricht 
assigned to the role of confidence 
man. One can take one’s choice, 
and • he sanest thing, of course, is 
to make no such silly choice at all, 
but merely to concentrate on try-
ing to see that Western policy 
makes sense, all by Itself, and 
stands good and strong and right 
no matter what  variation thif Com-
munist tongues of the moment 
may be sounding;

But it is, of course, still part of 
the game to try to guess, at least, 
what the other fellow is doing. At 
the moment, Ulbricht, the East 
German Conmrunlst puppet, is 
playing puppy.

Ohrtstmas itself will be celebrated 
here at least, on the customary 
date.

Te^ That Killed Elephant 
May Benefit Human Beings

By WALTER B. MEAR8
WASHING’TON (AP)—'Tusko, a 

SVi-t(»i bull elephant, has died in 
a scientific experiment which 
may point the way to elimination 
of the periodic madness that 
sends male elephants Into destruc-
tive fits.

The experiment that unexpect-
edly claimed Tusko also may help 
scientists find antidotes for people 
who get overdoses of lysergic 
acid, a powerful mental stimulant 
still in the experimental stage.

A group of Oklahoma research-
ers said ’Thursday ’Tusko’s 
martyrdom could make It possi-
ble tor carnivals and circuses to 
use male elephants. Such shows 
now use females almost exclusive-
ly because of the mysterious mad-
ness that afflicts males.

• The madness, called “ going on 
musth,”  occurs tor two-week peri-
ods, (xice «• twice a year. It af-
flicts few females. Under Its in-
fluence, a buU elephant "may at-
tack or attempt to destroy any-
thing In Its path,”  the scientists 
said.

The Oklahoma group told of the 
experiment, designed to solve the 
"musth”  riddle. In the technical 
journal "Science.”

They planned to give Tusko, a 
14-year-old Asiatic elephant, a 
dose of lysergic acid In an effort 
to simulate the elephant madness.

First, they gave Tusko a pro- 
tecUve shot of penlcUlin. Then 
they fired the lysergic acid Into 
his rump In a syringe shot from 
a compressed gas rifle./- 

The scientists had doubts wheth-

er the dosage was strong enough 
to cause any reaction in the giant 
beast. But Tuako died an hour and 
40 minutes gfter the injecUon, de-
spite attempts to save him.

Studies during the experiment 
and after Tuako died suggest that 
surgical removal of an elephant’s 
temporal glands eaily In life 
m i^ t prevent the "musth”  mad-
ness, the researchers said.

’They added that drugs of the 
tyi>e which were admiidstered to 
Tusko after the shot—and which 
temporarily eased his death 
throes—might be used as emer-
gency antidotes for humans who 
get overdoses of lysergic acid.

The 8<dentists. said the drug 
"has been increasiiigly and some-
times irresponsibly administered 
to humans”  in connection with 
psychotherapy.

TOe first indication of anything 
wrong was the reported failure of 
an electric exhaust fan. It blew 
out, but was repaired in 10 min-
utes. Five minutes later it conked 
out again.

Barnes Girod, an assistant mine 
superintendent, said the first 
crews down the shaft detected 
dust coming from all directions, 
indicating an explosion or fire.

The major problem for the res-
cue teams was to pump bad air 
out and clean air in. Concrete 
ventilation shafts had buckled un-
der the blast.

Inside a corrugated steel shack 
above the surface .some three 
dozen relatives of trapped miners 
waited in bitter wintry weather 
for news.

Snow and ice created snarled 
traffic on roads leading to the 
mine.

Indians Fear 
Nehru Weak 
With Chinese

NEW DELHI, India (AP) — 
Prime Minister Nehru ran into 
angry bursts of questioning from 
opposition members of Parliament 
today about diplomatic exchamges 
with Red China on settlement of 
the undeclared war over Himala-
yan borderlands.

The opposition expressed fear 
Nehru was backing down to Red 
Chinese demands.

Nehru was hit by the question-
ing after he reported the Red Chi-
nese broke their own cekse-fire 
the last week end in Novembe? by 
opening fire on Indian soldiers, 
killing two and x>ossibly a third. 
He said three were wounded. The 
case-fire went into effect Nov. 22.

