CARMICHAELS, Pa. (AP) 
— An advance rescue team 
sighted eariy |oday the body 
of one of 87 miners trapped 
some 650 feet underground by 
a tremendous coal mine explo­
sion.

The rescue party relayed word 
that it was stiU some dlstsmce 
from the body, and identification 
could not be established immedi­
ately.

According to a U.S. Steel Corp. 
spokesihan, the body lay about 
4,(XM feet from the working area, 
or face, of the tuimel where the 
blast erupted at 1:15 p.m. Thurs­
day.

'The spokesnuui said it would be 
a while before the rescue unit 
could work its way to the body.

The discovery came in the third 
day of roimd-the-clock operatic^  
by specially trained e ig l^ n ^  
rescue units at the Prpsty Run 
shaft of U.S. Steel's Rebena No. 3 
inine, located about-bO miles south­
west of Pittsburgh.

Probing .eOutiously with as much 
speed ̂ as possible in a desperate 
ras* against tirne, the rescuers 
niade good progress last night and 
early today.

In one three-hour period Friday 
night, they advanced 1,000 feet.

Officials had pointed out that 
there was no way of telling where 
any of the trapped men might be 
In relation to the spot where the 
blast oceurrwl.

When the explosion rocked the 
mine, the men were in an area 
some two miles from the vertical 
entrance, which extends 66 feet 
from the surface. . .

It was pointed out that there 
was no way to determine where 
any of the trapped men are In 
relation to the working area, or 
face, of the mine.

The rescue work has been slow 
and tedious, due msiinly to the 
necessity of reconstructing the 
mine’s ventilation system to force 
out methane gas and carbon mon-

TA’nCAN CITY (AP) — Pope 
John X X m , showing the strain of 
Illness, closed'' the first phase of 
Uie Roman Catholic Ecumenical 
Council today with an optimistic 
look to the’’ future.

He said he hoped the council 
would conclude its work in a year 
and that he anticipated it would 
bring benefits for Ĉ Siristlan unity.

The 81-year-old Pope address^ 
the 2,200 coimcil fathers in St. 
Peter’s Basilica.

J t  was their last gathering be- 
f m  a nine-month recess that will 
end Sept. 8.

Pope John told them they had 
made a good beginning in the 
council’s work, and then he ven­
tured something he had never 
done before — an eimression of a 
possible target date for the coun- 
eU’a conclusion.

Many prelates have said the 
council could last years at its 
present pace.

The pontiff made clear he 
thought differently.

"There is hope,”  he said, “ that 
. the conclusion awaited by all our 

faithful children may be reached 
in the glory of the Incarnate Son 
of God in the Joy of Christmas in 
the centenary year of the Council 
o f T rent"

That centenary year would be 
1668. The Council of Trent met 
from 1646 to 1663.

The council fathers—cardinahi, 
patriarchs, archbishops and bis- 
hegw assembled from around the 
world—devoted most of their final 
session to a pontifical Mass cele­
brated by Enio Cardinal Morelia, 
archpriest of St. Peter’s.

Pope John did not go to the ba- 
siUca until after the Mass. He is 
convalescing from an aggravated 
stomaph disorder, posslMy an ul­
cer, and serious anemia. His doc­
tor visited him Just before he went 
to the basilicf.

He did' not* mention his illness 
-ki his'2,200-word speech.

’ It was largely an expreesimi of 
faith and hope that the council 
would successfully conclude its 
work.

A pajama bottom was 
around her neck ahd there was a 
cut on the left side of her neck. A 
blood-stained 12-inch knife was 
near the body.

Lt. Perrone said the girl could 
have died from any otm of three 
means: strangulation, drowning or 
from the throat slash. A medical 
examiner was expected to rive an 
official verdict the death at a 
later time.

Like the other seven women vic­
tims, Miss Ckidigan was ^one at 
home at the time of her death.

Most of the earlier victims were 
linked in some way with hospitals.

sell its NATO allies on adopting 
a lesson from the Cuban crisia—a 
lesson U.S. officials believe could 
prevent some European crisis 
from turning into nuclear >yar.,,, 

The Americans will urge that 
the North Atlahtlc Treaty Organ­
ization alliance deploy greater 
conventional firepower against the 
Soviet force in Europe, thus giving 
both sides a choice other than sur­
render or holocaust.

To reach this strength, NATO 
will be asked to achieve the long- 
sought goal of 30 divisions, ac­
cording to officials here.

Arguing the American case ..be­
fore the NATO council In Paris 
Dec. 13-16 will be a high-ranking 
team led by Secretary of State 
Dean Rusk and. Secretary of De­
fense Robert S. McNamara.

The 30-mah delegation will also 
include Secretary of the Treasury 
Douglas Dillon, Gen. Maxwell 
Taylor, chairman of the Joint 
Chiefs of Staff, Ambassador-at- 
large Llewellyn Thompson, Am­
bassador (Miarles E. Bohlen, State 
Department counselor Walt W. 
Rostdw and Assistant Secretary of 
Defense Paul H. Nitze.

The 30-divisibn goal was set sev 
eral years ago, but so far only 
22 to 23 divtoions, Including five 
full-strength American divisions, 
are at the disposal ot NATO’s su­
preme commander.

Rusk and his colleagues, offi­
cials stressed, have no intention 
to bring iip the controversial'issue 
of a nuclear force for NATO, but 
the American contingent feels 
sure that the question will come 
up smyway.

The United States has offered 
Polaris-equipped submarines and 
also land-based, mobile middle- 
range missiles to the alliance, pro­
v id e  the EiUropean nations can 
agree on their control and use.

This country, officials said, has 
no intention to renege cm these 
offers, although It has made clear 
In recent months that the U.S. 
nuclear deterrent Is adequate and 
that there is really no need for 
duplication in form of a NATO 
nuclear force.