Nehru went to Parliament with 
a long, rambling statement on de-
velopments in the borderland con-
flict with the Red Chinese. He said 
the government had been discuS' 
sing the situation with the Red 
Chinese in diplomatic correspond' 
ence but at no other level.

Although India has ordered its 
consulates in Red China closed, 
both India and Red China main-
tain embassies in each other’s 
capital and still maintain official 
diplomatic relations.

Defending his government’s con 
tacts with the Red Chinese, Nehru 
said under questioning that India 
has a right to carry on diplomatic 
exchanges with Peking.

But opposition - members pep-
pered him with questions that 
showed clearly they fear Nehru 
might be weakening on his pre 
viously announced intention to 
drive the Chinese from Indian ter 
ritory. Government spokesmen de-
nied this.

A Foreign Ministry spokesman 
said after the session there had 
been no compromise on Indian 
proposals for a Red Chinese with-
drawal to positions of both Indian 
and Red Chinese troops as of last 
Sept. 8. The Red Chinese want to 
settle the conflict along lines that 
would give them 14,0(X> square 
miles of disputed border territory.

Nehru said Thursday that India 
was continuing to build its de-
fenses despite the cease-fire. He 
told reporters also that he could 
see no possibility of American 
ground troops becoming involved 
in the conflict, but that some ad-
visers may be requested. Neither, 
he said, could be foresee any radi-
cal chafiges in the sums India is 
requesting from the United States.

Asks More Roll Calls
HARTFORD (AP) — More fre-

quent use of legislative roll calls 
is needed “ in order to hold indi-
vidual senators and representa-
tives responsible for their stand 
on Important Issues.”

Council, a privately-financed gov-
ernmental research group.

Right now, the council said, 1s 
a good time to take another look 
at the roll call setup and vow to 
make more u^e of it.

Prior to the installation of the 
automatlo roll call machine in 
1955, the economy group indicated 
there was some sound basis for 
not taking frequent roll calls there 
"because there was simply not 
enough time.”
— However, the new mechanism 
enables the 294 members to be 
polled in a minute or two. All 
each member has .to do is to pull 
a lever on his desk to indicate a 
yes <«• ao vote which is then re-
corded for public distribution.

"The representatives continue, 
the old practice of calling for roÛ  
calls only on a relatively few mat-
ters, leaving no record of individ-
ual vote on most bills,” said the 
council.

The economy group then turned 
to the argument that roll call 
votes are not as easily taken as It 
appears. That’s bemuse many 
members may be attending com-
mittee meetings and would be 
forced to leave those business ses-
sions to answer the bell.

HARTFORD (AP) — The Con-

necticut Safety Commission says 
that. motor vdilcles rather than 
homes *re the places where the 
largest number trf accidental 
deaths occurred in the state for 
the first 10 months this yeay.

The totals for 1962 show 282

Sentence of Whipping 
Stirs National Dispute

By AM>REW MEISELS «,non was arrested again on a pet-
DOVER, Del. (AP)—A 19-year- 

old was convicted of violating pro-
bation. The sentence included 20 
lashes with a  cat-’o-nlne-talls "in-
flicted publicly by strokes on the 
bare back well laid on."

The scene took place here Nov. 
IS, 1962. The senten^^ was legal. 
It was also feaslble/Njlnce there 
are two public whipping posts in 
Delaware.

No date for the whipping of 
"Franklin W. Cannon Jr. has been 

set, but—barring legal moves that 
may reach the U.S. Supreme 
Court—the date will be set and 
the sentence carried out.

The case has stirred a contro-
versy in state and nation. Civil 
liberties groups branded the pim- 
Ishment as barbaric. Sociolo^sts 
called it archaic. Penologists ex-
pressed the opinion that whipping 
is useless in halting crime.
The controversy revolves aroimd 

two questions; is whipping a bru-
tal punishment, and does it help 
to deter crime?

One of the questions is as old 
as the United States, whose con-
stitution—along with the constitu-
tion of Delaware—forbids "cruel 
and imusual pimishments."

Our grandfathers would have 
been surprised at the controver-
sy. Until recent times, whipping 
was an accepted means of pun-
ishing criminals in nearly every 
country. In many nations, it still 
Is.

England abolished corporal pun-
ishment in 1948. Canada still has 
it, and criminals there are regu-
larly sentenced to the lash for a 
variety of offenses, from rape to 
armed biirglary.