Nehru Reports 
G>nditions of 
Red Pullback

NEW DELHI, India (A P I -  
Prime Minister Nehru said today 
the Oiinese (Xanmunists appar­
ently plan to withdraw their 
armed f<mces from northeast In­
dia. but want to retain two ciyllan 
outposts in Indian territory.

Nehru made a short statement 
in Parliament.

Questions, about his reaction to 
the Chinese plans were not per­
mitted.

“ According to present indica­
tions the Oilnese armed forces ^
Will withdraw many miles beyond KwmMy s trip 
any McMahon line but they wM t 
to keep civil-posts at Dhola ahd 
Longju,”  Nehru said.

The McMahon line fonhs the 
northeastern border that is 
claimed by India. Oiina refers to 
the Une, drawn in 1814 ^  a Brit­
ish official named McMahon, as 
“ the illegal McMahon line”  and 
says the border is 100 miles to 
the south in places iniis amounts 
to a claim of some M.OOO sqi 
mllM of Indian territory.

Rebels Hit Oil Stations, 
Demand Independence

BRUNEI (A P )— A revolt for independence broke out in 
the darkness before dawn today in this British-protected sai- 
tanate on the island of Borneo. Britain rushed tough Gurkha 
troops from Singapore but the royal government appeared to 
have the uprising under control.

Seven persons were reported killed in the first skirmishes 
between the rebels and the forces of the sultan, Sir Omar Ali 
Saifuddin.

The rebels attacked oil installations manned by 200 Brit­
ons, Dutch and Australians in this capital. But there were no 
reports of casualties or serious damage. The installations 
pump out 4 million tons of oil a year.

The rebels also were reported to have attacked installa­
tions in Seria, a major oil installation about 45 miles south­
west of here.

(In Kuching, capital of the neigh­
boring British territory of Sar­
awak, the government announced 
the situation in Brunei was under 
government control aind that order 
had been restored. It said, how­
ever, the situation was still serious 
at Seria and in nearby Kuala Be- 
lalt.)

Brunei City was quiet in day­
break.

In Manila, A. M. Azahari, leader 
of Brunei's strongest political par­
ty—the Parti Rakyat (People’s 
party)—proclaimed himself revolu­
tionary prime minister of Brunei 
and also of two neighboring terri­
tories, North Borneo and Sarawak.

North Borneo police reported 
they exchanged fire with Brunei 
rebels at Weston near the North 
Borneo-Brunei border this morn­
ing. They reported no casualties.

Azahari said his rebels num­
bered 20,000 to 26,000 and operated 
as the Tentera Nasional Kaliman­
tan Utara (North Borneo National 
Army), elements of which have 
been previously identified as pro- 
Indonesia. Indonesia owns part M 
this island off Southeast Asia.

British army sources in Singa­
pore said 280 Gurkhas had left 
there aboard eight troop trans­
ports on a 700-mile flight to Bru­
nei. They said more would follow 
Sunday.

The sultan told Brunei’s 80,000 
residents in a radio address the 
revolt was launched by what he 
Called an “ unlawful unit of army 
menibers.”

“ I know who is responsible for 
this armed rebellion," he said. 
"The strongest poss'lble measures 
will be taken against those re­
sponsible and those guilty will be 
dealt with accordingly.”

He claimed the rebels coerced 
many citizens into Joining the re­
volt by saying it had royal ap­
proval.

Azsihari has been a leading pro­
p o n e n to f  independence' for the 
Borneo territories — scheduled for 
ihclusion in a federation to be 
galted Malaysia, with Malaya and 
Singa^re.

Malayans working with the gov­
ernment here rejected an offer 
front their prime minister, Tunka 
Abdul Rahmaii; to be flown out.

It is possible to keep the situa­
tion imder control,’ ’ they said. 
‘We elect to remain all together 
to help Brunei.”

time in five days Londoners 
awoke today to clear skies and 
air free of fog and smog.

The smog left 106 persons dead 
and more than 1,000 hospitalized 
with chest and heart ailments. 
The cost of the four-day pall of 
dirt and darkness was expected to 
reach 12 million pounds ($83.6 
million) and possibly as high as 
20 million pounds ($56 million).

British European Airways lost 
more than 160,000 pounds ($448,- 
000). The airline canceled more 
than 300 flights. Other airlines 
were also affected by the closing 
of London Airport for three days, 
IS hours.

A hundred ships were waiting 
to get into London Docks, many 
of them since Tuesday. Another 
22 vessels have been waiting Just 
as long to get out. Lloyd’s, the big 
shipping^ Insurers, estimated-' the 
waiting 'would produce a mtissive 
bill.

Scotland Yard has still to work 
out the cost of the spate of rob­
beries which. made London a 
bandit’ s delight.

The action by appellate Judges 
Moiris A. Soper, Clement F. Hayns- 
rorth Jr., and J. Spencer Bell, 
may streng;then the cases of ether 
Negroes involved in similar cases.

There has been no pubUc school 
integration in South Carolina de­
spite the fact an earlier Clarendon 
Ciounty case was one of five upon 
which the Supreme Cotirt based Its 
1964 school integration ruling.

Ready For Your Wax Works?
By VIVIAN BROWN 

AP Newsfeatures Writer
Make your Christmas gift can­

dles worlu o f art by simulating de­
sign effects seen on imported 
Christmas candles, says Peggy 
Weber Francis. Her family has 
been making candles in Salzburg, 
Austria, since 1583.
. “ You need not to be too ambi- 

UoUB in the beginning. A simple 
but effective design can be made 
by carving a little niche near the 
bottom o f  a candle, and inserting 
into It small nativity figures that 
may be bought in stores.

“ To trim the edge of the niche, 
merely twist gold ribljon, dip it 
into parrafln and apply around the 
opening. Apply the gold ribbon by 
pouring hot wax from an old can­
dle over it very carefully until 
decoration and candle are weld­
ed."

Pretty designs may be made 
with ordinary white or gold fash­
ion cord, pine, holly, little stars 
or scroll effects that may be cut 
out o f gold paper doilies, she. 
says. Dip them into melted wax 
to look like real wax effects seen 
on authentic candles, she explains.