Even where whipping is legal, 
its use has diminished over the past 
50 years. If Cannon is flogged, it 
will be the first such sentence car-
ried out in Delaware in more than 
a decade.

Many believe the punishment 
will never be carried out. Can-
non’s attorneys have said they 
will fight the sentence to the U.S. 
Supreme Court if necessary, ar-
guing that fii^fging is cruel and 
inhuman.

Delaware's Gov. Elbert N. Car-
vel says recent publicity about the 
whipping post has been “ damag-
ing to Delaware and to the whole 
United States."

Said one of Cannon’s lawyers: 
"The whole idea Is barbaric t^'d 
inhuman. We’re going to go with' 
the argument that since they 
stopped witch-burning and water-
ducking in-Salem, we ought to quit 
flogging in Delaware.”

There are 24 crimes in Dela-
ware that are punishable by flog-
ging, including wife-beating, lar-
ceny of a horse or mule and per-
jury. The minimum number of 
lashes is 6, the maximum 60, im- 
der a law adopted in 1717.

The earliest recorded whipping' 
In Delaware took place in 1654.

The defendant, convicted of se-
ditious utterances, was “ severely 
whipped,”  bran d^  and sold to 
planters in the Barbadoes.

In 1679,. a woman was given 27 
lashes because she had given 
birth to three illegitimate chil-
dren. The next -year' she gave 
birth to another illegdUmate child. 
This time she got 37 lashes.

Does whipping help to deter 
crim e?

ty farceny charge, criticized those 
he called / ‘bleeding hesu-ts and 
nice nelliesi" who want the law 
changed.

Prof. Robert G. Caldwell, a  Uni-
versity of Iowa professor and a 
nationally recognized authority on 
penology, thinks whipping”^  use-
less as a crime deterrent.

Caldwell wrote a study at the 
whipping post in Delaware as 
used from 1900 to 1942.

Some of his findings:
—Bixty-one per cent of the men 

whipped in New Castle County for 
the first time were arrested again 
for other crimes.

—More than 16 per cent of the 
1,604 men whipped in Delaware 
from 1900 through 1942 were re-
turned to thb whipping post, some 
of them as many as five times.

—Most of the men lashed in Del-
aware during those years were 
either unskilled Negro laborers or 
Negro farmhEuids.

Of whippings he had witnessed, 
Caldwell said “ They weren’t near-
ly as severe as &ose you read 
about in earlier days. Although I 
don’t believe the law requires it, 
the wardens used a stiffened arm, 
lessening the impact. The backs 
were reddened, but no blood was 
drawn. ’There were physical ex-
aminations before and after.”

against the Communists, which 
Khrushchev seemed to blame on 
Tito’s example of independence. 
However, heavy responsibility lay 
with Khrushchev’s own relaxa-
tions under the de-Stsdlnisation 
program, and the Chinese Commu-
nists were quick to point it out.

The hard feelings did not seem 
to last long. ’Tito continued going 
down the line for So'vlet policy on 
all major international issues, with 
the notable exception of Khrush-
chev’s demand for revision of the 
United Nations structure. By now, 
however, Khrushchev himself 
seems quietly to have dropped 
that idea.

In September 1961, at a Bel-
grade meeting of neutralists, ’Tito 
once again went all-out for the 
Soviet policy line. Again the Unlt-

Camphell Says Building Unit 
Should Have More Authority

Dr. R. Gordon Campbell, a Re-9authority subject to a art o f pre-
publican who was drt^ped frmn 
the town bidldlng oommittoe by 
the Democrats, asks that the town 
diractorz give authority to the 
committee la relation to projects 
other than school projects.

On school projeris, the building 
committee can enforce Ita wishes, 
because the approval of the com-
mittee is needM before the town 
can apply for state aid on con-
struction costa.

On other projects', the building 
committee’s authority is nebulous, 
arising mostly from a request by 
the general manager to study 
architectural plans, and approve 
them tor structural soundness.

In a letter to Mayor BYancis 
Mahoney, Dr. Campbell complain-
ed that his committee had had to 
"ru'bber stamp’’ the plans for the 
projxM^ central firehouse, be-
cause the committee had no alter-
native.