Powdered fabric dyes may be 
put into hot wax to color candles, 
although some people use cray­
ons that have been chopped up 
and melted.

"The artist uses a forceps heat­
ed over a gas flame to sculpture 
designs 'on the surface of the 
candle, although geometric de­
signs or bas-relief f la re s  may be 
imprinted on sheets^of wax and 
applied to the candle, sometimes 
covered with gold leaf, sometimes 
given an antique patinsu Some 
motif are produced in special 
wooden molds.

"Failure to candle making re­
sults from cutting corners to mak­
ing the candles trom  old candle 
stubs or from using the wrong 
materials for wricks,”  she {ulvises.

Beeswax withstands heat and

^butns longer but too so ft  She 
suggests combining paraffin (30 
per cent) and beeswax (about '70 
per cent.)

Heavy cotton must be used for 
the wick, an inadequate flame wrill 
be drdwmed by the candle. A 
heavy white shoelace is good. So 
Is strong cotton that is twrlsted, 
braided and swritched to hold it.

OSLO, Norway (AP) — Kirsten 

Flagstad, the famed Norwegian 
Wagnerian aoprano and former 
star of the Metropolitan Opera in 
New York, died here Friday night. 
She was 67.

Director John Caspersen of the 
Oslo government-run hospital, 
Rikshospitalet, said that ahe died 
there at 8 p.m.

“ She had been here for several 
months,”  he said. >

He refused to give the cause of 
death.

Bom to a musical family July 
12, 1895, near Oslo, Miss Flagstad 
started her singing career as a 
child with a part to Gilbert and 
Sullivan’s "The Mikado.”  She be­
gan her operatic career when she 
was 18.

A few ' years later. New York 
bEuiker Otto Kahn heard her sing 
.“ Tosca”  to Oslo’s National Thea­
ter and passed the word to the 
Metropolitan that this was a singer 
worth watching.

She made her debut at the 
Metropolitan to 1936 as Siegitode 
and followed it up four days later 
as Isolde. New York critics de­
scribed her performance with such 
phrases as “ transcendentally 
beautiful.”

Until 1941, Miss Flagstad was 
the Met’s leading Wagnerian so- 
p'rano. She returned home to Ger­
man-occupied Norway during the 
war to Join her husband, Henry

Johanaeti, a  wealthy himimrman. 
He died to 1946 of a  lung ulment 
before being brau ^ t to trial - on 
charges of economic collaboration 
with the Nazis. He had pleaded 
innocent to the charges.

When Miss Flagstad returned to 
the United States to 1947 for a con­
cert tour, pickets paraded outside 
halls to”  New York, CSiicago and 
Philadelphia, protesting her con­
duct during the war.

She issued a formal statement 
after the tour saying that she had 
no dealings with the Nazis and did 
pot support them to any way. She 
said the only singing she did dur­
ing the war was to Sweden and 
Switzerland, neutral countries.

She was made an honorary 
member of the Norwegian Society 
of Musical Artists, and its presi­
dent said she could not be criti­
cized from any patriotic point of 
view and "only family matters”  
caused hereto return to Norway 
during the war.

She made other postwar appear­
ances at the Metropolitan smd at 
New York’s Carnegie Hall. When 
she appeareo to a farewell per­
formance at the Met to 1952 to the 
title role of Gluck’s opera Alcestis, 
she received IS curtain calls.

The singer announced her final 
retirement from the opera to 1963 
to London. She was quoted as say­
ing she wanted to retire while stUl 
able to sing her best.

The Fatty lasue
Back in Aug^ust, the Coimcil on 

Foods and Nutrition o f the Ameri­
can Medical Association issued a 
formal report on the possible rela­
tionship between the consumption 
o f various kind of fats and the 
creation of blood cholesterol which 
might be dangerous to the heart. 
In that report, the AMA Ooundl 
suggested that only physicians 
should consider changing diet for 
patients with hardening o f the ar­
teries. But the report did also 
recommend a reduction in the con­
sumption of "saturated’’  fats and 
the substitution of "polyunsaturat­
ed”  fats for them. It recommended 
this even though it qonfessed it did 
not have clear proof of a connec­
tion between the one kind of fat 
and arterial conditions.

This report and this finding were 
enough to erystalllze alarms that 
had been brewing for a long time, 
and some of those who specialize in 
putting “polyunsaturated” fats on 
the market produced almost in­
stant commercials featuring the 
AMA report.

So now, by contrast, comes a re­
port, from the same Food Council 
o f the American Medical Associa­
tion, attacking the anticholesteiol 
“ food fad” and warning that ” lt is 
not just foolish and futile; it also 
carries some risk.”

The new report stresses the risk 
o f dietary changes made , without 
phsrsician’s advice; it defends the 
roimded diet v ^ ch  hududea, and 
needs, just about something of 
everything. Including most o f the 
foods the anticholesterol fad has 
made its target; it says that a way 
of controlling cholesterol by diet 
may be achieved some day but has 
not yet been found In the labora­
tories; it says nobody even knows 
that certain fats definitely are 
harmful; it says that heart trou­
ble, in any case, has many other 
causes, more Important causes.

One report, back in August, con 
firmed and streng;thened a public 
alcum about consumption of cer-

S  kinds of fats. The new report, 
before us, seems to attempt 

to coimteracrt some of that alarm, 
and undo, or perhaps merely clari­
fy, some of the Intent of the origi­
nal report.

As for the public, H will, in so 
far as it tries to play physician to 
Itself, remain lost somewhere be­
tween the two reports.

TTie best thing to do is ask your 
own doctor.

There is, it seems to us, little 
question about which Republican 
state figure came out of toe 1962 
election with toe best chance and 
toe best claim for iuture peuty 
preferment if he wishes IL

With all due deference to toe 
showing made by such candidates 
as John Alsop for Governor, Hor­
ace Seely-Brown for United States 
Senator, and John Lupton as can­
didate for Oongressman-at-Iarge, 
the gentleman we have in mind 
did for better, on election day, 
than any of these.