“ Responsibility without clear-cut 
authority is meaningless,’’ said 
Campbell.

. . Seldom, if ever, is the rele-
vant scope of responsibility and 
authority prescribed to the extent 
that the committee knows exactly 
what it is being asked to do. Hiis 
ia a frustrating situatimi for sig- 
nificsint cotnmlttee action.

"The committee was asked re-
cently to ‘approve’ two preliminary 
designs for firehouses of which it 
had no prior specific knowledge 
and which were prepared by an
architect selected by some other more projects.

Umlnary specificatiems, also pre- 
pai«d entirely by other anthocKy.

“It would be an understatement 
to claasify such approval as a ‘rub-
ber stamp’ ; the committee had 
been put in.a position where no al- 
teinative existed.

“ Subsequently, the committee 
‘approved’ the municipal parking 
lot location for the central fire-
house. This obviously meant only 
that the existing preliminary de- 
oign would fit in that area with 
adequate room tor its int«ided pur-
pose.

“ If asked, the committee could 
have similarly approved any num-
ber of other poeriible sites, 'nda ap-
proval was deliberately miscon- 
etrued by some, who knew 'better, 
as a statement of preference for 
<me site as opposed to another.

“Obviously, the role ofthebuUa- 
ing committee needs clarification. 
Without definite authority and re- 
spcMisibility, it will be iieed as a 
pawn and scapegoat and will not 
continue to attract the sei  vices of 
sincere, capable mnnbefs.’’

The qiKstion tff who appoints 
the architects yvbo design Man-'. 
Chester public bulldinga was raised 
at the directors’ m eting Tueaday 
night General Manager Richard 
Martin said he did, with the advice 
of an arriiitect selection commit-
tee, Md that the work was rotated 
among the 'various arriiiteots.

In the past 11 years, he said,

20 Nations’ Craftsmen 
Tell Christmas Story

K ^ S A S  C m r  (AP) — Aliex- 

ander Girard decided imagery 
could best convey the story of 
Christmas to all peoples.

So the 55-year-oId Santa Fe, 
N. M., architMt and designer put 
together a fabulous diqtlay of re-' 
lirious folk ari from 20 nations. 
His collection of more than 2,000 
pieces Is now on exhibit in the Nel-
son Gallery of Art In Kansas City.

"The image is the most direri 
means of communication,” Girard 
said. "And these simple decora-
tions of Joy and faith by crafts-
men of many lands, while vkiying 
greatly, tell a similar etcfry of 
Christmas—a story of the spiritual 
closeness of all mankind."

Girard collected much of the 
folk art during the past two years, 
although some of it came into hie 
possession as long as three dec-
ades ago. ,

The exhibit, entitled "The Na-
tivity,” consists mainly of simple 
pieces cairved or molc!^ by unpre- 
tentloue workmen; There are 170 
separate Nativity scenes. They 
were made of msny things— p̂ot-
tery, wood, cloth, wax, paper, nuts, 
stone, straw and even bread.

Girard constructed distinctive 
settings for his display. The 170 
scenes are in an adobe-like struc-
ture on the main floor of the gal-

 lery. In the center is a tiered
ig

of the figures. Around the walls 
are recessed show windows of 
varying- size containing numerous 
other Nativity scenes.

To call it colorful would be 
tritely to beUtUe Girard’s ablUty. 
To enhance the simple beauty of 
the delicate folk fig:ure8, he used 
lighting, color and„ supetb stag-
ings. Acoustics also had to be 
considered since special musical 
effects are used to help set the 
mood for the Bethlehem-like area.

Odd problems' also cropped up. 
A group of wax figures, for ex-
amine, needed adequate lighting 
but “heat would have turned them 
into a gooey mess,” said Girard. 
So a 300-watt bulb was placed sev-
eral feet below the scene in such 
a way that it properly reflected 
light but put no heat on the ex-
hibit. A unit made of bread and 
covered with icing had to be chem-
ically treated to provide . lafatog 
quaUties.

Joyce C. Hall, Kansas City bus-
inessman who Is president of Hall-
mark Csuds, sponsored the display. 
It is a benefit for the People-to- 
Peoiple program which emidiasizes 
through understanding among na-
tions. Hall is chaiiman of Ute 
executive conunittee of the People- 
to-Poople program.