And he, as a result of the com­
parative building up he got cm 
election day, stands number one on 
any list of the party’s future eli- 
glbiUties.

He Is, of course, toe man who 
did not run.

This is always an enviable pq- 
sition to hold, in a year when yoiir 
party is losing.

It was the position John Alsop, 
for that matter, held In 1058, when 
Ids party was losing the state by a 
quarter o f a million votes. There 
w a s  an immediate Judgement, 
then, that if Alsop had been run­
ning, the Democratic victory 
margto would certainly have been 
no quarter of a million. And, this 
November, Alsop proved that out, 
reducing his party’s deficit by 
nearly 200,000 votes.

The fact that Alsop bad been a 
contender for toe nomination in 
1958, had lost out, and that the 
election had then proved a Repub­
lican disaster was an Important 
part o f Alsop’s success in seeking 
the nomination In 1962.

Now this heritage passes al­
most automaticM^y to Bd May, 
the man who lost out in toe battle 
for toe 1962 nomination. Just as 
Alsop, if he had run in 1658, would 
concededly have improved the Re­
publican showing in that year, so 
it is now advanced, as a theory 
for May, that he mijght have done 
ibetter than Alsop, even enough 
bettor to bring the result down to 
a photo finish. No one can disinove 
this; toe May appeal, the May im­
age, toe May potentialities are aU 
Ilkdy to loom Ug pireotsely be­
cause everybody else was being 
cut down on Nov. 6.

It this is May’s elemental posi­
tion, it is e m b e l l i s h e d  and 
strengthened by two other con­
siderations. First, he and his fol­
lowers (hd not sulk or sit the cam­
paign out. Second, and perha3>s 
even more important, there was 
never much dlvisicm o f principle or 
ideology involved in toe Alsop- 
May diviaion of the party. Two 
persoiud ambitions spHt the party, 
each drawing to Itself a cross sec­
tion of toe party strength. The op­
posing camps did real savage bat­
tle with one another, in the name 
of Alsop and May, and with, of 
course, a view to power and spoils 
in the event of a victory. But once 
the ambition of one, Alrop, has had 
its chance and proclaimed Itself 
satisfied, toe prime reason for the 
division itself has ended, and there 
is no fundamental reason why Al­
sop himself should feel required 
to dispute any future May claim.

Up until toe even^g of last Nov. 
6, It was obvious to everybody that 
Alsop had been .ludty, not to have 
made his run back in 1948.

Now, at least imtil some new 
election night returns a diftfflent 
verdict. May is the lucky one h«, 
cause he didn’t run to 1962, and, on 
toe basis of that nc^performanc% 
the party’s number one eHglbla

Results May^Not Be Good 
Of Soviet Prohe of Mars

of soma of oulr ^laca scientists 
as to whether the one-tim Soviet 
space probe now on its way to 
Mars will return significant Infor­
mation after its 800,000,000-mile 
trip. Tha principal reason for this 
doubt is the critical problem of 
toe Ufa of the compoiients mak­
ing. up the instrument and com- 
munUntUons payload.

A Moscow dispatch has indi' 
catad that toe probe might re­
turn to the earth before relaying 
b a ^  Its findings. This would 
mean that the signals would have 
to bo transmitted after an almost 
eight-month delay between taking 
and transmitting. And even if the 
stored pictures did not deteriorate 
there remains an acute problem 
which deals with . guiding the 
probe to the earth after a close 
Mars iiassags they encounter 
an almost msurmountable task 
of knowing what instructions to 
relay to toe probe to undertake 
this maneuver. Let us suppose 
that they can achieve toe same 
accuracy with their probe that we 
achieved with Mariner 2. This 
means it will pass within 6,800 
miles of the p lu e t  Because the 
planet is a massive body it will 
perturb the probe and perhaps 
start it off in another dlrectim. 
The question then becomes: How 
did toe planet disturb toe probe 
and what must be done 'to return 
it to the vicinity of the earth? 
These questions must be analyzed 
and answered from a distance of 
150,000,000 mUes.

Plan Undisturbed Probe
Let us suppose that the Rus­

sians will program the probe ..so 
that the gravitational field of the 
planet will not disturb i t  This 
means that H cannot pass closer 
than about one-half a million 
miles from Mars. This is about 
tufice toe sarto-moon distance and 
unless there is a good, long focus 
telescope aboard, toe vtdue of 
the probe will be minimal. If 
Mars does not disturb toe probe 
It may be possible for them to 
program toe return to retrieve 
the desired information.

The other approach, and the 
one which will most likely be 
used, will be to relay Information 
concerning the planet surface 
from a distance of 150,000,000 
miles. I

The manner in which this may 
be done is to trike television pic­
tures and record them on tape. 
Once this tape is available it can 
be played back on demand to 
have the pictures transmitted by 
a scanning device. In toe case of 
the Lunik HI, the moon picture 
was recorded on film and when 
the probe returned to toe earth 
the film was scanned. In this 
manner a picture of the hidden 
side of the mom was obtained. 
The Lunik in  process may be un­
satisfactory in this procedure be­
cause long exposure fo space 
radiations may adversely affect 
the film.

The logical approach appears 
to be the relaying back of pic­
tures by radio signals from a dis­
tance of 160,(XX),000 miles. Despite 
the fact that this has not yet been

The ability to transmit a pic­

ture depends on toe bond width 
used for transmission. Thta h u d  
width can vary from a single 
cycle to many thousands at cy­
cles. Our Roi^ger probes have a 
bond width of abotit 8,000 eyeles 
per second while the Mariner 2 
interplanetary probe will relay 
back information at about 10 cy- 
des per second.