Girard long has been a oolleotor,

not only of ftdk w t hut of oounit- 
leas other Kema be oonaiden 
unique or zitiatic. He began In 
riiiklhood and now boa an 80-foot 
storehouse near hto Santa Fe 
Home to stash the many Mems 
he has picked up through the 
years.

“I guess I inherited the ten-
dency,” be mused.

the pre-eminent role In U.S. nu-
clear striking power will have 
been aamnned by the Polarla sub-
marine-launched missilee and In-
tercontinental bang le  missiles.

The Air Force h u  been aiming 
to get the Skybolt combat-ready 
by Octobn. 1964. But the dismal 
test recofra so far may have 
pushed' the operational date far- 
thw down the road.

About $660 million has been 
spent or allocated for the Skybolt, 
which the Douglas Aircraft C!o. 
has been developing for the Air 
Force since 1950.

The concept calls for about 300 
advance model B62 jet bombers 
to carry two nuclear-tipped Skŷ  
bolts under each wing.

Instead of having to go in over 
their targets, the B52s would be 
able to stand off about 1,000 miles 
and strike at an enemy with Sky- 
bolts .

The* B52s would not be vulner-
able to Increasingly accurate 
antiaircraft missiles and super-
fast interceptor planes, the Sky- 
bolt’s backers reason, and this 
“ standoff* ability would add 
years to the bomber’s effective 
life.

The Britirii have an even bigger 
stake in the Skybolt. ThCy aban-
doned their own expensive effort 
to develop land-based strategic 
missiles some time ago and de-
cided to bank on the Skybolt for 
their Vulcan bombers.

These "V "  bombers, smaller 
than B83s, would carry two Sky- 
txdts—one under each wing.

B52s are armed with a 600-mile- 
range missile called the Hpund 
Dog. While the Skybolt is a solid 
fUM ballistic missile—sometimes 
Ilksned to an airborne Polaris—

the Hound Dog Is a°wlnged, air- 
breathing “ bird.”

Experts said they doubt' the 
Hound Dog could be adapted to 
the RAF Vulcans.

Scrapping of the Skybolt could 
put British Prime Minister Harold 
Macmillan in a difficult political 
position at home. There wae spec-
ulation he might take up the Sky-
bolt question with President Ken-
nedy when the two leaders meet 
in the Bahamas late this month.

The Air Force insists the Sky-
bolt 16 a promising weapon, worth 
the investment.

Earlier this week, it said de-
velopment of the Skybolt is on 
sch^ule, despite test failures. It 
contended such setbacks are to 
be expected during work on new 
missile systems.

U.S. tobacco leaders. On a recent 
visit they observed one factory 
making a 86 per cent annual net 
return on its Investment.

Cigarettes sell for about the 
same price aa in the U.S. Raw 
tobacco costs more than it does 
here, but workers at the Yava 
Tobacco Factory, Moscow, aver-
aged only $98.60 to $99 monthly.

Russia produces about 400 mil-
lion pounds of tobacco annually, 
about half the annual North Caro-
lina crop, and imports another 200 
million pounds annually.

The situation was reported by 
Dr. Kenneth R. Keller, in charge 
of tobacco research at North Our- 
oUna State College, who toured 
Russia and Eastern Europe along 
with the tobacco leaders under the 
auspices of the State Department.

Sources said that apparently the 
mlaalle was not properly wired 
for complete detonation.

The solld-ftiel Polaris has 
caused range safety problems In 
the past. On an early test flight 
in 1968, the safety officer de-
stroyed a Polaris when it. went 
off course, but a large part of the 
second stage survived and raced 
inland. It barely missed a trailer 
camp in nearby Cocoa Beach be-
fore dropping Into a river.

That flight resulted in place-
ment of several dynwnlte deiriruct 
packages throughout solid propel-
lant missiles, instead of only in 
key areas, so that the vehicles 
could be blown to bits if neces-
sary.

Solid-fuel rockets are filled with 
a hal'd rubber-like substance hard 
to break apart. With liquid fuel 
rockets, one or two strategically

The failure Thursday was an-

other disappointing blow to the 
Navy’s advanced Polaris AS de-
velopment prsgram.