If we are to assume that toe 
Soviets will use toe same band 
width as toe Mariner they will 
have to transmit toe 180,000 bits 
for 16,000 seconds or over four 
hours to acquire a'singla toeture. 
However, this rather lengthy 
time interval should not present 
a problem to eommunieations en­
gineers.

Engineers assume that the 
world’s  largest radio telescope 
may be riyaUabts to {rick up these 
faint signals and that the Mars 
I probe antenna will be p<rinted 
at the earth. Under these condi­
tions only "one watt ef eoergy” 
at the transmitter near Mars will 
suffice to have this signal re­
ceived on the earth. They also 
point out that present l»tt«des 
cah yield up to 50 watts for one 
hour for every pound., of battery 
carried along. Thus ample power 
broadcasting Is present. Sven 
with this narrow band width the 
^rvlets can take literally hun­
dreds of pictures and transmit 
them to earth over a period of 
msmy weeks hoping that some fea­
tures will be sharp on different 
pictures and the final composite 
picture Mars will bs a defini­
tive one.

While this Indicates .that no 
problem involved in toe acquisi­
tion of the Mars pictures Is insol­
uble actually a serious problem 
is present and that is: Row do 
you maintain equipment in the 
alien enviornment of space for a 
period of at least eight months 
and have toe equipment perform 
perfectly? The critical problem in 
this probe will be maintaining 
the life of toe many components 
—optical, electronic, efficiency of 
batteries, etc.

Theoretically, getting a probe 
to Mars to photograph the sur­
face and then relaying that' infor­
mation to the earth appears easy. 
In light of What is happening to 
our Mariner 2 and what happened 
to Russia’s Venus probe toe out­
come is not too encouraging. If 
the Russians succeed in this they 
will have overcome .a major hur­
dle in the maintenance of equip­
ment in space but we really 
shouldn’t be too surprised if the 
Mars I doesn’t fulfill its aspira­
tions.

Britain Rushes Gurkha Units

opened revolts in Sarawak and 
North. Borneo but. there was no 
confirmation of this.

Azaharl made his claims to 
newsmen in Manila, capital of the 
Philippines which has .lodged a 
forihal claim to Britain for the 
territory of North Borneo.

He said his men surrounded the 
sultan’s palace at Brunei City, the 
capital of Brunei, and that the 
sultan was under heavy- guard. 
The city! is under rebel control, 
he claimed, and his army is 
marching on Jesselton in North 
Borneo.

"If the British attack us, my in­
structions are to sabotage the 
whole oil field (in Brunet),”  he 
told newsmen.

In ^>ndon an Air Ministry 
spokesman said toe Gurkha troops 
were being flown In today. Small 
detachments of engineers and sig­
nal corps men would be involv^ 
in the airlift.

Azaharl blamed "British stub- 
borness”  for the revolt, claiming 
toe British refused to grant his 
people tbe right of self-determina­
tion. The rebels oppose the pro­
jected union of the three territo­
ries with.Malaya and Singapore in 
a federation to be called Malaysia.

Azaharl said he plans to leave 
for the United Nations Tuesday or 
Wednesday ‘.‘to present my case to 
toe General Assembly and ask for 
recognition.”

First reports here told of rebel 
action only in Brunei. There was 
no immediate word here that the 
insurrection had also spread to 
Sarawak and North Borneo.

But the Sarawak government 
said the situation in Brunei was 
serious and it tobk over emergen­
cy power in Sarawak as a precau­
tionary step.

The Shell Oil (Tk). in London said 
all communications with its oil in­
stallations in Brunei had been cut 
off. Brunei, bounded on all sides 
by Sarawak, depends primarily on 
its oil industry, but rubber is also 
one of its Important products.

The big Seria oilfield, which was 
damaged during World War n  and 
was in the hands of the Japanese, 
produces about 4 million tons of 
oil a year.

The Shell spokesman said, ” We 
have heard the installations are 
undamaged and there are no casu­
alties.”

But he said it was not known 
whether.., the installations had fall­
en to the rebels.

About 2(X) expatriate families 
were reported working for Shell in 
toe area, including some British, 
Dutch and Australian.

Reports circulated here that the 
rebels succeeded in seizing some 
oil installations in Brunei and a 
power station and were fighting in 
Brunei CSty, the capital of the 
tropical state.

The population of Brunei was es­
timated at 83,877 in 1960. Sarawak 
has 744,529 Inhabitants, and North 
Borneo 454,328.

In Kuala Lumpur, the Malayan 
government said that in its view 
the Brunei revolt had nothing to 
do with the proposed Malaysia 
federation. A government state­
ment said Prime Minister Tunku 
Abdul Rhman had repeatedly stat­
ed that the people of Brunei were 
free to choose for themselves 
whether they wanted to Join 
Malaysia or not.

Azaharl said Europeans would 
not be harmed by his mrin unless 
they take up arms. He said the 
revolutionaries have no intention 
of seizing private property or in­
terfering withyaconomic interests.

Certain feature sections of other 
Sunday papers had been delivered 
to newsstands earlier in the week, 
under toe usual procedure. Wheth­
er toe stands would sell these was 
not immediately ascertained.
' Six other craft unions, whose 
contracts also expired last mid­
night, did not strike but an­
nounced support of toe printers. 
The American Newspaper Guild, 
made up of writers, which last 
month sbqick the Dally News for 
eight days. Is pledged to support 
the craft unions.

The News, the nation’s largest 
newspaper with 2 million-plus cir­
culation during the week and 
more than 3 million on Sunday, 
was struck again today. The other 
three were the Times, Journsd- 
American and World-Telegram ft 
Sun.

The union did nqt strike the 
Herald Tribune, Dally Mirror, the 
Post, the Long Island Press or the 
Long Island Star-Journal.

Amory H. Bradford, vice presi­
dent of the Times and spokesman 
for the publishers association, 
said In a statement that the five 
would shut down “ as soon as the 
necessary steps can be ' taken."

The strike came amid hopeful 
signs that the threat of a second 
blackout of newspapers here In 
four years was abating.