Experim ent on 
E n v iron m en t

•enion using Um  Iforory Mxth 
peitod BMiot pt'i i ta t pooMs to jto

Members of Mr. George Potter- 
ton's Honors Biology I  class re-
cently began projects for the sec-
ond quarter about facets of ele-
mentary biology. TTie '-projects 
cover subjects such as gains in 
weight of growing mice and germi-
nation of grass seed.

Betsy House and Judy EYithsen 
are planning to chart the growth 
of mice. As soon sis the mice are 
born, the girls will begin to make 
a graph of the weight gMns of 
each mouse and consider toe gains 
in respect to age smd sex.

Several other students ore ex-
perimenting -with various aMmu- 
lanta, tranquilizers, and depress-
ants to learn toe effects of such  ̂
drugs on the heart. Daphnia. 
small animals used to feed tropi-
cal fish, are being used to ifos 
study.

The students working on this 
experiment—E»aul Pilkonis, Betsy „ 
H ^ e , Loretta Murphy, Roberta 
Lehmus, Janice Peach, Patricia 
Feltham, and George Nickerson— 
will obtain toe drugs from a physi-
cian and can either raise toe 
daphnia themselves or buy them 
at an aquarium supply company.

This experiment may show what 
effects some new wonder drugs 
might have on toe human organ-
ism if used to excess.

The moet popular of tba oxperi- 
ments that Mr. Potterton has pro-
posed for his class is an oxperi- 
ment on the germinatkm of grass 
seed. Harold Dase, Gary Gunas, 
Suzanne Cowles, Connie Barrett. 
Richard Sieg;al, Dairid Jtanson, 
Pamela Barningham, Bruce Tay-
lor, Joann Reynolds, Don Sangroy,
Jolm Ortolani, Sarah Chapi^ Jan-
ice McMUlen, and Dave Reznik are 
at work germinating c o m m o n  
lawn seed on the surface of water. 
A fter germination is completed in 
a couple of weeks, these students 
will be able to study toe root 
structures of toe g e r m i n a t e d  
seeds, ancl determine the various 
conditions necessary for the best 
germination of seeds of this type.

I f  a grass seed culture to left 
to grow for a l<mger period, the 
students will be able to examine 
many varied organisms that foay 
develop amid toe roots and to the 
water of the grass culture. After 
this experiment is completed, the 
student will be able to answer 
such questions as “How would you 
find out if light is necessary for 
growth of plant life or for ger-
mination?” <w "What types of or-
ganism can be found in a grata 
seed culture such as you pre-
pared?”

“ But despite what has hap-
pened," Stevenson added, "I am 
convinced that most of the press 
of this country follows Joseph 
Pulitzer’s remark that accuracy 
is to a newspaper what virtue is 
to a woman—except, as someone 
has pointed out, a newspaper can 
always print a retraction.”  

Stevenson previously had de-
nounced the Saturday Evening 
Post article as inacemrate and a 
gross misrepresentation of his po-
sition.

The story, written by Washing-
ton newsmen Stewart Alsop and 
Charles Bartlett, a close Kennedy 
friend, quoted anonymous but ap̂  
parently high ranking officials as 
saying Stevens<Hi dissented from 
Kennedy’s decision to set up a 
naval blockade around Cuba and 
adv(x;ated a diplomatic approach.

In his talk Thursday night, Ken-
nedy made no mention of the 
Cuban crisis.

the Arizona Thursday-and ^4,(XX) 
members of her crew lined the 
deck to pay homage to the fallen 
warship.

The Arizona Memorial honors 
all dead of the Japanese attack. 
A total of 2,403 men perished in 
the terrible moments of a Sunday 
morning that marked America’s 
entry into World War n. The 
Arizona died eight minutes after 
taking a bomb down tier stack.

Four battleships were sunk, one 
was. heavily damaged suid three 
sustadned light damage. Six—Cal-
ifornia, Maryland, Nevada, Ten-
nessee. Pennsylvania and West 
Virginia—returned to carry the 
war to Japan. Only the Arizona 
and the Oklahoma, which samk 
while being towed to the West 
Coast, ended their battles, at 
Pearl Harbor.

Pound Project 
Given $4,500

A  start on buUdJeig of a new d<^ 
pound in the sanitary land fill on 
Strong Rd., has been authorized 
by the Town Council.