After the walkout. Bradford 
Mid that a tentative agreement 
had been reached shortly before 
midnight with the Newspaper De­
liverers Union for an $8 weekly 
pay raise spread over two years. 
Earlier in the negotiations, the 
publishers offered J8 over three 
years.

The 38 in two years Is the con­
tract that the Daily News made 
with the newspaper guild. Five 
other Manhattan papers accepted 
this formula. The Post is still ne­
gotiating over a sick leave clause.

There were no guild negotia­
tions at the two Long Island pa­
pers, both located in Queens.

But Bertram H. Powers, presi­
dent of the New York City print­
ers local and chairman of the 
“ unity committee”  representing 
sdl the union locals, Mid that the 
committee unanimously supported 
the strike. The deliverers are in 
the committee.

A strike of deliverers shut down 
the nine papers for 19 days 
during the Christmas season of 
1968. At that time, the publishers 
association estimated the loss to 
the Industry In the peak advertis­
ing season at' $25 million, plus 
$6 million in lost wages to some 
19,(XX) employes.

Other unions whose contracts 
expired today, in addition to the 
printers and the deliverers, are 
the stereotypers, pressmen, pho­
to-engravers, paper handlers and 
mailer.s.

Wages, hours and vacations 
were the chief issues in negotia­
tions. The printers asked a $19 
weekly wage increase over two 
years to $160 a week; a ;30-hour 
work week compared with the 
present 86%; four weeks of vaca­
tion after one year, plus Improved 
holiday and sick braefits.

Bradford said that 16 minutes 
before the 2 a.m. deadline, the 
printers said they would settle for 
an $18.45 weekly increase over 
two years and a 35-hour work 
week.

” We expressed some astonish­
ment at the terms,”  Bradford 
said, adding that a federal medi­
ator requested that the clock be 
stopped at 1:65 a.m. but was told 
by a printers' official: “ It’s too 
late.”

Pickets appeared outside the 
four struck papers not long after.

As negotiations broke up, with­
out any announced time for re­
sumption, Asher H. Schwartz, 
counsel for the deliverers. Mid 
his union was still considering the 
publishers' offer of $8 weekly, but 
acknowledged that acceptance 
would be academic In view of the 

. printers’ picket lines. The deliv­
erers had asked $16 weekly.

Streetcorner Research
CAMBRIDGE, Mass. (AP) — life of 50 different boys. They don’t

Thirty tough Juvenile delinquents 
have been going to Harvard in a 
new project, called “Street-corner 
Research.”

The boys were paid 50 cents to 
$2 an hour to talk about them­
selves into a tape recorder. They 
worked aibout an hour a day, two 
to five days a week, and “school” 
lasted nine months to a yeai-. Some 
went to new Jobs, some into the 
Armed Forces, some to school — 
and a few wound up back in 
prison.

But a three-year follow-up study 
of the boys shows the delinquency 
rate, since they left toe project, 
was about half that expected.

Dr. Ralph Schwltzgebel, director 
of Streetcorner Research, explain­
ed that by talking about them­
selves the boys began to think 
about themselves, about what they 
had done and about what the fu­
ture might hold.

The project was begun four 
years ago by Charles W. Slack, 
now assistant professor of clinical 
psychology at toe University of 
Alabama. He wanted to learn 
about toe curious effect on' boys 
paid to talk into a recorder about 
their fantasies. - '

Started'on Street Corner
Streetcorner Research got its 

name !,from Its first location: A 
store frrat at a street comer. It 
is now located in a building of the 
Harvard Laboratory of Social Re­
lations.

"The .subjects we were after,” 
explained Dr. Schwltzgebel, “were 
boys who had not completed 
school, had never been able to hold 
a steady Job, had extensive court 
records a ^  had spent time in re­
form school or prison.”

The scientists found their 30 
' subjects by atudyiiig social agency 
I records, from toe boys' own grape­
vine and by hanging around areas 
frequented by delinquents. Dr. 
Schwltzgebel, a crack pinball play­
er, mdt some of them in a B^ton 

' amusement center.
! Of the 30 who worked for Street-

work. They get up around 8 o’clock, 
and they hang around, and bum 
money and broze, and play pool, 
and watch people that's got Jobs 
and money . . . see if they can bum 
a pool game. About 12 o’clock 
they’ll go home and change clothes 
and come back up for the evening.

"Then they’ll go down and dance 
some, then get drunk and stay out 
late . . . they’re always out for 
trouble . . . sop booze. My gang’d 
be there, and I’d have my black 
leather Jacket—Hell’s Lost Angels 
on it.

Ntoni said he could understand 
toe crafuslon that has arisen be­
cause of the dispute between In- 
^ a  and CTiina over where the Mc­
Mahon line runs. The CSiinese ver­
sion "is four to five miles below 
our McMahon line,”  he said.

He apparently referred to the 
line at a place near the Bhutan 
border.

But regardless of this differ­
ence the Chinese have said they 
would withdraw their armed 
froces 12% miles north of the line, 
Nehru said.

It was around Dhola, Just east 
of the Junction of India. Tibet and 
the Himalayan kingdom of Bhutsui 
that the fighting began in Septem­
ber as a forerunner of the Chi­
nese invasion In October.

The Chinese claim Dhola is on 
their side of the Mchfahem line. 
India says it is south of the high­
est watershed In the area which 
Nehru claimed was the principle 
on which McMahem set his line.

The Chinese captured Longju in 
August, 1969, killing three Indians 
in the first bloodshed of the dis­
pute over 61,000 square miles of 
Hinilayan borderlands. Some 15,- 
0(X) square miles claimed by Red 
Cliina is 800 miles to the north­
west in Ladakh.

The Chinese have promised to 
withdraw their Invasion armies 
from northeast India but claim 
the battle line in the northwest is 
their rightful border. Nehru has 
refused to accept this claim. In­
dia still has not confirmed Chi­
nese reports that a withdrawal is 
under way from the front posi­
tions of the invasion armies but 
says there is some thinning out 
of rear CJhinese troops.

In Ohio, Cleveland was partial­
ly paralyzed, with more than 15 
inches of snow — its worst snow­
storm In 12 years. All schools and 
many businesses were shut down.

The Cleveland Electric Illurain- 
ating Co. worked to restore power 
to thousands of homes cut oft by 
fallen power lines. At the heigb̂ t 
of the storm 40,000 homes were 
without power, the company re­
ported.

Brunswick, a small community 
less than 20 miles southwe.st of 
downtown Cleveland, was isolated. 
With telephone service out, Mayor 
C!!arl Miller declared a state of 
emergency.

Bindlay and Fostoria. in north­
western Ohio, also were declared 
states of emergency. At Findlay, 
south of Toledo, Mayor William 
Ciarlin .said the emergency was 
declared primarily because of 
stranded motorists. At Fostoria, 15 
miles from Findlay, Mayor Phil 
Brubaker said some 300 motorists 
were stranded.

Highway crews used a snow­
blower to break through drifts on 
Ohio 4 from Norwalk to Attica to 
open a path for an ambulance tak­
ing 11-year-old Shelley Lambert 80 
miles to a Cleveland hoepital for 
emergency brain surgery.

In Erie County the National 
Guard put a military tank into < 
operation "to try to free a truck 
load of freezing pigs. The tank' 
was unsuccessful in this effort but 
was used to get aid to an expect­
ant mother.

The Ohio Highway Patrol said 
more than 200 state and national 
highways were closed in the state.

Erie shoreline.

Garrett County in western Mary­
land had 18 inches of snow, and 
other western Maryland counties 
reported 6 to 10 Inches ra the 
ground.

HUNT GOES ON FOR NEWER, 
MORE EFFECTIVE 

ANTIBIOTICS

In 1613 Ponce de Leon, a Span­
ish soldier, led an expedition into 
Florida to discover the mythical 
Fountain of Youth. In that day 
such quests were common but 
they were doomed to failure.

Our present d a y  explorers 
search for many things. One of 
the more fruitful lines of explora­
tion in recent years has been the 
search for antibiotics. Who shall 
deny that the results have exceed­
ed the hopes of even those earlier 
explorers?

Since pehicillin, at least a doz­
en modified penicillins have been 
developed commercially. This is 
part of the constant battle to out­
se t the lowly disease germs that 
KbW fighting back by developing 
rew^tMce to penicillin and most 
of th e N ^ e r  antibiotics.. This re- 
slstance^la^built up mos^rapidly 
when the ahipunt of th^ntibioti'e 
given Is too Mnall to-'lcnock the 
germs out quick

Often the araoun'tsjs too small 
because a larger would
produce severe aide effeqto In 
the patient. Fnrthermore!\the 
wider thp nsjs of any antIbmUp 
the greater the danger of devel­
oping antibiotic resistant strains 
of the germs.
Although the penicillins are still 

the best treatment for diseases 
caused by the pus-foniSing organ­
isms such as staphylodhecus and 
streptococcus, they c a ^ o t be tak­
en by everyone. If a person Is 
aller^c to penicillin or is infect­
ed vrith . an antibiotic-resistant 
strain, he must be treated with 
some other drug.

One of the newer antibiotics, 
cycloserine, has been. found ,to be 
especially effective against some 
types of infection in the urinary 
bladder. Other new drugs such as 
kanamycin. ristocetin, oleandomy­
cin, and novobiocin may be life­
saving Tf reserved for serious in­
fections that have not responded 
to other older antibiotics.

One of the most promising of 
the newer antibiotics for use 
against the pus-formers is vanco­
mycin. It has the advwtage that 
little, if any, resistance to it is 
developed by the germs and that 
it is betttr tolerated by the per- 
sofi treated than most of the oth­
ers. I t has the disadvantage that 
it cannot be given by mouth or 
injected Into the hip muscles but 
must be given in tbe vein.' }

found that act agaiiist an entirely 
different group of germs. Ampho­
tericin B is effective against some 
of the fungus' diseases such as 
histoplasmosis, a disease that re­
sembles tuberculosis, and blasto­
mycosis, a form of serious and 
often fatal skin disease.

These infections are not very 
common but in the past they 
have been extremely hard to 
treat. F^imagillin has been found 
to kill the germs that cause amer 
blc dysentery. Viomycln, like the 
older streptomycin, is an antl-tu- 
berculous agent and causes some 
of the same undesirable side ef­
fects.

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Baseball Nomad Was with Nine Teams

Colorful Bobo Newsom  
Dies in -Florida at 55

ORLANDO, Fla. (AP)—Bobo Newsom, the roly-poly no­
mad who changed uniforms 26 times during a flamboyant 25- 
year baseball^reer in which he ultimately wound up a loser, 
died Friday ats55, less than 10 years after he pitched in his 
last m&jor leag^ue gameu

The affable SouthSriarolinlan, 
bom Louis Norman NeWMm on 
Aug. 11, 1907, got a late stgrt in 
organized baseball With

the Piedmont League some 
yeara later. But he ftiade up for 
toat. Not until the end of the 1953 
season did he step off the mound 
for the last time.

In between, Newsom’s career 
was marked by a well-balanced 
ledger equally filled with achieve­
ments and failures, an elongated 
card in the record book listing 18 
teams in the minors and majors 
and some newspaper clippings 
dealing writh his off-the-fleld an­
tics.

Nerwsom took his big frame out 
to the pitchers’ m ou^  for nine 
different jxiajor league teams—he 
shares the American Le?' 
ord by having played or )s
—ahd made the rounds ur
teams 1 1  times.

Four Senator Stops
He was with Washington Sena­

tors four different times, played 
for the St. Louis Browns on three 
occasions and shared hotel space 
with the Brooklyn Dodgers and 
Philadelphia Athletics tvrice each. 
He also spent some time with 
New York’s Giants and Yankees 
as well as with the Detroit Tigers, 
Boston Red Sox and Chicago Gubs.

Newsom finished at Philadel­
phia in 1953. He came to the A’s 
in 1^52 in one of the 14 trades or 
deals in whi<h he was involved 
and promised “no more pop-offs, 
no more breaking training. The 
old boss is not ready for pasture 
yet.”

But the "old wing,’ as Newsom 
called it, apparently had had 
enough toil and tunuoil. He posted 
a 2-1 record while pitching only 39 
innings and left the game with 
these nuLTks

Games won and lost—won 211, 
lost 222, one of the few to do both.

No-hitter—pitched nine hitless 
Innings for 1934 Browns against 
Boston. Allowed one hit in 10th— 
and lost 2-1 .

He won 20 games three times

with Detroit and 1945 with Phila­
delphia.

League pennant by postiiigsa 21-5 
record. He won two World 
games against Cincinnati, 
lost the seventh game 2-1 just a 
day after his father died.

Bobo also was to the spotlight 
off the diamond. He and Ty Cobb 
probably are the only players ever 
to be the cause of walkout by their 
teammates. That happened to 1943 
when Bobo was w ith. the Dodgers 
and was fined and suspended by 
Manager Leo Durocher who claim­
ed he was trying to show up catch­
er Bobby Bragan now Milwaukee 
manager.

The D o d g e r s  threatened to 
strike unless Newsom was rein­
stated and the fine rescinded 
Durocher acceded to the demands. 
The Dodgers won their next game 
22-3.

Baseballs’ V o i c e ,  
J.G.T. Spink, Dies

ST. LOUIS, Mo. (AP) — j ,  e . 
Taylor Spink, the "unoffltslal con­
science of basebedl,” is dead, but 
toe legacy of his progressive poli­
cies, cleanliness and honesty for 
the growth of baseball remain.

Spink, publisher of The Sp<wt- 
ing News since 1914, died in his 
home here Friday after being 111 
for more than a year.

Funeral services will be held to­
day.

The gruff-spoken Spink, known 
for his 16-hour work days, was 
one of the newspaper inaustry’s 
prominent figures through l i e  
Sporting News, referred to as the 
Bible of Baseball. He also pub­
lished Hie Sporting Goods Dealer, 
a trade magazine, and an assort­
ment of record books.

But it was through his "Bible” 
that Spink became known as toe 
voice of baseball through his cru­
sades for its betterment. The inter­
nationally-known sports weekly 
became a apokesman to which 
players, officials and fans turned 
for information and leadership.

Spink used toe publication to 
battle against toe Federal League 
player raids on the American 
League to 1914. He used it to 
help uncover the Black Sox scan­
dal of 1919. He used It to fight 
for the minor leagues as well as 
toe majors. And he strongly sup­
ported baseball in foreign coun­
tries and to the sandlots of Ameri­
ca.

Spink was a supporter of K. M. 
Landis, a  federal judge named 
baseball’s first commissioner, but 
the publisher-editor never hesi­
tated to criticize Landis when he 
felt it justified.

It has been said that. If Spink 
had not existed, organized l^ e -  
ball would have had to invent him. 
In his own words, while receiving 
one of his countless awards for 
service to toe sport, Spink said, ”I 
have tried to do a good job for 
baseball.”

No one can say he did not suc­
ceed.

But 
on the other hand, they'll never 
be oc(nised as assailants by Big 
Daddy Lipscomb.

Ditka of the (Chicago Bears 
might. So, too, might Ron Kramer 
of the Green ^ y  Packers.

Unique Spleoes
They represent a imlque species 

.gaining accreditation in pro foot­
ball — the tight and.

The antithesis of toe tight end 
is the split end, that lonesome, 
anti-social citizen who isolates 
himself some 10 yards or more 
from tbs main pride of sweaty 
linemen and, as much as possible, 
disdains body contact. Liks Phil­
lips and Shofner.

Except for Ditka, who catcheseoff a linebacker's forearm ahivsr
an inordinate amount of passes 
for his position, the tight end never 
shows up, among the league-lead­
ing pass grabbers. Mike was fifth 
last year and. after an injury- 
hampered start, has climbed into 
the top 10 again in 1962.

The National Aeronautics and 
Space Administration’s Manned 
Spacecraft Center, Houston, Tex., 
last week aimouncd that Hamilton 
Standard division of th United Air­
craft Corporation as prime con­
tractor to manage and integrate 
the space suit program and also de­
sign and manufacture the life sup­
port backpacks.

’The suits will be developed for 
Project Appolo and are b ^ g  de­
signed by International Letex. ’The 
pressurized suits will provide astro­
nauts with a high rate of mobility 
in walking, climbing, and bending 
over.

In the helmet will be an airlock 
feeding device to permit the astro­
naut to drink water and eat spe­
cially prepared foods when the 
suit la pressurized. The helmet’s 
face plate will have provisions for 
protecting the eyes from intense 
soleu* glare. It will also be defogged 
and defrosted for g;ood visibility in 
cold temperatures.

’The complete assembly will con­
tain a separate emergency oxygen 
supply. A two-way radio wdll pro­
vide communication with the Apol­
lo spacecraft and other extra ve­
hicular crewmen. A telemetry unit 
and sensing devices will relay to 
the vehicle the astronaut’s physio­
logical functions as well as the 
suit’s pressure, oxygen and temper­
ature conditions.

The life support pack, carried on 
the bE^k of the wearer, will contain 
the oxygen supply neqessary to 
pressurize and ventilate the astro­
naut’s pressure suit, and the me­
chanical system required to cool 
the ventilating gases, remove con­
taminants, and Insure adequate 
gaseous flow. ’The astronaut will be 
able to carry tools, a light, and 
containers to hold the specimens he 
collects on the lunar surface.

The space suit and life support 
system Is designed to permit an 
'l^ronaut to put It on or take it 
ofrin  five minutes, unassisted
